The Police Make a Ha{t;:m an Assignation
Houwse— Who and What Was Coptured
—XNlce Young Men jrom Chicago and
Two Bad Ones from Minneapolis—Mra.
ITousel Attempts Swicide,

Abont two o’clock yesterday morning Capt.
Berry, of the city police force, assisted by
two night patrolmen, made a raid on a house
of assignation (or what was temporarily nsed
as such) immediately in the rear of C. H. A.
Richter's lager beer saloon near the Pacific
depot. The building is a small, one-storied

frame strocture, almost destitute of
furniture, and is located not

Pexm, Ill, June 24.—TLast Thursday

evening as the reportorial force of the Pekin
press were returning from the Peoria re-
gatta, an affray occurred between two of
them, in which, however, no precions life
was sacrificed, but some blood was shed, and
considerable more of that crimson fluid of
life considerably stirred up.

WHEW! HEWITT!

Abram’s Reply te Henry Watterson---The
Address He had Prepared, but Which
Never Saw the Light---4 Labored Vinda-
cation of His Course in the Presidential
Contest, :

. New Yogrk, June 21, 1878.

To the Editor of tne Sun:

Leaving you to reconcile with your sense
of propriety the publication of such state-
mants, not supported by any evidence, as
you represent to have been made by Henry
Watterson in regard to me personally, and
my connection with the late Presidential
election, it seems proper for me to say that
ever since I refused to listen to his insane
and ridiculous proposition to call out “100,-
000 men” in order to put Mr. Tilden into
the White House, he has never ceased to
misrepresent my declarations, purposes, and
action with a malignity which he scarcely
seeks to disguise, Hitherto I have been gi-
lent, because his statements have been too
vague to require denial. Now, however, he
beging to descend to particulars. He
has persistently d me of sup-
pressing a telegram  from  Gover-
nor Tilden in regard to the elec-
toral commission, whereas the fact is that I
never received from Gov. Tilden a telegram
on that or any other subject after the meet-
ing of Congress in 1876, and Gov. Tilden
has assured me that he never sent atelegram
to me, so that Mr. Watterson cannot even
justify his assertion by the poor excuse that
it may have been miscarried. I did, how-
ever, receive some telegrams from Mr. Cooper,
which I had reason to believe were approved
by Mr. Tilden, but no one of these was ever
suppressed or concealed from any person
who had a right to know their contents.

In the account of the interview with him
which you publish, he makes another state-
ment, which, perhaps, 1t is well to contradict,
because it enables me not only to prove that
Mr. Watterson’s assertions are false, but to
place my true position, so much misunder-

stood and so malicionsly misinterpreted,
before the public. Waterson says of
me “Why, he wanted to issune

an address early in December, 1876, resting
our vote upon the return of Oregon, and a
few of us had a time in suppressing him."
That address will now, for the first time, be
given to the public. So far from “resting
our vote on the retarn of Oregon,” it does
precisely the opposite, and rests the Demo-
cratic case upon the will of the people, upon
subsiantial justice, and not upon technicali-
ties of any kind. Mr. Watterson has no ex-
cuse for misrepresenting it, for he heard it
read; but he had nothing to do with sup-
pressing it, because he was not a member of
the national committee, whose executive
committee decided (against my will and pro-
test) to issue merely a brief announcement,
claiming the election of Tilden and Hen-
dricks, withont resting the claim upon any
grounds whatever, This, in my judgment,
was a blunder, and at . this distance we can
now see the wisdomn of ihe address which I
prepared, as follows :

To the People of the United Stutes: Pursuant
to the provisions of the constitution, the
electoral colleges met in the several States on
the firat Wednesday of December, and cast 369
votes for President and Vice President. Of
this nuymber, Samuel J. Tilden and Thomas A.
Hendricks each reccived 185 votes, while Ruth-
erford B, Hayes and William A. Wheeler each
received 184 votes. On the face of the returns,
therefore, already made public, but not yet
officially counted by the two Houses of Con-
gress, as required by the constitution, Bamuel
J. Tilden is elected President, and Thomas A,
Hendricks Vice President, of the United Btates.
Included, however, in tho 184 votes counted
for Hayes and Wheeler, are seven votes {rom
SBouth Carolina, four votes from Florida, and
eight votes from Lonisiana, which, in our

judgment, belong to and of right should have
een cast for Tilden and Hendricks; and in the

votes counted for Tilden and Hendricks is one
vote for Oregon, cast by an elector who, while
he did ot receive o majority  of
the votes of the people of that Scate, did re-
ceive the certificate of election from the Gov-
ernor in accordance with the law ol Uregon,
because the candidate who received the mujor-
ity of the votes was inelizible by reason of the
provisions of the constitution of tie United
Btates. Assuming, therefore, that the inten-
Lion of the people, rather than the frandnlent
returns in the three Bouthern States, and the
provision of the law in the Pacific State,
should be respected in the final count by the
two Houses of Congress, Tilden and Hendricks
will be declared elected by 203 votes cast for
them, againat 166 votes cast for Hayes and
Wheeler. In either view of the case, therefore,
whether it be decided to make the count vn
the face of the certificates, or according to

the real intention and actnal vole of the peo-
ple of the several Btates, the Democratic na-

tional committee feel that they are justified
in claiming the eleetion of Tilden and Hen-
dricks, in accordance with the striet pro-
visions of the law, happily ratified and con-
firmed, not only by a majority of all the States,
but by a large majority of the popular vote of
the whole nation.

The committee have reason, however, to ap-
prehend that an attempt will be made, in plain
violation of the provisions of the constitution,
and of the expressed will of the people, g0 to
pervert the final counting of the votes by the
two Houses of Congress as to reject the one
vote of Oregon cast for Tilden and Hendricks,

on the plea that it does not express the voice of
the people of the State, and to count for Hayes

and Wheeler the votes of Bonth Carolina, Flori-

da and Lonisiana, on the plea that it is not
competent to go behind the official returns,

duly certified in accovdance with the provisions
of law. The inconsistency of this position,

however it inay be disguised, is too obvious to

deceive the people, who to use a phrase homely

indeed but more expressive than a whole vol-

ume of rhetorie, believe that it is '‘a poor rule

that will not work both ways."

8o far as the committee is conecerned, repre-

menting the great national party which put

Tilden and Hendricks in nomination, we do

not hesitate todeclare our conviction and posi-

tion in favor of the doctrine of substantial jus-

tice, and of giving effect to the real will of the |
people.
Vice-President can and should be inguired into.
We believe that only gennine and not false or
fraudulent votes should be counted, and, to
quote the words of President Lincoln, that
“'the two Honses of Congress, convened under
the twelfth article of the constitution, have
complete power to exclude from counting all
lectoral ed by them to be illegal.”
We also believe that full effect should be given
to the voice of the people when expressed ac-
cording to the laws of the State and of the Uni-
ted States, within the limits and under the re-
strictions of the constitution. 1f (by the ap-
plication of these rules of justice fairly ap-
plied) the result should be that, on the one
hand, the votes of Florida, SBonth Carolina, and
Liounisiana should be received, and on the other
the vote of Oregon should be rejected, thus se-

curing the election of  Hayes and
Wheeler, we feel sate in say-
ing that the result would be cheerfully

acquiesced in by the people; but if these rules
should be applied only where they innre to the
benefit of the Republican candidates, and re-
ected when they work to their detriment, we
ave no hesitation in declaring our belief that
the people of this county will never submit to
such an act of injustice and usurpation. Re-
sistance shonld and undoubtedly will be made
as heretofore in the courts and by all the ma-
chinery known to the law, and by such powers
as may be vested under the constitution in the
representatives of the ple in Congress as-
sembled. No assent will ever be given to the

tutions, established by the virtue, wisdom,

sacrifice of our forefathers, and which we
are bound by every consideration of duty and
self-i t to maintain, and by every impulse
of patriotism, to transmit nnimpaired to our
children.

This address was written by me in New
York on the second or third Sunday in De-
cember, 1876, was submitted to Gov. Tilden
on the same day, was approved with some
slight modifications, copied in his house by
his two secretaries, and the thus made
was the one read to the execative committee,
and is now in my poasession, together with
the original draft in my own bandwriting.
The only material difference between the
draft and the copy, is the following phrase,
which was not approved by Mr, Tilden, and
was omitted by his request:

“An to this end, while the people are yet
free and i ndent, we invite them to as-
semble at their nsual places of meeting in
every city, town and hamlet in the country,
on the 8th day of January next, to consider
the dangers of the situati and by calm,
temperate, and firm resolves (to enlighten
their Representatives in Congress assembled
as to their duties in this great crisis of our
institotions),” and 6o on, as iu the address
above printed. :

‘This disposes of the charge, 8o often made,
that wo lost the victory by my refusal to call
meetings of the people to protest against the
fraud.

The above facts plainly show that Mr.
Watterson relies more upon his imagination
than his memory in his attacks upon me,
and I think that I may fairly invoke the
maxim against him :

Falsus in uno, falsus in omnibus.

But he makes another statement which is
80 astounding that I repeat it merely for the
purpose of demanding the proof, which he
ought to be able to furnish, as he says that
“it iy known to many others besides him-
self.” He saya: .

‘‘He perpetrated & most outrageous false-
hood during the winter of 1876-'77, under
circumstances of particular emphasis, and I
never spoke to him afterward.” He does
not specify what the falsehood wae, and I
cannot even conjectnre to what this charge
rofers. 1t is certainly a most exiraordinary
circumstance, that ont of the ten members
of the advisory committee, Mr. Watterson
is the ouly one who felt called upon to re-
sent it; bat that, I suppose, must be due to
the superior refinement and delicacy of his
nature, which, nevertheless, did not prevent
him from making attacks through his news-
paper upon a fellow-member which should
bave been made, if made at all, on the floor
of the House. I think that the Sun will,
therefore, only do justice to itself by de-
manding from Mr. Watterson a specification
of the falsehood he alleges, and the confirm-
atory proof from the other gentlemen to
whom he refers.

Lastly, he says of me, “His latest esca-
pade was to charge the Confederates in the
House with betraying Tilden.” What I said
is in the Congressional Record, snd is as
follows:

I had no part in the bargain, if any was made;
1 knew nothing of any bargain, or of its terms.
But I was told, on the day after the Vermont
returns had heen presented to the joint con-
vention, that these gentlemen. from Louisiana
were satisfied, and that there was no good

reason why the count should not proceed. I1do
not know how they were satirfied; T had never
seen any of them upon the subject of any ne.

gotiation, but I was told they were satisfied.
Upon that, so far as I bad any influence, I
exerted it for the completion of the connt, as
indeed I had exerted it from the start.

This is no charge against the Confederates
of “betraying Tilden.” Mr, Ellis, it is true,
did make some offensive remarks on the as-
sumption that I had made such a charge,
but on being corrected by all the gentlemen
who were present, a8 he was not when I
spoke, he promptly retracted his remarks in
the following words, which I also gunote from
the Record:

Mr. Ellis—I will state again, I was informed,
Mr. Chairman, when I came in after this de-
bate, that the gentleman from New York (Mr.
Hewitt) had charged that this bargain lay at
the door of South Carolina and Louisiana, and

there should he no mistake, Bince I have left
the floor T have been informed by friends, and
by Mr. Hewitt himeself, that he did not use the
language I was informed he did use.
