IHL ANGLO-TUBKISH CONVENTION. 

LONDON, Ju ly 11.—A correspondent a t 
Beiliu is authorized to deny most positively 
tha t Franco has asked Russia whether she 
would not prefer to give up the idea of 
Asiatic annexation rather than see the Anglo-
Turkish t ieaty ea rned out. I t is understood 
m Fiance tha t England occupied Cyprus 
instead of Egypt, a l though strongly urged 
to take the latter course, because she did no t 
wish to dis turb her good relations with 
France. Lord Beaconsfield, at Tuesday's 
bitting, said he was convinced tha t the result 
of the congress would be highly gratifying 
to Euiopo, and that this happy result was 
duo to the persistent and devoted efforts of 
its lllustuouH president. T h e congress has 
already lead hi ty articles of the treaty of 
peace. At Wednesday's si t t ing the question 
«.t enfo icmg the t ieaty was discussed. 
Piiucis Bismarck pointed out tha t there could 
1)0 no question of collected action, as the 
powers were interested in such different de­
grees. The congress resolved tha t the re­
spective powois should charge their ambas­
sadors and consuls to watch over the execu­
tion of the clauses in which they aio inter­
ested. 

A Berlin special says it is reported tha t 
'ihe F i ench and Italian delegates have tele-
j iaphed home, asking if they should form­

ally interpellate the British representatives 
concerning the Anglo-Turkish convention. 
Tne li ' teipellation is improbable, as Earl 
Be teonstiold and his colleagues have alread y 
refused to b i ing the convention under dis­
cussion. The Asiatic hon t i e i , as now fixed, 
gives Russia about hplt of the land between 
her old ftontier and Eizeroum. This is con-
sidembly I^MS than was alloted to her by the 
Ban Stofano t ieaty. Turkov loses the fron­
tlet ot the Daghantedgh, but retains the hills 
ovoilooking Oiti. 

LONDON, July 11.—The excitement regard­
ing the Anglo-Tuikish alliance has not sub-
si led, and theie is much agitation among 
political p u t i e s in England. At present 
onlv a veiy small majority of the opposit ion 
Ia\ or directly challenging the government 
policy. Lo id I l a u i n g t o n , hbeia l leader, 
will lo-day, in tlio House ot Commons, call 
for papeis and information on the subject 
of the Anglo-Turkish comen t ion , and when 
the ie a ie produced the opposition will decide 
what comae to take. The conservative 
press continues to warmly suppoi t the 
gove rnmen t^ measure, and the 
Times argues tha t the task undertaken 
could not t m e been piactically avoided, and 
would have beed unavoidable sooner or later. 
Some of the liberal press, however, claim 
there is moie acute anxiety among the con-
se iva tnes than can be est imated by reading 
the conservatu e papeis . A correspondent 
of the Manchester (htunUun says a shvrt 
life is p icdic tea for the alliance by some. 
It is pointed out that Lord Beaconsfield* s ar-
tangcrnent lobs the pashas ot the r ight to 
plunder the populat ions they misgovern.

LONDON, July 11.—A Berlin dispatch says 
the news ftom Italy, and especially from 
Fiance , s,eems to indicate tha t public opin­
ion regards the Cyprus treaty as seiiously 
atectiufj' the pnva to interests of these na­
tions. Hii this subject one of the plenipo­
tentiaries ot Great Br i ta in said if France 
Mid Vustiia, at the end of the war, had de­
cided themselves ready to act together for 
the r a m t e m n c e of the integii ty ot Tu ikey , 
England would have joined them. Unfor­
tunately they could not, or would not . Then 
England, i roui considerations ol su­
perior mteiebt, was obliged to guarantee the 
mtegn ty of the F o r t e ' s Asiatic possessions. 
SeizTng'the Dardanelles would have wounded 
the susceptibilities of Europe : taking Egypt 
or occupying the extremities of the Suez 
canal would have h m t the feelings of France . 
She decided, therefore, upon occupying 
Cyprus. France, on considering the absolute 
necessity imposed on England, will soon see 
tha t the occupation ot Cyprus was only sug­
gested to Englaud by her a rdent desire to 
reconcile her absolute interests with 
sympathy of France.

THE TRAMP WAR. 

Two F r e i g h t T ra in s on t he N o r t h w e s t e r n 
Road Cap tu red a n d Kim to Madison—The 
Gangs Marched Off to J a i l by t h e Madison 
Pol ice .

MADISON, Wis., Ju ly 11.—Great excitement 

prevails here all day over the threatened raid 
of t r amps in this State. Governor Smith, 
Mayor Smith, and Super in tendent Swineford 
were at the executive office all n ight . At an 
early hour this morn ing a freight t ra in ar­
rived from Beloit, having been captured by 
thir ty t ramus. par t of whom were on the en­
gine directing the engineer where to s top, 
etc. Chief of Police Bishop, who had been 
warned by telegraph of their approach, wi th 
a squad of extia policemen surrounded the 
t ra in and captured the ent i re outfit, 
marching them to the county jail. 
About an hour after another freight 
t rain arrived from Beloit, with nearly th i r ty 
more harvesters in charge of the t ra in . They 
were likewise captured wi thout resistance by 
the officers and marched to jail. The whole 
par ty incarcerated, number ing forty-seven 
representative men of the vagabonds, were 
marched to the municipal court , where the 
whole outfit were sentenced to ninety days 
a t hard labor b ieaking stones Some 200 
or more are at Beloit await ing other t ra ins 
to capture. Col. Burchard , the Governor ' s 
private secretary, who had gone there to in­
vestigate the si tuation, reports t ha t the 
t r amps there are very quiet . and 
show no disposition to further 
interfere with the railroad company ' s t ra ins . 
Should they do so Mayor Blodgett is in-
st iucted by Gov. Smi th to use all the force 
at his command to protect t he proper ty of 
the company. Mili tary companies at Beloit 
and Madison are placed at the disposal of 
the mayor, and they will bo used if occasion 
requires. The t i a m p s in jail here are a vil­
lainous looking set of vagabonds. They de­
clare they are only the advance guard of 
some 5,000 driven out of Iowa, bu t the ef­
fective measu ies adopted here and 
at Beloit will doubtless deter 

them from passing th rough the 
State. No weapons were found on them— 
only two dozen jack knives and half a dozen 
razors. Everything is qui te s t r light, both at 
Beloit and Madison. Gov. Smi th is deter 
mined to protect ci t izens in their r igh ts , 
and will use the militia of the State if neces-
saiy.

MONTREAL, Ju ly 11.—The mayor has given 
his u l t ima tum to the effect tha t he will carry 
out h i s proclamat ion and prevent a proces­
sion taking place. For th i s purpose he will 
swear 500 special constables. H e has 
marched a large body of police to Orange 
hall, on St . J a m e s street, where they are 
placed in front of the bui lding with a force 
of detectives inside searching for a rms . A 
vast crowd collected observing the situ­
at ion. The Ir ish Catholics assembled in 
Union hall to consider what action they will 
take. The at tendance was immense, and 
the excitement intense. Three of the mag­
istrates who signed the requsition to call out 
the military had an interview with Gen. 
Smythe , to learn his views as to the course 
he will adopt in the prospect of a conflict 
of action between the mayor and mag­
istrates. H e said his first desire was 
to preserve the peace. He would take his 
orders , however, from the magistrates. Mat­
ters are now in a more complicated condition 
t han ever, and no one can tell what may occur 
any moment . T h e streets are filled with peo­
ple, and the greatest exci tement prevails. I t is 
n o t known what the Orangemen will do, bu t 
i t is though t they will persist in walking. 

EXCITEMENT INCREASING. 

The excitement increases as the Orange 
anniversary approaches. T h e mayor is re­
solved not to be superceded, and will have 
command of bo th the city police and a body 
of 500 special constables sworn in to-day. 
The mili tary will remain under direc­
tion of the magistrates , who 
called them out , Sir Selby Smythe being 
in command. The latter has no t been sworn 
as a peace commissioner, and will therefore 
only act in a military capacity. Active 
search was made in Orange hall to-day by 
the police for a rms , bu t none were found. 
The recorder and other magistrates have 
been engaged all day swearing in special 
constables, and i t is expected the full n u m ­
ber of 500 will be accepted 
to-night . Each special constable is re­
quired to swear he belongs to no 
secret society. Most of t h e m e n who gave 
in their names were Catholics, ei ther F r e n c h 
or Ir ish. F r o m the general r un of men ac­
cepted the gravest doubts are entertained by 
those present of their being any great help 
in preserving the peace of the city. One 
hundred special constables to protect the 
workshops and sheds of the Grand T r u n k 
railway a t P o i n t St . Charles were 
sworn in . Sixteen m e n were also sworn 
to guard St. Pa t r ick ' s church. I t is no t 
really known whether the mayor will prevent 
the Orangemen from walking. There are 
many and various opinions as to the weight 
to be at tached to the advice offered by law­
yers on the illegality of the Orange society. 
I t is s t iongly urged t h a t it was 
never contemplated to apply the 
act cited by the lawyers to the 
Orange, or any other modern secret society, 
including Odd-Fellows, Foresters , temper­
ance and I r i sh Catholic societies, for all are 
in the same position. The consolidated 
s ta tute council have given their opinion upon 
it, and i t is manifestly founded upon the act 
of 1838, passed by the council of Lower 
Canada for suppressing treasonable 
societies aris ing out of the lbj}7 
rebellion. I t has been suggested to the 
mayor to allow the procession to 
proceed unmolested, and then arrest two or 
three leading Orangemen who could give 
bail, and make their case a test one before 
the courts . T h e forces under command ot 
Lieut . Gen. Smythe number about 3.000. 
F ina l orders were issued th is evening with 
regard to their disposition to-morrow. The 
53d and 54th battalions, about 400 
s t rong, will t ake u p position on 
Place d 'Armes square. '"A" and " B " bat­
ter ies, wi th mounted detachments of the 
Fifty-fifth and Fifty-seventh, will occupy 
Victoria square and Beaver hall hill; the 
Eleventh bat ta l ion will occupy the Grand 
T r n n k shops, at P o i n t St. Charles, and the 
Montrea l engineers and Beauharneas con­
t ingent will occupy barracks and guard 
s tores on the island. T h e remainder of the 
force, composed of No. 1 t roop cavalry, 
Montreal garr ison of artillery, first, third, 
fifth, s ixth and sixty-fifth reg iments , to ­
gether with the St. J ean Baptiste company 
of infantry, will occupy Dominion square. 
All t roops will be in these posit ions before !) 
A. M. T h e Montreal field battery will p ro­
ceed rapidly from one place to another , as 
occasion requires. Each division will be ac­
companied by a magistrate, under w hose in­
struct ions they will act.

The events are too recent to require 
recapitulation, and the ru in they have de­
veloped requires no other memorial than the 
material and moral wrecks which the country 
presents . T h e speaker asserted his unshaken 
belief in the r ight of secession and the duty 
of citizens to battle for a State after seces­
sion; review d the campaigns from F t . Henry 
to Shiloh, and, speaking of Albert Sydney 
Johns ton , he said: Was it t ha t h is grand 
presence inspired you with renewed confi­
dence and the hope of happier days when 
opportuni ty should offer, o r was i t tha t your 
judgment told you to follow, as I verily 
believe you did, the great­
est soldier, the ablest man, 
civil or military, confederate or federal? 
Mr. Davis then reviewed the operat ions 
about Vieksburg and Por t Hudson , and 
spoke in glowing t e r m s of thei r defenders. 
He said: '-Let no m a n suppose tha t in thu? 
vindicating our cause in paying due t r ibute 
to your gallant deeds I am seeking t® dis turb 
such peace as we have, or to avoid the logic 
of events. You have done your duty in the 
past, I would fulfill equully well the duties 
of the present and the future. The bravest 
are, as a rule, the gentlest, a n d they are also 
the t iues t to every obligation assumed. 
You s t ruck for independence and 
were unsuccessful You agreed to 
re turn to the Union and abide by the consti-
t iou and laws made in conformity with i t . 
Thus far and no farther, do I unders tand 
your promise to extend." Referring to the 
legislation of Congress which followed the 
war, he said tha t the tax payers know tha t 
increased burdens were imposed on them by 
contracts made with bondholders. Mer­
chants and ship owners know that we have 
lost carrying t rade, and to what will they 
assign a policy which prevents the rogistra-
tion of American ships: tha t had changed 
the flag dur ing war: which imposes such 
duties upon raw material as to interfere 
with ship building: prohibi ts the 
registrat ion of a foreign built ship, though 
it be by purchase the property of citizens of 
the United States? Will the people, the 
source ot all power, allow a long continuance 
of buch palpable wrong to the masses, such 
ru in to interests which have bean equally 
our pr ide and means of prosperi ty? A form 
of government must correspond to the char­
acter of the people for which i t is appro-
pi late. If is, therefore, tha t republics have 
failed whenever corrupt ion eniers the body 
politic and lenders the people unworthy to 
rule. Then they become fit sub­
jects for despotism. and a despot 
is always at hand to respond to 
the cah. A Ciesar could no t subject alpeo-
ple fit to be free, nor could a Bru tus save 
them if th< y were fit for subjugation. The 
foi t i tude with which our people have borne 

may be accomplished, it is no t given us to 
forsee. F o r me i t remains only earnestly to 
hope and hopefully to believe, though I 
may no t see it, tha t restorat ion will come. 
T o disbelieve this is to discredit the popular 
intelligence and integri ty on which self-gov­
e rnmen t mus t necessarily depend. Though 
severely tried, my faith in t h e people is no t 
lost, and I prayerfully trust , though I 
should no t live to see the hope realized, tha t 
i t will b e permi t ted me to die believing the 
principles on which our fathers founded this 
government will finally prevail throughout 
the land, and the ends for which it was in­
stituted yet be attained and rendered as per ­
petual as human inst i tut ions may be. I 
have said we conld no t foresee how or when 
th is may be b rough t to pass, bu t it is no t 
difficult to determine what is needful to at­
tain the result . F i r s t in order 
and impor tance (for i t is the corner 
stone of the edifice) the elective franchise 
mus t be intelligently and honestly exercised. 
Le t there be no class legislation. Low taxes, 
low salaries, no r e q u i s i t e s , and let the offi­
cial be held to a strict accountability to his 
consti tuents . Nepotism and gift-taking by 
a public servant deserves the severest 
censure. The bestowal of the people's offi­
ces as a reward for par t isan service should 
be as gross a breach of trust . Let no such 
offence be condoned, for in a government of 
the people there can be no abuses permis-
able as usefully counteract ing each 
other. Tru th , justice and honor 
presided at the birth of 

our federal union, and its mission can only 
be per formed by their cont inual at tendance 
upon it, for this there is not needed a condi -
t ion of h u m a n perfectability, bu t only so 
much of virtue as will control vice and teach 
the mercenary and self-seeking tha t power 
and dist inction and honor will be awarded 
to patr iot ism, capacity and integrity. To 
you, self-sacrificing and Belf-denying de­
fenders of imperishable t ru ths and inaliena­
ble r ights , I look for the performance of 
whatever man can do for the welfare and 
happiness of the country. 

Dur ing the delivery of the address Mr.

Reporter—Do you find any difficulty in 
get t ing along easily without a knowledge of 
French? 

General N.—Oh. no, not much. If I did 
I should acquire a knowledge of the language 
much faster than I do. You see most of my 
business is with the minister of foreign af­
fairs, and he in M. Waddingtou, who is the 
son of an Engl ishman, and his mother was 
Miss King, of Boston. He, himself, was ed­
ucated a t Oxford. Besides, nearly all the 
other diplomats or their secretaries have a 
knowledge of Engl ish . However, I am 
learning French quite rapidly, and I hope 
soon to speak it quite fluently. 

Reporter—So you don ' t know whether or
