ARTICLES OF THE TREATY.

Judge Waite it will be read with interest by
thousands, and will go far toward convincing
all fair-minded men that the decision of the

court of impeachment was based upon law
and evidence.

Our constitution provides that certain of-
ficers may be impeached for ‘‘corrupt condnct
in office and for crimes and misdemeanors,” It
is claimed by the prosecution that the words
‘‘erimes and misdemeanors’ do not mean what
we would understand at first blush, to-wit:
legal crimes, but extend to all sorts of mal-
administratirn, misbehavior or misconduet in
or out of office, whether criminal or not, there-
by leaving the question *‘to the arbitrary dis-
cretion of the Benate,” so that it could make
that a crime at one time or on one
person, which would be deemed innocent at
another time or in another person;'’ which, in
a word, would invest this court with powers
undefined by law. Buch authority is the es-
sence of despotism, and is not entrusted to any
other court or department in this country. It
is to regulate the powers of the courts, the de-
partments and public officers that we frame
constitntions, enact statutes, and adopt the
common law, which latter contains the accumu-

It will
exercise its powers henceforth as far as
Galatz, with complete independence of terri-
torial authority, and all arrangements rela-
tive to its rights are confirmed.

Not being suﬂici‘cm-l;,‘
available for this purpese, attainder was insti-
tuted. By this the government could by mere
legislative enactment, without granting a hear-
ing to the accused, confiscate his property and
attaint the blood of himself and his descend-
ants. Impeachment gave the right of de-
fense to the accused. It became obsolete
after the introduction of attainder. But in
progress of time the barbarous use of attainder
became odious, fell into disuse, and impeach-
ment was revived. It was again used to some
extent for unjust political purposes, wherefore
*‘crimes and misdemeanors’’ were held to cover
every kind of misconduct. It was the exerci-e
of this undefined power that formerly consti-
tuted the main feature of the ‘‘law parliament-
ary,’" technically so-called, and it is claimed to
be the law in this country for the same lati-
tudinarian purpose. The supreme court of the
United States has decided that the common law
forms no part of the criminal law
of the national government, and hence the
question has frequently arisen whether the of-
fenses charged by impeachment under that
government are in fact impeachable. It seems
to me that the efficiency of this remedy has
powerfully stimulated, if it has not actually
given rise to, the claim that the ‘‘law parlia-

can see no conduct under! these charges de-
serving of impeachment.

Some have claimed that the adoption of the
writ of impeachment in the constitntions of
this country has brought with it the ‘“‘law par-
linmentary.”' But it seems clear, as Professor
Dwight says in his sixth Am. Law Heg., p. 257,
“Impeachment is simply a mode of procedure.
It presupposes the existence of the erime, for
the redress of which the trial is instituted.”
In a word. it relates to the remedy only.

Congress may apply the rules of common law
to crimes, and the nation can exercise a more
