CANNON RIVER R A I L W A Y . 

Completion of the Sttrvey North from the 
Northern Pacific—A Line to he Bun from 
Sauk Rapids to Minneapotts—'The Yellow 

Stone and Slack Ilills Prospects, 

A GLOBE representative yesterday met 
Gen. Rosser, chief engineer of the Northern 
Pacific, and proceeded to ask all manner of 
questions about the great thoroughfare he is 
doing so much to build, and its 
connections. The general was courteous, 
and full of information. He expressed him­
self as delighted with the country west of 
the Red River, through which he recently 
led a surveying party. He says it is superior 
to any wheat landB on the entire line of his 
road, and while he is only a servant of the 
great corporation, and does not pretend to 
speak by authority, thinks the "feeder" from 
Casselton (fifteen miles west of Fargo) north­
ward to the British line, will be built before 
many years—possibly months—who knows? 

As to the Sauk Rapids and Minneapolis 
branch he could not speak. The officers of 
the road had said nothing to him directly, 
bat incidentally he bad learned that it was 
the intention of some parties 
not connected with the Northern 
Pacific to have a preliminary survey made 
so as to ascertain something near an approx­
imate oost of the proposed road. That was 
merely rumor, however, and he did not give 
i t on authority. 

About the Black Hills narrow-gauge no 
definite steps had as yet been taken, but he 
believed that after the next session of Con­
gress had made provisions for chartering the 
line it would be built at once. 

The general will start for the Yellow Stone 
next Monday, in company with a party of 
gentlemen from the East, from St. Paul and 
Minneapolis, on a tour of observation. The 
party will be accompanied by an escort from 
Fort Lincoln, and will return to this city 
about the 15th of August. When this party 
returns some definite announcement can be 
made. 

The Board of Trade of Faribault, Red 
Wing, and Northfield Visit the Minneap­
olis Board—Great Excitement on the Part 
of the Minneapolis Organization. 
Some weeks ago as was announced in the 

GLOBE, Hon. Gordon E . Cole of Faribault 
wrote a letter to the secretary of the Minne­
apolis board of trade, informing him 
that at sometime in the rear 
future the boards of trade of Faribault, Red 
Wing and Northfield desired to meet the 
Minneapolis board for the purpose of laying 
before it the advantages of the Cannon river 
railway scheme as a feeder to the Milwaukee 
& St. Paul and Minneapolis <fc St. Louis 
railroads. Answer was returned most 
courteously, that the Minneapolis board 
was spoiling to welcome their brethren 
of the above towns, and were only awaiting 
the order to go forward. Wednesday, the 
secretary of the Minneapolis board received 
another letter saying that the delegations 
would be in this city yesterday (Thursday) 
evening, and should hope to meet the repre­
sentatives of the business interests of Min­
neapolis. 

A meeting was appointed for 8 o'clock, 
and at the appointed time there marched i n ­
to the council chamber the following named 
gentlemen:

This was a fine representation of the busi­

ness men of the cities and villages named. 
It would have been supposed that Min-
napolis would have been as a matter of sim • 
pie courtesy equally thoughtful, and sent a 
representation of at least a dozen leading 
business men. Now mark the list! 

Minneapolis—S. C. Gale, J. B. Bassett, 
Mr. M. Brown, (of Hamilton & Brown.) 
This was all. 

As 9 o'clock approachedjMr. Gale arose and 
apologized for the lack of attendance. He 
said that our citizens would deem it a ca­
lamity if they did not have the opportunity 
of a conference in relation to the matter, 
and called upon Gordon E. Cole to state the 
object of the visit. He assured the gentle­
men present that at 9 o'clock to-morrow (this) 
morning there would be a full board. 

Mr. Cole then took the floor, and said that 
this conference grew out of a meeting of the 
board of trade in Faribault some three 
weeks ago. The desire of the towns along 
the Cannon river, consisting of Faribault, 
Red Wing, Cannon Falls, Northfield, Water­
ville and others was to see the Cannon 
Valley road built. There was, as is k n . w n , 
a State swamp land grant of 300,000 
acres of land for the building of a road of 
this character. In looking about for the 
proper combinations, and parties who were 
interested in this improvement, our eyes 
naturally turned to Minneapolis, as this road 
is a feeder to both the M. & St. L . and M. 
«fc St. P. , and we hoped the people 
of this city, with that 
enterprise which has made her the leading 
city of the Northwest, would at a glance dis­
cover the policy of building up a system of 
railway which would not be tributary to Chi­
cago. There is, said Mr. C , no hundred 
miles of country which is such a wheat 
country as that through the Cannon river 
valley road will pass, running, as it will, from 
Mankato to Red Wing, and including ail 
those rich fertile counties bnd wealthy cities 
and villages intermediate. There has never 
been a railway project in this State which 
promised so good an investment as this lit­
tle road of one hundred miles 
in length. Throughout this line 
the country is already de-
voloped. This line we hope, while proving a 
feeder to the wealth of Minneapolis, will 
also help to develop our towns and villages. 
Except the Mississippi river towns there is 
no belt of country that has so many wealthy 
towns as this. Besides, this road has a 
land grant of 300,000 acres of 
State swamp lands, and this means some of 
the best and most fertile lands in the State. 

Mr. Cole then showed by statement from 
the State auditor that there were still plenty 
of swamp lands untaken; and dwelt at some 
length upon the probable aid in money, 
bonds, right of way, etc., which would be 
given to any company which would come 
forward and take hold of the enterprise. 

Upon the conclusion of Mr. Cole's re­
marks the meeting adjourned to meet at the 
council chamber at 9 o'clock this morning. 

Meantime the delegates assembled at the 
Nicollet parlors and discussed the shabby 
treatment extended .to them. It is 
to be hoped that the members of the board 
will, out of local pride, if nothing else, be 
present in force at 9 o'clock sharp this 
morning.

M O R M O N D U P L I C I T Y . 

A Baleful Influence Exerted By Their 
Priests Upon the Indians. 

Secretary Schurz has received the follow­
ing letter, dated at Ogden City, Utah, the 
16th inst.: • - , . -

SIB: The object of this letter is to give 
you some information relative to, the traffic 
in ammunition which is carried on by the 
co-operative stores with the Indians. The 
co-operative stores are conducted by the 
Mormon priesthood. My informers, the 
deputy United States marshal here and 
others, tell me this traffic is carried on daily, 
and, beyond doubt, by all similar institutions 
all over the Territory, and in Southern Idaho 
at the following places where the co-operative 
stores exist: Malade City, Soda Springe, 
and Paries. These places are directly on the 
Indian borders. The Mormon priesthood 
have constantly missionaries among the 
Indians. The latter are converted to Mor-
monism and taken through the endownment 
house, where they (the Indians) pledge 
themselves to support this priesthood, and 
they are called by the Mormons "Our little 
battle-axes." Therefore almost every Indian 
war is carried on directly or indirectly by 
this priesthood, and therefore this traffic of 
ammunition. The great aim of the priest­
hood is to intimidate non-Mormons from 
getting the valleys anywhere within 500 
miles of Salt Lake for the purpose of keep­
ing the lands vacant until by the natural, 
steady, and rapid growth of Mormonism the 
priesthood can colonize the unoccupied 
region. The so-called masonary that binds 
all tribes together, so often referred to by 
the press of the United States,emanates from 
the endownment temple at Salt Lake, where 
the secret work and the endownment gar­
ments are given them. The so-called friend­
ly Indians are always carrying information 
and ammunition to the hostiles. As this is 
as serious as costly, I deem it my duty to 
report the same to you, and if there is no 
law to stop the sale of ammunition to the 
Indians, I suggest that the President issue a 
proclamation in which to prohibit the sale 
of ammunition and firearms to the Indians 
during times of hostility. If our govern­
ment in this Territory would be alive to the 
interests he should represent, I am certain 
this traffic could not be carried on as exten­
sively as it is.

The Thieves Have Secured Immunity by 
Legislation. N •• 

[Chicago Inter-Ocean.J 

By an omission (which could hardly have 
been accidental) in the timber bill, which 
passed Congress in the closing hours of the 
late session, the government is deprived of 
all means of preventing depredations upon 
the public lands, and the timber thieves are 
given full swing. 

The bill provides that all pendisg cases 
shall be compromised upon the payment oi 
$2.50 per aero stuuipage; imposts a penalty 
upon stealing timber for exportation, and 
repeals all existing laws upon the subject. 

Hereafter, the timber thi-vos of Louisiana, 
for instance, may cut and remove from the 
public lands any quantity of logs without 
compensation or limitation, and for any pur­
pose except "exportation." 

They commit no offense by so dcing, and 
the department has no remedy, although 
the government lands seldom have any value 
except for their timber. 

The lumber trade in Louisiana has been 
heretofore mainly supplied with material by 
depredators upon the public lands; and now, 
it seems, they are to have full swing. They 
can steal, ad libitum, without responsibility 
or recourse. As a matter of course, nobody 
will purchase lands, under such circum­
stances, either of the government or private 
owners. Timber lands in private ownership 
are at one stroke rendered utterly valueless 
and unsaleable. The most valuable timber 
in the State, within reach of transportation, 
stands upon the public lands. Should the 
present law remain upon the statute book, 
these lands will within five years be entirely 
denuded of everything which gives them any 
value. 

Other States are similarly affected by this 
legislative outrage. Perhaps people unversed 
in the tricks of Washington legislation may 
be induced to believe the omission to have 
been accidental. Not so, however, with those 
who have any knowledge of the subject. 
Somebody undoubtedly has made "some­
thing handsome" by this move in protection 
of an interest "so important."
