R e v . M . D . E d w a r d s offered a s h o r t p r a y e r 

a n d the c h o i r Bang t h e t w e n t y - f o u r t h h y m n , 
a f ter w h i c h l t e v . D r . D a n a r e a d t h e t h i r d 
c h a p t e r of S t . J o h n , w h i c h w a s f o l l o w e d b y a 
p r a y e r b y l i e v . S . W . L l o y d . T h e secre tary 
t h e n g a v e o u t t h e u s u a l n o t i c e s , a n d s t a t e d 
t h a t t h o s e w h o h a d f o u n d t h e r o o m s c r o w d ­
e d a t t h e R e v . E . S . T h o m a s ' l e c t u r e s w o u l d 
n o w find e v e r y a c c o m m o d a t i o n , a n d a m p l e 
s e a t s p r o v i d e d . 

H y m n 1 5 was t h e n s u n g , w h e n t h o R e v . H . 
C r o s s p r e a c h e d f r o m t h e w o r d s — 

"And a h ighway shal l be there a n d a way , 
and i t shal l be cal led, T h e way o t ho l iness ; 
t h e unc lean shal l not pass over i t ; b u t i t bhall 
be for those, tho wayfar ing m a n , t h o u g h fools , 
shal l not err there in .

F r o m t h e s e w o r d s M r . C r o s s p r e a c h e d a 
m o s t s t i r r ing a n d i m p i e s ' - i v o s e r m o n — j u s t 
t h e k i n d of d i s c o u r s e l i k e l y t o m a k e a l a s t i n g 
i m p r e s s i o n . H e s a i d t h e w o r d s w e r e c o n ­
t a i n e d i n o n e of t h e m o s t b e a u t i f u l c h a p t e r s 
o f t h e B i b l e . T h e w o r d s b a d a d o u b l e ref­
e r e n c e — t h e first t o t h e r e t u r n o t t h e J e w s 
f r o m c a p t i v i t y ; t h e o t h e r t h e e s t a b l i s h m e n t 
o f C h r i s t i a n i t y . H e w e n t o n t o t e l l o f t h e 
s e v e n t y y e a r s c a p t i v i t y i n B a b y l o n , t h e 
g r i e f w h i c h b o w e d t h e m d o w n , t h e l e g r e t b 
a n d l o n g i n g s a s t h e y l o o k e d b a c k t o t h e 
h o l y c i t y a n d t h e t e m p l e , q u o t i n g t h e b e a u ­
t i f u l w o r d s of t h o p s a l m i s t , 4 > B y t h e r iver s 
o f B a b y l o n , t h e n w e s a t d o w n , y e a , w e w e p t 
w h e n w e r e m e m b e r e d Z i o n . " B u t i n a 1 
t h e i r t r o u b l e a n d d i s t r e s s t h e y w e r e n o t 
w i t h o u t h o p e . I n s e v e n t y y e a r s 
t h e y w e r e t o b e r a n s o m e d a n d r e t u r n e d t o 
t h e i r o w n l a n d , w h e r e t h e t e m p l e s h o u l d b e 
r e s t o r e d a n d t h e w o r s h i p o f G o d r e v i v e d . 
G o d w o u l d b e t h e i r l e a d e r a s w h e n h e 
b r o u g h t t h e m o v e r t h e K e d s e a a n d g u i d ­
i n g t h e m w i t h a p i l lar o f fire a n d c l o u d . 
B u t t h e w o r d s refer m o r e p a r t i c u l a r l y t o t h e 
t i m e o f t h e M e s s i a h ' s c o m i n g u n d e r t h e 
d i s p e n s a t i o n of tho g o s p e l a i d t h e g r e a t 
•change u p o n t h e w i l d e r n e s s o f s i n i s d e s c r i b ­
e d . T h e s u b j e c t of the c h a p t e r i s , ' -The w a y 
o f S a l v a t i o n . " T h i s w a y w a s s p o k e n o f as 
t h e h i g h w a y o p e n t o al l , a n d e v e r y k i n d of 
p e r s o n , w a s f o u n d i n i t , t h e s i ck , t h e b l i n d , 
t h e m a i m e d , t h e p o o r , a n d n o n e c o u l d b e 
p r e v e n t e d f r o m t r a v e l i n g o n i t . H e c o m ­
p a r e d t h e w a y t o t h e h i g h r o a d s l e a d i n g i n ­
t o t h e g r e a t c e n t e r s of E u r o p e , a n d q u o t e d 
n u m e i o u s i n v i t a t i o n s f r o m C h r i s t h i m s e l f t o 
a l l , i n v i t i n g t h e m t o e n t e r o n t h i s h i g h w a y 
— i t w a s n o t for t h e benef i t of o n e m a n , but 
a l l h u m a n i t y w h o s o e v e r w i l l . W h o s o e v e r 
m e a n t a n y o n e , e v e r y o n e a n d e a c h i n d i v i d u 
a l , a n d h e t h a n k e d G o d f o r a f u l l a n d f r e e 
g o s p e l , a t ree a n d fu l l s a l v a t i o n . A n d t h e 
p l a n i s e x c e e d i n g l y s i m p l e : " B e l i e v e o n 
t h e L o r d J e 3 u s C h r i s t a n d t h o u s h a l t b e 
saved- ," b y s i m p l y b e l i e v i n g w e h a v e e v e r -
las t i g l i t e . H e t h a t b e l i e v e s l o v e s , a n d h e 
w h o l o v e s o b e y s . I f y o u are l o s t i t w i l l n o t 
b e b e c a u s e t h e r e i s n o p r o m i s e m a d e , b u t 
b e c a u s e y o u pre fer d e a t h t o l i f e — t h e r e i s 
s a l v a t i o n if y o u wi l l h a v e i t . 

T h e w a y i s a c lear w a y , a n d t h o s e w h o 
e n t e r u p o n i t a i e m a d e h o l y — t h e y w a s h 
t h e m s e l v e s a n d are rnado c l e a n . R e l i g i o n i s 
n o t s e n t i m e n t a l b u t prac t i ca l . "We d o n o t 
j u d g e a C h r i s t i a n a t w p r a y e r m e e t i n g or 
S u n d a y s c h o o l , or e v e n f r o m h i s p r e a c h i n g ; 
w e f o l l o w h i m h o m e t o h i s b u s i n e s s t h r o u g h ­
o u t h i s d a i l y w a l k s , a n d i t i s a m o r a l c e r ­
t a i n t y t h a t o u r j u d g m e n t w i l l b e c o r r e c t . 
M e n d o n o t g a t h e r l i g s of t h i s t l e s ; a t r e e i s 
k n o w n b y i U f i u i t s . H e d i d n o t t h i n k a 
m a n w o u l d b e c o m e p e i f e c t b u t h e d id 

t h i n k h e w o u l d b e c o m e m o r e l i k e C h r i s t . 
B u t m o r a l i t y a l o n e w o u l d n o t d o ; a , m a n 
m u s t b e b o r n a g a i n — c l e a u s e d w i t h t h e b l o o d 
o f Chr i s t . I t i s a l s o a s a f e w a y . N o l i o n s 
i n t h e w a y . T h e road f r o m B a b y l o n t o J e ­
r u s a l e m w o u l d p a s s t h r o u g h r e g i o n s i n f e s t e d 
w i t h w i l d b e a s t s , b u t t h e I s r a e l i t e s w e r e 
p r o m i s e d t h a t n o b e a s t s s h o u l d b e f o u n d i n 
t h e i r w a y . T h e d e v i l m a y t e m p t a n d w i c k e d 
m e n m a y j e e r b u t t h e C h r i s t i a n h a s t h e c o n ­
s o l a t i o n t h a t h i s l l e d e e m e r l i v e t h .

N o t o n l y i s i t a s a f e w a y , b u t a j o y o u s 
w a y . T h e J e w s t h o u g h t o t t h e i r l e t u r n w i t h 
d e l i g h t , a n d t h e e x p e r i e n c e o f a C h r i s t i a n 
w a s n e a r e r t o G o d g r e a t e r t h e j o y , a n d f r o m 
H i m s o r r o w : 

" 'Tis re l ig ion w h i c h can g i v e 
S w e e t e s t pleabuie w h i l e w e l i v e ; 
'Tis re l ig ion m u s t s u p p l y

H e r e t h e r e v e r e n d g e n t l e m a n q u o t e d m o s t 
i m p r e s s i v e l y C o w p e r ' s b e a u t i f u l p o e m d e -
s c r i p t w e t o f u n q u e s t i o n i n g f a i t h . H e t h e n 
s p o k e e l o q u e n t l y o f t h e j o y a n d r a p t u r e , t h e 
q u i e t c o n t e n t a n d h a p p y r e l i a n c e o f t h e c o n ­
v e r t e d m a n , a n d u r g e d u p o n h i s h e a r e r s t o 
e n t e r u p o n t h a t way w h i c h i s a h i g h w a y t o 
a l l , a c l e a n w a y , a s a f e w a y , a n d a j o y o u s 
w a y .

J o e k n o w s of her very wel l , be ing a 
fi i end of fr iends of h is , and t h e s tory has n o t 
been m a d e p u b l i c . A f ew w e e k s ago she went , 
or s tarted to go , from U t i c a t o Albany, a n d i n 
a drawing-room car. After h a v i n g been on her 
way s o m e t i m e she heard t w o m e n t a l k ' i m of 
her as insani' , and f o u n d , t o her horror, t h a t 
they were m e a n i n g her t o hear, a n d were p l a n ­
n ing t o take her off before she reached Albany , 
where her h u s b a n d was to m e e t her. S h e had 
a great deal of va luable jewelry a n d m o n e y on 
her person, w h i c h t h e y m u s t have k n o w n of. 
She at once to ld the conductor , b u t i t s e e m s 
they had been beforehand, a n d t o l d h i m she 
\\ o u l d t e l l t h i s story, and that t h e y were t o 
take her t o another place , and were her father 
a n d brother. The conductor , however, took 
her through the c a r l o see i f she cou ld find any 
one w h o k n e w her, which they fa i led t o do , a n d 
it ended by their t a k i n g her off, and w h e n t h e 
cars go t t o Albany her h u s b a n d was there . H e 
took an e n g i n e at once for t h i s place, a n d f o u n d 
her insens ib le , robbed, a n d whether worse off 
no one wi l l ever know.

A n i n v e s t i g a t i o n p r o v e d t h a t 
a m a n d r i v i n g a l o n g i n a b u g g y 
had d r a w n a r e v o l v e r a n d t h r e a t e n e d 
t o fire a t a c o u p l e o f y o u n g m e n p a s s i n g 
a l o n g t h e s t r e e t , a n d o n e o f t h e y o u n g m e n 
h a d fired i n t h e air , a s h e 
c l a i m e d , t o a l a r m t h e p o l i c e . 
O n e p o l i c e m a n a p p e a r s t o h a v e b e e n o n t h e 
s p o t at t h e t i m e a n d t o h a v e g i v e n 
c h a s e t o t h e m a n i n t h e b u g g y , 
w b o d r o v e r a p i d l y u p F o u r t h s t ree t . A t j u s t 
a b o u t t h i s m o m e n t a b u g g y w a s d r i v e n i n t o 
J u d d ' s l i v e r y s t a b l e , o n t h e c o r n e r o f F o u r t h 
a n d S t . P e t e r s t r e e t s , a n d t h e d r i v e r d e p a r t e d , 
b u t w h e t h e r i t w a s t h e b u g g y o c c u p i e d 
b y t h e b e l l i g e r e n t i n d i v i d u a l n o o n e 
s e e m e d t o k n o w , a n d t h e n i g h t m a n a t t h e 
s t a b l e c o u l d n o t g i v e t h e m a n ' s n a m e w h o 
r e t u r n e d t h e b u g g y .

d a y i f t h e y f o l l o w u p t h e " m y s t e r y . "

Mr. Morgan, i n t e t i m e 
i n t e r v e n i n g before t h e b e n c h show, -*ill locate 
at s o m e favorable p o i n t i n the Sta te for g i v i n g 
h i s d o g s field work, m o s t of w h o m have never 
had a g u n s h o t over t h e m . T h e dogs are b e a u ­
t ies . 

A d i sgracefu l assaul t occurred yes terday at 
Minnehaha Fal l s , where in D a v i d Stap les , o f 
St i l lwater , and t w o brothers n a m e d H i c k e y , 
b e l o n g i n g t o Minneapol i s , were concerned . 
T h e part ies were in a Baloon dr ink ing , S tap les 
h a v i n g for h i s c o m p a n i o n s s o m e U n i t e d States 
so ldiers b e l o n g i n g t o Fort S n e l l i n g . T h e quar­
rel arose as t o whether the soldiers should be ad­
m i t t e d t o dr ink w i t h t h e rest on the i n v i t a t i o n 
of the H i c k e y s , and t h e propos i t ion n o t be ing 
acceptab le t o t h e latter , S tap le s s w i p e d t h e 
b u t t end of h i s dr iv ing w h i p across t h e face of 
o n e of the H i c k e y s , c u t t i n g t h e lat ter 's c o u n ­
tenance open . A genera l f ight ensued , b u t n o 
arrests were m a d e . 

T o o m u c h c a u t i o n c a n n o t b e exerc ised d u r i n g 
th i s warm weather in a t t e n d i n g t o the secur i ty 
o f d w e l l i n g s . Open doors a n d w i n d o w s be ing 
the rule , t h i e v e s have l i t t l e o b s t r u c t i o n to con­
t e n d w i t h . O n T h u r s d a y laBt, a . h o i w e o n St . 
Pe ter s t i e e t , near E x c h a n g e , w a s entered i n 
broad d a y l i g h t . T h e t r u n k s and a bureau were 
ransacked, a n d a s m a l l a m o u n t of m o n e y was 
s to l en f r o m one o f the drawers, t h e burglar not 
l e a v i n g a trace of h i s i d e n t i t y . On Fr iday , a 
thief , equa l ly u n k n o w n , w a l k e d i n t o a house 
on E x c h a n g e street , b e t w e e n St . Pe ter and 
Wabashaw, and " l i f t e d " a purse c o n t a i n i n g
