-=The Importance of the Legislature--

Hendpicks Opening Gun.,

Ixpiasaronts, Ind., Aug. 5 —The Democratic
enmpnige was opened here to-night by ex-Gov.
Hendricks in a speech at Masonic hall. The
following is a brief summary of the Govern-
or's speech:  After referring to the evil results
of the unegnal apportionimnent of the State by
the act of 1872, and the crime perpetrated in
placing a man in the P'residential chair not
chosen by the people, hesaid: “*Need [ re-
mind you that the next legislature will chose
a United States Henator, and that the political
character of the Senate may depend upon that
choice? 1  suppose that the support
of the Democratic legislative ticket means
Mr. Yoorhees for Senator, and  the
Republiean ticket Gen., Harrison. They are
both gentlemen of ability, but they represent
very different political opinions and purposes.
I voting dircetly for Senator, how would your
ballot be cast? You are sincere and earnest in
your opinion: d will not throw your votes
away upon a legislative ticket that yon know
cannot be elected, nor do you wish to hold an
uncertain position between the parties to be

bargained  with or for. How, then, will
you vote? Mr. Yoorhees believes
that nutional  bank notes  should e
retired, and  in lien  thereof there should

he issued by the government an equal amount
of tre: notes, and that the right to issuoe
papt noney as well as coin is the exclusive
prevogative of the government. He also be-
lieves that Congress should provide for the
tuxation by the States of United States treasury
notes, a3 other money is taxed, and he bhelieves
the policy of Gen. Grant's wdministration and
of the present administration in eonverting our
debt into a foreign debt is nnwise and inexpe-
dient; and that the true policy of the guvern-
ment and the best interests of the
people should be served by making it a
domestie debt, by affording to the people the
most favorable and practical opportuties for
the iavestment of their savings in the funded
debt of the United States, Then the interest
would be paid at home, and pass directly into
the channels of trade and business, He be-
lieves, also, in the restoration of the silver dol-
lar with full legal tender quality in the pay-
ment of all debes. both publie and private, and
the coinage thercof should be made as free and
unlimited as that of gold, I say that Mr.
Voorhees believes in these policies and will
support them in  the Senate if  elected,
beciuse they nro strongly slated
in the Democeratic platform of
this Htate, and he stinds upon that platform.
If Mr, Harvison is elected, will he support
these measures or any one of them? 1 think
the opinion he has heretofore expressed would
requite you to answer no,"

Iteferring to the labor question, he said: *‘1
cannot puss from all farther reference to our
platform without making gpecial mention of
that clause which demands approprinte legisla-
tion for the security of labor in its wages when
employed by the great corporations of the
country. The security in lien should be made
ndequate, and the proceedings foe its enforee-
ment simple, speedy and cheap, You are to
be told that the auccess of the Democratic par-
ty means payment for slaves and Southern
claims, even to the bankruptey of the treasury.
Can it be neeeasary to say that the foucteenth
amendment to the constitution forbids much
that you ave assured we will do. The econ-
stitutional amendment is that neither the
United States nor any State shall assume or
pay any deht or obligation incurred in the aid
of insurrcetion or rebellion against the United
States, or uny e'nim for the loss or emancipa-
tion of any sl

¢.  Any man who tells yon that
an obligition  can  be  assumed or  paid
in  wviolation of the constitution, deals
fulsely with you. There wae, however, a large
class of cluims both in the North and South
not within this prohibition, npon which large
rums have already been paid. Such claims
were for property taken or oceupied by the
army during the war, army sapplies, horses for

cavalry and artillery, and lands and houses oc-
cupied by the army and not paid for at the
time,  Are Democrats more likely to pay un-
just elnima of that class than Republicans?
They shareequally in the burdens of tuxation,
I make you witnesses that throughouat

its history the Democratie party bas been
the pacly of economy, and exceedingly jealous
of old cluims ngainst the government. Judge
the future by the past. It is o safe ruole.
Which party has most favored those claims?
The administration. Do yon ask me what 1
think of Hayes' southern poliey? He has none.

He and his administration are incapable of any
policy. What have they done in the Houth to
approve for years and yeara? The Democratic
party has demanded that the bayonet should be
taken from the breasts of the Southern States,
and that they be left where the constitulion
placed them, in absolute control of their
domestie affairs, I think you asked me about

the civil serviee reform. It is asham, and
a lie. It costs the country less money than the
whisky frauds, ete., under Grant did, bat it is
more hypoeritical and meaner, It was given
ont that the otlice holders should attend to
their duties and let politics alone. The Mas-
snchusetts election enmeon, The attorney gen-

eral, who was from that State, wrote to the of-
fice holders that they should be zealous and
active to eleet the ticket, and Hoyes said yes;
that was what it meant."”

In closing he said: I appeal to you to
pare for this contest and that of 1880, What
considerations may I urge? Surely I may say
that Democratie suceess will give assurance of
true refors in eivil serviee, ultimate reduoce-
tion in publiv expenditures, and the adoption
of just and liberal policies of currency and
finance, But more than this will be involved
in that contest. Gen. Grant will probably be
the Repulican candidate, and his candidacy
will signify a strong government, slways pre-

])rc-

pared  to  hold the people in control,
In the midst of the present hard times, thou-
sands of men have been thrown out of employ-

ment, Led by hope or driven by fear, they
have wandered from place to place seeking
worlk, until all resources are exhaunsted and
they become tramps, It is now common to
nttribute to them all acts of violence and pub-
lie disturbance over the conntry, Their condi-
tion i= made the pretext for demanding a
stronger and more arbitrary supervision and
control, The general distress in business

anil  econsequent want of employment
for labor have disturbed the labor-
ing population, and that is  also

urged as o renson for conferring more absolute
anthority under the pretext of suppressing
strikes and labor riots. General centralization
and a strong government, is the sentiment of
his party. Upon no other ground could his
nomination and election be urged. Experience
brought to his advisers no reform in govern-
ment. His second administration was worse
than the first. To the faults of the first, the
second added all the evila of personal favorit-

jsm, of extravagonces, of Indian rings, of
whisky rings, of dangerons  combina-
tions to defraud the government in

its revenues, There is no pretense
that his election is necessary to secure a wise
and honest administration of the laws, but in
his eley ¢ tion again we would trample under
foot the unbroken sentiment of the people
arainst a third term.  This movement will not
be easily defeated. The struggle between free
institutions and the aggression of power has
never been nn easy one. Gen, Grant is fitted
to lend the mowement and establish the new
order of things. He has the qualities and
training, and is accustomed Ln_nrblt:mry au-
thority and military law. During his entire
administration he maintained his party 1n
many States by the use of the army and his
disregard of civil authority wherever it came
in the way of party ambition appears through-
out his entire administration.” :

The Kentucky Election.
Lesiyoton, Ky., Aug. 5.—The -election
pussed off quietly. The entire Democratic

ticket for county officers was elected by ma-
Jorities ranging from 400 to 1,500, The most
exciting contest was for county judge, result-
ing in 839 majority for Kinkead, Democrat.
LoutsviLLE, Aug. #.—In the election to-day
Blanton Dunean’s Labor-National Greenback
party was utterly crushed, not a candidate on
the ticket getting a respectable vote.
EvaxsviLLg, Ind., Aug. 5,—The Jouwrnal has
reporta of the election from several points in
Kentucky, ineluding Louisville, Owensboro,
Henderson, Madisonville, Hopkinson, Lexing-
ton, Newport, Fran |- fort, Lexing-
ton, and New port, LATe a ma-
jority for the Nationals. At Louisville the
Catholics and anti-Catholies were opposed, the
anti-Catholics winning. At Owensbero the
Democratic eandidates for county offices were
elected by large majorities, the National party
pollinga very small vote at Madisonville.
In Hopkins county the Democratic candidates
for county judge and jailor were elected by 300
majority. They were the candidates of fusions
of one wing of the Democrats with
the Republicane. No contests for
other offices  except magistrates, of
which the Republicans have probably gained
three or four. At Hopkinsville the Republican
ticket except jailor and assessor was elected.
The Repnblican nominees for marshal and
judge of Hopkinsville were defealed by about

GREAT IS KEARNEY.

The Apostle of Labor Vents His Eloquence
in the Cradle of Liberty--An Immense
Gathering of Horny Handed Sons of Toil
--A Characteristic I gogueleal Sy 1
¥From the California Chieftain--Unbound-
ed Applause,

Bostox, Mass., Aug. 5.—Dennis Kearney war
formally received at Fenueil hall, this evening,
by one of the largest gatherings ever held:with-
in and aronnd its walls. Not one fourth of the
ecrowd could gain entrance, and during the
proceedings an overflow meeting of immense
proportions was in progress in the square,
The crowd was noisy, enthusiastic and reckless,
but withal good natured: Within the hall
the heat was intense, and following the
example of Kearney, a majority of the au-
dience were soon in their shirt-sleeves. L. C.
Brophy called the meeting to order, and E. M.
Chamberlain presided and made a speech, He
regarded the great gathernng of laboring men as
presuging the overthrow of the power of the
capitalists; said the gubernatorial office was
within the grasp of the laboring man. Some
one cried out ““Batler,” when there was a loud
outburst, and three cheers for Butler were giv-
en. The speaker, pleased at the demonstration,
requested the sodience to shout again, and at
the name of Butlerstill londer applause ensued.
Concluding, the chairman said: ‘‘Though the
capitalists are hitting us now, the time will
soun come when we will hit back with righteous
vengeance.'’

Dennis Kearney was then presented, and re-
ceived with uproarious cheers, He said:

Mr, Chairman: (l'hree cheers and tiger for
Dennis Kearney.) Ar. Chairman and fellow
workingmen and women of Boston: On be-
half of the workingmen of the Pacific coast I
thank you for this grand, enthusiastic recep-
tion. In order to beat u response to the popu-
lar will and expression that went up from this
meeling to-night when a certain man’s name
was mentioned, I feel like bringing a message
of greeting, of love, to a man who
is  lesser  than  Macbeth, yet  greater
—lo that fiery and incomparable hero of
debate; [voice “good boy;"| to that chival-
rous and that white-plumed Navarre of the
rostrum, the gallunt, gifted, glorious Butler.
|Great applause and cries of “say it again."|
We bid him take heart and hope, and hope he
will receive a rewnrd from the workingmen of
Massachusetts he so justly merits for his bold
and outspoken action in behalf of downtrod-
den humanity. [Applause with the remark,
“It's getting hot, Mr., Chairman."] Kearney

at  this point took off his coat and
loosened his cravat amid loud cheers
uand laughter. Continuing, he said: “I[ am

sorry, friends, we are not rich enough to be
able to hire Beecher to knock the bottom out
of hell. |Laughter.] What is the matter with
the country that workmen are warising from
North to Souath, from West to East, to do what?
To take charge of their own affaire, |Applause, |
I ask you, does it not mean desth to railroad
robbery and the lecherous, thieving land-
bolder? [Applause.] And does it not mean
political oblivion to the
FANcoruus, villeinous political
bummer?" &a\pplﬂ.uﬂl:‘.] Kearney then alluded
to the method in which the meeting bad been
organized as contrasted with the manner of the
fur West, where a chairman was nominated by
the people present, thereby depriving the Shy-

lockiun vagabond who spends weeks with a wet
cloth around his head studying a speech with
which to psychologize his hearers, then on the
following day scheming and planning to rob
the men he addressed the previous evening.
|Applause = and  langhter.] “My  fel-
low-countrymen, as a representative of
the poor working classes 1 appear before you
to-night (Applause and cries of ‘“‘good”) with
no clasic language with which to fool my hear-
ers (Applause), helieving the BEnglish language
eontains in the neighborhood of 60,000 words,
I am in possession of' s few hundred of those
words, and use them—my humble plain words
—to extol virtue and condemn robbery.” (Ap-
pluuse. )

The speaker then paid his respuets to the
associated press, Newspapers from the ear-
liest duys of printing had been in
the interest of eutthroats, political hilks, day-
light thieves and midnight assussins (Great
applanse and eries of “put that in print,'")
For reporters of the press [ have great respect.
They are workingmen like ourselves—working
for bread and batter. (Great launghter.) Dut
for the villainous, serpent-like, slimy imps of
hell (langhter) that own these papers, 1 have
the uemost eontempt—a villainous, thieving
hand of seallawags (laughter) that are
trying to control the public opinion. If the
workingmen of the United States possessed
within their breast a single spark from which
the flame of freedom conld be fanned, they
wonid not permit such monsters to live in
their midst.  They would control these tele-
graphs; they would have to hurl these infernal
lying sealawags from power, and select honest

men  to transmit plain, unvarnished
news, (Applaunse. ) don’t care, of
course, how 1 look. That's my business
and  nobody  else's. (Laughter  and

applause.) Asto my ungrammatical sentences
and sreeches, for $2.50 1 can always hire a man
to write a grammatical speech. (Laughter.)
But it takes millions to buy an honest man, be
he ever so ungrammatical. (Applause,) The
country is run to perdition by a band of classic
thieves and legal thieves. (Apvlause.) What
the workingmen want is common honesty
and common sense. better guides than
classic attainments. Kearney then read from
the Sun Francisco Chronicle a dispatch which
he attributed to the associated press,
not one word of which was sent by the associ-
ated press.

Kearney looks like an average Irish working-
man. He said he was an American citizen;
had been here twenty yvears; brought a suit of
clothes and head full of hrains with him to
help develop the country; wonld like to see a
single American who brought so much. (Great
applanse and laughter.) In the train which
brought him here rode no despotic aristocrats.
That was the only truth inthe dispateh (langh-
ter), but ina d atic smoking-car enter-
taining a dingy clay pipe"—(*‘That's a lie, I
never smoked tobaceo or drank whisky in my
life.”') Fellow-citizens, I mention these facts
to impress the necessity of ignoring newspaper
reports, and particularly reports sent by the
associated press, a band of pirates. (Laughter
and applause.)

Kearney then spoke of the Workingmen's
movement in California, that drove the Demo-
cratic thief and the Republican robber out of
the State. We were vigilant, energetic and
active, nllowed no one to address our meetings
but honest, hard-fisted men. (Ap-
plause, ‘‘That's good.”’) We elected to the
constitunal convention poor, obscure artisans
over the heads of SBenators and ex-Governors,
millionaires and bank smashers. Now I can
suy what I please in California, despite the
hell-honnds that infest it. I hope you will
profit by my advice, which is to pool all your
issues, put all your senses into one pot (Ap-
plause), and on next November you will be
able ts announce victory for the honest work-

ingmen of Massachusetts. All in fa-
vor of pooling issues hold wup their
hands. All bands were raised. “‘All

opposed by the same sign. Now I hope no one
will state to-morrow this is not an unanimous
meeting. Kearney continued in this same
strain some time, advising the workingmen to
cut loose from all gnrties. az alike unreliable,
and take charge of their own affairs.
He concluded: **We have got the power to do
with this government as we please. We pro-
to take advantage of that power and use
it from this day forth. I know the working-
men of Massachusetts will d. I walk
the earth at midday. I find a vast expanse of
blue heavens unrelieved by the sparkle of a
single star, but I know that DMars still
holds his course, that Venus still wheels
through space, that Jupiter and Uranus are
flashing in the heayens, that the blazing belt
of Orion and the bright gniding gleam of the
North star are all there, and it is by this move-
ment we know that the workingmen are as
true ns the stars in heaven, and will, when
ealled upon, exhibit themselves in beaunty, in
majesty and in power” [Tremendous ap-
plause.]

BELLIGERENT BOSNIA

4 DETERMINED RESISTANCE T0 AUS-
TRIAN OCCUPATION.

The Forces of Francis Joseph Opposed at
Every Step—Several Deseperate Engage-
ments In which Much Blood is Shed—
Sollcitude in Servia—The Commanderofa
Foriress in Cyprus Refuses to Evacuate—
Varlous Foreign Items.

GERMAN TAXATION.

BeRLIN, Aug. 5.—Last year's revenue of the
German central exchequer was 15,000,000
marks below the estimate. All brands, cus-
toms and excise suffered from the continued
depression of trade. The deficit is covered by
savings from the Fremch indemnity. The
forthcoming meeting, at Heidelberg, of the
finance ministers of the several German states
is intended to pave the way for an increase of
revenue. The discussions will cover the sub-
ject of excise and kindred topies, Herr Ho-
bicht, the Prussian minister of finance, is said
to have devised a plan for the rapid increase of
indirect taxation,

AUSTRIAN OCCUPATION RESISTED.

VIENNA, Aug. 5.—ihe Austrian troops are
meeting with resistance in Bosnia. At the
village of Zepea, in the Sandjak of Banjaluka,
the Hussars were received by the inhabitants
with a volley which was returned. They were
again attacked at Magdaj in the Bandjak of
Zivornik and seventy Russians were killm[l.

AN AUSTRIAN ACCOUNT.

VIENNA, Aug. §.—The Abend Post, official,
publishes the following details of the Aunstrian
occupation of the Turkish provinces: The
main column advanced into the valley of the
Bosnia after overcoming great difficulties, gain-
ing by tact the good will of the inhabitants.
The property owners were especially friendly.
As agitation is bad at Serajevo, of an openly
assumed communistic character, Captain Mel-
lenkovie, chief of staff, was sent from Derbend
August 1st, with a squadron of hussars, to re-
connoitre the valley of the Bosnia. He was
seemingly received everywhere with joy.
Hearing an insurrection was being organized
at Bcehebsoche, on the river Bosnia, the
captain proceeded thither and was received at
the entrance of the town with a volley of
musketry. The Hussars formed for action, but
perceiving it was impossible to force an en-
trance to the town they marched back to Mag-
Ini. There the inhabitants, previously friend-
ly, opened a heavy cross fire upon the Hussars,
who were obliged to pass at a rapid pace the
defile oceupisd by the Bosnians and in doing
80 seventy Hussars were shot. The remainder
reached the Austrian outposts in Herzegovina.
The Austrians, advancing yesterday towards
Mostar, fought a short engagement near Citlak
with 500 insurgents, killed several of them and
made some prisoncrs, Four Austriuns were
wounded.

EXCITEMENT ON THE INCREASE.

BELGRADE, Aug. 5.—Excitement throughout
Bosninand Herzegovina is rapidly increasing
as the Austrians advance, and the inhabitants
are collecting in bands. Considerable uneasi-
ness prevails in SBervia at the aspect of affairs
in the neighboring provinces. The Austrians
were expected to enter Serajevo to-day.

NOTICE TO QUIT.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 5.—The Russians have
summoned the Rhodope insurgents to evacuate
within ten days the territory belonging to
eastern Roumelia, or the Russians will attack
them.

New Yorg, Aug. 5.—Before the Congression-
al labor committee to-day, a labor representa-
tive, Hastings, had a tilt with Mr. Hewitt. He
would not make a statement specific, and was
told tostand aside.

Mr. Hewitt took occasion
to say in view of the allegation of Hastings,
that he (Hewitt) was not a sharehoider in any
bank, and did not import any foreign goods.

There was a great deal more of this kind of
talk, interspersed with questions by the com-
mittee, and the anditors were amused.

J. P. 0'Grady, who represented the dry goods
sulesmen and the shoe trade, wanted to read a
statement, but the committee declined to hear
him, as it would take too long, and O'Grady
declined to submit his brief statement, which
wounld take two hours to read,

Maurice C. Cotter, formerly a munufacturer
of silk cloaks, said the large manafacturers
had crowded him out and were crowding out
all emall dealers, and he requesed the com-
mittee to attend to these matters.

the tenement house system cansed rnin. The
syatem is a shame and disgrace. The whole
family, man, woman and children work night
and day from fonrteen to eighteen hounrs, and
still only make enough to live, or rather starve,
on, and when eigar makers struck for wages the
landlords, who are the manufacturers, torned
1,000 wretched fumilies into the strect, In ten-
ement houses the people get, say tobacco for
1,000 cigars and make 1,100 of it, and they
trade off the extra 100 to the buteher, grocer
and barber aud pay revenoe on them., He
asked that the tenement house system be
abolished and that cigars be allowed to be made
only in factories. He was not opposed to
Chinnmen as a rule, but he was opposed to the
importation of Chinese or any other labor un-
der such a system. He did not care how many
Chinamen came to the country or what wages
they worked for, provided they were not im-
ported as Coolics, He was opposed to the im-
portation of all labor by contract.
