The 
a n x i o u s parents heard n o t h i n g further o f the 
l i t t l e fe l low unt i l \ e s t e r d a y forenoon, when 
one of the w o i k m e n in I3is«e t'-t m i l l was d o w n 
at the pond turn ing over the logs , and d iscover­
ed his body, which was e o n t e j e d to the sad­
dened h o m e — i l l that was left of the l i t t l e fe l ­
low who wandeted away fu l l of l i t e and hea l th 
the dav [in v ions . 

I t s e e m s that n o t h i n ? is k n o w n of the m o v e ­
m e n t s of the boy after h-.s l eav ing home , but 
so n e t u n e d u r i n g the af ternoon or e v e n i n g he 
m u s t have irone down to the mi l l pond for the 
purpose of b.ithiii';. H i s clothe-, were f o u n d 
on the )"gs s o m e two or three rods away from 
the body.

Tax Levy Jtrthirrd $30,000—Tti>m* as 
l?ixeil—ttthrr Hualm-ftM TmiiMiicteil. 

The board of commissioners held an adjourn­

ed meet ing at the conrt house yesterday. 
The chief business was a r e - e x a m i n u i o n of 

the tax levy and the pruning down to the 
extent of $33,000. Heretofore the board has 
hardly been fairly dealt with by 
the Tribune and Pionrer Prrsi, as the levy as 
fixed at their former meet ing was m ide under 
a misapprehension, and was at no t ime thought 
of by any member of the board as unchange­
able. The levy as fixed yestei day was m i l e 
after a fu l l and careful consideration 
of all the needs of the public 
service i n all i ts bearings. The effort of the 
board is to r use a sufficient amount to pay all 
necssary e x p e n s e , and prevent county orders 
from being h iwked about the streets at less 
than p-ir. The total amouut determined upon 
was $')2,00t>, divided as fol lows:

Of the amount now in the treasury all but 

f 13,000 has been already appropriated, or prac­
tically so, for the complet ion of the s tone 
arch bridge, the county poor house, the clerk's 
vault at the court house, and other minor mat­
ters. This 813.000 added to the $62,000 levy 
will make the total amount for all purposes 
$75,000, which would seem to be reasonable 
enough.

The general feeling throughout the week ia all 
brail, bes of who'esa^e business has beea one of du I-
ness. This depression is oaly temporary being the 
conse-meace of harvest operations causing the de-
irauds upon the ftocks of country dealers to almost 
cea3e, and Will, it Is cjnfidently expected, be lifted 
when the more acti\e field labors are clo-ed. 

The reports of the wheat crop, especially from the 
southern a n l southwestern port.ons of the State, 
have had ihelr effect upon the wheat market, causing 
the price f jr old wheat, quoted laat »ee'i at $1.03, to 
advance to 1.05, at which it was tirmly he d to-day in 
this c Xj. It i8 coufideutly believed, however, that 
the rumord from the d.str.cts named have been 
largely ex^ggara'e I. The piom sea of three weeks or 
a month a g j of a re3p!oadent harve.t in these re­
gions gave rise to the most buoyant hopes aud e x -
travajjiut idea4. The crop b3ia< pirtially blasted b> 
continued rains, suoee- l ing Axys of heat and follow­
ing hail, wai despaired of, aud heace arose the almost 
universal cry that wheat in the south aud southwe3t 
of Miauejota wis aa utter a i d c jmp ete faJore. It 
is now, hoviwe •, beginning 10 be realize 1 that, while 
the quality of the csreal will be inujh deteriorated, 
the quantity of i lu yield, such as it is, w 11 be about 
the average. I J strong contrast with the reports of 
the wheat crops ia the d stricts above named are 
those from along the hue-! of the St V tul & Pacific 
and of the Northern Pacific, e3pec ally from the lat­
ter. There the jield is not only proline, reaching 
from tw nty to twenty-five bushels to the acre, but it 
is ol the finest quality. Takiug a general view, there­
fore, of the wheat erop ot the whole State, it may be 
safely averrel that the evil iu the light eud of the 
sca'es will be counterbalanced by the abundance in 
quantity and quality in the other. Nevertheless, it 
must ba honeitly atatod that what wheat has already 
appeared iu this market—wh ch has, of cjurse, cjuie 
from the southern portions of the State, where it 
was first harvested and threshed—is of a very low 
grade. 

The demand for all classes of grains, beyond 
wheat, has been light in this city during th < week, 
w nle the receipts have been liberal There are no 
changes to note in the quo'ations of oat", corn or 
barley, and the upwaid tendency of last week in bar­
ley has been checked. 

Butter of good quality is In excellent demand, and 
lots of aciiiow edgitl excellence tuid ready sale at 
theauvaueel quotatijm given ba'ow
