Public Examiner Knox Discovers Seri
Errors in His Accounts, Suggestive of
i ¢ t or Disl ty—A Deficit
of Over Two Thousand Dollars Discovered
—The Official Suspended by the Goyernor.

The following report from Public Examin-
er Knox, as to the affaira of the auditor of
Renville county, Eric Erickson, has been
submitted to the Governor, who, in the order

appended, has suspended the official from
oftice. This is the first snspensionjunder
the law passed last winter. Examiner Knox’s
report is as follows :
REPORT TO GOVERNOR.

Hon. John 8. Pillsbury, Governor of Minne-
sota:

Hme: I would wery respectfully report that
an examination of the books and accounts of
the anditor of Renville county discloses a state
of affairs that is disgraceful in the highest de-
gree. The public sceurity undoubtedly de-
manids his prompt removal from office. That
he shonld have been able to retain it at all
during at least the year last past is a severe re-
flection upon the board of connty commission-
=rs who alone could have been fully aware of
the facts.

It would be sullicient to show the necessity
of immediate action to state summarily that
the whole business of the office has fallen into

dire if not inextricable confu-
sion.  Dissipation and  profligaey  of
life have worked mnot only  entire

unfitness for duty, but total neglect thereof,
and this bas probably been supplemented by
grave if not eriminal acts.

The records of the board of commissioners
were suspended fifteen months ago, the last
entry being that of the meeting held May 5,
1477, and the records for several years are not
signed by any member of the bonrd, or attestod
by the auditor as clerk, rendering them value-
less as evidence in any court, Bome minutes
and memoranda of the later proceedings were
found npon lovse sheets of paper, while others
conld not be produced,

The ledger and journal aceounts, the only
cheek npon the cash accounts of the treasurer,

are in a similar or worse state of neglect,
there Dbeing no ledger entry to any
acconnt  (excepting  salaries  ©f  county
afficers) since April, 1876, The records
wf original entries from which the above

could be posted and brought toegether are also
wofully defeetive, and since bMay 29, 1877.
there are no entries of any deseription. The
severnl tax lists have been rescued and pre-
served from o similar fate by the faithfulness
of the county treasnrer who has been compell-
ed, in many eases, to perform the duties of the
anditor as well as his own; but as these lists
have also been in the lawful custody of the
nuditor, and Tunds are frequently sent to him
for the payment of taxes, it is believed that
they do not show ull the payments that have
heen made, 1t is not certain that proof can be
na e of this, but it seoms probable that it can

As 1w seemed to me that the evidence of the
auditor's unfitness were so abundant and
cumulative, and the necessity so pressing that
a competent successor should at once be ap-
pointed in his  place, some months of
whose time will be required in order
to restcre the records. 1 could not feel
that my duties called for the time requisite for
a full investigation, running through a series
of years. I gave, however, snfficient time to
fully look into the disposition of funds sent to
Henville county for the purchase of seed grain
for the years 1877 and 1874, taking of the lat-
ter year especially full schedules of the con-
tracts demanded nnder the seed grain act and
of all vouchers produced by the auditor or that
could be found in his office. These schedules
are now being copied and proven and will be
submitted to yon at any time if so desired. I
give you as briefly as possible the resultls only,
premising that everything has been done in
the most careless and slovenly manner, making
exact figures impossible, Hardly a provision
of the act (chap. 94 of '78) has been complied
with, and ¢ven the self-imposed forms adopted
are so imperfectly used as to afford us protec-
tion as a voucher for muntef's received.

| Here follows a tabulated statement, showing
the disposition of the seed grain fund, which
is omitted as unintentional, being fully ex-
plained in the continuation of Mr. Knox's re-
port, as follows:]

Holving the problem in & strietly business
way, only the vouchers of classes 1 and 2 would
Le ullowed—leaving a deficit of $2,169.49. Al-
lowing the part vouchers of classes 3 and 4,
(1. ¢., unreceipted bills for which there are no
contracts signed, and receipted hills for which
there are no contracts) and there is a deficit of
21,266.14. The board of commissioners figured
for gome days on this basis and found a deficit
of 81,100 in round numbers, counting the orig-
inal fund furnished by the State as £1,200, 1
have also noted undereclasses 5, 6 and 7 respect-
ively, the amount of deficit were cach of these
to be allowed, and to these several deficits the
sum of #188 is to be added if the auditor is to
be held for the face of his receipt to the State.

The seed fund of 1877 was managed in much
the sime way; and of course with unsatisfac-
tory results. I enclose a report (D) of the com-
mittee of the board as to the distribution which
1 have had carefully checked up, compared
with the vouchers and footed, amounting
(exclusive of peas) to the sum of $6,084. Ad-
ding to this the extraordinary expenses (no
check upon those appearing 'in  the '77 law)
named in the report (exclusive of freight on
peas) viz: $421.20, we have an expenditure on
the per cent, of seed grain of $7,405.20. The
amount of money furnished Renville county in
1877, a8 per Btate anditor's report (page 61)
was 37,620.16 instead of $7,420 as printed in
the committee's report, showing a deficit, tak-
ing the figures ss they stand, of £223.05. Bat,
of the vouchera fumf;hﬂl, there are unsigned
contracts amounting to #3815 and unsigned
ticikets amounting to #543. The same general
carelessness prevails as noted in the account
for 1878,

I should, perhaps, say that the aunditor de-
clared that he could furnish vouchers for more
money than was furnished him, and I earneatly
invited liim to do #o, as T wished to give him
full advantage of every doubt, but with several
days' opportunity to do so, Le has failed,

The nir of Renville county is full of charges
against the anditor of a much more serious na-
ture Lhan these defaults in the seed-grain
funds, and I think that a criminal prosecution
would be sustained on the evidence of A. H
l}eml of Glencoe, Henry Poehler of Henderson,
L., J. Hodgson of St. Paul, and Messrs. Donahue
& Paine of Beaver Falls, (formerly of Hen-
derson,) and Mr. Hans Gronnernd, the county
treasnrer. 1 enclose a letter (E) from Mr,
Reed, just received. Mr. Gronnernd has no
doubt the endorsement on the check mentioned
by Mr. R. is a forgery. 1 believe he also would
festify to other matters of the same kind.
Mr. Paine informed me, on my way back
to Redwood Falls, that his firm had a
check with forged endorsement, and I think
that it can be proven that Ericson, under the
compulsion of fear of prosecution, returned to
different persons (or furnished tax receipts)
for considerable amounts of money to which he
had no right.

The only point upon which the auditor has
shown any com lable prompt has been
that of drawing orders for his salary. His pa;
for the vyear commencing March 1, 1878,
amounts to the sum of #920.16. He has re-
corded himself a8 having drawn orders on this
account up to July 20, amounting to $951, of
which, however, I do not find that there had
yet been paid more than %2998, There is also
some reason to think that a blank stub in his
order bovk mlprescutu an order for $300 in his
own favor, have instrocted the treasurer
not to pay orders for more than his monthl
allowance, but he has doubts whether he can
refuse an order properly drawn coming to him,
as it ia likely to do, through a third person.
Under & recent opinion of the attorney general
as to the construction of sec. 123, ar. 8 of the
Revised Statutes of 1866, it is decided that
these articles must be signed by the chairman
of the board of commissioners, and I have sent
word and also now write him as to the condi-
$ion of that account.

Before going to Renville county I asked the
attorney general as to the power to suspend an
officer given in sec. 8, ar, 43, G. L. for 1878,
(last sentence). He thought this authority was
vested in the Governor. Other statutory pro-
visions are found in Bissell’s Statutes at Large,
chap. 11, secs. 38 and 42,  The provisions also
of ch. 75 of 1878, in cases of “'habitual drank-
enness,’ ought to be effective in the premises.
It seems to me important that the most sum-
mary process possible shonld he enforced as

MRS, TOWNSEND.

The Clear Lake Murderess to Be Defended
by W, W. Erwin—Insanity to Be Pleaded
in Her Behalf.

W. W. Erwin, Esq., has assumed the de-
fense of Mrs., Townsend, now confined in
our connty jail on the charge of murdering
Mr. Dunham at Clear Lake, Wright county,
about six weeks ago. 'he particulars of
the tragedy are yet fresh in the public mind.
Mrs. Townsend will be tried at Buffalo, the
county seat of Wright county, at the Octo-
ber term of court. Meeting Mr. Er-
win last evening, =a  representative
of the Grose asked him what his
defense wonld be. * Insanity, sir, insanity,””
he replied. “Thereis no doubt whatever
but the wornan is insane.” * Her mother
wad insane when she carried her,” said Mr.
Eiwin, “and Mrs, Townsend was born with
St. Vitus dance, and has previously exhibited
signs of insanity. Her father died in an
insane asylum in Pennsylvania, her {ather's
father was insane, her mother and her
mother’s mother were insane, and she has
a sister who i3 now in an insane asylum. I
can prove these facts, and when I have done

so I think there will be nc doubi
of her acquittal.” Being asked why,
knowing these facts, he had not

asked for & sugpension of public sentiment,
Mir. Erwin replied that he had more faith in
the recoil wave than in the suspension of
public sentiment. -Public opinion will re-
act upon itself. His experience had shown
that more people were acquitted as the re-
sult of thae recoil of public sentiment from
ita own extremes than were convicted during
the excitement of the first passion. For this
reason he preferred to wait, but having
agsumed the case and seitled nupon fhe plan
of defense, he had no objection to the whole
world knowing it. He felt confident of the
acquittal of hig client. No defense conld be
stronger.

Paul the first week in September, under the

auspices of the State Agricultural society.

for their accommodation. Entries close the
27th inst.

HOLSTEIN CATTLE.

Geo. E. Brown, of Elgin, Ill., manager of
the Fox River Stock association, has written
Secretary Judson that he will be on hand
with his famous Holstein cattle, and as this
will be the first exhibit of any of this breed
of cattle at any of our State fairs, a few
words in regard to them may not be amisa.
These cattle were bred in North Holland,
and were selected personally without regard
to cast, and in gelecting them care was tak-
en to secure not only purity of blood, and
from notoriously large milking families, but
particular attention was paid to fine points and
symmerity of form. In color they are black
and white; distinetly and prettily marked,
and in size they compare favorably with oth-
er large breeds. They make an excellent
cross with any of the other breeds, but par-
ticularly with the grade short hornm, trans-
mitting their own peculiar qualities with al-
most absolute certainty.

For butter they rank among the best, the
product being abundant and of excellent
quality; and as cheese-makers
they excel all other breeds.
Mr. Brown, being one of the largest and
best breeders of this breed of cattle in the
West, his Holsteins will be one of the great
atfractions of the fair. Mr. Brown will also
exhibit Cleveland Boy and English draft
horses of his own importation that are spok-
en of very highly by those that have seen them,
and we trust that the siock men of this State
may induce Mr. Brown to leave some of his
stock in this State.

BENCH SHOW ATTRACTIONH.

In addition to the bench show, there will
be a fine display of sportsmen’s goods, by
the leading manufacturers of the country,
together with a display of taxidermist work,
specimens of drawings in waler colors, of
sporting and shooting scenes.

THE PRESIDENTIAL RECEPTION:

A meeting was held yesterday morning in
the chamber of commerce of the committee
of reception appointed by the State Agricul-
tural society to meet President Hayes. At
the request of Gov. Pillsbury, who was pres-
ent, Gen. Sibley continued his services as
chairman.

The prinecipal business to be transacted
consisted in the receipt of reports from the
various organizations, secret and otherwise,
of the city, representatives of
which were present. The amount
of enthusiasm developed was truly marvel-
ouy, and there is no doubt but that St. Paul
will witness on the day of the Presidential
visit the most glorions procession ever seen
within its limits. "The Kuights of Pythias,
the Odd Fellows, the Druids, the Sons of
Hermann, the Knights of St. Paul, the
various Father Matthew societies, the Turn-
ers, the German society, the Krieger Verein,
the military companies of Faribault and
Stillwater, the Minnesota Veteran associa-
tion, the United States troops, the Fire de-
partment, and others too numerons to men-
tion have signified their intention
of being in attendance. The
‘expectation is also felt that the Knights Tem-
plars of the entire State, who will be sum-
moned to a general encampment, will also
be in attendance. In fact, from present ap-
pearances, it would seem as if the whole
distance from the depot to the Metropolitan,
the temporary home of the Presidential par-
ty while in the city, will be lined by the so-
cieties, which will in succession counter-
march after the President and his com-
panions.

The line of march will traverse Third
street. It is hoped the various business
houses will be decorated sunitably for the oc-
casion, and it is especially hoped by the
committes that the decorations will be com-
pleted on the evening previous, Wednesday,
Sept. 4. The various organizations intend-
ing to participate in the procession are re-
quested to report to Gen. Sanborn, the
marshal of the day, not later than Monday,
Sept. 2,when the numbers anticipated to be in
attendance will also be specified. In con-
clusion of this department of the prepara-
tions for the State fair it may be mentioned
that the utmost enthusiasm prevails, and
every indication seems to assure the fact that
President Hayes will be received in a style
Jfully commensurate with his official posi-
tion and eminently worthy of the city.

During the day, the President will hold a
publie reception, but the point has not yet
been fully determined, but it will be most
probably at the Metropolitan.

DUSTING DRUMMER,.

Henry Orl n's MM Y Proves Too
Much for the Consequential Cronn, Who
is in a Tight Box.

The most interesting case upon which
Judge Flint was called yesterday to
adjudicate was that of John W, Cronn. As
far back as May, 1877, Cronn came to this
city and represented himself to Henry Orle-
mann, saloon keeper, 91 West Third street,
as the accredited agent of the J. M. Bruns-
wick & Balke Co. billiard table manufactur-
ers, of Chicago. Cronn is a first-rate talker,
He is also a first-class billiard player, or,
rather, is much above the average run.
Representing to Orlemann that he
was short of funds. Cronn persuaded
Orlemann to endorse two drafts npon J. M.
Brunswick & Balke company. The amounts
were small, one being for $25 and the other
for $35, but they were intended, so Cronn
represented, to merely tide over a day or two,
until remittances could be had. The drafts
were protested, and cost Orlemann $65.16
at much personal inconvenience.

Orlemann hes documentary evidence very
damaging to the prisoner, among which is a
letter acknowledging the signing of the
drafts.
