DIRE DISTRESS. 
YELLOW FEVER RAVAGES IN THE 

SOUTH. 
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NEW ORLEANS. 

N E W O R L E A N S , Aug . 2 4 . — N e w cases, 193; 
deaths , for ty - two . H u g h Irv ine , chief op­
erator of the Western U n i o n te legraph office 
in th i s c i ty , d ied th i s m o r n i n g of ye l low fever 
after s ix days' i l lness . Tota l cases for t h e 
week, 891; t o date . 1,866; to ta l deaths for the 
week, J i l l ; t o date , 577. There i s n o exp lana­
t ion of the increase of n e w cases to-day other 
than the spread of the disease, the report con­
t a i n i n g but f ew if any more old cases than 
those of the preceding days . From noon to 6 
t h i s af ternoon 103 new cases had been reported 
a t the office of t h e board of heal th , i n d i c a t i n g 
a s t i l l larger n u m b e r of n e w cases for to-mor­
row than were reported u p to noon to-day. 

T h e Tours infirmary and Hebrew B e n e v o l e n t 
assoc ia t ion have received to date over $600 in 
contr ibut ions , which t h e y are d i sburs ing i n 
aid of the s ick and needy. 

T h e te legraphers of Texas have forwarded 
©160 for the rel ief of t h e eiok. T h e New 
Orleans te legraph manager, E . W. Barnes , of 
t h e Western Onion Telegraph c o m p a n y , and C. 
H. S m i t h , operator, are d o w n w i t h fever. F . 
B. Moxon, operator, is convalescent . Col. B . 
P . Anderson, of the Memphi s Howard asso­
c ia t ion a t Grenada, te legraphs t o the Howards 
here to-day for t w e n t y more nurse s . 
One hundred and th ir ty - four appl i ca t ions for re­
l ie f were m a d e t o the Howard associat ion to-day. 

MEMPHIS. 
M E M P H I S , Aug . 24 .—To-day the n u m b e r of 

cases of y e l l o w fever reported i s nearly d o u b l e 
of that of any prev ious day , t h e tota l for 
t w e n t y - f o u r hours e n d i n g 6 i \ M., b e i n g 106; the 
d e a t h s in the same t i m e n u m b e r fifteen. T h e 
large increase b e c o m i n g k n o w n at noon created 
s o m e t h i n g of a panic a m o n g those w h o had de­
termined to brave it out , and m a n y wavered i n 
the ir resolut ion and le f t the c i ty by rail t h i s . 
e v e n i n g . Howards have had more "than they 
could a t t e n d to to-day, exper ienced more diffi­
c u l t y in s u p p l y i n g nurses for s ick. A m o n g 
the deaths to-day in Dr. J n o . C. Kogers, and 
a m o n g the canes Father Maher, of S t . Br idge t 
church , Dr. D . T. Porter and D o l p h T h u m e l , 
tel ler of the German nat ional bank. The grand 
d ic tator of Tennessee , Knights of Honor, has i s ­
s u e d a circular appeal to t h e Knights of H o n o r 
to respond to the distress cal l . Many m e m b e r s 
o f the order have d ied and m a n y uiorc are n o w 
on the s ick l is t . The expenses of the lodges 
here are very heavy and the treasury w e l l n i g h 
exhaus ted . 

T h e increase of the fever to-day has b r o u g h t 
more laborers in to the field, and Odd Fe l lows , 
Masons, Knights of Honor and Orders of Work-
ingmena' rel ief boards find their t i m e pret ty 
w e l l occupied in caring for the s ick and des­
t i t u t e . T h e terrible e p i d e m i c of 1873 scarcely 
equa l s the dis tress now prevai l ing in our 
mids t , w h e n our dep le ted popula t ion ir, taken 
i n t o account . To-day whole famine.-; were 
prostrated w i t h i n a f ew hours, t h e misery be ­
i n g increased in s o m e ins tancee by the delay i n 
rece iv ing proper a t t en t ion . 

I n answer to the appeal for h e l p from S u t l e r 
P. Anderson, m e m b e r of the Memphi s Howard 
as -oc iat ion , w h o has been work ing a m o n g the 
s ick at Grenada, Thos . J. Brogan and D . W. 
Coon to-day vo lunteered their services and wi l l 
proceed to Grenada in the morning . T w o more 
of our phys ic ians , D r s . E3s and Theuea t t , are 
reported d o w n w i t h the fever to -n ight . 

JHOLLY SPRINGS. 

M E M P H I S , Ausr. 24.—A spec ia l to the Ajypeal 
from H o l l y Spr iugs , Miss . , reports Rix cases of 
y e l l o w fever there, a l l refugees . The J a c k s o n 
board of hea l th has des ignated H o l l y S p r i n g s 
as one of the i n f e c t e d p o i n t s a n d quarant ined 
i t s ma i l matter . 

JACKSON. 

JACKSON, Aug . 24 .—Not a case of fever has 
y e t appeared in J a c k s o n . Our author i t i e s are 
w o r k i n g w i t h t h e energy of despair to k e e p o u t 
t h e g r i m destroyer . E v e n roads and ra i lways 
are watched day and n i g h t and the town pa­
tro l l ed . Cit izens , bo th black and w h i t e , con­
s t i t u t e t h e m s e l v e s detec t ives , and al l s trangers 
u n a b l e t o g ive a good account of themse lves 
are marched t o t h e c i ty l i m i t s and warned n o t 
t o return. T h e fire be l l s r ing a t 10 i*. ai., and 
al l persons f o u n d on the s treets after that hour 
are arrested. A m a s s m e e t i n g pledged the Mayor 
moral and phys ica l support t o carry o u t al l 
measures . The Vicksburg Meridcan rai l ­
road d i s c o n t i n u e their tra ins to-day. Contri­
b u t i o n s from t h e Masonic fraterni ty are c o m ­
i n g in answer to the appeal of Grand Secretary 
Powers . 

The f o l l o w i n g appeals speak for t h e m s e l v e s : 
Jackson , Miss . , A u g . 24, 1878.—Odd Fe l lows 
of the U n i t e d S t a t e s : We need he lp . We have 
no f u n d s in our treasury. Our c i t i zens w h o 
were able have general ly fled f rom our pest i ­
l ence s t r i cken t o w n s . T h e m o r t a l i t y and des ­
t i t u t i o n at Vickburg , G e n e v a and Port G i b s o n 
is f earfu l . Other t o w n s threatened w i t h the 
scourge . Send y o u r contr ibut ions to our grand 
treasurer, J . L . Powers , Jackson , and h e wi l l 
d i s t r ibute . ( S i g n e d ) J n o . H . McKonzie , 
grand master ."

24 .—A spec ia l t o the 
Appeal f rom Grenada s a y s appea l s for nurses 
to -day w h i c h cou ld n o t be answered were heart­
rending . Whole f a m i l i e s are d o w n w i t h o u t a 
s o u l to aid t h e m . F i f t y brave nurses on d u t y 
have more than an average o f t w o p a t i e n t s 
apiece , y e t they do not flag in their d u t y . 
A b u n d a n t supp l i e s of prov i s ions f rom ne igh­
boring towns c o m e i n dai ly , a n d f u n d s are 
n o w be ing received q u i t e l ibera l ly . Good nur ­
ses are the great need . 

L O U I S V I L L E , Aug . 24.—At a m e e t i n g of the 
phys ic ians of L o u i s v i l l e a s sembled a t the i n ­
s tance of the mayor th i s morn ing , expres s ions 
o f op in ions were u n a n i m o u s l y m a d e . 

L irs t—ample a c c o m m o d a t i o n by hosp i ta l s 
a n d otherwise have been prov ided by t h e c i ty 
for the recept ion and t r e a t m e n t o f a l l cases of 
y e l l o w fever that m a y offer i n th i s c i ty of per­
s o n s whose necess i t ies m a k e s u c h a c c o m m o d a ­
t i o n s desirable. 

Second—That the sani tary c o n d i t i o n of t h e 
c i t y was never better a t th i s season of t h e year 
t h a n a t the present t i m e . 

Third—That whenever i n t h e p a s t y e l l o w 
fever has prevai led in Southern c i t ies , cases 
h a v e been brought t o Loui sv i l l e , and w i t h i n 
o u r k n o w l e d g e no ins tance has y e t oecnrred i n 
w h i c h a case has arisen a m o n g our o w n c i t i zens . 
T h i s exper ience warrants us t o promise i m m u ­
n i t y a t the present t i m e .

R. Alcee 
Gouthreaux . of N e w Orleans, w h o had charge 
of the regis trat ion bureau i n 1874, test if ied that 
h i s bureau ascer ta ined that t h e n u m b e r o f 
f r a u d u l e n t reg is trat ions i n N e w Orleans 
a m o u n t e d t o 13,000, and affidavits had been 
ma'de against 9,400. The w i t n e s s sa id m a n y of 
the republ ican supervisors o f e lec t ions and reg­
isters were non-res idents , f u g i t i v e s f rom jus ­
t ice , and in several cases were under indict ­
m e n t . ' T h e wi tnes s sa id he had a conversat ion 
wi th J u d g e D i b b l e , w h o m a d e the remark that 
he ahd B u r k e were foo l i sh to work for the De­
mocracy , fqr if t h e y had a major i ty o f 20,000 
t h e y w o u l d b e c o u n t e d o u t by the re turn ing 
board. 

Witnera referred t o t h e s e w i n g m a c h i n e cir­
cular by w h i c h he said the r e p u b l i c a n s made 
the ir reg is trat ion l i s t s and sa id t h a t w h e n Maj . 
B u r k e and h i m s e l f protes tsd t o the re turn ing 
board aga ins t th i s fraud t h e y were l a u g h e d at .
