M E M P H I S , Aug. 33 .—Tho wet , cool weather 
wh ich has prevailed s ince '2 r. M. yes terday has 
u n d o u b t e d l y created m a n y new cases of fever , 
b u t how many it is i m p o s s i b l e to s ta te , o w i n g 
t o the fact that but t w o phys i c ians hacl re 
ported to the board of health u p to noon to­
day. S o m e are indifferent as to the importance 
of report ing and others too busy a t t e n d i n g s i c k 
cal ls , whi l e one. at least, is k n o w n t o be in 
open defiance of the hoard of health, has never 
reported u case, and c la ims the prevai l ing d is ­
ease is not ye l low fever. The death rate, 
however, wi l l equal i f no t exceed 

that of yesterday, when seventy-
e ight i n t e r m e n t s were reported. U D to 
noon to-day the undertakers report forty-s ix 
ye l l ow fever i n t e r m e n t s . Fathers B a k e l a n d 
and Meagher- are dead. T w o fathers and two 
brothers at the Franc i scan monestary are d o w n ; 
a lso Dr. Tin.mas, pastor of the Free G e r m a n 
Protes tant church. P h y s i c i a n s report that the 
fever is prevai l ing to an a l a r m i n g e x t e n t 
a m o n g the colored people , m a n y of w h o m 
have had no medical a t t e n t i o n for days , and a 
large increase in the mortuary report may reas­
onably be expec ted . The Evening Herald sus ­
pended to-day.

30 inc lus ive . The d e m a n d is cons tant ly i n -
creasii-g, 14,500 rat ions b e i n g i s sued to -day .
