SENATOIL I'ENDBLEION'S SPEECIHT.

Probably the ablest exposition of {he Dem-
ocratic iden on the currency that has yet been
made was the speech of Senator Ggorge H.
Pendleton at Colombus, from which the
Grope made copious extracts yesterday.
When Mr. Pendleton first advanced the idea
that our currency should be issuea direct
Yy the government, and that all should have
wn equal legal tender value and be receivable
‘or dues of the pgovernment, he was de-
nounced as a financiul heretic and repudi-
itor, hig theories contemptuonsly treated,
nd those who sided with bim were denom-
inated rag baby nuorses and lunatics. But
the strong common sense of the American
oeople bas resumed its sway, and a large
najority of the intelligent voters of the
:ountry are abreast with, if they do not lead,
\Ir. Pendleton.

The propositions laid down by Mr. Pen-

lleton are concise and easilv understood; his
irguments are conclusive of the correctness
of his position; bis refutation of the fulse
fisval theories of Mr. Sherman and other Re-
pablican speakers are complete and unan-
iwerable. We could not add one iota to the
fur:e of his remarks, or point out an eiror
in bis logic. But too much stress cannot be
‘aid upon the evils of 8herman’s policy, and
we caunot be too pointed in referring to bis
bad faith in executing the lawe of Cungress
—in accomplishing by iuvdirection what he
dare not attemnpt openly. ‘T'he law of Con-
gress expressly provides that there shall be
no farther contraction of the greenback cur-
rency. Mr. Sherman is a servant of the law
—its administrator o a certain extent. Both
parties agree ihat the present volume of
the currency is noue too great for the necds
of the country. Bat Mr, Sherman and 1he
money brokers whose pliant tool hs is Le-
lieve in the policy of contraction. It has a
rendency to unsettle business and to incre se
valoes of certain favored articles. To w. rk
1is purpose and yet ceem {o obey the leter
of ths law Mr. Sherman has hoarded I gal
endernotes in the treasury, and thus pre-
sented them from obtaining cirealation.
de dare not cancel the notes; the law for-
ids that; bat hs efaota contraction by as
sffective a means—that of withdrawing notes
‘rom circulation an'l hiding them in the
vaolts of the treasury. This system of
oiracy is responsible for much of the disas
ier that has overtaken vur industry. It has
produced an artificial scarcity of money, and
the books of the bankrupt courts, the empty
warehouses, the idle machivery and the
irmy of unemployed laboreis testify with
vhat result. Alr. Sherman wants to resume
specie payments on the first of January next,
bat he is retiring carrency from circalation
18 fuetas possible, so that when that time
wrives there will be nothing to redeem. He
knows that he woald be unable to maintain
the forced resumption except by contracting
he greenback carrency; and in  violation of
‘he spirit of the liw of Congress and the
ananimous demands of people of all parties he
4 contractiug the carrency at the rate of
many millions a month.

Inregard to the circalition of {he stand-
ud silver dollar, Mr. Sberman’s policy
shows equal bad faith. Instead of issuing it
8 required by law, he declares that the peo-
ole do not want it, and he thererore hoards
‘t in tke treasary, with the apparent design
:f forcing it into circulation in
large lots at  one  time, in
the hopa that the sudden plenty may become
\ plethora and result in the depreciation of
tbe coin. This state of affairs would give
his money-broking partners another chance
to shave the people, and might form the ba-
#is of another attempt to demonetize the
silver dollar. His scheme, howaver, is too
#ell understood to be successful. Heo may
sncceed for afew months in creating a st-
perabundancs of silver on the market, but i1
¥ill soon be ahsorbed by the demands of
uade, and thorouglhly equalized. Mr.
Pendleton hardly Jaid enough stress upon
this point, which is in reality the whole ge-
cret of Sherman’s financial policy—a desire
to create instability with a view to benefiting
the s.ock and money gamblers .of Wall
itreet. Buat it should be kept : efore the
peoplz in season and out of season, for they
bave a right to know how the financial min.
ister of the goverument is abusing the trnst
reposed in him,

IN ACCORD WITI! TIE AJORITY.

It has tor years bsen a favorite Repub:i-
can argument that it was important to our
local interests to send Republicans to Con-
4ress in order to be represented by men in
tecord with the political majority in that
hody. There was much force in the argu-
ment, and it doubtless has gone far towards
swelling lhp Republican majorities.

Now that the situation is reversed, by the
same token Minnesota should be represented
by Democratsin Congress. The complexion
of the Senate was long since determined, and
after the fourth of March next that braneh
of Congress becomes decidedly Democratic.
Che recent elections in Maine and Vermont
rcmove all doubt relative to the political
majority of the lower House. It will not
only be Democratic, but overwhelmingly so.
I'ne Republicans, in their days of power,
raled  the Demoecrats with  such
an iron. rod that their  Rindness
will now be appreciated ,and  reciprocated,
A Repablican in the next Congress will have
to take a back seat, aud when any one  f
~bab political persuasion seeks to carry a

local measure he will be croslly sat down
upon and incontinently squelched. Sincs
there has been a Democratic Honse Repnb-
licans have been able to obtain some favors,
simply because the Senate was still Repub-
lican, bot, with both branches Democratic,
the situation will be changed. The Repub-
licans will occupy the position 1n the back-
ground held so many years Ly the Democ-
racy; and, to be influential, 2 member must
be 1n accord with the majority.

Poehler and Donnelly can do more in the
next Congress for Miunesota than half a
dozen Republicans. Their election will not
make any change politically, for Congress
will be Democratic without them.

NEW ITAMPSHIRE DEMOCRACY,

The Democrats of New Hampshire bave
evidently heard from Maine, and have
adopted a platform that is remarkably for
it8 progressive ideas, considering that il is a
New England platform. It is a platform
that ovght to meet the hearty coucurrence
of a majority of the voters of thau State,
and we shall be greatly disappointed if the
people do not signify their approval of it in
an empbatic manuer at the approaching
election. On the question of the finances
the convention declared “*in favor of a slable
currency, just payment of the public debt,
and one currency for the government
and people, the Jaborer and office-holder.
pensioner and soldier, t'e prodacer and
bondbolder. That whatever currency is
issued by the government shonld be issued
for the benefit of the whole people and not
for the benefit of capitalists at the expense
of the people.”

‘This is the Ohio idea slightly modified to
suit the less progressive ideas of the Eastern
people. It is a lony stride forward from the
declarations of past conventioni, and we feel
sure that before another year has passed.
and when the beneficent results of the finan-
ciul policy of the West sball become appa-
rent, the Democrats of New Hampshire will
be found side by side with the Democrats ot
the West. ;

On the tariff question there is also a nota-
ble progress. ‘I'le tariff has been productive
of 8o much evil that it has merited universa)
condemnation. The convention adopted
this explicit declaration on the snbject:

Jlexilved. That our present tariff laws are a
restriction npon trude and eommeres hetween
our own and foreign eountries, and therefur:
are an impediment rather than an encournge-
ment to American industry, devised in the in-
tereat of monopolies and maintained in oppo-
~ition to the demands of the people., We there-
fore advocate their modification or repeal and
the rubstitution of a simple revenue tarifl
which shall be productive without being op-
pressive,

‘I'lus, too, i3 the Western idea. It hae
been, Lesides, a {raditional theory of the
Democratic party ever since the formation of
the government. A few of its repre.
sentatives, however, have followed after th
strange god of protcelion, especially thos:
at the East. A tariff for revenus only ha:
once more become ihe universal themy of
Dewocracy, and any departure from it i
political heresy, East as well ag West.

The stalwart Demoerats of the Old Granite
State do not mince maiters as to the title v’
Mr. Hayes to the Presidency. 'L'key un
hesitatingly and emphatically declars

That the frand firrt trinmphed in America
politics and nnparalleled in the history of th
world, whereby the will of the freemen of th
Republic was defied and subrerted. and a de
feated candidate placed in tho . Presidentia
chair. shall never be ignored or eondoned, an
we cull npon the Democracy and people through
out the land to stand with us in demandin;
the vinaic :tion of rizht and co'demning anr
punishing the wrone, to the end that fraud
rhull henceforth be powerlers and o lious, and
free government u reality in America.

This is good sound talk, and it ought to
form the basis of all Democratic action in
the future. The great transgression whick
defrauded the people of their chosen chief
magistrate most never be ignored or con-
doned. The right of the people to the
fruits of their franchise must be vindicated
in such & manuer as to forever nrevent a
repetition of the iniquity and make this in
reality a government of the peonle, for the
people and by thé people. If the Demo-
cralic party permits this to be lost sight of.
it will be direlict of duty, and will no longe)
deserve the confidence and support of the
people of the nation.

The platform as a whole is worthy of al'
commendation. Itisthoroughly Democrati
in its every sentence, and ought to commen¢
itself to the people of every party who ar
endowed by nature with intelligence and
reason. Under such a banner we lock fo
gallant deeds by the New Hampslire Demo-
crats. They cannot fail to win.

$7,000,000 will be wanted for the item of
pensions alone. His net available carrenc;
balance is redaced to §2,000,000, an amount
which is :.ot likely to be sufficiently increased
meantime by the dwindling receipts from
internal revenune sources. The plan of ex-
changing silver at par for greenbacks is re-
garded as the readiest and simplest way of
accumulating corrency. Sherman’s last
statement, however, shows a carrency balance
in the treasury of over sixty millions, which
might be employed in payment of pensions,
bat if that is not “available.”” he might use
silver to a large extent for that purpose.

It is perhaps not well that I skould respond

It seems to me it ix not best to call reflection
hack from the masteriy address we are mow
thinking of. or break the epell with which its
ntterances have bound us. 'Tis true we knew
these things before, it was becanse of tois,
'twas becanse we felt the truth of what
we bhave jost heard, tbat all said
amen, as, with dramatic force. our friend Don-
nelly illnmined his argnment and fac's with
hiz enmmanding eloguence.

Yen, for we. with most thinking men. fally
understand that the hlind and wicked financial
poliey of the administration, pressed on hy
John Sherman, as it almost seemns with malice
and batred toward his kind, has laid in ashes
the prosperity of the conntry. put back its pro-
gress  for o generation, damaged all it«
future, fillel the gnarta of business wit
blights and hankrnptey. and their ever attend-
ing fraits of enforced idleness, poverty, anffer-
ing, vagrancy and . rime, that hus scarce & par-
allel iv. modern history.

DONNELLY'S CHATACTER.

Who shall measure tne grand resnlts in favor
of the industrial interesta of the country thar
shall fo'low the establishment of this ductrine?

It is the firrt time in the history
of jurispradence that this great fict has been
thoronghly established by the tribunals that
have the power to contril and enforce it. and in
importance isseeond to none in the whole his-

| tory of judicisl decirions.

THE MONEY MOXNOPOLY.
Again yoa find him almost alone in opposi-
tion to'the muney monopoly, that stroggling

to secnre the control of the currency of the

comntry, nnd throngh the influsnce of pational
bank< and the army of bank directors and of-
ficers that ocenpied the seats and crowded the
floors of Congress, to take from the government
one ot its chief functions, to-wit, supply the
people with curten -y to do the business of the
conntry. -

For this he has been denounced and vilified
without stiot or mercy. B:ill he stond firm.
till now we find the argnment nsed by him and
those liks him has triumphed. and a political
revolution ia overturning and annihilating
in nll rectiona of the country the fatsl finan-
cial policy of the administration; while the
people of this Btate are coming up to stand
upon in their political platforms the despised
doctrines fur which he has battled for the last
seven years,

During this time malice, slander, e=vy and
wickedness have combined with nnparalleled
induastry to break him down, destroy his influ-
ence and paralyze his efforts.

This conrse often wins, and many have heen
crnrhed under like influences in the past. but
tome live to secore the reward jostly earned
throngh this terrible experience.

The blood of the martyra is the seed of the
church, bnt martyrs sometimes survive to join
in its earthly triumphe,

Thus may it be with our friend whom we
have numinated here to-duv, and thos will it be
if the voters of the district will realize their
true interest and tirmly do their duty.
