Certainly i t will be well to be 
certain tha t t h e large ma in is amply pro 
tected, for when i t is once across, and t h e 
mains extended, ihe waier will come to be 
the chief reliance for ext inguishment of fires 
as well as for domestic use.

tendency of our wheat market, which we noted in 
our last, was checked In the early part of the week 
by a stubborn resistance to outside depressing influ­
ences. After a season of depression a natural reac­
tion commenced, aided by • more restricted move­
ment from the interior, and in this reaction New 
York and Liverpool have shown signs of sympathy. 

I The receipts at Western primary markets for the 

week ending last night sjkoj^SJ decided falling oft"— 
chiefly at winter wheat stations—and we figure the 
total as 3,200,000 bushels against 3,671,000 bushels a 
week ago, or a decrease of 471,000 bushels. New 
York, Baltimore and Philadelphia have received dur­
ing the week 4,150,000 bushels, an increase of 1,033,-
000 bushels. The exports from these three points 
are the largest ever known, being 3,675,000 bushels, 
and notwithstanding this outward movement our 
stock in sight has increased about 1,600,000 bushels. 
From the Northwest we learn that farmers have been 
generally stacking their wheat, the disappointing 
movement from that section giving confirmation to 
this report. It remains to be seen whether this ac­
tion on the part of farmers is due to their unwilling­
ness to accept current pricf e, or to the belief that 
the quality of the grain will be improved by allowing 
it to pass through the sweating proce-s before 
threshing. From the valuable Pans circular of M. 
Charles Kugel we learn that he considers Rains 
Jackson's estimate as to the probable yield of 1878 m-
France as too low, claiming that Mr. Jackson trav­
eled through the districts most worn of France. His 
own estimate of tue probable yield, reduced to bush­
els, is about 266,000,000, while Kains Jackson's figures 
are 197,000,000. Form the same source we clip the 
following br ef summary of the crops on the con­
tinent: "Gmnany, Belgium and Holland—In all 
these countries there is general satisfaction with the 
harvests. Austria and Hungary—Altogether the 
harvest is satisfactory, but the wheat gives a yield be­
low the average m quantity. The quality has suf­
fered by the rains and falling. Russia—The harvest 
of the government will be nearly double that of last 
year, which was considered very good, judging from 
the samples we have seen, without reference to the 
quantity, the quality is excellent. In Bessarabia it is 
abundant." 'the discount on cash No. 2 spring 
wheat m our market has increased to lo per bushel, 
and our btock of this tirade is accumulating. We are 
still of the opinion that the production of 1878 is m 
excess of consumers' needs, and that time will demon-
strate it. The bupenor quality of our winter wheat 
will certainly commend it to shippers and render it 
unlikely that spring will be taken freely so long as 
the former cau be had at the present small premium. 
Cash wheat at 86!4c with intermediate charges le^c , 
would < ost $1 03 alongside ship. With sail freights 
6s and 2 per cent, commission on the currency value 
would cost 41s 3d Cork for orders. Beerbohm's last 
quotation 40s to 40s 6d or 2 to 4c to the disfavor of 
shipments.
