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STRUGGLING KERR.

HE TRIES TO EXPLAIN HIS FIGURES
T0 THE SENATE COMMITTEE.

A Labyrinth of Fignres—Which Show up
the Reckless Management—Very Little
That Kerr Can Explain.

Senatora Morton, Drew, Rice and Doran, of
the Bt. Peter asylum investigating committee,
metat the capitol yesterday morning and pro-
ceeded with their inqury into the financial
mansgement of the institution. Their secre-
tary was ready with the books and accounts
which the committee wished to submit to the
Rev. Aaron H, Kerr, secretary und treasurer to
the board of trustees. There was also present
Mr. J. 8tone, who acted as sténographer for the
committee, }

Mr. A. W. Gage, one of the builder-contract-
ors who had been subpeenaed from Winona,
was first questioned relative to hia contract
with the trustees, Senator Doran conducting
the examination.

A. W, GAGE SWORN.

I reside at Winona; am a carpenter and
builder; contracted with the hospital for insane
in 1871; the paper produced is a copy of my
contract; the amount of contract was $10,080;
the papers shown me are not in my writing;
that is not my signature; I did not sign either
of them. !

Mr. Kerr—Here are the originals. 2

Mr. Gage—(Shown the originals), I believe
that is my signature; that I believe to be a set-
tlement for the whole amount of the contract
except a emall bill of extras, This bill shown
me is the bill for extras, There is one item
which is wrong; we are charged with $65 as
having heen paid to us when it should not be
in the hill; the 265 waa allowed to Breen, and
was left in  Mr. Kerr's hands for Nat Breen &
Co., ns appears in my memorandum (produced)
the #65 ought to be deducted in place of being
added; the entire amount I got from the Btate
was $10,088.17 according to my memorandum
the bill shown—(filed in Btate department)—
with voucher attached was not signed by me,
nor was this, (shown a copy of the first.)

The hill and voucher attached, which had
been filed at the capital, and which Mr. Gage
said he did not sign, was shown to Mr. Kerr,
and that gentleman asked to explain the $65
item and another allowance for lumber, $350,
posted into the ledger, which was reduced to

#231.60.
Mr. Kerr—Now, then, very well, We l:mkcd
over our accounts, Here's a voucher: There

was due to you, Mr. Gage, #3,150.83. Here is
a memorandum of a statement put in before
the board at the annual meeting. The board
authorized the payment of #3,156,83, as due
to Mr. Gage, 1 settled with you on January
19th, paying you in check, and I suppose I put
in that voucher. g

Mr. Giage's attention was called to the dif-
ference between 2350 and 323160, Mr. Gage
explaining that it was afterwards found the
lumber wans not worth more than 3231.60,
which he allowed the asylum for it. It was
found that Mr. Kerr charged himself with the
difference, %118.40, in a sabsequent voucher.

Mr. Gage (examination continned)—I did
not receive the £65. The only money I re-
ceived was #10,06858.17, as my memorandom
book shows,

Mr. Kerr—I acknowledge I ought to have de-
ducted 365 from Mr, Gage's account. It is a
matter between myself and Mr. Guge. He has
promised, if it can be made to appear that the
money was paid to bim, he will refund it.

Mr. Doran—It is $130 due the State, Mr.
Kerr, ns the 365 being added instead of being
deducted was doubled.

Mr. Kerr—Yes; he says he will pay that
amount, but if hedid not receive it 1 will make
it good.

MR, KERR WAS THEN SWORN;
had his attention called to the printed report
for 1867; said there appears 2 balance on hand

of $222.73; it should appear in ihe next year's
report; but 1 was not treasurer till '67; before
that, I soperintended some of the work; I
made all the entries, but I was not treasurer; I
recorded the amounts of money entered for
building; I suppose I received the money; the
books are mine, though I was not treasurer; I
am not respousible till Dee. '67; but I received
the money; Mr. Brown was the authorized
treasurer, but he did not open any books; I
made all the entries; Mr. Brown paid money
as well as 1.

Benator Rice—There is not a voucher filed
paid by Mr. Brown.

Mr. Kerr——My  impression is  that
there is a record somewhere showing that the
trustees allowed me the balance for cowpensa-
tion. I did not report that balance of $222.73
on hand. 1suppose it was settled by the trus-
tees allowing the balance ns compensation,

Senator Doran—It you had been allowed
vompensation would it not appear in the
books?

Mr. Kerr—I suppose so—I should think it
ought to.

Senator Doran—Your own books show that
there was a balance of $222.71 left entirely ont.
The printed report shows $222.73. How doyon
account for that $222,737

Mr. Kerr—I can give no explanation.

Benator Doran—In report for 1869 the bal-
ance in State trensury is $1,707.50 and cash on
hand §126.16. The first is carried forward, but
not the lutter. How do you account for that
$126.16, Mr. Kerr?

Mr. Kerr—Have you examined my books?

Benator Doran—They are here—the report is
Jjust a copy of the book. The £126.16 is left
out of hoth. Ia there any explanation?

Mr. Kerr—No, theve is no explanation. I see
itis omitted.

Senator Doran—For 1870 your balance is all
right, $28.86, and cuarrent fund £5,434.55,
which are brought forward. Now we are at the
time scrip was issued, we will refer to your
serip book. [Produced. |

Mr. Kerr—Yes, this gives an account of the
rerip issued,  We issned serip to theamount of
$26,160.80, which is to be accounted for,

Mr. Doran—As a member of the board, did
you have any authority to issue the serip?

Mr. Kerr—Whether we had or not, we did it.
That's all there is of it. We paid 12 per cent.
on the serip.

Mr. Doran—The different sums were issued
to the parties named in the book?

Mr. Kerr—Yes. sir.

Mr. Doran—I understand it was all issued to
parties for labor already done.

Mr. Kerr—Yes, sir.

Mr, Doran—G. W. Dryer was paid several
sumes; was that for work?

Mr. Kerr—That was for current expenses,
and what he did not use he returned. The $200
entered to me was for my salary.

Mr. Doran—The last item is” Mr. Dryer, 81,-
304.18.

Mr. Eerr—I did not give him that amount,
but made it out and destroyed it.

i glr. Doran—Who did you give that $1,394,18

0

Mr., Kerr—I have said it was entered to bal-
ance up the account of serip, It was never
put into Mr. Dryer's hands; it was destroyed.
I issued it to make it even with the appropria-
tion.

He was next questioned about the interest
paid on scrip £3,701.29 without any receipts,
Mr. Kerr saying the back of the scrip which
was destroyed would have shown 1. His at-
tention was then drawn to the discre ncy be-
tween his voucher for $3.701.29 and his books,
showing an overcharge for interest of $128.99.
In explanation all he could say was that he
thought he had allowed Snyder and Damren
$90 for interest on account due before the 10th
of March.

Mr. Doran (handing witness the scrip book)
—Will you look at that book and tell us when
you made that memorandam there in pencil?

Mr, Kerr—I cannot tell you when I made it.

Mr. Doran—Did you make it since the com-
mittee was up to 8t. Peter?

Mr. Kerr—No, sir.

Mr. Doran—Are you sure of that now?

Mr. Kerr—Yes; well—

Mr. Doran—Do you swear on your vath?

Mr. Kerr—Well; that 18" my . under-
standing of it, sir. I got that book out. Idid
not know it was wanted—if it could have been
called for, it would have been found,

Mr. Doran—What I want to call your par-

ticular attention to is to look at that in
and swear on your oath that that memorandum
wan not made since we were at St. Peter.
Mr, Kerr—Well, sir, I am willing to say so,
wir. I don't know when that was entered,
thongh. The transactions are away back for
some years, and I cannot make any recollection
of them, .

Mr. Morton—Do you rememper in St. Peter
Benator Doran drew your attention to the fact
that Bnyder and Damren had over-drawn their
aceount g907

Me, Kerr—I don’t remember,

Mr. Morton—Don't you remember making an
seknuwledgement that Boyder & Co, had over-
drow BUO?

Mr. Kere—1 don't remember.

(Ha mude’the statement Aungust 23d, at the
afternoon remsion, )

Mr. Kere—To the best of my belief that pen-

ciled note was made long before the investiga-
tion in August,

The committee here adjourned till 2 o’clock.

AFTERNOON BESSION.

Mr. Doran showed Mr. Kerr a receipt.

Mr. Kerr—That had no business to be here;
it is not entered on the books. It might be a
private receipt for that matter.

Mr. Doran—You issued to Mr. Dryer $3,000
in serip?

Mr. Kerr—The scrip was issued to Mr. Dryer,
anme of which he got discounted, as he wanted
it; the other he returned.

He was then questioned sbout the 00 over-
paid Damren & Bnyder, he stating that it was
paid in scrip, and he thought it was for inter-
est, His attention was next directed to
Leahy's account and erasures made on both
sides of his ledger. He knew nothing about
the erasure.

Mr. Doran asked why it was Leahy was al-
lowed interest on scrip from March 10th, when
it was not paid him till November; and why
he was paid at all before the work was done.

Mr. Kerr—He had completed the work.

Mr. 8mith produced Leahy's contract, which
?;igkulnted that 20 per cent. should be kept

Mr. Kerr said he commenced his contract in
1869, and it was finished in 1870. He supposed
20 per cent. was kept back till final settlement.
He thought it was all right when he paid him,
The trustees made the final settlement.

Mr. Morton—The contract provided for the
payment of the estimates and interest at 7 per
cent., not 12 per cent. He would ask the chair-
man to summon Mr. Rugg, who was Mr.
Leahy's bookkeeper; he could tell all about it.
You have paid in interest to Leahy $1,500.70.

Mr. Doran—The work according to his bill
was not done till 1871, and interest was paid
from the 11th of March. He was virtnally
paid all that was due exeept $91.83 on the 11th
of March, 1870, and final settlement was not
made till July, 1871,

Mr. Morton showed that the work was mot
finished till December, 1870, according to
Leahy's own bills.

Mr. Kerr's attention was next directed to a
pencilled memorandum in the trustees’ book,
a resolution by Btrait allowing $200, which
had been changed to $300 for the year,

He was asked why it had been changed. An
expert's glass being applied, showed the 2
distinctly under the 3. Mr, Kerr remembered
no more about it than that there was a balance
of §222.

There were two entries the same year on a
January, written in ink, allowing Mr. Kerr
#300, the other was wrilten in pencil under
the minutes, which were written in ink, and
signed; the memorandum purported to be a
resolution by Btrait in July, voting #300 to
Kerr for services; under the 3 was plainly
seena 2. He was asked by Mr. Morton if it
was his custom to keep his record in pencil.

Another voucher was shown Mr, Kerr, 1n
which that gentleman claims $27.22 balance on
settlement of hospital scrip. He could give no
explanation, but Becretary Smith showed him
that the voucher must have been made out to
balance the account, the $27.22 exactly making
the difference between the amount in scrip-
book and the ledger. Mr., Kerr acknowledged
that it must have been so.

In the matter of voucher 1,185, for $2,911.3%,
purported to have been paid to Charles Os-
trander for building a barn, the same amount
appearing in the building account in various
payments, Mr. Kerr explained that voucher
1,185 was simply made out to transfer the
cost from the building fund to the current
fund. Mr. Doran thought his explanation was
correct.

The board then adjourned till this morning
at 9 o'clock.

THE MEETING OF THEIR ANNUAL
CONFERENCE AT ROCHESTER.

The Start from St. Paul—How the Ministers
Enjoyed the Weekly “Globe”—A Sketch of
Bishop Foster—Opening of Conference—
Charges Against a Clergyman—The First
Day’s ProceedMgs.

RocHESTER, Sept. 18, 1878.—To a practi-
cal eye, a Methodist conference or a camp
meeting could have been seen in the dim
distance this morning just before the train
left the depot at St. Paul. There was a
sprinkling of white chokers and high cut
coats, (und this is not always an indication
of old Methodism), but the “grip’’ sack, and
“why, how do you do brother,” with the
generous, extended hand for a hearty grip
and shake, are sure indications that Metho-
dist blood flows near the surface. Baut,
in comes Donnelly, the little giant,
who is going to shake ’‘em wup
this fall in the . old fashioned style; Michael
Doran comes next, and goon Hall comes hur-
riedly in after a few hours’ nervous slee
and pleasant dreams, and next comes Sister
Bishop and Mrs. Hackett, two of St. Paul’s
sirong advocates of temperace, and what,
with o¢rdinary passengers, we soon have
such a make-up as is not seen every day in the
week; and we were, what the conductor
termed as he struggled along through pass-
es-and half-fare tickets, “'a great crowd.”

At every station we d&ad an accession of
laymen and preachers until we found our-
selves & ‘“full train” winding our way—
some to the Greenback con-
vention at Northefild, some to
the Women’s temperance union convention
at Owatonna and the balance to the Metho-
dist conference at Rochester. At Faribault
we fell in with Hon. T. 8. Buckam, who,
with his wife, father, and sister are on their
way for the tour of Europe. They will sail
from New York on the 2nd proximo, and be
gone from four to six months.

At Owatonna we remained about an hour,
and were just in time to see the parade of
Forepangh’s mammoth circus. Here we
met Mrs, Foster, the great temperance lec-
turer, who is about returning home after a
long and suscessful lecturing season. Some
one asked her to go to theconference. She
said she would like to, but had ties at home
that called her in {hat direction. At this, a
gentleman called her away to give her an
introduction to Charley De Graff, and I ex-
pect he now wears a blue ribbon.

THE BISHOP.

Bishop Foster, while waiting for a trans-
fer, took a stroll over the village and came
back as full of wonder and surprise as did
the spies Caleb and Joshua, who came back
ladened.with the fruit of the country to
which they had been sent. Hesays: “Itis
wonderful, wonderful, to see this great coun-
try. Iwas up here twenty years ago, but
little did I dream of such vast improvements
and such vast resources. Thriving towns
and ;‘graat farming interests in every direc-
tion.””

By the way, speaking of the bishop, as he
is one of the recent appointments, it is but
just to say that he ie considered one of the
strong men of the church. He is of a com-
manding appearance, and looks more in
yeam than he really is—58, The weed on
his hat denotes him a widower. He is
a native of Ohio, although at presont a resi-
dent of Boston. He has been a bishop in
the church since 1862, and, although not a
graduate of any institution of learning, yet
he does belong to that class of some of our
greatest men known as ‘‘gelf-made men,”’
and at the time of his election io the
bishopric, was president of the Drew Theo-
logical Institute. The bishop will, next
vear, muke the tour of the Orient, for the
purpose of officially visiting the missions in
that far off, wonderful land.

After leaving Owatonna, I took upon my-
self the office of missionary, and distributed
the WeskLy Grosy, (the Rarus and Edwin
Forest edition,) among the ministers. At first
I hesitated, but, as my observation has led
me to celieve that a good minister loves
& pgood horse, I thought I would
chanceit.” Ina minute or two you could
not see anything but Rarus. I passed Bish-
op Foster by, thinking, perhaps, he would
rather have the Northwestern Christian
Advocate, (and probably he would for regu-
lar Sonday reading,) but brother Tom Mec-
Clary eame to me and says: “Have you got
another one of them? you passed the bishop
by, and I gave him mine.” “Certainly,”
says I, “I am glad, brother MeClary, that
you appreciate a good paper.”” The news-
boy took the alarm, and came to me and
said: “See here ’squire, you're spoiling my
whole business. I can’t sell these men
anything in a thousand miles,”  «Well,”
says I, “I’'m sorry for that, but you spoke
too late.”

AT ROCHESTER.

We reached Rochester about 1 o’clock
and the task of billeting minis-
ters about town was entered

into by Rev. W. C. Rice, resident pastor,
This was no easy task when we remember
that 186 ministers and forty-one wives bad
with this train reported themselves present.
The good people of Rochester, taxed as they
are by the county fair now in progress, and
other local causes, have responded nobly to
the call for accommodations for the mem-
bers of the conference.

The conference sermon was preached in
the evening by Rev. E. R. Lathrop. Rev.
W. C. Rice, of Rochester, pastor in charge
gave out the hymn,

“Jesus lover of my soul,” ete.,

and said the congregation would sing with-
out instrumental music, to show the style
Methodist ministers adopt where the congre-
gation are too poor to buy an instrument.
The ministers feeling pretty happy over an
afternoon spent in hand-shaking and greet-
ing, made the welkin rihg in true Metodist-
ical style. The conference sermcn is proba-
bly preached under more difficulties
than any other, from the fact
that the ministers are tired after their
journey and are somewhat unsettled. Mr.
Lathrop preached a most excellent sermon
from the eleventh chapter of Matthew, and
it was well received.

The church, a beautiful little brick edifice,
with a seating capacity of about 450, neat in
all its appointments, with the alter and
preacher’s stand most tastefully decorated
with flowers, was filled to overflowing. Rev.
Rice took this occasion to say to the sisters
of the church, that if they thought the
minister’s wives came to visit them it was a
mistake. They came to attend conference
and have a good time, and if their enter-
tainers shonld attend the love feast at 9
o'clock, at the expense of a good dinner, it
would be quite excusable.

A very large portion of the members of the
conference are young men, who have taken
upon themselves this life work in deep
earntst. They are, in the main, educated
men and men of character.

WEDNESDAY MORNING, 9 A. M.

The twenty-fourth annual conference con-
vened this morning and the usual sacrament
—the supper established by the Loord Him-
self with almost His last breath—was en-
joyed, presided over by the bishop. The
watchmen from the walls of this Methodist
Zion, to the number of 140, with many of
their wives and members of the congrega-
tions of this and other churches, took a
happy part in this time-honored custom.

This annval conference gathering is an
oasis in the itinerant’slife that is looked for-
ward to with a great degree of pleasure, and
it is no wonder he enjoys it. They come up
from their several fields of labor, both far

and near, full of hope, fear or anxiety; and
this o i

pening service was wisely ordained b
the fathers of the church to dispel mghyt

from the minister's heart, but “love for the
brethren.”” The bishop called upon Rev.
Dr. Hobert, whose familiar face bas been
seen at the Hathodistwnfmoem.f?r the past
quarter of a century, to open meeting
with the nsual religic services. The rever-
end gentleman selected for his lesson the
reading the loson il Joned n shaging
i e lesson all joined in singing:

High onH.i.saverl.u{ing throne and with
out organ, drom or cymbal the ministers
made music that gladdened the hearts of the
hearers, when Rev: C. Hobert asked all to
join him in prayer to the giver of all good
for His blessing on the members of the con-
ference this beautiful morning. After
prayer Bishop Foster invited Cyrus Brooks,
D. Cobb, T. M. Gossard and David Brooks
to come forward and assist him in conse-
crating the elements, after which Rev. Cobb
took charge of the meeting, calling to his
assistance Revs. J. F. Chaffee, Chauncy
Hobart, J. R. Creighton and other brethren
to further carry on the service. The num-
ber of communicants on this occasion was
253.

ROLL CALL.

After this part of the meeting was brought
to a close with prayer by the bishop, the
conference roll was called by the secreiary,
Bro. Crist, and all answered to their

The secretary was elected in the person of
H. J. Crist, who called to his assistance
Rev. H. C. Jennings.

The bar of the conference was fixed and a
committee asked to report. The committee
on nominations asked a little time for de-
liberation before reporting, and the time was
taken up by the bishop, who told what the
session of conference should be, not an oe-
casion for conviviality, but one where the
burdens of the church and the important
conference work should be taken on, not
only by the grave men Jof the conference,
but by the youngest members thereof. In
his experience he said he had noticed before
coming here, that there was a tendency to
linger in the lobby and outside the bar of
the conference during the prayer service,
and asked if it was becoming as Christian
ministers to thus deport ones self. I will
not attempt to follow the bishop in his kind-
ly talk to the ministers when he said he
hoped he weuld not be pained by seeing a
recurrence of this at this conference. He
admonished the members to be careful in
their speech in and out the conference room
in regard to any trouble that might be
upon them. Carry these burdens to God
and the clonds will dissipate. Let all our
deliberations be in a dignified manner and
as becomes ministers of the Lord Jesus
Christ. Let our sojourn in this city and in
the families where we will temporarily re-
side, be of such a pleasant religious charac-
ter asto be long felt after we have gone.
The bishop’s remarks were listened to with
attention, and at the conclusion the commit-
tee on nominations made its report, which
was adopted and standing committees were
appointed.

Dr. Hitehcock, of the book concern of Cin-
cinnati and Chicago, was introduced to the
conference, and stated that he wounld be
obliged to be expeditious in the settlement
of accounts, as he wished to visit the Iowa
conference early next week.

NUMBER TEN.

The tenth question was taken up and El-
der Gossard, of the St. Paul district, made
his report in writing, which showed that not-
withstanding the hard times, considerable
attention was given to church building and
paying church debts. Two charges had been
established, one at Wadena and another at
Moorhead. The year has brought forth its
fruits, for which we are thankful. One case
in point is the lifting of the debton the
First M. E. church at St. Paul. The debt
was $6,000, but by a united effort it has been
wiped out, and the church now stands free
from debt.

8. W. Lloyd, John Stafford, H. J. Crist,
David Tice, J. H. Macomber, Silas Bolles,
S. T. Sterrett, N. M. Learned, W. W. Rork,
5. G. Gale and Ezra Tucker passed in char-
acter and gave an account of the several
moneys received.

CHARGES PREFRRED.

The case of G.W. T. Wright was called,
when Rev. Chaffee handed in a written doc-
ument which purported to be charges
against the Doctor, but it was referred to a
court for consideration. The suggestion
was made that the conference resolve itself
into a committes of the whole for a consid-
eration of the charges. Brother Tice hoped
that the suggestion woald not be acted upon,
because it would consume too much time of
the conference.

The subject is under discussion while we
go to mail.

Bev. 8. W. Lloyd, of the M. E. confer-
ence, preached the missionary sermon to a
crowded house to-night. The commitiee of
eleven to take testimony in the Dr. Wright
case wasg approved by the bishop. To
worldly men, the matter would not seem
very serious, but there is to he no white-
washing.

News Notes From the National Capital.

WasHINGTON, Bept. 18.—The committee of
the land office will urge upon Congress the
importance of the re-organization of the office,
The committee says: ‘‘More clerks are needed,
and salaries sufficient to command the services
of competent men."’

Isaac C. Cohen, arrested for disorderly con-
duct iu the agricultural department building,
when refused admisrion to the room of the
commissioner with his labor delegatlon, was in
the police counrt to-day, and placed under bonds
of 200 to keep the peace for thirty years.
The court reserved a decision until the expira-
tion of that time, allowing the case to stand
open for that period.

The secretary of war returned to-day. Ed-
ward McPherson, chief of the bureau of en-
graving and printing in the treasury depart-
ment, having become the political editor of the
Philadelphia Pess, has resigned his offize in
treasury, to take effect on the appontment of

1'.his successor, and will at once enter upon his

editorial duties.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 18.—The post office de-
partment is taking measures to deliver mails
to all quarantined cities in the Bouth, and
where routes were cut off by railroads ceasing
to run on account of quarantine regulations,
