George M. Robeson, ex-secretary of t h e 

navy, has jus t been nomina ted for Congress 
by the Republicans of t h e F i r s t New Jersey 
distr ict . I n his speech accepting the nomi­
nat ion he flung this defiance in the teeth of 
his enemies: 

You have given me the first opportunity I 
have had to say to the whole pack of my as­
sailants, hunters and hounds, "Now is your 
t ime! Meet me face to face before the people 
of this district! Try the issue between us 
man to man, eye to eye, each man who fights 
to see the man who strikes h im." 

George n e e d n ' t give himself any uneasi­
ness . H e will find plenty to "mee t h im face 
to face" before the campaign is over a n d 
prove to his full satisfaction the charges t h a t 
have been made against h im . B u t he is no t 
to blame for accepting the nomina t ion ten­
dered h im. I t is the par ty tha t is to blame 
for placing before the people a m a n convict­
ed of the most bare-faced maladminis t ra t ion 
of t h e publ ic t rus t given in his charge. A 
par ty which chooses such m e n to represent 
it cannot escape the imputa t ion of being in 
sympathy -with, t h e jobbery and thievery 

tha t have been the salient features of the of­
ficial conduct of Robeson and those of h is 
ilk. 

I n th is connection the G L O B E may be per­
mitted to call Mr. Robeson 's a t tent ion to a 
few of the charges tha t have been a t various 
t imes preferred agains t h im, s imply t h a t ho 
may begin to explain them in due season; for 
if he doesn ' t get an early s ta r t it is to be 
feared tha t his explanations will require 
more t ime than is allotted for the Congres­
sional canvass . Mr . Robeson cannot be ig­
noran t of the fact that while he was secre­
tary of the navy he was openly accused of 
being in a corrupt par tnersh ip with the Cat-
tells, of New Jersey, through whom all con-
t rac ts for work or mater ia ls for the depart­
m e n t were made , and tha t the government 
suffered serious loss th rough such par tner ­
ship , often hav ing to pay double o r treble 
prices for the construction of vessels of war 
and for navy supplies. Th i s charge has 
never been successfully contradicted, and 
the bills on ttle in the depar tment are s t rong­
ly presumptive of i ts t ru th . Again i t is al­
leged tha t ano ther corrupt par tnersh ip ex­
isted dur ing a pa r t of Robeson 's adminis­
t ra t ion with Secor, and tha t the relat ions of 
the twain were redolent of fraud. T o cover 
up these frauds and destroy all evidence of 
a documentary character tha t m igh t bo used 
against them, it is charged tha t the navy de­
par tment bui lding was set on fire several 
years ago, and a large n u m b e r of impor tan t 
public documents destroyed. 

I t is also charged, on the authori ty of the 
present secretary of the navy and a Con­
gressional investigating committee, tha t ves ­
sels t ha t cost many mill ions of dollars and 
were never p u t in to service, were broken u p 
and sold for the price of old i ron to some of 
Mr. Robeson ' s pet contractors , and tha t in 
this manner the government was twin-
died out of twenty-six mil l ions of 
dollars. Robeson has never a t tempted 
to explain these circumstances, and he migh t 
begin now. These are a few of the mat te rs 
t ha t h is adversaries will fling in h i s face 
when he meets them in controversy. I t 
would probably be well for Robeson to com­
mence explaining these ra ther suspicious 
c i rcumstances , BO as to get his hand in for 
other explanat ions t h a t will have t o follow. 
H e needn ' t be backward in coming forward. 

FLIPPANT SUEBMAN. 

The New York Commercial Bulletin is 
somewhat distressed because of Secretary 
S h e r m a n ' s vacillating policy regarding the 
issue of silver dollars in exchange for green­
backs. As the Bulletin is a purely commer­
cial and financial paper , t ak ing no par t in 
part isan politics, i ts opinions are deserving 
of more than ordinary at tent ion. I t says: 

The government is no more authorized to 
give silver in exchange for egal tenders before 
the date of resumption than i t is to give gold 
in such exchanges. We assumed tha t the sec­
retary had considered this question and had 
deliberately determined to act without author­
ization, relying upon Congress to sanction his 
action because it seemed to be necessary as a 
means of getting the new silver dollar into cir­
culation and because, by reducing the pre­
mium on gold, i t would somewhat aid his 
preparation for resumption. Strange to say, 
however, the secretary's order countermanding 
the exchange of the standard silver dollar for 
greenbacks requires us to believe tha t the 
question of the legality of his previous orders 
of the 3d and 7th inst., had never been seri­
ously considered by him, and that the mat ter 
of authority is entirely an afterthought sug­
gested by somebody whose opinion the secretary 
respects. Such an exhibit of the flippancy 
with which the most important department of 
the government is conducted is so astounding 
that no words of ours are needed to character­
ize i t . We presume this is tho first t ime a sec­
retary of the treasury has openly confessed that 
he issued an important order bearing on the 
national finances without considering whether 
he had legal authority for his act. 

T h e po in t of the Bulletin is well taken. 
I t is indeed extraordinary t h a t a m a n to 
whose care is commit ted such vast responsi­
bility, should take a s tep calculated to create 
so great d is turbance in t h e money marke t s 
of t h e country , wi thou t considering whether 
he h a d legal au thor i ty for h i s act or not . 
Bu t the act is characterist ic of Sherman . H e 
is not one of those who considers himself 
bound by the law. H e i s above obeying i ts 
mandates, t h ink ing t h a t he knows better how 
to govern the affairs of the nat ion than those 
who made the laws. H e therefore a t t empts 
to carry out his own sweet will un t i l b rought 
to t ime with a r eminder t h a t o thers respect 
the law and will see that it is obeyed. 

T h e pernicious effects of She rman ' s fluc­
tua t ing course are already apparen t . T h e 
p r emium on gold is mainta ined steadily, t h e 
holders no t knowing what course the financial 
secretary will next pursue . Speculation is 
rife a t all t h e money canters, the prices of 
all commodit ies likely to be affected by tbe 
gold p remium are unsteady, and those who 
wish to purchase goods dare no t do so for 
fear of a further move on She rman ' s pa r t 
t h a t will knock t h e bo t tom out of values. 
B u t th i s is no t t be worst of i t . I t has created 
a feeling of dis trust a m o n g all classes of the 
communi ty—an uncer ta in ty as to whether 
he will succeed in his evident purpose of de­
bas ing t h e coin of the government . Th i s 
Btate of affairs is grat ifying and profitable t o 

a few; i t is discouraging and ru inous to the 
r t a n y . I t prevents what we mos t need—a 
settled currency, settled values, a n d full con­
fidence i n t h e financial policy of t h e govern­
men t . T h e more seen of Sherman the 
greater the need is felt for a financial officer 
who is endowed wi th wisdom a n d actuated 
by honest motives.

In 1871 Cyrus Aldrich was removed from the 
Minneapolis post office by Bill King, and 
Doc. Kei th appointed in his stead. Bill 
Washburn got u p an indignat ion meet ing 
and was the leading speaker. T h e following 
is an extract from the repor t in the St . Pau l 
Press of April 12, 1871:. * 

'"Never before has this community been so 
stirred up as i t has at the jeinoval of Col. 
Aldrich from the office of postmaster in this 
city. At first i t was not believed by any one, 
hardly, and i t is safe to say 
that not five persons in the city 
knew of it, and a still less number desired it. 
In the five may be classed B I L L KING, Dr. 
Keith and Granny Greene. "1 will not at tempt 
to give you a sketch of Mr, Washbnrn's speech, 
but. i t was full of bitter denunciations of not 
only the dastardly and contemptible means 
by which the outrage was committed, but filled 
with cutt ing sarcasm of the mean, contemptible 
wretch with whom it was sought to displace 
the present occupant. 

Th i s explains why King and Kei th are so 
anxious to elect W a s h b u r n at t h e present 
t ime. Kei th ra ther enjoys being cailed a 
"contempt ib le wre tch , " and licks t h e h a n d 
tha t smites h im. 

J U D G E W E S T , in concluding a speech a t 
Hil lsboro the other day, rounded off one of 
his per iods with these words: 

The greenback is the child of Republican 
patriotism. Born of rebellion and cradled in 
tbe conflict i t was the star of hope and prom­
ise of redemption in the struggle for liberty. 

Th i s "chi ld of Republ ican pa t r io t i sm" is 
now disowned a n d dishonored by those who 
brought i t in to being, and has been obliged 
to fly to the Democra t s for protect ion.

Sewal l a n d t h e Stow P a v e m e n t . 

S T . P A U L , Sept. 19 ,1878. 
To the Editor of the Globe: 

I notice a communica t ion in the G L O B E 
th is morn ing relative to the Stow pavement 
tha t does injustice t o Mr . Sewall, t h e city 
engineer , and though t i t proper , as the rep­
resentative of t ha t pa ten t , t o set t h e ma t t e r 
r igh t . 

T h e writer infers from t h e specifications 
t h a t Mr . Sewall means to "crowd ou t the 
Stow pavement . " I infer t ha t he is mis taken. 
T h e clause in Mr . Sewall 's specifications 
which the writer refers to , reads as follows: 

"The following specification is intended for 
the Stow pavement, but shall be followed by 
other pavements so far as i t is applicable to 
them. The foundation shall be clean, coarse 
gravel six inches iu thickness, free from stone 
exceeding one inch in diameter, which shall be 
thoroughly compacted by ramming. All gravel 
used for filling between blocks shall be screened 

so as to be of a size between the size of peas 
and the size of hazelnuts, and shall be thor­
oughly rammed, &c." 

Mr. Sewall having previously recom­
mended the Stow pavement in preference to 
all o ther wood pavements , believing i t to be 
the best, considering the cost, for th i s city 
where the streets are almost constantly being 
to rn u p for repair ing sewers, gas p ipes , etc., 
he would natural ly assume i t s adopt ion, and 
"having tha t i n m i n d casually ment ioned 
that pavement in .the specifications, but yon 
will notice he specifically provides t h a t th i s 
specification shall apply to any other pave­
men t in case of i ts adoption. 

I can see no th ing in th is tha t leads me to 
th ink in the sl ightest degree tha t Mr. Sewall 
intended, or in tends to discriminate against 
the Stow pavement . I see no th ing unfair , 
t he specifications will apply to almost any 
k ind of wood pavement . I am satisfied and 
hope all others may be.

W i l l i a m S. King: Ins t a l l ed as E d i t o r of a 
St. P a u l P a p e r . 

To the Editor of the Globe: 
T h e capture of the Pioneer Press by t h e 

Minneapolis Sawdust company and " G r a n d 
Nor thwestern Expos i t ion ," as represented 
bs Will iam S. King, introduces a new era in 
St. P a u l journal ism, and presents a new 
anomally in the conduct of a professedly St. 
P a u l paper . 

T h e P. P. has had i ts hands tied and i ts 
feet bound and i t s mouth gagged so tha t it 
dared no t fight for St . P a u l interests ever 
since i t assumed the n a m e of the "S t . Pau l 
and Minneapolis P. P . " I t has permit ted 
Minneapolis to present bogus figures of i ts 
growth and claims to supremacy over St.

SUPREME COURT. 
FULL TEXT OF DECISION FILED. 

There were th i r ty marr iages a n d twenty 
b i r ths in" F o n d du Lao county du r ing t h e 
m o n t h of August . 

The City of St. Paul, Respondent, vs. Frederick 
W. Treayer, Appellant. 

OPINION. 
The ordinance, for a violation of which, de­

fendant -was convicted, purports to be an 
amendment of Section 2 of an ordinance in re­
lation to markets, and as amended its provis­
ions are as follows: "Every farmer, gard-
ner, or person producing vegetables, 
ahall not sell the said vegetables 
in, upon, or along the public streets 
or highways in the city of St. Paul without 
having first obtained a license so to 
do from the city clerk, as other li­
censes are procured, for which license 
said person or persons aforesaid shall pay 
into the city treasury the sum of $25 for one 
year ending on the first Thursday of May in 
each year, and no fractional license shall be 
given, and said license shall only permit the 
sale of vegetables away from the public market 
after 10 o'clock of any day." 

I t is apparent that the provisions of this 
section are founded upon the assumption that 
the common council, under the charter, pos­
sesses the power to license the pursuit of tbe 
particular calling or business mentioned, in 
and along the streets of the city, and to pre­
scribe as an incident thereto when i t may be 
followed, what sum shall be paid 
for the privilege, and also to 
prohibit the business entirely without a 
license as an efficient means for the protection 
and enjoyment of the power itself. The ordi-
dance is in entire harmony with this view and 
no other. I t was not passed, as suggested by 
counsel, by virtue of any power of supervision 
and control over the streets, because powers of 
< hat character are conferred for the sole pur­
pose of put t ing and preserving the public 
streets in a fit and serviceable condition as 
such, by keeping them in repair and free from 
all obstructions and uses tending in any way 
to the hinderance or interruption of the public 
travel, and to that end alone can they be exer­
cised. 

The ordinance in question has no such ob­
ject in view. On the contrary, i t expressly 
authorizes the use of the public streets 
for the purposes of the licensed traffic during 
that portion of each day when ordinarily the 
travel is the greatest, and when such traffic 
would be most likely to interfere with the free 
and uninterrupted passage of vehicles and 
footmen, and it contains no provision in any 
way restricting, or calculated to regulate, the 
manner in which the licensed business shall be 
conducted so as to occasion the least public in­
convenience. I t cannot be claimed that it was 
enacted in the exercise of any police p'-wer for 
sanitary purposes, or for the preservation of 
the good order, peace, or quiet of the city, 
because neither upon its face, nor upon 
any evidence before us, does it appear that any 
provision is made for the inspection of any 
articles sold or offered for sale under the license, 
or for preventing the Bale of any decayed or 
unwholesome vegetables, nor is there any re­
straint or regulation whatever imposed upon 
the conduct of the business during the t ime it 
is permitted to be prosecuted. Tbe annual 
sum exacted for ;he license is manifestly much 
in excess of what is necessary or reasonable to 
cover tho expenses incident to i ts issue. The 
business itself is of a useful character, neither 
hurtful nor pernicious, but beneficial to society 
and recognized as rightful and legitimate, both 
at common law and by the general laws of the 
State. No regulations being prescribed iu ref­
erence to its prosecution under the license, there 
coula be little, if any, occasion for the exercise 
of any police authority :n supervising the Lusi 
ness or enforcing the ordinance, and no cause 
for any considerable expense on tha t account. 
In view of these facts, i t is qui te obvious that 
the amount of the license fte was fixed with 
reference to revenue purposes which i t was the 

.main object of the ordinance to promote by 
meanB of a tax imposed upon the particular 
employment ^r pursuit through the exercise of 
its power over the subject of granting licenses. 
Mayo vs. Cinn., 1 O. S.. 268. 

Such being the nature of the ordinance, and 
the power asserted in its passage, the question 
arises whether under the provisions of the char­
ter of the city of St. Paul, in force at the t ime 
of its passage, which provisions are found em­
bodied in the consolidation act of 1874 (8p. 
laws 1874, ch. 1), the common council possessed 
the particular power which they have thus as­
sumed to exercise. 

Under the general rule of construction ap­
plicable to municipal charters, 4he existence of 
powers of a legislative character must be shown 
by an express giant, or as incidental and neces­
sary to the proper enjoymeut and exercise of 
such as are expressly conferred. Nothing out­
side or beyond this can be taken by intend­
ment or implication. St. Paul vs. Laidler, 2 
Minn. 190, Dunham et al. vs. Trustees of 
Rochester, 5 Cow., 462. 

And when, as in this , case, the ordinance 
which is sought to be sustained operates in re­
straint of an occupation or pursnit useful in 
its character, and which is so recognized at 
common law and under the laws of t he State, 
it is especially necessary to show tha t the au­
thority for its passage has been expressly or 
otherwise unequivocally conferred. Dill. Minn. 
Cor. Ees. 291 and note. 

Furthermore, if, as in this case, the charter 
confers in generrl terms upon the common 
council authority to pass ordinances for certain 
designated general purposes connected with the 
eood order and government of the municipality, 
which is followed by a provision in the same 
section containing the grant, declaring in terms 
that such ordinances &c, "shall have the force 
of law provided they be not repugnant to the 
constitution and lawB of the United States or 
of this Btate, and tha t for such purposes said 
council shall have authority by ordinance, reso­
lution or by-laws," to do, ordain and enact 
various enumerated things in the way of mu­
nicipal control, regulation, restraint, 
prevention, granting licenses, &c, em­
bracing as in this instance forty-one distinct 
specifications, thereby showing lhat the legis­
lative mind was fully directed to the different 
matters concerning which municipal author­
ity was intended to be given, i t is but reason­
able to conclude tha t the exact scope and ex­
tent of municipal power and authority con­
ferred must be found in these specific enum­
erations rather than the general grant itself 
that the latter restricted and limited by the 
former. 

Following these general canons of interpreta­
tion there can be bu t little difficulty in de­
termining the question as to the validity of 
the ordinance under consideration. 

Subdivision eighteen, section three of 
chapter four of the charter (special 
laws of 1874, chapter 1) under which 
in particular the power claimed by respondent 
is asserted, confers authority in terms " to es­
tablish public markets and other public build­
ings, and make rules and regulations for the 
government of the same, to appoint suitable 
officers for overseeing and regulating such 
markets, and to restrain all persons from inter­
rupt ing or interfering with the due observance 
of such rules and regulations." 

This phraseology is so precise and specific as 
to leave lit t le if any room for construction to 
arrive at the meaning and intention of the 
legislature in making the grant. The s tatute 
is its own best expositor. The power ' ' to es­
tablish and make rules, e tc . ," here given ap­
plies both to "publ ic markets" and to 
"other public buildings." I t is 
the same in each. The use of the word other 
8 hows tha t markets was used in a restricted 
sense to designate public buildings erected and 
devoted to the use of receiving for sale and 
purchase such marketable articles for daily use 
and consumption as mipht be wanted to sup­
ply the inhabitants of the city. This of course 
would include the sites for the buildings and 
grounds adjacent used for market purposes. 

To establish a public market in this Rense is 
to designate and provide by purchase or other­
wise, a site and place for the purchase and sale 
of provisions and articles of daily consump­
tion by all who may desire to repair thi ther for 
t ha t purpose, to erect thereon a suitable build­
ing adapted to the purpose, and to dedicate the 
same to such use for the benefit of the pub­
lic or the inhabitants of tbe 
municipality wherein i t is loca' ed, " t o make 
rules and regulations for such markets or 
other bui ldings" is not a general and unre­
stricted one in relation thereto; but it is lim­
ited and confined to such as pertain solely to 
their government, to which end overseers "may 
be appointed for their enforcement and " t o re­
strain all persons from interrupt ing or inter­
fering with the due observance of such rules 
and regulations." Under such authori ty any 
reasonable system of police regulations may be 
adopted providing for the safety and preserva­
tion of the proDerty itself, i ts convenient use 
and beneficial enjoyment for the purposes for 
which i t is intended, for the maintenance of 
good order, and in case the building 
is a market such further rules . as may tend 
to insure honest dealings between buyer and 
seller and guard against fraud and imposition 
by the use of false weights, the sale of un­
wholesome food and such like evil practices. 

Bu t i t would not be allowable under the color 
of such a limited authority for the council to 
prescribe regulations in respect either to the 

use of the streets of the city or the dealings or 
transactions of any of -ta citizens or other 
persons outside and beyond the established lo­
cal limits of any of i ts public markets or oth-
ei public buildings. A license or permission 
given to a farmer upon payment of twenty-five 
dollars into the city treasury to sell and deliver 
his vegetable products for a year to a customer 
living on a street a t a distance away from the 
established public market, cannot in any 
just sense be regarded as a regulation, 
pertaining to the government of snch market. 

That the power to license, regulate or re­
strain the particular business aimed at by the 
ordinance in question, is not covered by this 
subdivision of section three, is made further 
apparent by reference to the o t te r specifically 
enumerated powers thererein contained. We 
find there given express authority to license 
and regulate various kinds of business and em­
ployments, including "butchers ' shops and 
butchers' stalls, venders of butchers' meat ;" 
also power a t any t ime " to revoke any license 
granted for malconduct in the course of trade, 
and to regulate and restrain the sale of fresh 
or butcher's meat, within the corporate limits 
of the ci ty," and, " to punish or restrain the 
farestalling of poukry, game, eggs or 
fruit, within said ci ty." If the 
power " to establish public markets" included 
an authority to license, regulate or prohibit any 
kind of business away from the locality of the 
market, it certainly covered that of vending 
fresh meats, and yet i t was deemed necessary 
to confer it in express terms in that matter, 
thereby excluding the infer* nee that any such 
authority could be exercised under the pro­
vision in relation to markets. I t also appears 
that although the council is expressly author­
ized to license and regulate various trades and 
callings, and to restrain them if not licensed, 
there is no provision whatever for licensing 
hucksters, or the producers or venders of vege­
tables, or for preventing the sale and delivery of 
such products without a license elsewhere than 
at the public market. This is a significant fact 
indicating a legislative intent to withhold all 
such power. The ordinance cannot, in our 
judgment, be sustained under the clause re­
lating to the establishment of markets or any 
of the provisions of section 3, eh. 4, of the 
charter. Dunham vs. Daniels, 5 Cow. -lb'-; 
Bath vs. Hughs, 28 Geo. 560; Caldwell vs. 
Alton, 33 111. 416; Bloomington vs. Wadel, 40 
111. 489; Darling vs. West, 29 Wis. 307. Tht 
question whether and how far, under the char­
ier, the use of the streets of the city may be 
prohibited to huxaters and others for the pur-
poses of traffic, need not be considered, for 
the ordinance is not one of that character. 

Judgment reversed. COBNELL, J .

C R I M I N A T I N G E V I D E N C E . 

The Trial of Bev. II. II. Hay den for tliv 
Murder of Mary Stannard. 

(New Haven Special (Sept, 15) to Chicago 
Times.] 

Something has been said in tho trial of 
Rev. H . H . Hayden for the murde r of Mary 
E . S tannard , in Madison, of a letter she sent 
to her sister . Th i s letter shares tho fate of 
all o ther evidence tending to show tha t Hay­
den was criminally in t imate with the unfor­
tuna te girl , in being ruled out by the justice. 
T h e facts about i t are as follows: Tho lat­
ter par t of the week before her murder , 
while working at Mrs . Studley's , in Guilford, 
Mary became convinced tha t she was preg­
nan t . She told Mrs. Studley, who, upon ex­
aminat ion agreed with her. She then told 
her that Hayden was the m a n and t h a t her 
intercourse with h im began one even­
ing when she was working at his 
house, and his wife was absent a t 
an oyster supper. She at first p ro­
posed to Mrs . Studley to send for Hayden, 
who she though t would come down to Guil­
ford and br ing her to this city to have an 
operation for abort ion performed. Mrs. 
Studley did no t want her house connected 
with such proceedings, and to 'd her she had 
better go home, where Hayden was. Before 
going she wrote a letter to her sister, which 
was postmarked the Saturday before the 
murder . I n i t she told her sister tha t she 
was not well, and asked her to give another 
inclosed lelter to Hayden as soon a3 she 
could without le t t ing her father know any­
th ing about i t . On the Sunday she went 
home from Guilford. Soon after ge t t ing 
there the letter came, and when her sister 
opened it Mary took tho letter 
intended for Hayden and burued 
it , saying she could now take care of tha t 
mat ter . T h e letter to her sister still exists. 
Then , in answer to her sister 's quest ions, 
she told the history of her relations with 
Hayden and the cause of her anxiety. On 
Monday she visited Hayden ' s house twice, 
and told her sister she could not find Hay­
den either t ime, as he had not got back from 
where he had preached Sunday. She went 
again and saw him, as Hayden admit ted to 
the coroner 's jury. Tuesday morn ing he 
went to Middl i town, and on his way back 
saw her a t the spr ing. She told 
her sister t h a t he saw her there and 
asked her to meet h im in the 
woods, V h e r e be would do something for her . 
She then went into the woods to the spot 
where the body was found. This is a brief 
sketch of the evidence which Just ice Wilcox 
has ruled out and without which it is hard to 
give Hayden a motive or connect h im with 
the crime. I t is not likely tha t the s tomach 
will be analyzed for the poison at present . 
Next Wedneseay Prof. Whi te will probably 
close the Sta te ' s impor tan t evidence by 
showing tha t he finds more blood on Hay­
den 's knife.
