THE CHARGE TO THE JURY.

The conrt stated that by law he waa re-
qnired to read to the grand jury a certain
portion of the astatutes, defining the nature
of their duties, and explanatory of the ser-
vices reqguired of them.

matter within his knowledge wounld be likely
to engage their attention. Thereupon the
eourt rewl the rognired charge, rec. 27 to
42 inclnsive, chiap, evii, p. 638, of the re-

DOWN GO THE TAXES.

Whata Demoeratic City Government Has
Done for Sc. Paul--The Tuxes for City

Purposes Only a Trifla Over Seven Mills,
aml For All Purposes Only Thirteen
Mills,

The council committees on ways and
means, taxes, and commissioners of the in-
terest and sinkiug fund beld a meeting yes-
terday afternoon at the city hall, to consider
the tax levy for 1878, 0

There were present Mavor JDawson, Comp-
troller Roche, Treasurer Renz, Clerk O'Con-
nory City Attorney Murray, and Messrs.
Smyth, Grace, Rhodes and Griggs.

The meeting was called to order, and a
communication from the ecity comptroller
was read, setting forth that the estimated
total tax for city pnrpose agcrepated $148,-
516.09. and thut a levy of 6 46-100 mills on
a property valuation of #23,000,000 would
raise the necessary amonnt. To cover all
taxes, whatauever, a levy of 13 mills would
be necessary. (The full text of the eommu-
nication was published in the Grope of
Sept. 4th inst.)

‘I'he comptroller stated that the estimated
levy of 13 wills was based upon the propused
State levy of 2 20 100 mills, and the esti-
mates for saluries. ete., or the tax therefor
would not be materially changed, unless an
unforseen change were made in the State
levy.

Mr. Dawson asked how long ago taxes
were as low as they would be this year.

'The Comptroller —“As long as I can re-
member,”

Mr. Griggs —*How long is that?”

The Comptroller—Well, say, about four-
teen years. [Laughter.]

Mr. Rhodes moved that the matter be de-

ferred  until the second regular meet-
ing in  October, and that in the

event of no chinge in the estimafed State
levy, the above resointioh would be recom-
mended for éadoption to the city council.
Carried.

The meeting then resolved itself informal
Iy into an informil body. to eonsider and
discuss the tax question i general. The
comments agsomed a congratulatory form
over the fight imposition put upon St. Paal,
and flattering prospects were seen abead,
even to the abolition of taxes altocether, ns
it were. In reference to the general tax law,
consideralile adverse eriticism wans given to
the feature of nssessing personul property,
partienlarly merchandise. The nesessment
being made on the stock on haud May 1st of
each year, instead of the average stock beld
daving the yeur. Great opportuniyy is given
fhe mercantile ciass to evade the responsibil-
ity by having a small stock on hand, and
new goods i trangitu to load up with, and
eseape the taxation.

After fixing up matters as above the meet-
ing adjourned.

ANOTABLE DEATH,

Ex-Governor Sam Bard a Vietim of the
Yellow £ e,

The firat Peominent politician in the
Suuth to fall by the prevailing epiderie was
ex-Governor Sam Bard, who died at Buton
Rovge, L., on the 18th, He was a native
of New York city, but removed to Louisiana
when about 25 years of age. In 1855 he be-
came superintendent of puablie instroetion
in his adopted State and was theneeforward

rather conspienous in politics. Dnring the
war he served in tue confederate ariny, After
Lee's surrender he settled at Atlanta and in
1867, aband .ning the Demoecratic canse, en-
tered the Repablican ranks as an advoeate
of General urant’s election to the Presi-
dency.  About this time be started (he 7'rue
Georgian as a Grant organ. His reward
wis an appointment as governor of Idaho,
but tho Senate failed to confirm him in the
| blace. He then turned a back somersault
and landed in the Demoeratic eamp. In
L8570 his paper nominated Governor John T,
Hoffman, of New York, for President, and
General Gordon, of Georgin; for vice presi-
dent.  The ¥'rue Georgian disappeared and
was succeeded by the Atlanta Tatelligencer,
which bad even shorter lease of life. Fail-
ing in journalism and obtainiiig no recogni-
tion from the Denmocracy, he became a lie-
publican again, and was appointed postmas-
ter at Chattanoogs, ''ennessee.  T'o this the
Tennessee Congressional del«g tion objected,
and he was content to accept the post ofice
at Atlanta. Here he remmined some time,
meanwhile being & noisy third-termer. In
1875 a removal, on the gronud assigned by
Postmaster General Jeweli that he was alto-
getber “too unanimouns,” made him famons.
‘Lhe result was that he knocked al the door

of the Democratic party again, but was not
ndmitted. The last days of Lis life were

spent in editing the Baton Rouge Hepald.
