We have met in a year likely to be the hinge 

upon which much in the future will turn—a 
year which in its political results will leave a 
d e e p i n d las t ing impres s ion on other year*. 
America, in common with every land in Christ­
endom, hai been passing through a period of 
depressed industry and comraeice. Labor and 
capital li.ive both suffered, much everywhere, 
Hara times have fallen on all hinds—not on all 
alike, because less heavily on ours than others. 
Groat Butain, Germany, Itussia, France and 
other countries are passing through deep tribu­
lations. Wo have overpassed the wor*t 
and res to ia t ion , gradual but constant , i s sore 
u n l e s s J. w a n t o l w i s d o m and fa l lac ious m e a s ­
ures blook the way. T h e match le s s resources 
or t h e country and the match less enterprise 
and a c t i v i t y of ou i people w i l l no t fai l t o cure 
our bus ines s disorders, i f these t h i n g s can b e 
a s s u r e d . 

F ir s t—Congies s m u s t n o t destroy the head­
way which has been m a d e and launch the 
c o u n t r y on n e w seas of confus ion and agi ta­
t i on by a wild nnd rest less a t t e m p t to control 
the laws or t r i d e and to create Values by legis ­
l a t i on . T h e financial s t a b i l i t y and certa inty 
on which torn ( a n rely and calculate ahead 
m u s t no t bo exchanged for exp loded theories 
or novel devices . P e r m a n e n t and h x e d laws 
are o f ten better t h a n ph i losophy or even per-
fe< t ion . 

Second—We m u s t ha* e frugal , hones t gov­
ernment , earnest and s ta te ly admin i s tra t ion , 
and an honest cons t i tu t iona l currency wi th 
p u b h o credit untarnished and the pub l i c treas­
ury de fended against u n f o u n d e d c la ims and 
against p lundere i s and s p e c u l a t o r . 

Third—We m u s t have peace and order and

Lobor JR at the bot­
tom or it all, and the nation in which there are 
the most laboiers and which labor is best 
cheushed and caicd lor must be most wealthy 
and most prosperous. Capital and labor arc 
natui.il alius. When they work together both 
nreenriched. When they are hostile or separ­
ated both snff"r. What u> the difficulty now? 
Business in stagnant. Capital is afraid and 
laboi larks employment. Capital is always 
afraid when laboi Jacks employment. When­
ever capital is not afiaid there is a brisk de-
iii ind tor labor. It lino been asserted again 
and aj»ain t h i t three mi l l i on labor ing peoplo i n 
the United States who want work are out of 
employment, but evciybody known 
t h i s cannot bo true . The 
p ic ture haB been overpaiuted . The truth i s 
bad enough and sad e n o u g h . B u s i n e s s is d e ­
pressed and honest , honorbln labor i s suffering. 
Can these ev i l s be cured by sufch p r o m t s as 
ate n o w urged u p o n u s ? I t i s sa id w e should 
Have a new and l a i g e lasue of paper currency. 
What for? I s not currency p i l ed u p m every 
bank and money center and depos i tory ? Can­
n o t m o n e y be borrowed in m i l l i o n s a t t h e low 
es t rates of interes t? When al l t h e paper and 
co in in the c o u n t i y i s p u t i n t o ac t ive circula­
t ion , wi l l no t there be a b u n d a n t currency? 
Cotihdencc, Rf a b i l i t y andasBiirance t h a t credits 
and values w i l l n o t be tampered w i t h , wi i i un-
loi k capi ta l pnd p u t m o n e y in c irculat ion , but 

s c h e m e s lor -watering t h e curreney and the 
shr inkage o t i t s purchas ing power, and t h i s 
changing of bargains and transactions will 
frighten capital and make it hide. What is to 
be done with the new issue of paper? It is to 
pe paid, v e are told, to bondholders. 
VVhat are they to do with it? 
Will they give it away? They 
will keep it or loan it. What good will that 
do? Put it into circulation it will dilute and 
depreciate the whole cunency and put up 
p n e e s for the pay and wages of labor w i l l 
not advance cnongh to keep up with the prices 
of food and commodities. All borrowers with 
Kccuuty can hoi row at the cheapest rates of m-
tciestnow. This all is they cau do after moie 
greenbacks aio issued. But to pay off debts 
with papei cmrency will stop so miipn inter­
est. ¥es; but what stands in the way? Gold 
can be bought too dear. In the first place this 
would be flat repudiation. Why? The bonds 
themselves for many years have said on their 
face, and laws and lesolutions in every solemn 
form of plighted faith have said, that the 
the bonds should bo paid in honest hard 
m o n e y — i n co in . Sav ings hanks , t rus t c o m p a -
ni"s and individuals have bought the 
bonds for widows, and orphans and soldiers on 
this plighted faith. The bonds are not held by 
the rich. Most are held by or for those who 
are not n e h . 

Again , t h e g o v e r n m e n t a n d American peop le 
i n Congie-m assembled said w h e n t h e y asked 
money for bonds that not more than $400,001),-
000 of legal tender Rhould be outstanding. 
This was to say the bonds should never be paid 
by legal tender notes. This pledge obtained 
the money, and there it stands to be kept in 
honor or repudiated in dishonor. What is the 
reason lor striking at the bonds of the United 
States or those w h o hold t h e m ? T h e chie f o b ­
jec t ion now s e e m s t o be that t h e b o n d s are n o t 
taxed. There aie several answers to this. In 
jihfl first place, they were and are taxed, and 
taxed in advance. The man who payB par in 
gold for a bond beanug only 4 per cent, inter­
est, and thus loans his money tor 4 7-10, or only 
a fract ion more t n a n half the legal and u s u a l 
interest in this State, pays tor exemption 
fiom further taxation in advance, and 
payB pretty largely for it. To 
fox again, or differently now, would be 
to break a contract just as much as td refuse 
p a y m e n t i n w h o l e or part . T h e bonds a n d 
lecai tender notes were issued to save the 
nation's life, a iuUow it is proposed, in viola­
tion of the laws and faith ot the American 
people, to lcpudiate and depreciate both. It 
is proposed to upioot oui whole financial sys­
tem, when its worst evils have been over 
passedi to overthrow the banks and to set 
shifting Congressional maj cities, caucuses and 
coalitions printing paper pi onuses or "fiat 
money as much and as often as they please. 
Such action would unsettle values, would in­
flate or debise the currency, would cheat labor 
ot just wages, would breed corruption and 
gambling and speculation, would baffle all 
calculations of business, and make trade 
worse t h a n a ratfle—a l a m e i n 
Which h o n e s t indus try . n o t shrewd 
Capital, would be the heaviest, sorriest iFutterer. 
The Republican party is against it. and one of 
its missions is to manage to final success and 
relief the ugly financial legacy of a war which 
it did not make—a war in which every Repub­
lican in eveiy State and on every spot was on 
his country's side. Look on the country and 
see the position ot the Democratic party. Its 
last national convention dt manded the repeal 
of the act to resume specie payments next 
Januaiy . , Now, when gold and paper have 
come together, months beforehand, Senators 
Tlmrman and Pendleton in Ohio, Senator 
Voorhecs and Gov. Heudncks in Indiana, A.r. 
J o h n s t o n in Virginia , the Western a n d SOUtn-
oi n leaders of the Democracy generally, and 
Democratic conventions even in Hew 
England, call aloud for huge 
schemes of more paper money. In the West 
the Democratic party has become the party of 
inflation. In New Jersey and other States fu-
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eions o f D e m o c r a t s a n d inf lat ionis ts are pro ­
gress ing. I n Maine a large port ion o f t h « D e ­
mocracy v o t e d t h e a v o w e d e x p a n s i o n t i cke t , 
and the Democratic press exalts over the result. 
Massachusetts outdoes herself, and Gen. Butler 
advances as Caesar, with the Democracy at his 
heels. Neither in Congress or the country will 
or can our opponents stem the rising tide of 
inflation. 

Senator C o n k l i n g s p o k e o f t h e s c h e m e s t o 
take money from the treasury in staggering 
totulf. and the grievances and projects to be 
presented. When full sway in Congress is 
given to the party, the sentiment which now 
rules the "Solid South"—a South made solid by 
minorities dominating throngh crimes against 
God and man. That Solid South again, an of 
old, sends up a majority of all the Democratic 
votes in Congress. It rules the Democratic 
caucus, and must decide the patty action 
whenever it insists. In the House of Repre­
sentatives theie are forty committees, and 
already the chairman of twenty-three of them 
are ex-confederates from the South. After 
next March the South will control the com­
mittees of the Senate also. I am for con­
ciliation, and reconciliation, and concord, and. 
peace all around, but my belief is that the 
men and communities who stood by the flag 
and prayed for it, and fought for it, if they 
behave themselves, are just -as good as those 
w ho drenched t h e l a n d w i t h blood and covered 
it with mourning, debt and taxes. When 
pestilence smites Southern homes, let the North 
pour out as she now does money and sympathy, 
never holding back a farthing because it is 
Southern, not Northern, woe. This is right. 
But when taking political action let us be just, 
not only to ourselves, but to the black or white 
whose protection we are bound by ties which 
would not be forgotten by an Algerine pirate 
or Barbary coriair . 

Senator C o n k l i n g s p o k e o f t h e d i s b a n d i n g of 
the Republ i can party in the Southern States , 
and thus closed: "There are matters about 
which the Republicans differ, differ widely and 
earnestly. These differences do not cobcern 
issues which deserve attention now. It is not 
the right of any man or group of men to di­
vert the Republicans of New York from ques­
tions which urge themselves upon us. Let all 
mi n, of whatever party, see the danger around 
and before u s and m a k e a c o m m o n whole-heart­
ed cause t o avert t h e m . L e t our m o t t o b e : " I n 
essentials, unity—in non essentials, liberty— 
in all thiDgs, charity." 

Mr. Conkling having concluded, the usual 
committees were appointed and a recess taken. 

THE PLATFORM. 
The following platform was unanimously 

adopted: 
The Republicans of New York, appealing to 

the struggles and triumphs aB proof of Repub­
lican patriotism and fidelity, and meeting the 
high demands of the hour in the same unfal­
tering smrit which saved he tjnion and estab­
lished it on a Arm tounaaixoii vf freedom, 
make the- following declarations: 

I< irst—'f he faith of tho nation is directly 
pledged to the payment of the public debt, and 
the redemption of the public promises accord­
ing to the spirit and letter of the engagement, 
and o a r good n a m e a n d wel l be ing require t h a t 
the nat iona l honor shal l be k e p t as i n v i o l a t e as 
the nation's lifa ' * , # 

Second—Under the management of succeed­
ing Republican administrations the country 
has advanced to the point of specie resumption, 
and the highest interests of business no less 
than the pledged iaith of tho republic demand 
that there shal l be np Btep backwards and n o 
postponement. With this steady pi ogress we hail 
the auspicious signs of reviving trdde and in­
dustry, and congratulate the people upon this 
practical evidence that if the good work shall 
be completed, the depression which grew out 
of the financial condition forced upon us by 
the war of the rebellion, will give solace to re­
turning confidence, and permanent prosperity 
w hioh can rest a lone on the fixed m o n e y s t a n d 
ard of the commercial world, aud certainty for 
the future. 

Third—Standing unalterably for the consti­
tutional principles of hard money, we insist 
th«tt the greenback, m s t e i d o f b e i n g d i s h o n ­
ored and dep iec ia ted , shal l b e mndo as good as 
honest coin; that the laborer's dollar shall 
mean a real dollar; that the uncertainties 
which rob toil and paraby ze trade shall cease; 
that our currency shall be made the best cur­
rency by making all parts of it, whether paper 
or coin, equivalent, convertable, secure and 
steady, and all public servants, who, whether 
executive officers, Senators or Representatives, 
whose acts or votes conduce to this high object, 
deserve our approbation. 

Fourth—The electoral comrmsssiou was a wise 
and honorable mode of settling a dangerous 
dispute, all parties were bound to abide its 
decision, and any attempt to undo or impair 
the conclusion it established is unpatriotic and 
revolutionary. 

F i f t h — W h i l e s incere ly s e e k i n g fraternal re­
la t ions i n a l l 311st efforts a n d aspirat ions , w e 
summon the people to renewed vigilance and 
unflinching warfare against the vast hordes of 
claims and raids on the treasury, which count 
for success on Democratic rule under the mas-
terv of a solid South, and which would fall 
with special hardship on New York as the chief 
tax paying State m the union. 

Sixth—We demand free and unlimited elec­
tions in the South as in the North, and a full 
recognitition ana observance of the equal 
riehtB and l iber ty of a l l c i t i z ens , as ordered by 
the amended constitution, and until they shall 
be secured the work of the Bepublican party 
to protect human rights will be unfinished. 

Seventh—We renew our declarations for the 
elevation of the public service on the basis of 
secure tenure during the faithful peiformance 
of official duties for a fixed term; for a Dure, 
frugal and efficient administration of affairs, 
and for unyielding resistance to any further 
land grants or subsidies to corporations Or 
monopolies; for a grateful recognition of the 
brave soldiers and sailors of the republic, and 
for common schools free from sectarian in-
flnence, a n d n n m e n a c c d by sec tar ian appro­
priat ions . 

Eighth—While recognizing with satisfaction 
that many patriotic Democrats do not share its 
spirit ant) impulses, we arraign the dominant 
forces of the Democratic party as a constant 
dis turber of t h e pub l i c t r a n q u i l i t y and peace , 
as a wanton foe of the public security in its 
persistent assaults upon the authority and sta­
bility of the established government; as at­
tempting to weaken the nation by crippling 
the army in time of uncertainty and danger; 
as guilty of false pretences in 
claiming for the Democratic House 
a reduction in the public expenditures whose 
fraudulent character is proved by the necessity 
for h e a v y def ic iency b i l l s ; a» d e p e n d e n t o n a 
solid South, and therefore Bubservent to all its 
demands, an aggravating the troubles of the 
country throughout the period of its suprema­
cy in the House of Representatives^ as faith­
less to the obligations of national honor, and 
t h e ch ie f support o f t h e w i l d s chemes of infla­
t i o n , r epud ia t ion , a n d tftber financial disorders 
which imperil the public credit and business 
security, and its further or greater success 
would be a material calamity. 

Ninth—An emergency in the history of the 
country second o n l y t o t h e ffreat s t rugg le for 
ltB existence ridw confronts us. As then the 
Republican party was the sole organized polit­
ical protection against national disrdption, and 
patriotic citizens of whatever party name, 
rallied under its standard for the defense of the 
union, so now the Republican organization is 
the only efficient bulwark against national re­
pudiation and disgrace, and it again invites all 
good citizens of all political ties to unite with 
it in preserving the national honor. To all 
Republicans this great exigency especially ap­
peals to rise to its high obligation and join 
heart and hand for the triumph of those vital 
principles upon which the security and welfare 
of the Republic depend. 

Geo. Wm. Curtis, rising, was greeted with 
applanae a n d l o a d ca l l s t o take th« p l a t f o r m , 
where he was again received with a hearty 
greeting. He said he rose to second the motion 
tor the unanimous adoption of the platform 
which had just been read. (Renewed applause.) 
We came here for harmony, and harmony we 
have found. I do not believe there is a Re­
publican in the land from the President down 
(applause) who can fail to approve the position 
"taken in this platform on the great over­
shadowing issue of the hour. 1 believe this is 
the platform npon which the Republican ad­
ministration of the country would stand.

SYBACUSE, N. Y., Sept. 26.—The Democratic 
State convention was to meet at 10 o'clock, but 
at 11 the committee on credentials stated they 

would not be ready to report until 1 o'clock, 
a n d t h e c o n v e n t i o n , d i d n o t aaaemble. U n t i l 
half-past 2 there were no signs, of the conven­
tion reassembling, the delay being caused by 
debate in the contested cases in Onondaga 
county. 

At 2:45 the delegates entered the hall and 
business was resumed. JBrastns Brooks was 
chosen permanent chairman. 

H o n . Eras tus Brooks , o n t a k i n g t h e chair , 
thanked the convention for the honor con­
ferred, and said regarding the financial issue: 
A Democratic convention cannot afford any 
lower standard of value, it neema to me, than 
the coin of the country, with paper currency 
of equal value to the standard of precious 
metals, and always interchangeable the one for 
the other. The Dem< cratic party is not re­
sponsible for the past anomalous condition of 
tile currency, no'r for the present; uncertain and 
unsatisfactory state df bur finances. 
It has been powerless in the federal head 
of the nation, and all appointments and 
distribution of the power of patronage for the 
past seventeen years. In all the year •>—nearly 
f o u r t e e n o f t h e m s i n c e t h e war c l o s e d — t h e 
President and Senate have been a unit in au­
thority, and in all save the present and past 
Congress, the executive, Senate and House of 
Representatives have been one in action, power 
and responsibility. The panic of 1873 was the 
natural result of iiialadniiniiili iitiiin in Wash­
ington, and its unnecessary continuance as a 
part of the follies, mistakes and crimes of the 
long dominant party. Whatever remedies 
have sd far been fonnd for the 
past have grown out of the eeonomie»«Mtd 
experiences of the present, and all substantial 
and endurable hopes for the future in relation 
t o the bus iness of the c o u n t r y a n d al l i t s pros­
peri ty d e p e n d n e x t t o i n d i v i d u a l thr i f t , i n ­
dus try a n d in tegr i ty u p o n t h e success o f t h a t 
party which, for nearly Bixty years of contin­
ued power before the war, gave to the country 
unparalleled growth, vitality and success. The 
laborer is always wurthy of his hire, and when 
the government moves for the greatest 
good of the greatest number, and less 
for persons and corporations, business' •will 
permanently revive and the country prosper. 
We need first of all confidence in the integrity 
of the nation that it will redeem in future all 
these promit-ea t o the p e o p l e i n w h a t xt has so 
si»nally failed in the past. We need a stable 
currency of Uniform value throughout the 
country. We want a legal tender of wise, uni -
form and intrinsic value, whether gold or sil­
ver or paper. We need, also, every encourage­
ment to successful labqr, and especially upon 
our public domain, which is one 
of the best outlooks for the future 
for the relief of present and past distress. 
The Federal government |has given away to 
such corporations millions upon millions of 
acres of the people's domain, which should 
have been devoted in cheap homsteadB to the 
industrious poor of the land. What is the best 
of the nation's soil should be equitably and 
justly divided. The country also heeds re­
duced taxation. Let official integrity, high ca­
pacity, rigid econoniy, strict ac­
countability, with certain punishment 
for all official crimes, be the watchword of the 
Democrat i c par ly a l l over t h e E m p i r e S ta te . 
Then shall we have union for sake of union, 
and victories that will crown the nation with 
prosperity and the Democratic party with un­
fading glory. Mr. Brooks, in closing, alluded 
to the manner in which Tilden was deprived df 
his rightful place at the head of the govern­
ment, and declared that no like outrage will 
ever aga in he s u b n i i t t e d t o by r e p u b l i c a n 
freemen. 

The committee on resolutions made the fol­
lowing report and it was adopted. 

The Democratic party of the State of New 
York reaffirms the following principles set forth 
in its platforms adopted in 1874 and 1877, and 
endorsed by a majority of the people of this

this greenback currency °$ the government 
with gold and silver. The preservation ot the 
public faith; a tariff for revenue; no govern­
ment partnerships with protected monopolies; 
home rule to localities guarded most jealously; 
restriction of the powers entrusted 
to public servants, whetfier pub­
lic, municipal, State or federal; 
no centralization, equal and exact justice td all 
men; no partial legislation; no partial tax­
ation; official accountability rigidly enforced 
by all civil and criminal remedies; no private 
use of public funds by publie officeis, and 
corporations chartered by the State always sub­
ject to the State supervisors in the interest of 
the people; the party in power responsible for 
all legislation while in power; economy in 
p u b l i c e x p e n s e t h a t labor m a y be l i g h t l y bur­
d e n e d a n d t h e laborer f u l l y p a i d for h i s w o r k , 
uniform and equitable excise laws; no sumptu­
ary laws. 

Jiesolved, That the provisions of the State 
constitution are mandatory in regard to the 
apportionment of members of the 
Senate and Assembly, and the failure 
of the Republican party for thiee 
successive years after the taking of the census 
to so apportion the State is a grave crime 
aga ins t t h e people , arid a d i shones t and i n f a m ­
o u s refusal t o obey t h e plairi d irec t ions o f t h e 
fundamental law." 

Hesolved, That by the infamous conspiracy of 
force and fraud the high officials and unre-
pudiated leaders of the Republican paity an­
nulled and reversed the nation's choice for the 
Presidency, put a defeated candidate in the 
chair of Washington, and cheated the people of 
that reform of the federal government which 
their ballots had demanded and ordained, and 
it is the stern resolve of the American people 
that such fraud has been perpetrated for the 
last time.

Politics in Louisiana, 

NEW OM-EAHS. Sept. 26.—A member of the 
State central committee of the Democratic 
Conservative party asserts that it is untrue 
t h a t a n y a t t e m p t has b e e n m a d e to m a k e a n 
active political canvass in Louisiana where the 
fever prevails. On the contrary no addreBB has 
been issued, no public gatherings or speeches 
made ill such localities. Unobtrusive efforts 
are being made to secure registration, and the 
c o m m i t t e e are q u i e t l y a t w o r k m c o n n e c t i o n 
with the candidates perfecting party organiza­
tion and preparing campaign documents.
