The Outrages Committed by the Indians 
in Kansas. 

A private letter from an officer at Fort Wal­
lace, Kansas, to a relative in Chicago, dated 
October 8, has the following! 

A scout arrived yesterday, October 6, from 
Major Vance's command, bringing fresh tidings 
from the scenes of the recent diabolical out­
rages committed by the Indians. One girl of 
sixteen, with whom the scout had talked, was 
outraged by sixteen bucks, who afterward 
shaved the sides of her head, leaving only a 
crest of hair on the top, like that on a mule's 
neck, an operation styled by stockmen "reach­
ing." One eldeily female fled at their ap­
proach, and hid for hours in the waters of 
the Beaver, concealed by grass and 
weeds. Three women were taken prison­
ers, the savages in their flight compelling them 
to walk, their tracks being plainly visible on 
the trail. One brave Irishman saw them ap­
proaching, and fled to a solitary hut on a lonely 
ranch. In the hut he found two poor women, 
nearly demented with fear. He told them that 
he had only three cartridges, but he would die 
in their defense. He put the women in a dark 
corner of the hut, covering them with clothes, 
loaded his rifle, and took up his station at the 
window. Five warriors, detaching themselves 
from the main body, rode up to the hut. One 
brave stuck his head in the window, shouting a 
guttural "How!" He received a prompt reply, 
a bullet whizzing through his head. Strange 
to say, the remaining braves fled, leaving the 
hut and its frightened inmates unharmed. 

Maj Vance's command has made extraordi­
nary marches for infantry, averaging forty 
miles a day; but some ill-omened star seems 
to prevail over the destiny of the new cam­
paign. Vance started from Wallace to a point 
north by east; most unfortunately Gen. Davis 
sent a courier after him, ordering a detour east 
to the North Beaver.

They are "loud" in their denun­
ciation of Gen. Pope fer not af­
fording them greater protection. 
They justly say that it is an outrage that Fort 
Wallace, the most important post in the de­
partment, is garrisoned by only two small 
companies of infantry, while seven companies 
disport themselves about Leavenworth. A 
special from this town to the Rocky Mountain 
New% of Denver, says that "no one doubts 
that if Gen. Davis had been here forty-eight 
hours sooner, the Indians would have been 
turned, driven back, or captured." The fact 
of the matter is, that every one here has no 
doubt that if Gen. Davis had not come at all 
the troops would have met the Indians on the 
Kansas Pacific road, or have been not two 
houis behind their trail, which would have 
given them little time for the perpetration of 
their outrage. Before the advent of Gen. 
Davis the troops were concentrated along 
the railroad -line. An engine and 
train, ready to 6tart at a moment's no­
tice, stood ready. In an excess of zeal the 
troops were directed by bim to the South Beav 
er, forty miles from the road. The whole com­
mand was forty miles away, like Sheridan, at 
Winchester, where they were most needed;

RETURN OF T H E B E L I E F BOAT. 

[Special Telegram to the Globe.] * 
VICTSBUBO, Miss., Oct. 13.—The relief boat 

has returned from Grand Gulf. The health of 
the officers and crew is excellent. Turpentine 
dissinfection is thoroughly observed. The 
transfer of the remaining supplies to the 
Vicksburg Howards began at day light this 
morning, and the boat will start on her return 
trip to-morrow. She willTou"Ch at ail infected 
points, and probably carry physicians and 
nurses to Goodrich, and Henderson, and other 
landings, from whieh demands are received 
to-day. 

Lieut. Benner and Surgeoti Kris landed 
stores from their respective departments to the 
value of about $5,000 at Grand Gulf and Port 
Gibson and vicinity. They report the fever 
spreadiug rapidly toward the interior, but at 
Port Gibson and vicinity it is subsiding. Of a 
population m the country for eight miles 
around Port Gibson of 1,200 at the beginning 
of the epidemic, about 500 refugeed at once. 
The remaining 700 have, with only fifteen ex­
ceptions, had the fever. The history is without 
parallel. Since August 6, the date of the first 
death, there have been 685 cases and 179 
deaths. 

The relief problem is assuming a very un­
satisfactory phase. I h e Senegambian wards of 
the nation are all allying in a body under the 
tocsin of government rations. They are leav* 
ing corn unpicked on the stocks, and the cot-
ten in the balls, to flock to every point where 
relief is dispensed. They have carried the 
fever from the river inland for 150 miles, 
carrying more woe and destitution than ever 
did Sherman's bummers or rebel gurrillas. 
There is plenty of work for every mother's son 
of them on the plantations, levee and river, 
but they have abandoned the former, and the 
latter are in consequence idle and deserted.

MEMPHIS, Oct. 13.—Nineteen physicians of 
the Howard medical corps report sixty-one new 
cases, twenty-five in the city and thirty-six 
beyond the corporation line. Dr. T. H. Force, 
volunteer physician from the Hot Springs, 
Ark., died this afternoon at 5 o'clock.

The Proposed Customs Union—GttlduHn 
Smith's Opinion. •* 

Prof. Goldwin Smith has written the. fol­
lowing letter to the New York Nation: 

" S I B : From the language of your journals it 
appears that the political revolution in Can .da 
is viewed with not unnatural suspicion by the 
people of the United States as threatening to 
l ^ t o a tariff ^ar hetweea-the two countries. 

A change of government here had become 
necessary on ground* connected with the gen­
eral state of the administration, which deter­
mined my vote and that o t , many others, irre­
spective of the tariff question. But even with 
regard to the tariff question I am inclined to 
hope that, whatever the result may be, the ul­
timate result will be favorable to the views of 
those who desire to see the two countries com­
mercially drawn closer to each other. 

"Canada has been rendered thoroughly sen­
sible by this controversy of the dis­
advantages of the present situation. As 
to the direction in which she may* be 
led at first to seek for a remedy, there is, no 
doubt, some reason for misgiving. But she 
can hardly fail to be led ultimately to the con­
clusion that the only policy from which she 
can hope to derive a large increaseof prosperity 
is one which will give her free access to the 
markets and other commercial advantages of 
the continent to which she belongs. 

"Only let the eople of the United States do 
their part by showing themselves always ready 
to grant, not a partial and precarious measure 
of recipr<K5ity, such as has already broken 
down, but a full and permanent measure of 
commercial uaion. In face of such an offer I 
doubt whether it would be possible for Cana­
dian legislators even to enter on the less de­
sirable course.

Commenting on the above, the Toronto 

Olobe says: "If Canada would have accepted 
a «2ollverein,' or commercial union, she 
could have had it long ago. It is no new 
idea or proposal. But Canada has always 
refused to be bribed by the offer of the Unite l 
States markets into any act tending to loosen 
the bond between herself and the mother 
country. It is Mr. Goldwin Smith who now 
proclaims that her loyalty is open to pur­
chase, and that in the most offensive way. 
If he -jpoke only for his tory confederates he 
might be less open to rebuko But to fasten 
upon the whole people a policy they have 
always indignantly disowned when squarely 
presented to them is, to say the least, 
exceedingly presumptuous. However 
fresh it may be, from hobnobbing 
with Sir John, busy, possibly, helping 
him to put into Bhape the nebulous propor­
tions of the national policy; the idea of 
solving all questions of detail, so very per­
plexing as they must be. by simply accept­
ing the American idea of a commercial 
union would come naturally enough. Mr. 
Goldwin Smith has only been a little too 
hasty, a little too eager to show his superior 
knowledge; a little too ready to let the 
cloven foot be seen. Sir John will, we dare 
say, not thank him, but after all he may, by 
his ver, rashness, have done the country a 
better service than he intended. If we were 
to be sold it was well we should have timely 
warning from one of the chief conspirators."

How a Young Physician Met His Fate at

It is unnecessary 
to go through the details of the lingering 
illness, but only to say that the young doc­
tor's attention was close and faithful, finally 
resulting in the young lady's recovery. 
Soon after the doctor was stricken down. 
True to the instincts of her womanly nature, 
doubly intensified by her self-acknowledged 
indebtedness to him for having saved 
her life, she went to hw bedside, and there 
remained, giving such attentions as only a 
woman can bestow upon the sick, until the 
glad tidings was announced that he had 
passed the crisis and bid tair to recover. He 
passed through the tedious hours of conva-
lesence until entirely recovered. Nothing 
more was known or thought of the matter 
by the few intimate friends of the young lady 
until yesterday afternoon, when the doctor, 
accompanied by Esquire Quigley and a few 
friends, drove up to the residence, and in less 
time than it takes to write this paragraph, 
the two were joined together in the holy 
bonds of wedlock.

He said he was not able to rise, and if they 
wanted his life they must take it. Then what 
occurred there is no one of the great crowd out­
side can tell.
