The suspension 
of operations by the committee has been pro­
ductive of good results, there being, i t is said, 
by labor agents, many applications for service 
by those who have thus ta r been subsisting on 
charity and next week, i t is thought, will wit­
ness a large exodus of field hands to planta­
tions needing help to pick and gin the crops. 
The streets are decidedly business-like in ap­
pearance and next week the revival of trade, 
manufactures and commerce will be an accom­
plished fact.

MINNEAPOLIS , Oct . 21 As t h e grade 

of wheat ia t h e mos t absorbing ques­
t ion, I will indulge slightly in i t s 
mer i t s . T h e grade of wheat established 
years ago a t sixty pounds t o t h e bushel was 
t h e average of winter wheat , which frequent­
ly goes as h igh a s sixty-four pounds t o t h e 
bushel , a n d b u t seldom les3 t h a n sixty. 
T h e n to m a k e sp r ing wheat come u p to t h e 
same g r a d e , when i t seldom ever reaches the 
grade established for winter wheat, is doing 
a great injustice to t h e farmers of Minne­
sota, who have to compete wi th tho marke t s 
of other States. W i t h th i s difference in 
grade the farmers have stood without a m u r ­
mur ; bu t when the mil lers combine to force 
a greater imposi t ion u p o n the farmers to re ­
duce the grade of the i r wheat , i t is about 
t ime tha t they should be wroth . T h e inven­
t ion of the brass ket t le is one of the mos t 
damnab le swindles ever perpet ra ted unde r 
t h e cloak of hones ty ; and had the mil lers of 
th is city regarded i t as a n hones t t ransac­
t ion they would n o t have given bonds to en­
force i t . Th i s fact alone shows i t to be a 
steal , as c o m m o n sense will convince anyone 
tha t wheat will n o t pack in a small measure 
to weigh as m u c h as i t would in a hal f-
bushel . T h e difference between the two 
would be a t least a grade, so tha t t h e brass 
ket t le is a valuable improvement to the mil l ­
i n g t rade . 

I t has been th rown i n the faces of the 
people here tha t t h e millers of Minneapol is 
mus t be sustained wi thout quest ioning thei r 
honesty. They engage in the manufac ture 
of flour s imply for tho reason tha t i t pays 
bet ter t h a n farming. T h e day laborer pays 
as m u c h for flour here as i t sells for in New 
York, which shows tha t the mil lers have a 
great respect for h o m e custom, when they 
sell their poor grades a t homo as h igh as 
the i r best grades in New York. You may 
take i t on an average purchas ing your flour 
in St . Lou i s after pay ing freight, and i t will 
come as cheap as here a t home, where wheat 
is produced extensively, a n d manufactured 
by t h e mos t improved mil ls in t h e worlu. 
T h e farmers of Minnesota a re our only hope . 
B o b them of thei r labor , and t h e count ry 
will soon come to grief. W h e n such brave 
m e n as L . B . Hodges and Igna t ius Donnelly 
come out boldly a n d expose such h igh 
handed jobbery they should a t least be sus­
tained by all honest cit izens. W h e n the 
poor laborer finds t h a t he is paying fiftv 
cents a sack more for flour t h a n i t is actually 
wor th in other marke t s , a n d t h e farmer is 
receiving one th i rd less for h is wheat t h a n 
he should, can they be bough t t o suppor t 
tho wheat r i ng by cast ing thei r votes for 
W . D . Washbu rn , & m a n who has grown 
r ich by m a k i n g o thers poor, a n d giving 
$750 bonds to cont inue to steal f rom t h e 
the fa rmers of his distr ict as a member of 
t h e brass ket t le swindler. 

W h y is Bill K i n f opposed t o b r ing ing t h e 
wheat steal i n to the election? Simply for 
the reason t h a t Washburn is i n the r ing . If 
he was no t , what difference would i t make as 
long as i t did no t touch h i m ? Bill K ing had 
some experience i n Congress, a n d made 
Minneapolis r ich by be ing pos tmas ter of t h e 
House on a small sa lary .

renowned brass kettle into t h e hands of their 
buyers a t the platform stations. 

For a short t ime the advent of these buyers 
upon the scene created a business excitement 
i n the trade, and wheat began to come in lively 
to the points where the "foreign buyers from 
Minneapolis" had commenced business. At 
first, all wheat went No. 1, not No. 1 "hard," 
but simply No. 1. 

All at once, however, when the rash was on, 
a change came over the QUAT>TTY of the wheat. 
The Minneapolis platform testers could not 
find No. 1 any more. The ol£ buyers, who had 
the old testers, were appealedlto by the farmers 
and their old standard testers, furnished, years 
ago by the Dnluth buyers, would make 
the same wheat go No. 1 every t ime. 
Then there was trouble and bickerings, 
bu t jus t what the trouble was or where 
the remedy was to be found <was the question. 
No one had then heard tha t there was such a 
nefarious, thieving thing iu existence as a 
fraudulent tester. About tha t t ime, however, 
through the efforts of the GLOBE mainly, i t 
became bruited abroad tha t f>uch a thing as a 
cheating tester was being used along tho line of 
the St. Paul & Pacific road, and why not here? 
A t rap was laid at several points, and it devel­
oped the animal—the bogus tester. A load of 
wheat was tested fairly and sguarely by the old 
tester in the hands of the-rod buyers. The 
farmer refused to take their offer for the load, 
and drove to the Millers' association platform. 
His load was tested there and found wanting. 
I t would not weigh No. 1 a t all, but the buyer 
would give as much for the wheat as the buyer 
would give whose tester made i t No. 1, all the 
same. 

A very few days after that , a man came along 
the line taking u p those testers; replacing 
them with the standard, regular, legitimate 
testers, and since tha t t ime no wheat of any 
consequence has been bought by the Minneapo­
lis Mi&eis' association buyers at any of these 
points. 

The gentlemen who started out from Minne­
apolis to take up the first set of testers and 
replace them with those now in the hands of 
the buyers a t the platforms, was shadowed 
from the t ime he started unt i l he got through 
with tho job, by a United States detective, who 
saw every move he made from the t ime he 
started unt i l he closed his labors, and as tbere's 
no sort of mistake about the facts stated 
above, and, as we stated a t the outset, we give 
publicity to them simply and solely from a 
sense of du ty to your friends and potions, who 
are chiefly the farmers and producers of this 
region. 

We have no doubt in our mind at this writ­
ing bu t what the scheme of the Millers' asso­
ciation people in the inception was to excite 
a t first a strong, active competition, which 
should and would naturally produce the effect 
of bringing iu the wheat iu great quantities, 
from great distances, by giving liberal ' pric&z 
and t rue grades, and when the wheat was in 
and coming in rapidly, they would commence 
the work of plundering the farmers by cheat­
ing in grades and dropping the prices simul-
ultaneously. They succeeeded in effecting the 
former, bu t owing to the miscarriage above 
noted only, they failed in the latter.

We premise by saying tha t in all years here­
tofore almost the only market to which our 
producers along the Northern Pacific line have 
looked or thought of looking for a market for 
their grain has been Dulu th and the far-away 
East via Lake Superior. Since the con­
struction of the "cut-off" from Breck­
inridge to Glyndon by the St. Paul & Pacific 
railroad, another avenue has been opened for 
the shipment of wheat and produce by which 
it can be transferred via Glyndon to Minneap­
olis. The excellent quali ty of the crop along 
this line this year, i t being what the Milwaukee 
wing of the Minneapolis Millers' association 
denominate No. 1 " h a r d " (but which grade ac­
cording to Mr. Hodges is not kno-rn by the 
Minneapolis wing of said association), has, not­
withstanding, excited the cupidity of the Min­
neapolis wing all the same to such an extent 
tha t they, this year, thought best to inaugurate 
a series of commercial enterprises with a view 
to securing so much of i t as they could with 
convenience gobble.

TAXATION OF UNITED STAoasw BONDS. 

WASHINGTON, Oct. 27.—The decieion of the 
attorney general upon the question of taxing 
United States bonds, has created a good deal of 
discussion among officials. Some of them th ink 
tha t the last construction by Attorney General 
Devens is susceptible of further modification, 
and tha t the market quotation of bonds on the 
day of assessment is the most that the construc­
tion of the law can be made to bear as to their 
taxable value. 

Pending this discussion, the treasurer decides 
that the only way for banks to secure sums 
paid into the treasury through his assessment, 
is by biinging suit against the government m 
the court of claims. If this should be done, 
the government will be represented in resisting 
claim of the attorney general or one of hi3 
subordinates in the department of justice, and 
the anomalous position will be taken b y him 
or his representatives, of defending 
the United States treasurer's as­
sessment against his own lecorded 
opinion tha t he is wiong and the claimants 
right in their demands, bu t the difficulty does 
not end heie. Many of tho banks have re­
duced their circulation, and in so doing have 
withdrawn bonds held against thorn. Accord­
ing to the last opinion of the attorney general, 
premiums originally invested are still exempt 
Irom taxation, having been paid out of their 
banking capital. For the same reason pre­
miums on bonds which were originally bought 
by stockholders in greenbacks and turned in as 
capital at the market rate is believed exempt 
from, taxation. If judgment should be ob­
tained in the court of claims against the treas­
urer, as the money to i t is not available unt i l 
approved by Congress, and as in all such cases 
the government has a right to appeal to the 
supreme court, the reduction of the balance in 
the treasury is a thing of the remote f u ture . 

MEXICO AND THE UNITED STATES. 

The war department has received informa­
tion which makes i t now appear probable that 
the Diaz government has sent a large body of 
Mexican soldiers to the Rio Grande border to 
co-operate with the United States to prevent 
depredations along the border. I t is also 
learned tha t Gen. Treveno, commander of 
Mexican troops, is under orders to exterminate, 
if possible, the Indians with whom stealing 
and plundering on American soil has become a 
second nature. Another order of his is to pre­
vent Mexicans from crossing the Rio Grande 
and stealing cattle. Gen. Trevano has arrived 
at Padias Nagras, where Gen. Ord has gone to 
pay him a visit. The two generals will con­
sult as to the best plan to be pursued to estab­
lish and maintain order and the best methods 
of carrying out the plans after adoption.

Reporter—How does the wheat in the vicin­
i ty of this railroad grade, and what is the gen­
eral quality? 

Merchant—The wheat this year is very good, 
aa a general thing, about one-third of i t {Trades 
No. 1 by the testers furnished us, and bu t very 
lit t le of i t No. 3, but there is a difficulty in 
making the grades hold out. 

Reporter—Have you any wheat regraded by 
the parties you buy for, and what was the re­
sult? 

Merchant—Yes, over 800 bushels of wheat, 
which I graded here as No. 1, was graded by 
Messrs. , for whom I buy, as No. 2. I t 
weighed here from 53 to 59 pounds, by my 
tester, under a fair scale, b u t I received letters 
from them stat ing they scaled i t a t 56% pounds, 
making i t No. 2. 

Reporter—Do you have to stand the loss be-
twean the grades you pu t upon tho wheat and 
the one they p u t upon i t . 

Merchant—Oh! of course, they have i t all (. 
their own hands, and I am obliged to lose ah 
my commission, and a great deal besides. I 
have tr ied the tester in a good many wavs, and 
there is a large difference in it—five or six 
pounds difference can be made in the weight of 
a bushel, I am satisfied. I have made up my 
mind tha t the tester ia a swindle, b u t the 
merchant cannot help it—they have got to use 
i t or not buy the wheat. The merchants are 
not able to buy on their own hook, and the 
parties who are, all compel the use of these 
testers. Tho merchants are obliged to take 
good care hereafter to grade wheat so as not to 
loose by i t .
