GRAND DONNELLY RALLY,

An Immense Throng at the Home of Wash-
burn and the Little Erass Kettle—Pro-
cecdings of the Werkingmen's Union—
Corser on Trial.

Mistakes will happen, in politics as in
everything else. The execulive committee
of the Dounelly club announced a meeting
to be held last evening at Union Hall, for-
getful of the fact that il wasg the time for
the regular meeting of the Workingmen’s
Union, and while the mistake ocecasioned
some little talk, it resulted on the whole in

no harm, inasmuch as the Union is also a
unit for Donnelly. Eight o'clock found the
large hall filled to overtlowing, even the ante-
rooms and stairways being filled, while hon-
dreds came and went away again because
they cou d not even find standing room.

Nearly two hours were spent in transact-
ing the regular business of the union, pre-
paring for thorough work at the polls, ete.,
the must important business being the re-
ception, discussion and adoption of the re-
port of the Corser investigation committee,
a lengthy document, reciting in some detail
tiie particulars of the bulldozing alleged to
have been practiced by that geutleman, and
of sundry other shortcomitgs, and claiming
to be fully preparel to give Mr. Corser all
the proof he called for and a great deal more
thun he bargained fur, to the sutisfaction of
his select committee and the public gener-
ally, and to lay bure sundry cases of heartless
cruelty and vutrageous persecation, condi-
tional tMat he shall bind himseit not to further
prosecate such of the witnesses as are now
in his power, and to release all parties whom
it shall be proved that he bullduzed from
any balances now due him. This committes
evidently tuink they have him on the hip
and don’t propose to let up until he cries
“enough.”

After ‘he regular business had been trans-
acted the Union gave way to the Club. Sev-
eral rattling Donnelly speeches were made,
and at a late hour (midnight) the crowd ad-
journed, nearly every seat being occupied
until . he adjournment.

Of our daily receipts o
smaller proportion has graded No. 3, and by reasou
of u lighter supply the price has appreciated slightly,
bu. there is sull a_difference of 1lc per bushel be-
tween No. 2 and No. 3, which is too great aud must
be diminished, we thiuk, by a shrinksge in the price
of No. 2 before the latier will be taken freely for
shipment. Prezeut prices ure certainly low and not
very remuuerative to the average farmer, but with
speculation erippled in Eugland, as it must be by the
recent financial troubies, she is like/y to buy only to
supply present wants, : nd with a stick of neariy 17,-
500,000 bushels in sight in this conutry aud the sea-
sou for cheap inland trausportation wearly over, the
outlook i8 not eucouraging tv holders here, aud it ap-
pears to us that values murt give way uutil a poivt is
reached where capitalists will buy for investment, or
farmers will 8.0p selling. Heceipts at the Western
primary maerkets for the week have been 2,009,000
bushels as eompared with lust week 2,545,000 bushele.
Recepts at New York, Baldmore and Philudsipuia
for the same time were 2,566,000 burhels, while the
exports from these ports foot up 1,140,000 bushals,
showing a decrease, which shouid tend to stiffen the
Englieh muarkets. Cash wheut at 793¢, with inter-
mediate charges 160, would cos. 953 ¢ alongside ship,
with -ail freights 5s 9d and 2 per ceut. commissisn ou
the currency va ue would cost 338 9d Cork for orders.
Beerbohm's quotation, spring for prompt shipment,
3640463 6d, or T to o per bushel to the disfavor of
shipmeuts.
