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THE DOMELLY CLUB. 
A ROUSINQ MEETING LAST EVENING. 

T h e G a m p F i r e s B u r n Bright ly— One of t h e 
B e s t Mee t ings of t h e Campaign—Speeches 
t o t l io P o i n t a n d Cheers .Enthusiastic— 
Signs of a Hous ing Major i ty for D o n n e l l y . 

Tho Donnelly club held their rcgalar weekly 
meeting last niicht. I t w&3 a regular strong 
one in every respect. The audience was large, 
numbering a t least 500. The speakers were 
gocd straightforward talkers, with a shoulder 
h i t t ing power of argument. The enthusiasm 
bf gan with a ripple, and soon became intensi­
fied to a political fever heat. Every speaker 
was greeted with cheers, and 
throughout the speech of each one 
the assembly was apt in taking in every point, 
and greeting it with enthusiastic applause. I t 
was a genuine, hearty Democratic meeting, 
evincing tho earnestness and intention of tho 
party to be heard from November 5th, A. D. 
1878. 

At 8 o'clock the meeting was called to order 
by President Oppenheim. He stated that the 
Donnelly wave was rolling on and gath­
ering strength every d.iy to do its work 
overwhelmingly on election day. (Cheers.) Ho 
had attended during the week, a meeting of a 
Donnelly club in Minneapolis. Ho had been 
surprised at the enthusiasm shown for Don­
nelly. Every mention of his name had been 
greeted with cheers. I t clearly showed him 
that Mr. Washburn's money bad not gone all 
the way around in Minneapolis, and 
tha t bo had found men there 
who could not be purchased (Cheers.) 
Mr. Washburn had miscalculated his strength 
there, as he would find when tho votes we 
counted. At the meeting referred to, he had 
listened with great pleasure to Mr. Hodsdon 
of that club, and he had the pleasure and honor 
of presenting him to tho St. Paul club. 
(Uheors.) 

sin. EO»SDO:«'S SPEECH. 

Tho gentleman camo forward, and began 
• by saying he was piet ty well known 

in St. Paul . That he lived on a farm 
between St. Paul and Minneapolis, and was 
equally well acquainted in each place. This 
being the case he concluded he was a fair judge 
upon the subject upon which he intended 
speaking" Knowing people oC both cities, the 
speaker said he could not help but notice the 
contrast. In St. Faul, coming in as a farmer 
to do his trading and to dispose of his produce, 
he was nvjfc with a ilreo open­
ness that ho missed in Minneapolis. 
He knew the market price of his produce, 
and so did the merchant. If i t was wanted, a 
bargain was struck on that basis. Bu t in Min­
neapolis there was always a dicker. The mar­
ke t price stared both in the fayo, but the buyer 
there always requested and tu^ed tbe farmer to 
come down a lUtle. In St. Paul there was an 
absence of sectionalism, nairow-mindedness, 
while i a Minneapolis they wore 

prejudiced and biased. And just 
i a the same respect does the Minneapolis 
candidate for Congress in the Third district 
represent tbt ic contracted views. Ho is so 
small in his views, so contracted in his ideas, 
so wrapt up in self-aggrandizement that he can 
hardly rap^eaaat a. cicy. let alone a district or 
section of a country with such vast interests as 
this district contains. The other candidate, 
Hon. Ignat ius Donnelly, (cheers) was a broad 
minded man. He was national in his views, 
while the other was sectional, and even that in 
the most limited extent. \ Cheers.) 

By request, the speaker said ho would recite 
a r i e c e o t ' poetry applicable to tho ia'iuo at 
hand. He would preface i t by saying i t was 
original, and apologize for i t by say ins; he 
seldom climbed tho hill of Parnassus. There­
upon, the gentleman repeated the poem in an 
impressive manner. I t ' s text was "Labor and 
Capital ," and the moral which it taught was 
tho self-evident one of the day: 

The rich man is master of the situation, unloss 
tho poor man exercises his power to redeem 
himself. I t closed in rhythmic measure with 
"Down with Vv'ashbnrn and the swindling 
brass ket t le ." (Cheers and prolonged ap­
plause.) The speaker said he had sent tho 
poem to the Pioneer Press, bu t they had re­
fused to publish i t . 

Ho resumed by saying when the interest of 
labor and capital were combined tha t all 
was harmonious. B u t under the present sys­
tem of class legislation capital ha3 usurped all 
rights, and labor was depressed, scorned, nick­
named and slnrred. We had stood the unequal 
contest for a long time, and so insideous had 
the grasp been tightened tha t he was almost 
becoming accustomed to the grasp. A tighter 
hold had aroused the people to the danger, and 
now we had reached an age of reform. Just 
here, the spoaker wanted to state tliat all re­
forms originated from below, and like the 
earthquake they came up from below with de­
structive power. Destruction to tha t 
which rested i ts burdens upon 
it . The p o p l o were a power, and 
the people's leaders had ever proved faithful to 
their t rust , and equal to the emergency. Ages 
ago a despised child of a servile race had led 
out of bondage his people across the lied Sea, 
and had established them as a great and pow­
erful nation in a land running with milk and 
honey. . Tho sou of a carpenter had arisen 
among the Jews and relieved tho people 
from oppression and given the world 
liberty from superstion. The old yeomanry of 
Great Britain had defied the aristocracy and 
defeated them on Marston Moor. And never 
unt i l that day, when a farmer was elected 
Lord Protector,"had England seen such prosper­
ous days. All these were revolts against a 
money power. And i t had always been so; 
when tho people took control they selected well 
and made the land blossom like the rose. The 
speaker called to mind a ' ' tea par ty" 
at Boston, tho resulting seven years of appal­
ling war. I t was a, light of capital against 
lab»r or a ravolt of labor in the pursui t of 
life, liberty and happiness against tyranny; 
and wh<Mi victory purched upon our banners, 
the very shadow of our nati»n was a warm wel­
come to tho oppresssd of the world. (Cheers.) 

Society, to-day, was passing through an 
equinoctial storm. I t was divided into two 
classes, capital and labo-, and in'.iarmonious 
mingling of the two would eventuate in troub­
le to the nation. 

Touching upon the queRtion of the candi­
dates for Cougresa, Mr. Hodsdon said Wash­
burn and Donnelly should not be mentioned in 
the same breath. A week should elapse before 
Washburn's name should be whispered after 
Donnelly's had been spoken out, (Immense 
applause) Donnelly was so immeasurably his 
superior. (Cheers.) The speaker then took 
up the candidates and explained the 
claims each had for an election. Washburn's 
were because his brother Elihu had saved Ger­
man soldiers from French mobs when ho was 
in Paris. This \v«s put forward to capture the 
German vote by Washburn oratovs. We had 
fallen upon strange times if a roan's recom­
mendation to office reacted solely upon what 
his brother or his great grandfather had done. 
We want a man, one to do something for 
himself to recommend him to the people". The 
Bpeaker i l lustrated with a comical story about 
a young man i'i New England who wanted to 
be introduced into village society. He was in­
troduced as Nathaniel Perkins, and his father 
had killed a bear. He never heard the last of 
such credentials for social notice, and had to 
leave the village for home. But the 
bear got home bef . re him. (Laughter). 
And we raust elect Washburn because 
a member of his numerous (laughter) family 
had kill< d a bear. (Loud laughter.) When 
one said Washburn had been the surveyor gen­
eral of the State of Minnesota, and had ac­
quired thousands of acres of pine land; when 
i t was said he owned a mill in Anoka, and en­
joyed a monopoly there; when i t was said 
he belonged to the Minneapolis 
Millers' association, all was said of 
Washburn tha t could be said. And for this we 
mus t send him to Congress. 

A voice—To Paris. (Laughter.) 
Referring to Anoka mill, Mr. Hodsdon said 

he knew of farmers who had been outrageously 
swindled there. Enough was said, when i t was 
stated tha t they got more for their 
wheat in Minneapolis than in 

Anoka. And i t ' s pretty well understood 
how the farmer is systematically beat out of 
the pro ceeds of his labor by the wheat ring. 
(Cheers.) Washburn enjoyed the full posses­
sion of all the water power rights a t Anoka. He 
had i t all his way. He might be the generous 
and noble-hearted person represented by syco­
phants , bnt i t was dangerous to t rust even an­
gels with the powers he had accumulated. I t 
was pretty well known and fully appreciated tha t 
there was a pine land and wheat ring in the 
State of Minnesota, and i t was equally well 
comprehended tha t W. D. Washburn was the 
candidate of these thieves. The speaker rea­
soned tha t if he belonged to such a band of 
robbers, and wanted to escape punishment, he 
would urge tha t the chiefest among the sinners I bit ious. The humble in position had no t ' t imc 
should be sent t o Congress, He would have I to commit these crimes. Honesty, pore and 
the position and tho influence to save himself, I simple, was found to a greater extent 

and so long as ho wera undisturbed the small 
fry wonld escape. 

That he was the r ing candidate was shown by 
the manner of bis nomination. I f he never 
stole any pine land or an ounce of wheat from 
a poor farmer, he bad stolen a complete march 
on Dr. Stewart. Washburn was nominated by 
acclamation. Then the convention went 
through the form of sending ont for h im. 
Coming in, he got on the platform and took from 
bis pocket a manuscript, a prepared speech. 
He was ready, for he bad taken the nomination 
as a matter of coarse. H e had "fixed" the 
whole business. The speaker then drew a 
contrast as to Donnelly's statesmanlike and 
elegant speech under similar circumstances. 
He knew Donnelly to bo a friend of the people. 
(Applause.) He declared him the candidate of 
no party, b n t of the people. The laboring 
men had first nominated him, the Nationals 
had endorsed him, and the Democracy, with 
wisdom, had ratified the choice. The people 
would elect h im. (Immense applause.) 

The sneaker told an anecdote of Gov. David 
B. Williams, a farmer Governor of South Car­
olina, and likened Mr. Donnelly t o h im. The 
gentleman, in conclusion, s tated tha t Minne-
neapolis would go for Washburn, b u t by 500 
less than they had calculated. If St. Pau l did 
her duty, Donnelly would be elected. (Cheer3 
and continuous applause.) 

Earnest and rftpeated calls were made <or 
Brisbin, Brisbin. 

JUDGE FOSTBB'S BEMABKS. 
Mr. Brisbin arose and declined speaking, bu t 

introduced Judge Foster, of Biver Falls, Wis­
consin. The gentleman stated ho would intro­
duce his remarks by making a report, before 
addressing himself to the main question, the 
currency of the country. He, as a life­
long resident of St. Croix ralley, 
had attended the Toledo convention. 
He related tha t Minnesota had no representation 
there. Wisconsin was well represented, and this 
in spite of the opposition of all the railroads. 
At first, in Wisconsin, tho Greenback move­
ment was hooted at, bu t to-day the Grcenback-
ers were in the ascendency; and the t rue prin­
ciple of Democracy meant the full adoption of 
tha t issue. The gentleman then went into the 
history of the movement, and traced i t back 
even further than the present Greenback move­
ment . He held tha t the financial principles 
advocated to-day originated with our fathers, 
and was the sound constitutional currency de­
manded by the policy and the law of the na­
tion. Van Buren, Calhoun and others advocated 
the issue of government notes not bearing in­
terest, and the gradual withdrawal of all State 
bank notes. The gentleman then likened the 
present state of affairs to a monarchy, a finan­
cial one, and i t was very l i t t le different 
from a political monarchy. He then 
defined monarchy to be something like a top, 
the big part up, sustained by the l i t t le part, 
the monarch. So.it was with us, the people 
were upheld on apo in t oy a few capitalists,and i t 
jostled over, the mass touched the ground first. 
The people wore hur t and damaged. , Then 
followed a long, minute and masterly state­
ment of the money question from the forma­
tion of the government up to t h e 
present period. The statement was 
tilled with copious extracts from the injunction 
of former statesmen, and citation of authori­
ties, all sustaining the policy advocated by 
Greenbackers. As reference had been made to 
the Washburn family, the speaker thought he 
might add a mite to the general contribution. 
He had heard that Minnesota was afflicted with 
a complaint of which Wisconsin suffered 
twenty-four years ago, Washburn. They had 
it pretty bad over there a t one t ime 
and then the spoaker brought up a number of 
reminiscermes and related incidents in the life 
of old citizens, Gen. Gorman and others. He 
recalled these recollections to set before the 
audience a history of the Washburn family. 
In Wisconsin they were pine land ringsters in 
the old days, and likewise branded M. C. as 
now. Wisconsin Washburn had a wild-cat bank, 
and i t bursted; he d idn ' t lose, but 
the people did. At tha t t ime he was wonder­
fully in love with the negro, a thousand miles 
off, bu t he could make no answer to the inquiry, 
how about his employes which he cheated. 
Minnesota Washburn had gone into bankruptcy. 
(Applause and laughter.) The two seemed to 
be alike. (Laughter.) I n referring again to 
the currency question, he charged the Repub­
lican party with being the father of the rag-
baby, which they now repudiate. Their latter day 
conversion to a different belief was opposed to 
the teaching of great and original leaders. He 
instanced Senator Morton's great speech in 
Louisville against Greeley and his mot to " the 
way to resume is to resume." The greenback 
was the people's money, and i ts opponents 
were the capitalists. Then the question 
had resolved itself in to a fight between the 
money powers and the working class. If the 
former gained the ascendency, the right of self 
goverment would have to be abandoned. The 
people should see that this r ight was inherited 
by their children unimpaired. He had not 
lost faith, as yet, and believed no t rue Ameri­
can was so cowardly as to have hia children to 
say my father lost my right of self govern­
ment. The prouder utterance would be, I lost 
my father lighting for my right of self govern­
ment . (Immense applause.) 

O'Brien, 0 'Brien, ,0 'Brien. 
I n response to the enthusiastic call, Mr. 0 . D. 

O'Brien found his way from tho back part of 
the crowd, to the front. On appearing near 
tho president 's Beat he was enthusiastically 
welcomed. A perfect ovation was given him. 

HON. C. D. O'BRIEN'S TALK. 

Mr. O'Brien prefaced his remarks by declar. 
ing he never had made a political speech, and 
he feared his abil i ty to do so now. So to avoid 
all mistakes, he purposed presenting his views 
in a few words confined to the Democratic 
t icket in this dis t r ic t . To th is end, he would 
present the issues as they appeared 
to h im. He reasoned on the subject 
from what had come before his own observa­
tion, and had happened within the recollection 
of the youngest voter among his hearers,' 
Retracing his stops no further back than eight 
years, he wished to know what cause, what 
reason, or what claim the Republican par ty 
had to present t o any candid or honest man 
which commanded him to support their par ty . 
I n this district the Republican party had con­
trol, by ajj large majority; in tho State this 
majority reached an average of 15,000 to 20,-
000. The party had control, had the majority, 
and held the offices. Had they in anything dis­
charged the trust , so tha t i t was laid 
incumbent upon the people to keep them in 
office, and continue the t rus t . I n Ramsey 
county, they had retained power un t i l lately, 
and he would present i t to any candid, straight­
forward man, irrespective of party, if the 
Democratic party suffer in comparison. On 
the contrary, he thought, and again appealed 
to honesty to endorse him, if the comparison 
was not wholly in favor of the Democracy, and 
those upon whom we have imposed the trust . 
(Cheers.) The same causes are a t work in 
the Republican party to-day which caused the 
split in tha t party in 1863. The contest was 
between Donnelly and the . Wash­
burn faction, and by i t we elected 
our candidate, Eugene Wilson. Then followed 
a review of parties pu t in office by the Repub­
licans, unt i l came the election of a person, 
who when he got his certificate of election was 
unable to tell whether his services were re­
quired a t Washington or in the halls of the 
Parliament house of Canada. (Laughter and 
cheers.) The Republicans had capable men in 
their party, and the managers had selected 
their representatives from out the whole party. 
One of t h ' s e trusted and honored representa­
tives of the party had an indictment shaken in 
his face, and the whole power of the party was 
exerted in Washington to remove from him 
the legitimate result of his aots, and to obtain 
his re turn from self-imposed exile. Dr. Stew­
art was next elected. Of him nothing was said 
bu t in his favor. Two years elap3ed, and the 
common ordinary usage was to re turn a fai th­
ful public and party servant. Bu t Bill King 
had had t ime to come out of the shadow which 
had enveloped him. He stood up , and a t his 
beck the party came together. He selects tho 
candidate, and the party accepts h im. This 
dishonest, political dead-beat names the candi­
date, W. D. Washburn. What is there to h im 
which commands support. He has so managed 
his financial affairs as t o have been 
compelled to go into nominal bankruptcy. He 
is allied with all the actual and suspected cor­
rupt ion and nngstera of the State. Of all men 
W. D. Washburn is named as a -candidate for 
Congress, and the suffrages of the people asked 
to elect him. This ia not politics, b u t actual 
and honest facts. When asked why he, Wash­
burn, should be supported, what reason could 
be given, the answer was made, he is a Repub­
lican. Why should th is give him support? 
Had the party done that which commanded and 
demanded prolonged t rus t? No : answer could 
be made to th is . The only other 
reason adduced was: You should 
votes against the Democrats because corrupt. 
Where and how corrupt? Politically, we haven' t 
held'office. I f i t be that , i t is charged upon the 
individual member of the party, because less ex­
alted in position than the average member of tho 
office holding party,- he repelled the assertion. 
A search of. the criminal record would show the 
greater crimes were] more numerously com 
mit ted by the educated, and consequently am 

among the poor people t han among 
their wealthier neighbors. This wasn' t 
electioneering, b u t a simple, undeniable fact, 
gathered from the record of crime. Men work­
ing hard, day in and day out, hadn ' t t ime to 
commit crime. Such as t h e e had no such 
charge as adultery laid u p against them. (Ap­
plause.) This class were never indicted for 
embezzlement, or was he ever accused of any 
other abuse of confidence and t rus t . (Ap­
plause.) Within the hearing : of the speaker's 
voice, i n the United States district court, a 
State treasurer of Minnesota had been arraigned 
for. stealing $198,000. Did be belong to 
the Democratic par ty? (Applause.) Who 
ever heard in our community of a 
poor hard working man stealing even so much 
as five cents from his employer. Was i t a 
Democrat who went out of town so suddenly 
and mysteriously a few days ago? (Laugh­
ter.) 

"Because the Democrats were corrupt ." 
This unwarranted assumption was sickening, 
and one which not only fired the speaker with 
indignation, but , being a Democrat, made him 
mad. He could take up the local t icket and go 
through i t from top to bottom, and defy any 
one to point to one act of any candidate's life, 
either public or private, which was not 
honorable. All were fellow citizens, neighbors 
and even friends of members of the opposing 
party. They were known, and as men in the ' 
community esteemed, yet to defeat 
them, their characters being free from 
any jus t cause of aspersion, prejudice, 
scandal, calumny and lies were resorted to . 
God alone could save such a party, ad . p t ing 
such villainous means to defeat their op­
ponents. To all jus t and honest men, such a 
course of conduct should be a motive to induce 
them to vote for the very men so foully 
maligned. To illustrate, a t tent ion was invited 
to a malicious, malevolent and lying slander, 
published in the Dispatch, relative to the con­
duct of James King, a candidate J or sheriff on 
the Democratic t icket. He was charged with 
indecent, and even ruffianly haste in assuming 
the office of sheriff, when appointed by" the 
board of county commissioners. This wad 
busily circulated to cause his defeat. Hia 
character was defamed. The speaker could 
not believe this malicious l ie; and defamation 
of Sheriff King had been circulated by his op­
ponent. I t was a fair stand u p fight between 
them, and a resort of such low, vulgar means 
to secure success marked tbe party using 
them as indeed despicable. " I am a Domocrat, 
and apt to be vulgar, you know, of course. 
(Laughter.) Such conduct makes me indig­
nantly mad." True manhood revolts a t such 
baseness. If a man were seen on the street be­
set and beaten, common humani ty would dic« 
tato that his bruta l assailant be pulled off. I n 
this case a similar vindication was demanded. 
" I am personally responsible for what I say, and 
am ready both to prove i t and maintain i t on all 
and every occasion. Thf* whole statement, as 
given in the Dispatch, regarding Sheriff King's 
taking possession of the office, is a lie. He at­
tended the funeral in charge of a platoon of 
police. The meeting of county commsssioners 
was held after, and not before or dur ing the 
f unerul. I was present a t the meeting, in the 
abseuce of the county attorney, by request, 
and advised then, as I think i t right now, the 
appointment of a Bheriff. King was appointed. 
Word reached us that Coroner Stein, who held 
the office, thought he should not surrender. 
Mr. Dawson, Sheriff King, myself and others 
in company went to Coroner Stein; the key3 
were turned over and possession was taken. At 
the t ime Mrs. Becht was a t her daughter 's . She 
returned there from the funeral. I was the 
messenger who went to Mr. Benz, who was in 
charge for Major Becht, and told him as bad 
been to l* me by Sheriff King, tha t I he dwelling 
portion of the jail was at Mrs. BechVs disposal 
as long as she required it. Furthermore Sheriff 
King allowed and turned over the proceeds of 
one week's board of prisoners to 
the administrator of Major Becht 's 
estate, after he (&ing) had 

taken possession of (he office." (Immense ap­
plause.) A man running for an office may be a 
fool, but he isn ' t necessarily a convict. The 
speaker further exemplified this scandal phase 
of elections by reference to the malignant at­
tack upon 0 . S. Uline, bu t ha left office not 
owing a cent. (Applause.) 

Mr. Lee Davis was declared to be the best 
auditor tha t ever s tuck pen in an ink bottle in 
the county of Ramsey. He was better posted 
than any man in the county on all tax mat ters . 
The present rate of low taxation was more due 
to him than any other man in the county. 

Judge O'Gorman had earned the t i t le of the 
" J u s t Judge . " Yet these men were styled a ring. 
This cry was heralded by men who elected all 
the default ing county treasurers within a 
radius comprising the whole State. He had 
defended some of them—and they had paid 
h im well, as they ought to have done for de­
fending a Republican. They had elected them, 
they had been dishonest, bu t he knew o t no 
instance where the parties who had pu t them in 
office had punished them, from Grant ' s secre­
tary of war down to any one of tbe many de­
fault ing county treasurers. (Applause.) 

The speaker bowed his acknowledgments and 
sat down amid a tremendous outburst of ap­
plause. 

Mr. Brisbin was again loudly called for. He 
again declined to speak, but introduced the 
Hon. Leonard B . Hodges, saying he was an old 
campaigner, an unconquered and unconqer-
able Democrat. (Cheers.) 

MB. HODOES' BEMABKS. 
Mr. Hodges began by referring to Republi­

can rule, the extent of years over which i t had 
reached. Then he mentioned the first ut ter­
ance of complaint tha t arose in the land. That 
swelled, and now the complaint was universal. 
The voice of com plant swelled from the throat 
oi the laboring class. The capital and class 
legislation of the Republican party had laid 
too heavy a burden upon the 
working men. From t ime to t ime 
financial ru in had swept over 

the land, unt i l the workingman had seen his 
modest property tumble and crumble about 
him. Yet the rich were richer. He charged 
the Republican party with tho deplorable con­
dition of affairs, i h e y had been in 'power, 
a n d ' t h e y alone were responsible. They had 
betrayed every t rus t imposed in them. They 
had robbed the people, formed rings to deprive 
the people of their substance. The wheat r ing 
of Minnesota was such. Every paper tha t pal­
liated the great wrong, every man tha t sus­
tained i t , was he a Democrat? The Republi­
can party of the country, and 
of the State, had arrayed itself agaiust 
the interests of the people. They had made a 
great blunder; and they had taken a bigger 
contract than they could fill. The speaker re­
viewed a t length the unholy machinations of 
the wheat ring, and such logic as used in grad­
ing wheat could not be made to go down with 
75,000 farmers. He il lustrated the. prostration 
of tho people in the grasp of capitalists by the 
story of tho boy who told his father to grin and 
bear the bi te of the bull dog which had hold of 
his nose, as i t would be the making of the pup. 
He thought i t t ime for the people to strangle 
the whole l i t ter of pup3, which had them in 
their money grasp. 

Mr. Hodges declaimed against all monopolies, 
and because he opposed them the vials of wrath 
had been poured out upon his devoted head. 
His speech was similar to his masterly address 
to the Four th ward voters, and commanded the 
closest at tention of his hearers. ' 

MB. BANNING SAYS A FEW WOBDS. •*? • *i 
Mr. Banning was called out and took occasion 

to say Mr. Windom had wilfully, through ig­
norance or design, falsified the record as to the 
law issuing treasury notes. Mr. Banning de­
clared the issue constitutional, and tha t the 
supreme court of the United States had de­
clared Congress to be the sole judge of the ne­
cessity, and tha t i t was empowered to act, un­
mindful whether a t peace or war. 

The meeting adjourned wi th three cheers for 
DonneUy and all the candidates, to meet a t the 
polls.
