They have served 

the i r purpose as campaign 1001 backs, and 

will be heard of no m o r e foiever. 

A COMMUNIST who died in St. Lou i s re­
cently left h i s es ta te of twelvo thousand dol­
lars to be divided a m o n g members of the 
socialistic organizat ion, thus giving, aa he 
said, a practical exhibi t ion of the faith tha t 
was in h im. I t is noticeable, however, that 
he held on to the cash as long as ho could, 
a n d sur rendered i t only when it would do 
h i m n o fu i ther aeivice. 

J U D G E H O A D L I T , of Cincinnat i , is a t Wash­

i ng ton on sup ieme c o m t business. H e says 
t h a t t he resul t of the election suits h im, and 
t h a t t h e Democra t i c par ty has received the 
chas ten ing i t needed. H e th inks now tha t 
t i e D e m o c r a t i c p a i t y will uni te their differ­
ences, and be s t ronger than ever. Although 
n o chas ten ing a t t h e first seameth joyous b a t 
gi ievous , we presume J u d g e Hoadley is r ight . 
At any ra te , we'll go to work s t ra ightening 
ou t m a t t e i s , and by the t ime the next elec­
t ion rolls a round we will t ry to deserve suc­
cess, and win i t , too. 

T a x fact t h a t t h e California un i t is needed 
by bo th pa i t i e s to help out in case of an 
election for P res iden t being th rown in to t h e 
For ty - s ix th Congress will h a r e a bear ing on 
t h e tone in which the Chinese quest ion will 
be henceforward debated by the Congres­
sional so lons . T h e quest ion of Chinese im­
migra t ion promises t o be a leading one this 
winter , and upon i t m a y depend California's 
vo t e . F o i tunately for the Democrat ic par ty , 
i t early took g round against t he importa t ion 
of the Chinese, and unless the Kepublicans 
succeed in m a k i n g a flop in t ime, they will 
be left badly in the lurch. 

T H E Kepubl icans of Missouri are in a bad 
way. T h e y en t rus ted thei r affairs to their 
cen t ra l commit tee , and find, when it is too 
late, t h a t they have been sold out. T h e can­
d ida tes who allowed their names to be used 
on the t icket find tha t t h e money thev con­
t r i bu t e d "'for t h e good of the cause" has 
been misappropr ia ted . Men who paid the 
m o s t find t h a t t he tickets were pr in ted with­
ou t the i r n a m e s , a n d t h e charge is openly 
m a d e t h a t m e m b e r s t raded ©ff the party 
nominees for a small considerat ion. 'T is 
ever t hus , especially in St . Louis , where po ­
lit ical fealty is secondary to personal gain. 

The efforts of Mr. Donnelly's St. Pau l organ 
to ease the terrific fall of itself and candidates 
on Tuesday last by assailing Gen. Washburn as 
a " t imber thief," only provokes contemptuous 
laughter from all parties. No man in th is or 
any other State is more wholly free from any 
damaging complications in regard to cu t t ing 
t imber ou government lands than W. D. Wash­
burn.—Bill Kiny tn P. P. on Sunday. 

T h e t r i t e saying tha t "a gui l ty conscience 

needs n o accuser ," is very appropr ia te in 

th i s case. T h e G L O B E ha s had no th ing 

whatever to say since election of W a s h b u r n ' s 

t imber peculat ions . Tha t they exist we have 

n o doubt , b u t if a const i tuency choose to 

elect a horse thief t o Congress, t h e House 

will consider t h a t he is adapted t o represent 

t h e people who sent h i m a n d n o t interfere. 

M r . W a s h b u r n is to be unsea ted u p o n t h e 

charge of br ibery a n d fraudulent vot ing. W e 
are n o t bo the r i ng about such trifles as steal­
ing p ine a t present . 

T H E repor t of t h e pens ion agent shows 
some of the salutary resul ts of t h e legisla­
t ion of the last Congress . An invest igat ion 
into irregulari t ies in the service, which was 
much inveighed against by t h e Republ ican 
press, and which cost $38,235.80, resul ted 
in a saving of $402,095.95 th rough the dis­
covery or f raudulent claims and crooked 
practices on the p a r t of pension agents . T h a 
consolidation of t h e agencies has resulted in 
the saving of $142,000, while the claims of 
pensioners have been more p rompt ly paid. 
The ct mmissioner devotes considerable space 
to t h e claim agency system, and to an ex­
planat ion of the act of Congress of J u n e 20 
1878, reducing t h e claim agen ts ' fee f rom 
$25 to $10, a n d chang ing t h e p lan of collec­
tion so as to have agents collect the i r own 
fees instead of having t h e m collected by t h e 
government th rough t h e pens ion agencies. 
T h e commissioner approves of the act, and 
is of opinion t h a t it will gTeatly benefit bo th 
honest c la imants and t h e government . Th i s 
is a fair sample of w h a t Democrat ic legisla­
t ion will do to r the government i n i ts every 
depar tment . 

•'FRAUD VITIATES THIS CONTRACT." 

T h e contest which is about to be made for 
Mr. Washbu rn ' s seat is one in which all 
honest m e n are interested. I t is a contest 
to de te rmine whether there is any such t h i n g 
as the pur i ty of the ballot box. I t is to de­
termine whether a c o m m u n i t y shall be al­
lowed to cast the i r unbiased vote, or whether 
they shall be overr idden by the use of money. 

W e do no t believe there is one fair, candid 
m a n i n the State of Minnesota who will no t 
say tha t wi thout the use of money , Wash­
burn would have been overwhelmingly de­
feated. T h a t he is defeated now by t h e le­
gal voters of the district is beyond qnest ion, 
and his seeming majori ty comes solely from 
bought , imported, and entirely bogus votes. 

T h e use of money is the grea t demoraliz­
ing agency of our political system, a n d while 
it cannot be entirely abrogated when a m a n 
notoriously purchases an office, every good 
citizen is interested in his exposure and pun­
ishment . F o u r years ago this dis t r ic t and 
State was thoroughly demoralized by Bill 
King's campaign. T h e his tory of t h a t is too 
well known to need repet i t ion here . Th i s 
year Mr. W a s h b u r n deliberately entered upon 
a caieer of corrupt ion a n d rascality. H e 
began a t the beginning, and , having 
secured a n early convent ion by a t i ick, 
sent m e n out t h rough t h e dis t r ic t to buy u p 
the Eepubl ican p i imar ies . T h i s was done 
in t h e mos t shameful and shameless m a n ­
ner , a n d Dr . Stewart ,who steadi ly refused to 
use money, was s laughtered. H a v i n g bough t 
the norr ma t ion he proceeded to purchase 
an election. H i s career for the pas t three 
m o n t h s has been notor ious and infamous. 
Everywhere that there was supposed to be a 
venal Democra t or a corrupt .Republican he 
was approached wi th offers of money for his 
vote. T h i s conduct has been a m a t t e r of 
common conversat ion and notor ie ty a m o n g 
Kepublicans. I t was regarded so m u c h as a 
matter of com so tha t bu t l i t t le a t t empt was 
uiade to conceal it , and m e n who changed 
front explained themselves to their friends 
by s ta t ing t h a t they had been paid by Wash­
burn for so doing. 

The contest which M r . W a s h b u r n 
will have to face is no t in be­
half of Mr . Donnel ly , or the Demo­
cratic par ty . I t is for the pur i ty of the bal­
lot box and the preservat ion of our inst i tu­
t ions. If i t becomes acknowledged tha t no 
poor m a n , n o ma t t e r what h i s ability, can 
obtain a publ ic posit ion, i t will b e a sorry day 
for the republic . I t t h a t is acknowledged, 
it tu rns our publ ic rulers over to dishonest 
profligates, who have bu t to steal, wrong, 
and debauch the people to receive any 
place. T h e T h i r d Minnesota distr ict s tands 
to-day as t h e worst debauched of any in t h e 
country . Fo i tuna t e ly the law gives a rem­
edy, a n d the corrupt ionis t w h e t h u s poisons 
a communi ty can be deprived of t h e frui ts of 
his villainous course. T h a t is wha t is p ro ­
posed to be done in Mr . W a s h b u r n ' s case. 
If he is innocent , he should court t h e in­
quiry as a means of vindication. 

T h a t th is ma t t e r may be tested, we again 
invite all par t ies having informat ion to for­
ward to t h e Democra t ic commi t t ee or to the 
G L O B E , names of those who can, if they will, 
testify to the corrupt ion of tha late cam­
paign. T h e source of all informat ion fur­
nished will be regarded as confidential when 
desired. 

BEACONSFIEZD'S ULTIMATUM. 

Beaconsfield has been heard touching 
the Eas te rn quest ion. H i s u t te rances a re 
no t very perspicuous, bu t never theless they 
afford a very good idea of the policy of the 
Bri t i sh gove rnmen t so far as i t relates to t h e 
complicat ions t h a t have recent ly ar isen in 
Turkey. O n th is po in t t he Ea r l is very 
emphat ic . H e believes tha t t h e t rea ty of 
Berlin covers t h e whole g round , a n d an­
nounces tha t t he government of Great 
Br i ta in proposes to abide by tha t ins t ru­
m e n t a n d to insis t upon i ts fulfillment to 
the le t ter . T h e fact t h a t two- th i rds of the 
requi rements of t h e t rea ty have t h u s far 
been obeyed, a l though the l imita t ion of t ime 
has no t nearly expired, shows t h a t t he re is a 
general disposit ion a m o n g t h e powers to con­
form t o t h e provisions of t h e t rea ty . T h e 
powers tha t are backward, however, are Rus­
sia a n d Turkey , a n d on this po in t Beacons-
field is ominously si lent. H i s assertion, 
however, t h a t E n g l a n d proposes t o s tand 
upon the t rea ty and to pe rmi t of n o modifi­
cation or a m e n d m e n t of the ins t rument , will 
set a t rest t he rumors tha t a convent ion is 
arranged for that purpose . 

I t is very easy t o see the reasons on which 
Beaconsfield bases h i s posi t ion. H e is con­
scious tha t by the t ransac t ion E n g l a n d has 
gained immeasurable advantages . These 
advantages, he fears, m i g h t be endangered 
in case of a revision of t h e t reaty, and he 
proposes to r u n no such r isks . H e dwells a t 
considerable length u p o n the impor tance of 
Cyprus and t h e Asiatic concessions in a mili­
tary poin t of view, a n d these , certainly, are 
no t to be disparaged. T o endanger these 
interes ts would be foolhardy, a n d t h e pre­
mier has wisely concluded t h a t as E n g l a n d 
has n o t h i n g to ga in and migh t possibly lose 
everything by a revision of the treaty, t he 
t rea ty m u s t n o t be revised—at least while 
the p resen t min i s t ry r ema ins i n power. 

T h e policy of E n g l a n d in t h e Eas t has 

been, according to Beaconsfield, t o prevent 

the fatal supremacy of any individual s ta te 

on the Medi teranean. T h e policy of E n g ­

land has been, accord ing t o t h e l ight shed 

by pa s t events, to create t h e supremacy of 

Eng land on the Medi te r ranean . Disguise 

i t t h o u g h h e m a y , Grea t Br i t a in is really 

the controlling power in the affairs of the 

Eas t . H e r influence is po t en t everywhere, 
and is only disputed by her old-t ime enemy, 
Russia. And herein lies t h e bone of conten­
t ion. If Eng land ' s influence was less pow­
erful, Russia would be a t res t . 
T o break the power of E n g l a n d 
Russia i s now in a f e rmen t a n d is la­
bor ing t o prevent t h e execution of t h e pro­
visions of t h e treaty of Ber l in . Russ ia ' s 
quarrel is no t now with Turkey , b u t wi th 
England . T h e czar and his counsellors rec­
ognize the fact t h a t if t h e t rea ty is carr ied 
out to t h e lettei Eng land will have a t ta ined 
a supremacy fatal to Russ ian ambi t i on . I t 
has been, in fact, Beaconsfield's pol icy—and 
he has succeeded admirably i n car ry ing i t 
ou t— to pe rmi t n o individual s tates on t h e 
Medi teranean to at ta in a dangerous suprem­
acy. H e has obviated t h a t danger by t ak ing 
supremacy himself for Eng land . 

Of t h e correctness of the p r e m i e r ' s decla­
ra t ion as t o t h e impossibil i ty of successfully 
invading Ind ia , n o one will t ake issue. These 
possessions a re in t renched agains t any i n ­
vasion. T h e mos t significant p a r t of h i s r e ­
m a r k s has already been al luded to—the de­
te rmina t ion of t h e Br i t i sh government to 
pe rmi t of no revision of t h e t reaty of Ber­
lin. Th i s may be considered as t h e Bri t i sh 
u l t ima tum. If Russia shall insist upon 
violating t h e provisions of t h a t t reaty Bhe 
mus t expect to encounter the a r m y a n d navy 
of Great Br i ta in in b a t t l j a r ray . If she 
consents to fulfill he r covenant to 
the let ter she mus t forego all claims to a 
commanding influence in the affairs of the 
Eas t . Whichever h o r n of the d i lemma she 
takes , she will get t h e worst of i t . 

DEMOCRATIC RESPONSIBILITY. 

T h e card of Mr . Purcol l , t h e cha i rman of 
the Democrat ic S ta te commi t t ee of New 
York, a brief s u m m a r y of which was p u b ­
lished in the G L O B E of yesterday, is a some­
what remarkable document . Mr . Purce l l 
assumes t h a t t h e New York Tribune's in ter­
pretat ions of the cipher dispatches alleged to 
have passed between Mr . Ti lden a n d h i s 
agents in S o u t h Carol ina and Flor ida are 
genuine , a n d t h a t t h e Democrat ic pa r ty is 
responsible for t hem a n d suffered in the re ­
cent elections because of a belief among t h e 
people t h a t t h e Democra t s as a body indorsed 
the p re sumed a t t e m p t of M r . T i lden to cor­
rup t the Pres iden t i a l electors of t h e two 
States named. T h e G L O B E , while empha t ­
ically expressing the belief t h a t t he pre tend­
ed explanat ion of the cipher dispatches does 
no t in t h e least degree compromise the per­
sonal or political integri ty of Mr . Ti lden, 
wishes to say t h a t Mr . Ti lden is n o t the 
Democra t ic pa r ty , and t h a t t he Democrat ic 
pa r ty is n o t responsible for whatever acts he 
has performed. I t fur thermore wishes to 
say t h a t t he T a m m a n y r ing of the Demo­
cra t ic pa r ty of New York city, which Mr . 
Purcel l r epresen ts , is no t the Democrat ic 
par ty , and t h a t the Democrat ic pa r t y is no t 
responsible for t h e acts of t h e T a m m a n y 
Democracy except so far as i t carries out t h e 
Democra t ic idea. 

T h e loss of several members of Congress 
from New York is , we believe, a calamity. 
There is n o disguis ing t h e fact. B u t we r e ­
gard the defeat of t h e Tammai .y and t h e 
Ti lden factions as a blessing, even 
t h o u g h t h e first resul ts may seem 
to be adverse. Nei ther faction can 
cla im t o be Democra t ic , for t h e 
reason tha t ne i ther seeks t h9 good of the 
whole people bu t of some part icular 
individual . T h e Ti lden faction n o doubt 
conspired wi th the Republ icans t o de­
feat t h e T a m m a n y nomina t i on s. T a m m a n y 
would have done t h e same t h i n g to defeat 
the nomina t ions of t h e Ti lden faction. Now 
t h a t bo th fact ions a re defeated we have 
reason for congra tu la t ion . 

W e most emphat ical ly p ro tes t aga ins t t h e 
Democra t ic pa r ty be ing held responsible for 
Mr. Ti lden 's acts, whether they m a y have 
been good or ill . W e also p ro tes t agains t 
t h e Democra t ic pa r ty be ing fathered wi th 
t h e sins of T a m m a n y . T h e pr inciples of 
the Democracy are well unders tood, a n d so 
far as pe r sons or organizat ions fur ther those 
principles we have n o fault t o find with 
t h e m . B u t when the pa r t y machinery is 
used for the purpose of fu r ther ing th i s 
or t h a t m a n ' s ambi t ion , t o t h e de t r imen t of 
t h e in te res t s of t h e whole people, the par t ies 
who use i t p rove themselves undemocra t ic . 
The proposed invest igat ion of t h e cipher 
dispatches by Congress cannot affect t he 
character or t h e s ta tus of the Democrat ic 
par ty , n o ma t t e r how i t may result . If i t 
shall bo shown tha t Ti lden was pr ivy to the 
dispatches laid a t h i s door, a n d that t he in­
terpre ta t ion of t h e m given ia correct, i t will 
compromise Mr . Ti lden, b u t no t t h e Demo­
cratic par ty . T h e Democra t ic pa r ty is s t rong 
in pr inciple , a n d can live down the evil acts 
of any of i ts m e m b e r s . I t rejoices in the 
downfall of T a m m a n y , recognizing the fact 
tha t T a m m a n y ha s done more t h a n any 
other organiza t ion to b r i n g i t in to disrepute . 
I t can rejoice i n t h e downfall of Ti lden, 
because there is a suspicion a m o n g t h e 
masses of t h e pa r ty tha t he would 
bend t h e par ty , i ts policy a n d i ts 
pr inciples , to his own advantage. T h e 
pa r ty has in the pas t survived m a n y hos t i le 
organizat ions, b o t h wi th in a n d wi thout it . 
I t has lived down t h e bad n a m e t h a t ind i ­
vidual m e m b e r s have given i t , a n d i s to-day 
s t rong in the affections of t h e people . T h e 
Democrat ic pa r ty is , in shor t , t h e pa r ty of 
the people. I t has J j een occasionally be­
trayed; i t h a s been often misrepresented by 
those who have been chosen to bear i ts 
s tandard , b u t i t is to-day rock-rooted, moun­
ta in-but t ressed—the same unyie ld ing foe to 
monopolies tha t i t always was; the same u n ­
fal ter ing champion of the r igh t s of t h e peo­
ple. Of i t s future the re can be bu t one pre­
dict ion. If republ ican government—a gov­
e rnmen t of the people, for the people a n d by 
t h e people—is t o be main ta ined , t h e Demo­
cratic par ty will bear t h e s t anda rd and win 
t h e day. If the poople a re t o be betrayed, 
the Democrat ic pa r ty will go b y t h e board, 
bu t in i ts death- throes will pro tes t in favor 
of free government—in favor of t h e r i g h t of 
man to govern himself. 

CHAMBEE OF COMMERCE. 

T H E H e n n e p i n county Democracy a re 
buried, locally speaking, very deep, and 
they deserve it . If they had s tood u p boldly 
and fought Mr . W a s h b u r n they would have 
saved a por t ion of the i r local t icket , a n d 
certainly defeated the t i tman in t h e distr ict . 
H i s defeat a t the polls would have BO da-
moral ized t h e Republ icans t h a t ano the r 
year t h e Democra t s would have made a clean 
sweep of the county . I t will now be a long 
t ime before H e n n e p i n county will elect a

Minneso ta ' s R o u t e to t h e Sea—An I n v i t a ­
t i on to a l l t a k e Cit ies t o P a r t i c i p a t e i n 
a C o m m e r c i a l Conven t ion H e r e N e x t 
Month—Delegates t o t h e Chicago Trade -
Conven t ion . 

T h e chamber of commerce he ld i t s weekly 
session yesterday morn ing , t h e H o n . H . H . 
Sibley in t h e chair . T h e first ma t t e r which 
came u p was the repor t of t h e special com­
mit tee on fixing a t ime a n d place for hold­
ing a Sta te convention of all t he c h a m b e r s 
of commerce relative to t h e improvement of 
t h e harbor of Du lu th . 

T h e H o n . H . M . Rice m a d e t h e repor t as 
follows: 
Mr. President: 

The committee to whom was referred the 
subject of improving the Dulu th harber, re­
commend the adoption of the following: 

Resolved. That i t is of the utmost importance 
to the industries of this State, as well as of the 
country a t large, that the benefits of open mar­
kets and cheap transportation should be se­
cured a t the earliest practical period, and 

WHEBEAS, All that is wanting to give 
for ocean sized vessels an open and free water 
way from Minnesota to the sea is t h e improv­
ing of the harbor of Duluth, so tha t such ves­
sels can feely enter the same. 

Therefore, be i t further 
Resolved, That for the purpose of considering 

the subject and takine such steps as will aid in 
its speedy accomplishment, tha t a convention 
be held in this city on Wednesday, Dec. 18th, 
and that invitations be extended to all cities, 
towns and districts in this State and in the 
neighboring States and Territories, and to all 
parties interested in the commerce of the great 
lakes, the Erie canal and the Hudson river, to 
send, delegates to said convention. 

Resolved, That the president of the chamber 
appoint, with power to act, a committee on in­
vitation, arrangements, and statistics. 

H. M. RICE, Chairman. 
Mr. B a n n i n g expressed t h e opin ion tha t 

the date as reported was too soon. 
M r . Rice on the other hand held tha t due 

prepara t ions had t o be made to present the 
mat t e r t o the legislature. If held later the 
holidays would interfere, a n d the legislature 
m e t i n January , which necessitated some 
act ion in December , so tha t t h e ma t t e r could 
be presented in shape for thei r considera­
t ion. 

T h e repor t as submi t ted was unanimously 
adopted. 

THB CHICAGO OOMMEEOIAL CONVENTION. 

Inqu i ry was made of the pres ident w h o m 
he h a d appoin ted as delegates to the com­
mercial convention holden in Chicago th i s 
week. 

T h e pres ident thereupon read out several 
names , and stated he had appoin ted them t o 
represent S t . P a u l subject to thei r accept­
ance a n d the endorsement of the meet ing. 
Var ious excuses were offered by the ap ­
pointees , a n d finally the ma t t e r resolved 
itself in to a genera l decl inat ion by all 
n a m e d . 

T h e m e m b e r s of t h e chamber t hen took 
u p the affair, and severally suggested names . 

Mr . H . P . Ha l l ' s n a m e was suggested, and 
he was unanimously elected. 

Col. J o h n X. Davidson was requested t o 
serve and accepted. 

H . A. Castle was named a n d signified a 
will ingness to go. 

D . R . Noyes was elected a delegate. 
Mr . Wilson was named and elected. 
Mr . Driscoll would like t h a t the pres ident 

of the chamber be one of t h e delegates. H e 
believed t h a t he would bet ter represent t h e 
city t h a n any one else. Th i s mot ion was 
unanimously seconded, a n d the mot ion pre ­
vailed wi th enthusiast ic unan imi ty . 

Mr . Bann ing asked what the object of t h e 
Chicago convention was. 

Gen. Sanborn explained t h a t t h e m a t t e r of 
interest to Minnesota was t h e extension of 
the Nor th Pacific route . 

Mr . B a n n i n g contended t h a t in no sense 
of t h e word was Chicago favorable to t h a t 
extension. I t would be a t r ibu ta ry to t h e 
lake t rade th rough Lake Superior , and i t was 
the policy of Chicago to dry u p L a k e Su­
per ior if possible.

IS T H I S ACCUSATION T K U E ? 

A Wife Charges Her Husband With Hurtl­
ing Her to Oeatli—What Startled the Oc­
cupants of a Mulberry-Street Tene­
ment- House on Sunday Afternoon- -Mrs. 
McGloine Found Wrapped in Flames in 
Her Red.

O n Sunday afternoon, abou t t h e t ime t h a t 
m a n y thousands were on their way t o church, 
smoke was seen to escape th rough t h e cracks 
of t h e door of t h e four th-s tory back room i n 
the large five-story brick tenement -house No . 
115 Mulberry street , a few doors n o r t h of 
Canal street. T h e house is crowded from 
top to bo t tom wi th t enan t s , who were quick­
ly aroused. T h e greatest confusion prevailed 
for a while; mo the r s r u n n i n g t h r o u g h t h e 
bui lding seeking thei r chi ldren, while o the r s 
hast i ly began collecting thei r scanty stock of 
household effects for ins tan t removal . 

A few of the more cool-headed of t h e m e n 
rushed to the room from which the smoke 
was issuing, and soon secured a n en t rance . 
Ins ide they were confronted wi th a frightful 
s ight . Recl in ing upon the bed lay a woman, 
wrapped like a m u m m y in t h e folds of t h e 
bed-clothing, which was rapidly becoming a 
sheet of flame. T h e first m a n who entered 
the room called to her to j u m p out of t h e 
bed and run , a s he himself feared to ap­
proach the bed. She lay perfectly still, how­
ever, only moan ing in reply. O the r persons 
came in with water in pails, which was freely 
poured over t h e slowly-roasting woman, 
' t h e flames ext inguished, she was recognized 
as Mrs . Mary McGloine, wife of t h e t e n a n t 
of the room. She was carried in to the hal l 
a n d placed u p o n some sheets, where she lay 
in the greatest agony. 

W h e n t h e s inged c lo th ing had been re­
moved from t h e woman ' s body i t was found 
t h a t her fLsh h a d been literally roasted in 
m a n y p a r t s of her body. As soon as Mrs . 
McGloine h a d recovered sufficiently to speak 
she charged her husband , J a s . McGloine, 
wi th ty ing her u p in t h e bed-clothes, pour ing 
kerosene oil upon them, and after se t t ing 
t hem on fire wi th some paper , locking the 
door a n d leaving her to he r fate. She fur­
ther said t h a t du r ing t h e morn ing her h u s ­
band, in a quarre l with her , had so bruised 
and beaten her t h a t she was compelled to 
take to bed. After th i s he swore tha t he 
would m u r d e r he r and b u r n the house. T h e 
woman ' s face bore evidence of i l l - t reatment , 
she hav ing a black eye a n d various severe 
contus ions . 

Upon the arrival of t h e officers, who had 
been summoned , Mrs . McGloine was carried 
back in to her room unt i l the arrival of an 
ambulance , when she was t aken t o St . Vin­
cen t ' s hospital , where she died yesterday 
m o r n i n g . T h e child of the couple, a boy 
some 5 years old, corroborated h i s mothe r ' s 
s tory regard ing the t ragedy, b u t in after con­
versations, ei ther f rom fright or fear, he con-
t i ad ic ted himself i n several par t iculars . 
Sergt . Wade, of t h e four teenth prec inc t , 
sent ou t officer Gohl to secure McGloine, t h e 
t enan t s of the house having failed to dis­
cover h i s whereabouts . After a shor t search 
the officer found his man in a saloon on 
Mulberry s treet enjoying himself wi th some 
companions . H e was first locked u p in t h e 
s ta t ion-house a n d afterward conveyed to the 
T o m b s . 

T h e prisoner , J a m e s McGloino, is an I r i sh­
m a n , abou t for ty years of age, and a laborer 
by occupation. Of a heavy build, wi th a 
shor t black beard covering his sul len coun­
tenance, h i s appearance is n o t of a prepos­
sessing na tu re . I n answer to quest ions p u t 
to h i m he acknowledged having quarre led 
with h i s wife in t h e morn ing , bu t charges 
t h a t she was in the habi t of ge t t ing d r u n k 
a n d of pawning her c lothing for l iquor . On 
t h e af ternoon in quest ion he claimed tha t 
she had taken one of her dresses, and , dis­
pos ing of i t in her usual way, spen t the pro­
ceeds in l iquor, a n d came home very much 
the worse for i t . And she lay down in the 
bed, h e went to the saloon to ge t some beer 
wi th fr iends, a n d while there he saw people 
r u n n i n g toward his house , whereupon he 
followed and was arrested. H e r e h is s tory 
differs from the officers, who found h i m in 
the saloon. 

O the r t enan t s of t h e house s ta te tha t , al­
though the McGloines had only been l iving 
there for abou t th ree weeks, they were 
known to quar re l every day, a n d on Sunday 
m o r n i n g the cries of the woman were heard 
all over the bui ld ing. 

Coroner Croker commit ted McGloine with­
out bail t o await t h e inquest on t h e wife's 
body, which will be held in a few days. 

A D A Y O F T H B I J L M N G E X C I T E M E N T . 

Forty Men Who Clung to the Masts of a 
Sunken Vessel for Fourteen Sours.

T h e four-masted barge R u t t e r went down 

unexpectedly on Thursday n i g h t about a 
half a mi le f rom the lake shore, hav ing forty 
m e n o n board . I n t h e s t o r m a t dayl ight the 
m e n were seen cl inging to t h e mas ts . They 
w t r e evidently fast growing benumbed , a n d 
every m i n u t e t h e waves b roke over t h e m . 
Not a t ug i n t h e Lud ing ton harbor wouid 
ven ture out . T h e s to rm was terrific. F ina l ­
ly Captain Kendr ick offered to make a n a t ­
t e m p t . H a wen t ou t in a government tug , 
towing a life-boat. Occasionally ne i ther 
craft could be seen. T h e crew from t h e 
life saving s ta t ion a t P o i n t au Sable arrived 
a t th i s t ime a n d t r ied t o shoot a l ine over 
the vessel f rom a mor ta r . T h e whole m o r n ­
ing passed. At two o'clock in t h e af ternoon 
t h e life-boat succeeded in shoot ing along­
side the mas ts a n d seven m e n dropped safe­
ly in . T h e life-boat then came ashore l ike 
a rocket , a n d hundreds upon hundreds of 
m e n bore her t h r o u g h t h e fsurf. Captain 
Morgan 's life saving crew t h e n s tar ted ou t 
after t h e o ther th i r ty - th ree m e n on the 
wreck, b u t i t seemed of n o avail. Every 
t ime t h e life-boat missed i t s m a r k a n d was 
driven ashore . J u s t a t sundown ano the r 
s t a r t was made , t h e l ine fell safely in frozen 
kands , and one after one t h e worn-out men 
crawled over t h e boa t ' s s ide, t o t h e joy of 
the great t h r o n g of men , women and chil­
d ren who blackened t h e beach for miles. 

At the funeral of a Cincinnati man, who had 
been barely able to eara the necessaries of life 
for his family, there was a band ef music

A B R A H A M LINCOLN'S B E A R D . 

How Little Kew York Girl Persuaded 
Him to Let it Grow. 

Mr. J o h n Carrol Power , t he custodian of 
the Lincoln m o n u m e n t a t Springfield, 111., 
and au thor of a Life of Lincoln, has con­
t r ibu ted to a Chicago paper some interes t ­
ing correspondence, inc luding a letter from 
Mrs . Grace Bedell Bill ings, formerly of New 
York, b u t now a resident of Kansas, describ 
ing how, as a child of 13 years , she wrote to 
Mr . L incoln du r ing t h e political campaign 
of 1860, and advised h i m to pe rmi t h is beard 
to grow. She says: 

" W e were a t tha t t ime residing a t West-
field, N . Y. My father , who was a s tanch 
Republ ican, b rough t one day t o me—who 
followed in his foot-steps' a n d was a zealous 
champion of Mr . Lincoln—a p i c t m e of 'Lin­
coln and Haml in , ' one of those coarse, ex­
aggerated likenesses which i t seems to be 
the fate of our long-suffering people to have 
t h ru s t before t h e m in such contests . You 
are familiar wi th Mr . Lincoln 's physiog­
nomy, a n d remember the h igh forehead over 
those sadly pathet ic eyes, th,e angular lower 
face, wi th t h e deep-cut l ines abou t the 
mouth . As I regarded t h e pic ture I said to 
m y mother : ' H e would look bet ter if he 
wore whiskers , and I mean to write and tell 
h im so. ' S h e laughingly assented, and I 
proceeded to give h i m m y n a m e , age, place 
of residence, m y views of h is fitness for the 
Pres idency, opinion of h is personal appear­
ance, a n d t h a t I t h o u g h t i t would be much 
improved if he would cult ivate whiskers , 
add ing , as an inducement , tha t if he would, 
I would t ry my best to coax my two Demo­
cratic bro thers to cast the i r votes for h im. 
I n m y hear t of hear t s I feared t h a t th is 
r a t he r free crit icism migh t give offense, and 
so t r ied to soften the blow by assuring h im 
tha t I t h o u g h t the "rai l fence a round his 
picture looked real pre t ty , ' and ended by 
ask ing h i m if he had n o t ime to answer my 
letter to allow his l i t t le girl to reply for h im. 
I r emember well one part icular , t he address: 
' I t b u r n s w i t h m m y memory yet: ' 'The 
H o n . Abraham Lincoln , Esq . ' W h e n I con­
fided to a sister tha t I had wri t ten to Mr . 
Lincoln, she expressed a doubt as to whether 
I had addressed it correctly. T o prove tha t 
I had , I rewrote t h e address and handed it 
to her for inspection. I was laughed a t until 
I was speedily reduced to a more 'humble ' 
f rame of m i n d than Dickens ' Ur iah Heep 
ever d ieamed of. His anxiety a t t h a t t ime 
mus t have bean intense. Bu t , amid all t h e 
care and turmoi l of his life ha found t ime to 
answer t h e let ter of a child. I am obliged 
to depend upon m y m e m o r y for Mr. L in ­
coln's leply, for a l though the original letter 
is still in my possession, i t is a t m y home in 
Delphos, Kan . I t h ink , however, I can give 
i t t o you intact , as I have read i t many t imes: 

SPRLNGFIELD, 111., Oct. 19, 1860. 
Miss Gracie Bedell: 

M r D E A K LITTLE M I S S : Your very agreeable 
letter is received; many thanks for i t . I regret 
the necessity of saying I have no litt le girls. I 
have three sons, one 17, one 9, and one 7 years of 
age; they, with their mother, consti tute my 
whole family. As to the whiskers, having 
never worn any, do you not th ink people might 
call i t a piece of silly affectation if I should 
begin wearing them now? Your very sincere 
friend, A. LLWOLN. 

"Nevertheless, m y suggestion was no t 
despised, a s you a r e aware, n o r was the cir­
cumstance forgot ten, as , after h i s election, 
he inqui red of H o n . G. W. Pa t te r son , who 
accompanied h im on his t r ip from Spr ing­
field to Wash ing ton , and whose residence 
was also a t Westfield, if he knew a family 
bear ing t h e n a m e of Bedell . Mr . Pa t t e r son 
rep ly ing i n the affirmative, Mr . Lincoln men­
t ioned tha t he had received a let ter from a 
li t t le gir l , "advis ing m e to wear whiskers, as 
she t h o u g h t i t would improve m y looks, and 
you see I have followed her suggestion. ' H e 
said, fur ther , t h a t t he character of the let ter 
was so unl ike t h e m a n y which he was daily 
receiving, some asking official influence, 
o thers for office, and m a n y th rea ten ing as­
sassination should he be elected, t h a t i t was 
a relief and a pleasure t o receive i t . W h e n 
t h e t r a in reached Westfield, Mr . Lincoln 
made a shor t speech f rom t h e p la t form of 
t h e car, and concluded by saying t h a t he had 
' a l i t t le correspondent a t Westfield called 
Grace Bedell , a n d if she were presen t he 
should l ike to see her . I was present , b u t 
the crowd was so grea t t h a t I had nei ther 
seen n o r heard t h e speaker, bu t a friend 
helped m e forward, a n d Mr . L inco ln stepped 
down to t h e pla t form where I stood, shook 
h a n d s and kissed m e , saying, as he touched 
his bea rd , 'You see I let these whiskers grow 
for you , Grace; shook m y h a n d s again 
cordially, and re-entered the cars , and t h a t 
was t h e last I ever saw of th i s hero and mar ­
tyr . T h a t he d id n o t forget m e I received 
occasional assurances, t h o u g h small woulu 
have been t h e wonder h a d I been forgot ten 
i n those dreadful days whieh followed."

Two of them have 
been shot dead by pursuers, two of them have 
been hanged by lynchers, and the survivor baa 
fled the Territory. Robbing stage coaches is a 
favorite method of suicide on the frontier. 

Pusey Anthony Peer, a negro, has obtained a 
verdict of $925 against the managers of the 
Arch street theatre. Philadelphia. He and his 
wife bought t ickets for orchestra seats, but 
were refused admission. They insisted on 
going in, and were rndly pushed aside by the 
door-tender. 

Washington Pott. A rural New England 
journal is gravely discussing the solemn ques­
tion: "Was Banks a greater general than 
Burnside?" In one sense each of these mili­
tary heroes was incomparably great. Neither 
of them ever scored less than 97)£ blunders out 
of a possible 100. 

A congress is soon to assemble at Lyons, 
France, in which the origin of the Gauls will bo 
discussed. Delegates from all branches of the 
Gaelic race, including Helvetians, Iberians, Li-
gurians, Ombnans, Belgians, Batavians, Scan­
dinavians, Scots, Sicilians, Zhodians, and Cre­
tans, are expected so at tend. 

The Russian papers announce the return of 
the river Amu Dana to its original bed. The 
Moscow Ga-ette thinks all that is now necessary-
is to make this change definite, and thus 
create a new route to India, the shortest and 
easiest, to seenre the connection of the Russian 
possessions in central Asia with the rest of the 
empire. 

The commissioners appointed to sell the 
lands of the disendowed church of Ireland arc 
advertising for small properties in various 
counties, ranging from a rental of 530 a year 
to 5s2.000. Many are bought by tenants who 
are offered the chance. I t is hoped that the 
sale of these lands will considerably increase 
the number of small owners. 

San Francisco is getting along with the Bea-
conBfield casket, and will have it ready for pre­
sentation by the t ime the treaty of Berlin is 
stuck on the point of a million or so of bayo­
nets. There was a meeting of the subscribers 
to the testimonial the other day, and though 
the casket was exhibited it was for some reason 
sent back to the manufacturers. 

I t is the fashion to point out as one of the 
objections to stimulative drink that it costs so 
much, but if people take none they require 
more food. In Frankfort, the members of the 
peace congress, who are chiefly teetotallers, 
amazed their hotel keeper by their appetites, 
as compared with an equal number of his coun­
trymen who drink beer and wine. 

Two bears caged in the St. Louis zoological 
garden had a furious fight. They hugged and 
bit each other for half an hour, unmindful of 
being poked with a sharp stick by the keeper. 
The smaller one was at last vanquished, bu t re­
ceived no mercy, the other springing on him as 
he lay whining on his back, and clasping him 
by the throat unti l he was choked to death.

The waitress 
took i t away, and returned with one of mon­
strous Bize. Tbe guest regarded that as an 
enormity, and boxed the waitress' ears. The 
waitress retaliated by scratching. Then the 
two women fought like cats unti l parted by 
force. 

William Gifford Palgrave, the Orientalist, is 
appointed consul general to Bulgaria. He is a 
son of Sir FranciB Palgrave, long keeper of the 
records, a very learned Jew, whose name waa 
Cohen until he changed i t to Palgrave, and 
probably was a friend of the elder Disraeli, 
their pursui ts being akin. Francis Palgrave, 
compiler of the well-known "Golden Treasury 
of Song," is a brother of the new consul gen­
eral. 

The Eight Hon. O. P . Villiers, a parliament­
ary veteran who has represented Wolverhamp­
ton, capital of the "black country ," in the 
Liberal interest far forty-three years, is to have 
a s tatue erected to him there. Mr. Villiers is 
brother to the late foreign secretary, Lord 
Clarendon. To Mr. Villiers, scarcely leas than 
to Cobden and Bright, waa due the repeal of 
the corn laws; bu t he baa lived long enough 
for these services to be forgotten by the general
