THE METROPOLITAN TROUPE,
Unele Tom Goes Out in a Blaze of White
and IRed Lights—2%e Most Suvecessful

Dramuatic Lvent in luiesote IHistory—

New Atiractions for the Future,

Last night was the closing performance of
Unecle Tom’s Cabin by the Metropolitan com-
bination at Pence Opera Housa. It hada
ran of nine nights and a matinee, with fuil
houges at each recurring performance, more
than half of which the theater was filled to
overflowing, while at the last two of the per-
mances crowds of people were turned
away for the want of even stand-
ing room, It may  safely be
set down ar the most euccessful and satis-
factory (both to the management and the
public) dramatic event that ever transpired
in Minnesota.

The success of Uncle Tom’s Cabin has
demonstrated two facts: TFirat, that Messrs.
Murray & Godwin have succeeded in securing
a troupe satisfactory to the Minneapolis pub-
lic; and secondly, that Minneapolis is always
ready to pay a just equivalent in patronage
tor LLe legitimate presentation of the legiti-
mate drama. The presentation of Uncle
Tom was by no menns perfect, some of the
parts (notably, George Harris and Legree)
were weakly conceived and poorly portrayed.
In this there was excuse enough for the
broad mantle of charity, however, as the
gentleman sustaining them was an amatear.
But he has to bridge a wide chasm before
he can take professional rank.

The plantation melodies, rendered by local
colored talent, were very good ‘onsidering
the amount of previous training.

Uncle Tom, generally speaking, was well
rendered—a little too much music, possibly,
for so unmmusical a voice, but then n charac-
ter does not hinge upon musical talent. In
cese the play is reproduced the management
will do well to instract Mr. Horton to sing
but one stanza of that grand old hymn,
“Flee to the Alountain.” Its rendering
served only the purpose of putting artistic
teeth on edge—the Gronr refers to Mr., Bry-
ton for an endorsement of this eriticism.

IMr. Murray a8 Phineas, the Yankee
Quaker, was excellent, of course—he never
fails to be—and so was the omnipresent
Marks the lawyer, handled and created by
Mr. Irving. Bryton, as 8t. Clair, did all that
the part reqmired—shed tears gracefully,
looked the charucter, was murdered hand-
somely, and died so beatifully—and that was
just all that was expected of the character.
Bryton’s talents run more partienlarly in the
vein of Sir Francis Lovison and Mercutio.
There’s a hint which costs hirn nothing.

What more is to be eaid, except that
around Topsy and little Eva gathered the
entire sympathies of the audience, They
were the opposite poles of the magnet.
Topsy captured the galleries, and with her
songs and jigs bronght every gamin to her
feet as a worshipper, while the little touches
of nature, dropped throughout the part like
pearls strong with glass beads, showed the
true artist. DMiss Cartland evidontly does
not like the part, but she knows exactly how
to play it. Hattie Irving was the very best
conception of little Eva, and both in looks
and action took full possession of the emo-
tional part of the audience. Her song,
“Gates Ajar,” proves that she has a musical
gift worth cultivating.

To-night will be presented the “Serions
Family,” with the following cast: Amini-
dab Sleek, Mr. John Murray; Lady Ormsby
Delmaime, Miss Grace Cartland; Capt. Mar-
phy McGuire, Mr. I'red Bryton; Charles Lor-
rens, Mr. J. E. Irving; Mrs. Lowerby Cream-
ly, Mrs. J. E. Irving.

This piece is one of the old standard com-
edies, and will serve the purpose of bring-
ing out all of Mr. Murray’s talent.

CITY COUNCIL.

Who Shall Pay For Fifth Ward Grading---
Ald. Burrows Gets His Lamps and Sits
Down on Other DIeoples---Baron Fon
Washburn Gains a Victory in the Rail-
way Fight by ¢ Bare Majority of One---No
Other Railway Need Apply for Admission
to the Baronyy.

A regular meeting of the city council was
held at the council chamber last night, Pres-
ident Corzer in the chair, and fifteen alder-
men being present—those absent being Ald.
Anderson, Bendeke and Gilson.

J. B. Bassett, president of the Minneapolis
Eastern railroad, asked permission to remove
refaining wall at west end of suspension

bridge. Referred to committee on roads and
bridges, with power to act.

The Minneapolis Tastern railway asked
permission to widen the First street railroad
bridge so as to accommodate t.aeir proposed
track. Heferred, with power to act.

'Lhe city engineer reported first approxi-
mate estimate of Matt. Friar, amounting to
250, for grading Nicollet avenue for the ac-
commodation of the Lyndale street railway.

Ald. Snyder (of Fifth ward) wanled the
estimale referred to the city attorney, to see
who should pay it.

Ald. Waitt, of the Third ward, wanted it
paid from the Fifth ward fund.

S0 also did Ald. Andrews of the Second
ward.

Referred to city attorney for a legal opin-
ion.

A. D. Mulford and the N. W. Fuel company
Pooled their bide—(:$8.50 and #8.75 per ton
for hard coal.) The proper officers were in-
structed to buy at the bids what was needed.

Three new lamp-posts wers ordered erect-
ed on the East side, Ald. Gale, Snyder and
Walsh voting against the glims.

Ald. Barrows, (from the Second ward,) got
through his three lamps, and then sst down
on Ald. Walsh’s three lamps in (he Sixth
ward, giving him only one.

Ald. Barrows also incontinently squelched
cight other lamps in the West division.
[ Well, they need a great deal of light in the
Fourth ward—thers is where they voted solid
for Wash.—Gropz Rer.]

THE RAILROAD FIGHT,

The committee on railroads submitted a
report recommending that the Minneapolis
& Bt. Louis railway be granted the right of

way for one track across Fifth and Sixth ave-
nues south. (This was the vexed question in
dispnte betweea the Minneapolis & St. Lonis
and the Minneapolis Laztern railways —the
firet corporation trying to monopolize the
right of way to the heart of the milling
center.)

Ald. Walsh opposed the granting of special
privileges to one corporation.

Ald. Morse and Camp favored the passage
of the amended ordinance as presented by
the railroad committee.

Ald, Walsh offered ths following amend-
ment to section 4 :

Provided—That the said Minneapolis &
St. Lonis railway shall go place their said one
track in erossing said avennes under the di-
rection of the city engineer, so that the said
one track shall not cenflict with any right of
way which may hereafter Le asked for by
any other party, or parties or corporation io
place another line of railway or spur track
within reasonable distance of the said Min-
neapolis & 8t. Louis track, in endeavoring to
reach the same locality, which the said Min-
neapolis & St. Louis is now trying to reach.
T'he question was on the adoption of the
amendment of Ald. Walsh, and the roll being
called there were 7 yeas and 8 nays, as fol-
lows:

Yeas—Ald. Hangan, Lyons, Morsé, Thielen,
Waitt, Walsh, Mr. President—7.

Nays—Ald. Andrews, Barrows, Camp, Gale,
Nelson, Bmith, Bnyder, Woodward—8,

And so the amendment was lost.

[This amendment was a test qnestion as
to the aldermen acting in the interest of the
St. Lonis railwhy, as against the public in-
terest. ''he adoption of the amendment
would have given the Minneapolis Eastern
equal privileges with Baron von Washburn’s
little railway. It was killed only by a ma-
jority of ome, and the line was clearly
drawn.—Groze Ree. ]

The ordinance then went to its third read-
ing and passage.

The question was shall the ordinance pass,
and the roll being called, there were 10 yeas
and 5 nays, as follows:

Yeas— Ald. Andrews, Barrows, Camp,
Gale, Morse, Nelson, Bmith, Snyder, 'Thie-
len, Woodward—10.

Neys—Ald. Haungan, Lyons, Wailt, Walsh,
Mr. President—3a,

And so the ordinancs was pagsed.

Ald. Walsh desired to changs Lis vote for
the purpose of giving notice of a reconsid-
eration. He was roled out of order, as the
vote had been announced and the couneil
declined to allow the alderman to change.
Some personal explarfations (spicy and di-
rect) were then indulged in, when the Baron
and his retainers retired smiling from the
council chamber.

Some minor mattors were then disposed
of, and the council adjourned.

ST. PAUL TRADE.

The month of November is on the wane and
the weather etill bright, clear and warm.
Slight white frosts at night, with gloriously
bright sunshiny days without a flecking of
snow or the breath of a northwester to warn
the approach of winter. No cold, drizzling
rains freezing into icicles, sloshy streets and
“‘gumbo” roads. Treveling was never mora
agreeable and never more easy, the roads being

in most excellent condition, and yet during the
week wheat has been coming ‘in bunt very

slowly. The whole number of bushels
received at this point the past week
has not much exceeded the amount

received on any very lively day. The same
causes operate ageinst heavy receipts, as those
mentioned last week—first and foremost the
low prices ard the unsasisfactory method of
determining the grades, Another canse is #s-
signed. The weather being o mild and favor-
ableto farm work the man of forethought
and sagacity foresees a busy, crowded spring
to follow this bright, open sutumn;and all the
plough can do now will be so much gained then.
Indeed, it is thought that the ground being so
dry that ploughing will bs practicable long
after  frost sets in  with vigor. In
reference to the grading of wheat the
farmers generally are beginning to understand
the groes swindles perpetrated on them by the
brass kettle. One farmer had his wheat tested
last week by five different testers and not two
gave the eame results, and he ultimately took
his wheat to a grist mill, had it ground and
sold the flour, and in this way meaking nearly
90 centa per bushel for his wheat besidea hay-
ing the bran for feed. There ia only one way
for farmers to do if they sell their wheat—in-
sist upon the kettle being dipped .into the
wheat in filling or filled witha scoop, the wheat
being dropped in bulk into the tester. But
there is one thing he should look ont for and
avoid, the buyer forcing the bottom of the
teater down into the wheat, for this device will
make a great difference in the weight of the

two quarts. A better plan would be to insist
upon their wheat being tested by
the bhalf bushel or not sell at all.

They can do as others have done, convert their
wheat into flour, and sell that. There has been
but one change in prices, that of 54 pound
wheat, which was raised 2c at this market, malk-
ing it 5le.

There have heen a few loads of new corn
hrought to market and offered at Sle. It was
in every instance good, sound, hard corn, of
excellent growth and well ripened. The crop
this year is unusually heavy and fine, and con-
sequently prices may be expected to decline
when it 1s more generally shipped, There has
been n better demand for old, hut stocks con-
tinune large, and receipta are liberal.

QOats still ramain dull, with prices 2¢ lower.
Receipts are heavy, and demand only fair. If
onld westher was foset in feed of all kinds would
move more freely, but no better market can
be expected till the enow fliea.

There has been quite a spurt in ground feed
during the week, and orders have been quite
imperative from tlhe lumber districts. Ship-
ments have besn in pgreater quantities, and
considerable of accnmulated stocks have moved
off. Thesnvply, however, ia adequate toall
demands, and prices remain unchanged.

Sack barley, as that what comes to market,
is almest o drag, there being no demand for
poor grades, There has not been for weeks
znything offered which will grade higher than
No. 3, and the highest fignres offered during
the past weelt was 45¢.

Butter continues to command good remuner-
ative prices if of good quality. The supply of
good dairy packed and roll butter has heen
fairly libera!, but not sufficient tu satisfy the
demand. 3

Eags are in request ab 20¢ if they come to
market in good condition. The supply is light,
and seems, notwithstanding the mild and
favorable weather, to have fallen off during
the past weelk.

The market in meats has not been active
owingin a measure to the warm weather. Mess
pork is dull and unstead i hams and smolked
meats are in fuir demand; drezsed hogs sell at
e, and if prime, 3l(c; the receipts, however,
are very light, and retailers will give from l{c
to }gc more. Venison is coming in freely, but
prices are low from the unusual continued
mildness of the weather, OF course much de-
pends upon what shape the meat is in when it
arrives as to the price it will realize. We quote
venison from 4c to 62 for ordinary, and 8¢ for
prime.

There is no improvement to report in the
cattle market. The supply during the week
has been more than sufficient to meet the light,
local demand. A visit round to all the stock
yards in the city to-duy showed the number in
the sheds to be under 300, and of these the
greater part were very inferior beef. There
were, however, a few good steers and heifers,
but tiese do not scem to meet so ready sale as
the poorer qualities, butchers preferring to give
214 @22c for old and poor beef, rather than pay
8)jc for fleshed steers. The market is fairly
sapplied with oxen, fresh melch cows and
sheep. The firsi are held for 3@34e, or by the
yoke from 2100 to $150; cows (in fresh millk)
sellall the way from $30 to $45. Mutton is
worth 3@ 3.

‘There 18 nothing new to report in frults, the
market remaining as reported last weelk, active
and vigorous. Apples are worth 2,00 and
£2.50 of prime fruit. Many, however, come to
market so badly packed that they are disposed
of at anction for $1.00@#1.25. But even at
this price they are dear when bad ones are
picked ont. Cranberries are in good demand at
last weck's quotations, $1.50@%1.75 to commis-
sion men, 25¢ addit:onal to the retailer,

. The continuation of Indian summer weather
makes all branches of jobbing trade dull.
Conntry dealers cannot dispose of their stocks,
and of conrse do not require to replenish their
lines. Another cnuse for the inactivity of busi-
ness is that farmers are not selling their wheat,
and of course cannot buy clothing or anything
more than ries for | keeping. Spells
of inactivity like the past week only show how
perfectly dependent the city is upon the coun-
try—there is no denying the faot the farmer is
king! Collections are reported as very slow,

‘| some of the large houses state that money is

lighter than it has been for some time, Dry
goods houses are especially dull, and no doubt
they will continue to be so till colder weather
setain. The same may be said of boots and
shoes, leather and findings. Hardware houses,
though fairly active, arenot doing the business
they ought. But a little really cold weather
and a snow storm will change all this.
Grocersare doing a good steady business—
the weather does not interfere with them ma-
terially—but they, like all other branches,
would like it better if collections were a little
livelier.

Coffees are quoted firmer this week; teas are
steady; sngars weak and fluctuating. Kerosene
oilis Ie lower,

There arc a few changes in drnga to record,
opinm has suffered a decline of 10¢, and nitrate
of silver Se, while essential oils have risen

became strong and advanced }{@X per cent, North-
western ghares sold up to the highest of the season.
Coal stocks after declining 4@1'% per cent. recov-
ered Y@1Y per cent., the extreme fluctuations being
in New Jerzey Central.
