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ERNGLAND'S GRIEVANOUE AGAINST

Lord Cranbrook's Dispateh to the Viceroy
of Tudia Relative to the Difficalty—The

The Afghan War,

THNE CASUS DELLL
Loxpox, Nov. 21,-—The dispatch published by
the government from Lord Cranbrook, secretary
of state for India, to Lord Lytton, is an indict-
ment of the frontier policy of Gladstone's ad-
ministration and a defense of the policy of the
present government. It says the censistent aim

of the British government during a series of

years has been to establish on its nort hwestern
border a strong, friendly and independent state,
with interests in uniron with those of the In-
dian government, and ready to act in certain
eventualities as auxiliary in the protection of
the fronlier from forcign intrigne or aggression.
1t was considered that the objects of the gov-
ernment would be best obtained by winning
the friendship andallianee of Bhecre Ali and his
people by a friendly recognition of the ex-
isting order of things, and a poliey of non-
interference. The outposts of Russia were then
distant from the borders of Afghaniatan, and
his lordship’s government attached no special
importance to the probability and danger of
the  “wwth of the furmer power in the direction
of . fin, which they considered could n any
cuse fest be restrained or innocuous by o
friendly understanding on the subject hetween
the English and Russinn cabinets, and early in
1569 friendly negotintions were initiated at St.
Petersburg which terminated 1 a very dirtinet
understanding and in u recognition by the
czar's government of the limits of the ameer's
territories, in complete nccord with the wishes
of Sheere Al and the Lntish government, The
capture or Khiva by the forees of the czar in
the spring of 1573, and the total subordination
of that kbanat to Rossia, cunsed Sheere Ali
considerable alarm, and led him to question the
value of the pledges with reference to
Afghanistan, which had been given by
the czar to Bogland and commuvnicated by
England to the umeer. Lord Northbrook was
piepared to assure the ameer that under cer-
tain conditions the govern ment of India would
assist him to repel nnpr ovoked aggression, but
her majesty’s povernment at home did not
shure his  higbness' apprehension, and the
vigeroy ultimutely informed the mceer thata
discussion of the question would be best post-
poned to a more convenient season.  The effect
of this anuounecement on his highness, although
conveyed in cencilitory langnage, was not
favorabie. The policy which dictated it was
unintelligible to his mind, and he received it
with feelings of chagrin and disappointment,
His reply wus conched in terms of ill disguised
sarcasm. He touk no note of the viceroy’s pro-
posal to depute n British officer te examine the
narthern frontier of Afghanistan. He suabse-
quently refused permission to Sir Dounglass
Fursyth to return from Kashgar to India
through Cabul. He left untouched a gift of
money lodged to his eredit by the Indian gov-
ernment, and generally assumed toward it an
attitude of sullen reserve,

Buch was the posiition of affaits when her
mrjesty’s present advisers assumed office.  The
maintenance of Afghanistan, a strong friendly
power, bad at all times been the ohject of the
British policy. The method adopted in obtuin-
ing that object had not met with the success
that wis deservable. Its accomplishment was
nevertheless a matter of grave importancs,
und it had now to be considered with reference
to the rapid march of eventa in Turkestan.
IHer majesty’s government could not view with
indifference the probable influence of those
events upon the character of an Asiatic priace
whoso dominiona were thereby
brought  within 2  steadily parrowing
circle between two great military empires, and
although no immediate damage appeared to
threaten British interests on the frontier of
Afghunistan, the position in Central Asia had
become sufficiently grave to suggest the neces-
sity of timely precantion. Her majesty's gov-
crnment considered that the first step necessary
was an improvement of their relations with the
Ameer himself,  Consequently, when Lord
Lytton was sent to India he was instructed to
offer the Ameer the protection he previously
solicited, pamely, substantial pecuniary aid,
the recognition of his dynasty, and the pledge
of material sapport against unprovoked for-
eign agpression, eonditionally upon the Ameer
allowing British agents to have access to posi-
tiona in his territory except Cubul, where they
could sequire trustworthy intelligence of
events likely to  threaten the tranqguility
and independence of Afghanistan. Buch aceess
wus neccesary as a eubstantial proof of the
nnity of the ameer's interests with those of
Great Dritain.  The abortive ending of the
commission of Col. Bir Lewis Pelly is then nar-
rated, and facts are brought out that the offers
to the ameer were exceedingly liberal, and the
demands upon him not oppressive, but ko met
both by a rebearsal of grievances dating from
1272, and thongh negotiations at Peshawur
ware terminated by the death of the ameer's
tnvey, yet Sheere Ali's language and condnet
Lad been so inimieal as to justify Lord Lytton
in ussuming that bis overtures were practically
rejected,  'Uhe amecr persisted in his unfriendly
refation, and ultimate aving two years ago
I to recel sh envoy, even tem-
porarily within Lis territory, on the gronnd
thiat he could not guarantee his sately, and
would not thereafter be left with any excuse
for declining to receive Huossian missions, he
has enclosed with every appearance of ostenta-
tion an embas<y from the czar dispatched to
Liis conrt at a time when there were indications
that the interruption of friendly relations be-
tween this country and Russia might bo immi-
nrnt.

In these circumstances, your excellency rep-
resented to her majesty's government that the
policy of inretion eould no longer be persisted
in, undl that the ameer's reception of the Rus-
sian missiom nt such a time, under such eir-
cumstances, left him no further excuse for de-
clining to reecive at his capital an envoy from
the British government.  Your excellency pro-
posed, therefore, to demand the reception of a
inission at Cabul, headed by an oflicer of rank
in the person of Gen. Sir Neville Chamberlain,
whose nnme and family are held in high esteem
by the ameer,

“I'he dispateh gocs on to say the conduct of
the Ameer in refosing to receive the mission
wias wholly without justification. He was
aware from various communicalions addressed
to him by vour excellency’s predecessors that
the Hussian government had given assurances
to the government of her majesty to regard his
territories as completely behind its sphere of
ection. He was equally aware that the whole
poliey of the British government, since his ac-
evssion to the throne, had been to strengthen
his power and authority, and to protect him
from foreign agaression, although the methods
adopted for doing so may not have accorded
with his bighnes's own view, He had received
from the Dritish pgovernment evidence of
good will manifested by large gifts of
money and arms, as well as by its
saceea=ful efforts in obtaining from the czar's
povernment ils formal recognition of & fixed
boundary, agreeable to himself, hetween his
kingdmn and neighboring Khanates. His anb-
jects had heen allowed to pass freely through-
out Juden, to the great benefit of the trade
and eommerce of his conntry, and in'no ringle
inutance has the ameer himeelf, or any of his
people, been treated uujustly or unhospitably
within British jurisdigtion, By every bond
of international courtesy as well as by treaty
engagenent of 1863, existing between the two
countries, binding him to be a friend of our
friend and an enemy to our enemies, the
ameer was bound to a line of conduct the
reverse of that which he adopted. Her
majesty’s  government were unwilling to
peeept the evasive letter bronght from Cabul

by Nawel Gholham Hussam Khan, as Bheere
Ali's finnl answer, and determined to give him

& ehort time for a reconsideration. VWhile,

therefore, her majesty's government acknowl-

edged fully as binding on them the pledges
given by Bir Neville Chamberlain to the friend-
1y chiefs and people who undertook the safe
conduct of his mission, they desired to make
an effort to avert the calamit'es of war, and
with this object instructed your excellency to
address to his highness a demand in temperate
language, requiring a full and suitable apology
within a given time, for the affront to which he
has offered the British government, the recep-
tion of =& permanent British mission
within his territories, and reparation for any
injury inflicted by him on the tribes who af-
tended Gen. Bir Neville Chamberlain, and
Major Canagnari, as well as undertaking not to
molest them hereafter. These instructions
were promptly carried into effect by your ex-
cellency’s government, and the ameer has been
informed that unless a clear and satisfactory
reply be received from him by the 20th of No-
vember, you will be compelled to consider his
intentions as hostile, and to treat him as a
declared enemy. 1t ouly remains for me to as-
sure your excellency of the cordial support of
her majeaty's government in the onerous cir-
¢nmatances in which you are placed, and to
atate that I have received the commands of her
majesiy to publish this dispatch for the general
information of thie public in anticipation of
the papers connected with the important ques-
tion with which it deals.
THE AFGHAN WAR.

Boupay, Nov. 21.—A special dispatch from
Thal to-day announces that British troops oc-
cupied Fort Kapion without resistance, the
Afghans retiring buorriedly. Fort Eapion, or
Kipiyanga, is a station beyoud the frontier, op-
posite Thal, or Thull. Its abandonment was
anticipauted. No resistance is expected until
the upper end of the Kulram valley is reached.
The native tribes in the valley profess good
will towards the British, Gen, Hoberts com-
mands.

Carcurra, Nov. 21.—All the columns have
been ordered to cross the frontier to-day. All
telegrams detailing the movements or disposi-
tion of troops have been stopped by tho mili-
tary auntborities. The first troops crossed this
morning, the Tenth Hussars at 3 o'clock. They
found ¥ort Kapyanga sbandoned, but three
children had been left there. Gen, Roberts'
force at once moved forward on Fort Ahme-
dishama, five miles further up the valley,
Loxpox, Nov. 21.—There is no excitement
over the Indian news, The precincts of the
stock exchange and Bank of England are gunieter
even than usunal.

DEPLOYING TO THE FRONT.
LoxpoN, Nov. 21.—A correspondent tele-
graphs from the camp of the Khyber column
Tharsday at daybrealk as follows: The first and
second brigades have long since started. The
first intends to turn Fort Ali Musjid by the
mountain road, whilst the sceond will attack
the mountain Kohtaskos, commanding the fort
on which the Afghans have placed a battery.
The third and fonrth brigades are just about to
gtart by the main road up the pass, but this
latter movement is only intended as a demon-
stration, as it is thought the torning movement

will compel the Afghans to abandon their de-
fenses.

THE PROGRAMME.
A dispatch from Lahore on Thursday says if
the attack on Fort Ali Musjid is successful, the
advanced brigade will press forward and en-
camp outside the pass, It is only intended to
push the advance of this column to Dakka,
near Lallerra, this year. The Guettah column
will halt at Bishoon until it is joined by Gen.
Stewart. The Khurum column has occupied
TFort Ahmedishams. Up to 8 o’clock last even-
ing no news had been received concerning the
attack on Fort Ali Musjid.

A FOOLISH BOAST, .
A dispatch from Berlin reports that Gen.
Kauffman, presenting n sword to the Afghan
envoy at Tashkend for transmiksion to the
Amcer, declared that whoever sided with Rus-
sia need not fear that a hair of his head would
be injured.

THE ADVARCE.

Lanorg, Nov. 21.—The British force advan-
cing from Guettah has arrived at Kushlak, ten
miles distant. The cold is intense. About 100
men are sick in each regiment. Warm clothes
are urgently required. Anxiety is felt regard-
ing the weather, A proclamation of the vice-
roy has been read to the Belooch chiefs, stat-
ing that war will only be waged against the
Ameer, and advising the people to remain at
their homes, The Guettah colum numbers 5,-
260 men., A division commanded by Lieat.
Gen. Donald Btewart, numbering 6,330 men,
has left Moohlen for Guettah.

RUSSIA AND ENGLAND HARMONIOUS,
Brussers, Nov. 2l.—The Russian organ, Le
XNord, in an article on the Afghan war, says the
reports which will doubtless be propagated rel-
ative to complicatious hetween England and
Russia, may be characterized heforehand aa
fulse. All prospects of snch eventuality may
be put out of question with perfect assurance.

PAYING THE AWATD.

WasmmNaToN, Nov. 21.—In pursuance with
instructions from the secretary of state, the
American minister in London, Myr. Welch, to-
day tendered the British government, in the
person of Lord Balisbury, the snm of §5,500.-
000 gold, arcompanying the payment with the
following communication. Thereceipt of pay-
ment was acknowledged by Lord Salisbury in
due form:

LEGATION OF THE UNITED STATES, i
Loxpow, Nov. 21, 1878, |
My Lonp: I have been instructed by the
President of the United Btates to tender to
her majesty’s government the sum of £5,500,-
000 in gold ¢oin, this being the sum named by
two concurring members of the fisheries
commission lately setting at Halifax,
under  suthority imparted thereto by
the treaty of Washington, to be paid by the
government of the United Btates to the gov-
ernment of her Britaric majesty, I am also
instructed by the President to say that such
payment is made upon the ground that the
government of the United Biates desires to
place the maintenance of good faithin treat-
ies, and the security and value of arbitrations
above all question inits relations with her Brit-
tanic majesty’s government as with all other
governments. Under this motive the guvern-
ment of the Uniled Btates decides to separate
the question of withholding payment from
consideration touching the obligation of the
payment, which has been presented to her
majesty's government in correspondence, and
which it reserves and insists upon.
I am, besides, instructed by the President to
fay that the government of the United States
deems 1t of great impurtance to the common
aund friendly iaterests of the two governments
in all future treatment of any questions re-
lating to the North Amecrican fisheries that her
Brittanic majesty's government should be dis-
tinctly advised that the government of the
United States cannot accept the result of the
Halifax commission as furnishing any just
measure of value of the participation by our
citizens in the in-shore fisheries of the British
provinces, and its protest againat the actual
payment now made being considered by her
majesty’s government as in any sense an
acquiescence in sunh measure, or as warranting
any inference to that effect. I have, ete., ete..

GAMBETTA VS. FOURTON.

Paris, Nov. 2l.—Gambetta and De Founrton
are announced to fight with pistols to-day at
Haut Bruyeres. Later: The parties met and
had one exchange of shots at thirty-five paces.
Nerther was hurt.

M. De Fourton, in his defense before the
chamber, referred to Gambetta’s speech as
favoring the ostracism of all not old republi-
onns. Gambetta said: “‘That is a falsehood,"”
On demend of President Grevy, Gambetta said:
*I withdraw the words in deference to thornles
of the house.” The official account of the
meeting which took place at Plassis Piequot,

not Haut Bruyeres, signed by the principles
and seconds, eays: ‘‘De Fourton, considering
Gambetta's withdrawal, did not modify the
offensiveness of the cpithet, requested deputies
Blair, De Bourbon ang Robert Mitchell to de-
mand satisfaction. Gambetta named deputies
Allain, Targe and Ch eau as his ds,
and refused to make a further withdrawal than
that borne on the official minutes. De Fourton
won the choice of weapons, and named pistols,
Both fired at the word, and missed.”” No far.

ITALTAN POLITICS,
Loxvox, Nov, 21.—A dispatch from Rome
"rays the coolness of the Scnate and chamber of
deputies towards Birnor Sanardelli, minister of
the interior, was very marked to-day. His
early resignation is considered inevitable. Big-
nor Zanardelli informed the chambers that the
government intended to take measures it
deemed necessary against secrot revolutionary
societies. It would firmly uphold the prinei-
ples of liberty, but could not enter upon any
compromise with assassins. The king and
queen will return to Rome on the 24th inst.

Prsa, Italy, Nov. 21.—Daring a celebration
by students and citizens last evening of Queen
Ma-garita's birthday, a bomb was thrown into
the crowd, but without serious results. The

person supposed to have thrown the missile was
arrested.

A TEDERALIST PLOT,
Loxpox, Nov. 21.—A special from Madrid
says the naval authorities at Carthage have dis-

covered a federalist plot, and arrested some
officers, who will be courtmartialed. One of
the ringleaders has fled. The sailors are loyal.

FOES OF DISEASE.

The Meeting of the American Health As-
soclation—Report of the Committee on
the Yellow Fever Commission’s Conelu-
slons—How the Polson May be Detected
in the System.

. Ricimoxp, Va., Nov. 21.—At the session of
the National Health association, Surgeon J. B.
Billings, U, 8. A., submitted a report from the
committee to which was referred the general
report of the yellow fever commission, and
setting forth that they bad examintd said re-
port and return it to the executive committee
with the following remarks:

First—That it 1s evident the vellow fever
commission exercised great diligence in col-
lecting data with regard to the late epidemic,
and that its labors in this direction deserve the
full approbation of the American Public
Heulth association,

Second—That the preliminary conclusions
presented are in accordance with the prevailing
opinions of the medieal profession of this and
other countries, with the exception of that re-
lating to disinfection.

Third—The method of investigation pursned
by the commission is considered satisfactory,
and in fact the only one which could have been
employed so far as obtaining the history of this
epidemic is concerned.

Fourth—1It is believed to be of great import-
ance that the invesiigation thus commenced
should be made as thorough and complete as
possible in accordance with the methods of the
commission.

The commission think it proper to ohserve
that the investigation should take a much
wider range, since what is desired is to obtain,
if possible, a knowledge of the cause of yellow
fever—a knowledge which the most complete
history of the ¢pidemic than can be made will
not be able to furnish. If yellow fever is sup-
posed to be due to a specific, material

thing, serme means are desired of recognizing
the presence of that thing other than the fact
of the oceurrence of the specific disesse in

human subjects, and hence one of the first

things to be songht is sume animal or organism
in which it may be possible to produce either
yellow fever or somo specific or recognizable

effect of the yellow fever poison. In accounts

of yellow fevers are various allusions to accom-

panying phenomena  observed in  ani-

mal life.  Cerlanin  analogies between

yellow fever and Texas or Spanish cattle fever

have been pointed out, but as yet the test men-

tioned has not only not been found, but it has

not been methodieally songht. 1t appears,

however, that this is the first and most im-

portant step in the investigation. If current

theories about yellow fever, are correct, yellow

fever poison may be developed by adding some

one or more of the execretions or fluids of poi-

son affected with yellow fever decomposing or-

ganic matter under well known conditions of

temperature and moisture. We have then to

carry out the process of elimination to find out

what constituents of drying filth are essential

and what non-essential to the produetion of

the poicon, and at the seme time to seek

chemical or microscopical means of recogniz-

ing the presence of either the cause of the poi-

son or the poison itself in order to get rid of

the possible necessity of resorting to the phys-

iological test of innoculation to prove its pres-

ence. In tbis brief sketch of what would be

considered a satisfactory demonstration of the

cause of yellow fever, but one provisional hy-

pothesis—the prevailing and popular one—has

been considered. BSeveral others must be

considered and tried, but in cach and all the

greatest and first desiderstum is the easily ap-

plied test of the presence of poison. It needs

but & moment's reflection to see that the period

when an epidemic is raging is not the time to
carry ont such researches. Probably the best

place to carry out such an investigation would

be, first, the city of Havana. It must be clear

that such investigation will require much time

and labor. and that its results should be pre-

sented, accompanied by clear and conyincing

evidence,

Dr. Lzra M. Hunt, president of the State

board of health of New Jersey, read an excel-
lent paper on how to study an epidemie, and
then the association adjourned.

Washington Notes.

WasrmxaTon, Nov. 21.—Subscriptions to 4
per cent. loan to-day, $1,020,000,
The estimates for the support of a navy
the next fiscal year are ahout the same as
the snm appropriated during the last session of
Congress, for the year ending June next, name-
ly, about $14,000,000. The report of the secre-
tary will show the appropriations have not only
been confined within their proper limits, but
there is a small balance to the credit of the
naval academy and marine corps. Unless Con-
gress shall order the building of new vessels,
the secretary with the means asked for can ren-
der these we now have more efficient and keep
them in good repair. Our navy is in a much
better condition than it was a year ago, and
well adapted to peace establishments, but even
in case of war with a foreign power, ninety
vessels for hostile purpeses could at once be
supplied. These include fifteen monitors and
six frigates for coast defence, together with
two torpedo boats.

DEATH IN A-COAL MINE.

Terrible Explosion in a Coal Mine at
Bullivan, Ind.—Thirteen Persons Instant-
ly Killed, and Many Others Fatally In-
jured—A  Terrible Bcene—Steamboat
Bunk.

COAL MINE EXPLOSION.

BuLrivay, Ind., Nov. 31.—A terrible coal
mine explosion occurred at the Sullivan coal
mine, at this place, to-day. The explosion was
caused by the ignition of a lamp's flame with
gas, and a terriffic velocity was added by the
fact of there being eight kegs of powder be-
low. There were thirty men in the mine at
the time. The scene beggars description.
There were thirteen killed ontright, eight or
ten wounded, and many of the others are suf-
fering so from suffocation that their lives hang
by a thread. The excitement is so great that
it is impossible ai this time to get at the names
of the unfortunates. Tom. and Sam. Hand-
ford, twoof the proprietors,are known,however
to have been killed. A great erowd of relas
tives, mostly women, have gathered around
the ill-fated mine, and their lameutations are
pitable.

PHIL'S REJOINDER.

His Charges of Exiravagance in the Con-
duct of Indian Affairs Reiterated---He
Knows the Facts Personally---Now, Car),
Gtand up and Explain,

Cnicaao, Nov, 21.—The papers here to-mor-
row will publish the original document regard-
ing which there has been some controversy be-
tween the war and interior departments. From
this publication it appears that the stetements
originally made by Gen. Pope, and endorzed by
Licut. Gen. Bheridan, were that the intfrior
department, in ordering the transfer of the
Kiowa and Comanche Indians from Fort Bill
to the Wichita agency, saved only the salary
of the Fort 8ill agent, some $1,500, while it
rendered necessary an outlay of tens of thon-
sands of dollars for the preparation of the
Wichita ageney to receive the Indians, and left
the valuable Fort 8ill property unoccupied and
useless. Generals Pope and Bheridan protested
strongly against this as unwise economy. The
secretary of the interior's reply to these state-
ments has been made public. Gen. Bheridan,
upon receiving it back, endorsed it with refer-
ences to the extravagence which has attended
previous removals of agencies, and remarks
tkat long observaton has demonstrated that
the main cause for such removals as
these 1is hostility to army officers on
account of their officinl reports. - These re-
marks, he says, are intended to apply to the
management of Indian affairs for the last
twenty-five years. Regarding the case in point
he has full personal acquaintunce with Forts
Sill and Wichita, and knows that Fort 8ill has
an abundant supply of excellent, pure water,
has o fine soil umf beantiful surrounding coun-
try. Heconcludes: “I know nothing in the
relation of the military to the civil administra~
tion which should prevent me calling the at-
tention of my superiors to an unnecessary
waste of public money through the bad ad-
ministration of the Indian burean.” Gen.
Sherman appends a strong endorsement to the
above.

THE MONTGOMERY TRAGEDY.

Death of the Second Vietim—Verdict of the
Jury that the Fire was Accidental.

Coroner Stein was notified yeaterday after-
noon that the young men, Edward Montgomery,
who was severely injured at the fire, at 125 Fort
street, on the 19th inst., was dead. Last even-
ing he summoned the jury, impannelled to 1n-
quire into the death of @. Montgomery., The
jary assembled in the parlor of the St. Panl
house, when the coroner addressed them, saying
that he had adjourned his court till the 26th
inst., becausc of the representation of County
Surgeon Mattocks. Now that the witness,
whose testimony he wanted, was dead, there
was no longer need of delaying the case, and, as
the young man, who lies dead, received his in-
juries at  the same  time and
place, and probably under the
same circumstances hic should instruct the jury
to find a verdict in both cases, and in this way
mvle both time and cxpense, He would first
cal ki

G. Orhan, who, after beinz sworn, sald: I
attended deceased; attended him all the night
of the19th and till 4 o'clock of the 20th; saw
deceascd after the shooting; he told me he was
in the back yard getting wood when he heard
the pistol shot; he thuught nothing of it, but
when he went up stairs he saw his father lying
on the bed covered with blood; he sent for a
doctor. In the evening I heard of the fire, and
as I wus going over saw some men bringing in
young Montgomery; I shoned them up staira
into a room; a doclor was sent for an came;
the doctor gave decensed some@powder, I re-
mained in the room and attended on him; he
wanted water continunally; he would wet his
lips, but said he felt full; I asked him how it
happened; he was quite sensible and conld an-
swer as well as I can now; he raid his father
called him and he touk up the lamp and went
to him; he said he felt gueer in the head as if
he was drunk; he said he thought it was be-
cause he had had nothing to eat all day.

. Aﬂjumr——Did be say why he had caten noth-
ing?

Witness—Yes, because he had nothipg; he
said he only had some beef which he boiled and
then could not eat it; he said he turnea dizzy
and dropped on the foot of the bed; he did nat
know what he did with the lJamp, but thought
he dropped it; he knew nothing after till he
was awakened by feeling hot, and then thought
he was on fire; he then rushed down stairs; he
said he saw n man they eall “*Swansig” at the
door, but he must have been mistaken, for I
afterwards found it was a man they call *‘Bis-
marck;" deceased said the man threw water on
him, but that did not put out the fire ; he then
lost all consciousness and knew nothing until
he found himself in bed, where he now lies; he
told me this over and over again; he knew what
he was talking about; he was perfectly sensi-
ble; he was nll the time wanting drink,

Charles Eichler sworn, said: 1 attended de-
ceased yesterday; am a Turner; came here at
12 o'clock yesterday (Wednesday); Dr, Btein
naked me to take charze of the effects of de-
cersed; took them to Tarner hall; they were of
little or no value; I then returned and relieved
the last witness and took charge of yonng
Montgomery; deceased told me last night that
ke borrowed 10 cents and bonght some kero-
sene oil, with which he filled his lamp; he
heard his father call and went to him; when in
the room he felt faint and fell on the bed; his
father did not strike the lamp, he said, nor
touch it; he woke up from feeling hot and ran
down stairs, as last witness deseribed.

Dr. Mattocks sworn. said: Edward Mont-
omery died at 12:40 p, . to-day from the
ffects of his injurie’. He was burned on the

right eide from the hip upwards and at
the back of the ehoulder; the right
arm and left hand were also burmed; none
of the injuries were sufficient in themselves to
cause death; the immediate cause of death was
shock from pain and fear srising from his in-
juries, he did not wholly recover from the
shock to his nervons system;at one time he
rallied a little and there were hopes of bis re-
covery but he again relapsed and sank; he told
me the same story repeated by the other wit-
nesses as to the way he received his injuriea.

N. R. Murnane, aworn, said he was at the
Beven Corners when the fire occurred; saw
something all in flames ronning across the
street:
Dr. Btein—Never mind that, tell us what yon
saw in the room.

Witness—When I first went np stairs I saw
nothing in the room but flame and smoke. I
had hold of the mnozzle of the hose
and torned om the stream; vary shortly
the fire was extinguished; I “went in
the room and tovk hold of the bed,
when it fell down. I grasped about and I felt a
man's hand: a torch was bronght and the corpse
was discovered. It appeared as if the room was
full of flame at first; there was flame in all
parts and it ran up the wells to the ceiling.
The coroner at this point stated that he
thought the evidence was sufficient, without the
jury wished to ask any questions.

The jury retired o fow minntes and then
throngh their foreman, C. Faber, gave tha Fol-
lowing verdict:

Deceased, O. Montzomery, came by his death
by = fire caured by the accidental breaking of a
lamp.

Deceased, Edward Montgomery, died of
shock, caused by injuries received at a fire at
125 Fort strect, on the evening of the 19th of
November. .

The jury was then dismissed.

The unfortunate
young man lingered until 4 o’clock this morn-
ing, when he died, and was followed to bhis
grave this afternoon by a large concoarse uof
people. If there he any connection between
the traces of a death struggle such as was dis-
covered at Newman’s house and the subsequent
finding of Wilson, desperately wounded, on the
gallery of his own house two miles distant,
there is no proof at hand to establishit. New-
man and his wife say that they did not recow-
nize their assailants, which, conpled with the
high moral character of Wilson, leaves good
reasons to doubt that he had anything to do
with the persons who visited Newman's, New-
man and wife eseaped unhurt. 4

LIGHTING THE STREETS.
The Ald

men to I Localities Where
Lamps Are Needed.

The committee on gas met yesterday at
o'clock at the city hall, Aldermen McCarthy
and Allen of the committee being present; and
Aldermen Rhodes, Smith and Griggs were also
in attendance.

Ald. Griggs presented a communication ask-
ing that lamps be placed at the corner of Mac-
kubin and Carroll; Western avenue, corner
Iglehart and Virginia; Iglebart and Farrington;
Iglehart and Josette; University avenue an
Macknbin: University avenue and Rice; Nelson
and Virginia; Canada and Aurora; Western and
Ashland; Tilton and St. Peter; Sixth and St.
Peter (Sixth ward); Hondo and Western; and
two lamps to be placed under the direction of
the aldermen of the First ward.

Ald. Griges explained the necessity of these
lamps, and stated that they were on improved
streets. He favored the location of lamps only
on improved streets.

Ald. Rbodes and McCarthy favored the loca-
tion of lamps where needed absclotely, whether
on improved or ungraded streeta,

Ald. Rhodes favored = plan of agreement to
fix the number of lamps in each ward, and reo-
ommend accordingly. Many lamps were needed
which could not be allowed now, but the plan
was to give such as wereabsolutely needed. He
explained Dby the reduction made by Baroni's
cuntract from the Globe Gas company's, that
eighteen new lights could be supplied at no ad-
ditional cost over last year.

Ald. Griggs presented a petition from B.
Michel and twenty-four others nasking for
lamps at corner of Marion and Charles; Charles
and Virginia; Charles and Kent.

Ald. Bmith presented a petition from Ed E.
Scribner and twenty others for lamps at the
corners of Mackubin, Dale, Grotto and Victoria
streets,

A communication was read from Ald. Grace
stating if street lamps were distributed he
wanted two for his ward.

Ald. McCarthy suggested that the committes
on gas and the council set a day to visit all the
above localities, and then and there decide the
necessity of the lamps as petitioned for.

Ald. Rhodes contended that the best plan
was 10 have the committeee vieit each ward
with the aldermen of that ward, and then de-
cide on the number of lamps. This was agreed
to, on motion,

According to the plan, tha upper distriet,

Ald. Allen asked for two lamps, one at
Bixth and Wacouta, the other well down on
lower Third street,

Ald. Rhodes asked that two Globe gas lights
be removed from St. Panl street, and one ba
placed at the corner of Fifth and Maria; the
other at Fifth and Bates. The localities on 8t.
Paul street to be supolied with gas lights, from
the mains lzid thereon. The committee de-
cided to recommend this change.

SEBTITLERS' LANDS.

Deécislon in the Matter of the Brainerd
Extension Line.

Yesterday Governor Pillsbury signed a very
important docnment, which afiects the inter-
ests of a very large number of settlers who had
pre-empted claims and established homesteads

and their rights to what nad been disputed. It
will be remembered that an act of the legisla-
ture was passed empowering the St. Paul and
Puacific railroad company to complete their line
and extensions. The mct gave the company
the nanal land grant of all the odd sections
along their line, bot stipulated that the work
should be dune within a given space of time,
otherwise all rights should be forfeited by
said company. The company failed to comply
with the conditions in regard to the Brainerd
and Weatab extension, and many persons sot-
tled upon the lands which would have become
mailroad lands if the company had fulfilled
the conditions and construeted the line. Bub-
sequently the Western railroad company of
Minnesota came in and offered to take the po-
sition of the Bt. Panl &  Pacifio,
with their restricted rights. The company de-
posited the reauired 215,000 for good faith,
went to work and finished the road, They then,
in the face of the act of the legislature limit-
ing their rights to all odd sections not settled
on prior to 15877, elaimed all odd sec-
tions along the line, and demanded that
settlers either abandon their claims or
pay the price to the railroad company which
they might place on it. The sccretary of the
interior issued a commission to Gov. Pillsbury
to appoint & committee to investigate the mat-
ter, and hear the claims both of settlers and
the company. On such committee the Governor
appointed Attorney General Wilson, and 8. H.
Nichols, clerk of the sn preme eourt, These
two gentlemen have ploded throngh piles of
evidence, and some time since, as announced in
the GrLovE, reported to the Governor.  Yesterday
the Governor eigned the deed which embodies
the resunlt of the investigation. By it some 163
persons have theirrights sustained and the
ruilroad company will lose some 18 000 acres of
land, equivalent to about £90,000, There were
some few settlers who had no rights at all, or
none which the law could respect, who now
will have to pay for their lands or find home-
steads elsewhere.

At
this Otto touched him with “the left” foot, and
followed it up by rubbing the polish off
the toe of the other. A howl
was sent up to high heaven. A cop was called
and his nibs so handy with his fect was con-
ducted to the municipal court in procession, as
follows:

Arriving at the court, charges were preferred,
which in the end made Kunerd pay &3 for hav-
ing one boot hiacked.
