THAE FORTY-FIFTH CONGEBSS,
The Senate,
MILITARY ACADEMY BILL.

Wasmixgron, Dec. 17.—The Benate insisted
upon its amendments to the military academy
appropriation bill and Henaters Allisen, Blaine
and Davis were appointed & committee of cen-
ferauce,

POBSE COMITATUS,

Senator Plumb, from the committce on mili-
tary affairs, reported with an amendment the
bill recently introduced by Senator Paddock,
providing that the posse comitatus clause in
the army appropriation bill shall not be con-
strued as applying to the army employed in the
protection of life and progerty in the States
and Territories subject to Indian incursions,
Placed on the calendar.

CONSULVR AND DIPLOMATIC APPROPRIATIONS,

Senator Windom, in explanation of the con-
rular and diplomatic appropriation bill, s2id as
it eame to the Senate it approjriated 31,045,-
735. The Benate commitree added 882,100, and
as now reported the bill appropriated £50,800
less than the estimates of the next fiscul year,
‘Ihe committee restored the salaries of the min-
1sters of Great Dritain, Frowce, Ruasia, Ger-
many, Bpain, Austris, Italy and other places,
The various amendments propoged by the com-
mittee were agreed to without discussion, und
the bill then passed.

Benator Windom reported with amendment
the pension appropriation bill. Placed on the
calepdar.

COMMUNICATIONS,

The Vice-President laid before the Senate a
communicaiion from the secretary of war sug-
geating that the appropriation for subsistunce
of the army for the next flscal yeer be made
available from the passage of the act, that the
government may purchase goods to be shipped
to posts in the far West as secon as possible.
Referred.

Also a communication from the secretary of
the treasury in reply to Senator Beck's resolo-
tion of Dee. 34, calling for information as to
the amoant of siiver coin received from cus-
tomsa duaties, and if applied to the payment of
interest on the pablio debt, ete. The sesreiary
transmi's the report from the tresury of the
United Btates on the subjeet. Ordered that it
be laid upon the table and be printed.

WEST VIRGINIA COUBTS.
Benator Hereford called vop the House bill
changing the time for holding the terms of the
United Btates circnit court for the district of
West Virginia. Passed.

QUIETING TITLES,

Benator McDonald, from the committee on
judiciary, reported favorsbly on the bill to
quiet the titles of settlers on Des Moines river
lands, in Jowa. Placed on the calendar.

BLAINE'S RESOLUTION.
Consideration was them resumed of the
Bluine resolution regarding the constitutional
rights of citizens, and Senator Merrimon read
a prepered speech in reply to Benetor Blaine,
Lle spoke for peace, harmony and the breaking
down of old sectional feuds.
Henator Wullace said he would have arrayed
the Democrats in the Senate solidly against
this resolution if he conld, for it could bring
no results, and the people were sick of sep-
tional and political agitution. It was not true
as charged by the Senator from Maine, that
toirty-five members bad been given to the
South gince the war by reason of the negro
vole. The act of 1872 only added-twenty. The
figures given by the Senator from Maine were
based upon population and nel upon voters,
and the same irregularities that he, Blaine,
pointed out in the Honth existed in
the MNorth. These were the results of
onr eystem and must be borne. We could
not deprive these Hiutes of ropresentation.
1E we could Pennsylvania might suffer, for the
masses of voters were turned away from the
polls for non payment of taxes. Tile only safe
method for the sestlement of such wrongs was
by contest ter seats, The laws recognized no
other. Ho referred to the conduct of the elec-
tions in Philadelpbia, and said the Republi-
cans, or Republican managers, pluced at every
pell in that city deputy marshals, many of
them of most disreputable characler, to drive
away voters. A subservient lepislature had
taken from the sheriff of Philadelphis the pow-
er to eppeint deputies, because ke happened to
be & Demoerat.  No matter what was done, ley
results come. Buch wus Repoblican rule in
Pennsylvanin, The netro vyoter was provided
by them w th a tax receipt, and a white man
too poor to pay his taxes, was driven from the
polls. He urgued that the condition of the
South waa infinitely better than it was five
years ago.  The country must be conteut with
its progress, through which the ecapacity of
the negro tor self-government could be fully
tested.
The guestion then being on Senator Blaine's
amendment, offered yesterday, suthorizing the
committee to tuke testimouy and to administer
ouths, and visit auy portivn of the country,
when such visit, muy, in their judgment, fasil-
itate the object of the inquiry, it was »greed
iv without division.
The question then being on passing the reso-
lution, as amended, Benator Whyte spoke
against the resolution. In the eourse of his re-
marks, he referred to know nothing times, and
asked where the Sewator from Muine, Blaine,
was then? :
Senator Blaine said he was quite a youug boy
at that time,
Benator Whyte doubted if that Sepator was
a young boy. Certainly in politica he is an old
boy now. 'Thers wus peace and good order in
the Benate before the Seuator from Maine was
transplanted here from the other end- of the
capitol. Whyte then told an amusing story re-

lated by one Kit Haghes, who dreamt
that he was in the realms of his
Satanic majesly, when Batan made his

appearnnce with & huge pitehfork and a great
noise, yelling that the place was not big enongh
for him and Kit Hughes, and his friend from
Maine reminded bim of that story, The Senate
did not desire these scenes all the time and the
Senator from Maine desired to keep the conn-
try in a hubbub. He, Whyte, hoped he won!d
return to the other side of the capitol, the
piace which another Bemator described asa
beer garden, but of course he would not say
anything like that. Let these politicel ques-
tions be pustpened until the next Presidential
election and then we would have a chance at
the HBenator, Dlaine, himself.

Henator Morgan made a lengthy speech in
opposition tu the resolution and said he sup-
posed Benator Blaine, under parliamentary
usage, would be chairman of the special cem-
mittee.

Senator Blaine said he had already an-

manship. .

Senator Morgan, continuing his remarks,
said the Senate might not excuse the Senator,
He, for one, would vote against excasing him.
Let him father this investigation, which be-
longed to no one else. He defended the South-
ern people and denicd that there had been any
discrimination against the negro. On the con-
trary, everything bad been done to qualify
him for citizenship. The negroes the:ll with
the Demucrats because they were convinced
that the Democrats were houest and desired to
do right by them.

Further consideration of the bill was post-
poned sud the Honae went into committee of
the whole, Mr. Carlisle in the chair, ox the bill
approprioting $450,000 to 1neet the deficiency
in the appropriation for the postal mail ser-
vice, and prohibiting any increase in ths postal
car eerviee during the present year.,

Br. Blount, memberof the appropniation
co:nmittes, explained the bill, and sho sed the
increase in the cest ot postsl cor service; that
the increuse had been at the rate of 321 per
cent., not only on the postal car service itself,
but npon the whole railway service. Hinee
July 1tth, 1878, it had increased 45 par cent.
on the postal car service itself. The deficiency
had arisen in the determination of the depart-
ment azainst the will of Congress, that the ser-
vice should Dbe increased. Congress hyd been
ignorant that there hod been grewiny up in
eilence thia aystem of postal car seivie®* Con-
greas has not been treated with common conrt-
eay by tho postoffice department. The daf-
ciency was chargable toe the depaitment, and
now tha officers of the postoffice department
apeke trinmphantly of their victory over Con-
gresk on this question.

Mr. Hale defended the action of the depart-
ment, The postmaster general conld not have
done anything else than repert to Congress that
there was a deficiency. He could not stop the
service.  All he could do was to notify Con-
gress. The weight of matter was constant-
ly increasing, and the law wes pitiless on the
postmaster general to pay for the postal ser-
vice. .

Mr. Foeter said that if the gentleman from
Georgia, Blount, did not know of the increase
in the postal car service, he should bave known
it. The department had estimated last year
nine milli'm, seven handred thousand dollars
u& the cost for the mail service, and but, nine
million two hundred thousund had heen ap.
propriated, thue giving rise to the deficisncy.
1f dereliction rests anywhere, it rests oa the
iHonse and the committecs on appropriations.
T'he deficiency was the result of the general
system of ‘‘economy’’ as practiced by appropri-
ation committeea,

Mr. Clymer said there had been concealment
on the part of the department and assistant
postmaster general, or his subordinates, had
been direlict in their duty. He declared the
average saving to the government by the Demo-
cratic party was well on to thirty million dol-
lara a year, aund if it had not been for that econ-
vmy the treasury wounld have been hankrupt.
Mr. Foster expressed his amazement at the
staterment made by Mr. Clymer, He would ad-
mit that the saving in 1877 over 1876 was nine-
teen millio ns,and that the saving the nextyear
was one million six hundred and ninety-five
thousand dollars, but said that the current year
would show an increase of four millions. Uun-
der Republican administration liberal appro-
priations had been made 80 that all the depart-
ments could be properly run, and at the close
of each year large amounts were returned to
the treasury department. Under Democratic
sdministration too little was appropriated and
deficiency bills had fo be reported. Such de-
ficiency bills amonunted to eighteen millions in
twe years, while in the four preceding years
there had been only twelve millions. The ac-
tual facts were as shown by figures of the
treasury department, that for the two yeare of
the Democratic administration the reduction
had been abont twenty millions, while for the
two preceding yeara of Republican administra-
tion the reduction had been about twenty-six
millions.

Mr. Clymer—You have never decreased an
appropriation since 1869,

BIr. Foster—The decrease has been continual
every year from 1867 down. Mr. Foster asked Mr.
Clymer if be denied that the expense of main-
toining the government bhad been decreased
every year eince 1867, save one.

Mr. Hewitt, of New York—I deny it, and wall
give the gentleman my figures. He quo
from the report of the secretary of the treas-
ury te the effces that the expenditures in 1871
were one hundred and fifty-seven millions; in
1872, one linadred and fifty-three millions; in
1578, ons huadred and eighty millions; in 1574,
one bundred and ninety-four millions; in 1875,
one hundred and fifty-three millions; in 1876,
one hundred and sixty-four millions, Then
follewed the Democratic era, and in 1877 the
expenditures had been redunced to one hundred
and forty-four millions, and would this year
fall below one humdred and forty millions.,
Thbe gentleman from Ohio had admitted that
in Hepublican Congresses the deficiencies in
four years had amounted to twelve millions,
and had stated that the Democratic Congress
had had to pay eighteen millions in deficien-
cies. If the Republican Congress had paid
larger deficiencies the Democratic Congress
would have had smaller deficiencies to meet.
Deficiencies to the amount of thirteen million
dollars had been paid by the last Congress to
cover appropriations made in the Forty-second
and Forty-third Congresaes.

Mr. Foater—I emphatically .deny the
correctness of these figures. ~

Mr. Hewitt—They are bills passed by this
House.

Ur. Foster—There never was in my judgment
a greater frand perpetrated er maintained by
any party than the fraud of your Democratic
claim that you have reduced expenses thirty
millions of dollars a year.

Mr. Clymer was surprised te hear such lan-
guage from the gentleman from Ohio {Foster).
When he accused gentlemen on the Democratic
sude of fraud in making statements which were
official, it was not that courtesy which should

characterize intercourse between gentlemen on
this floor. Buch language wounld do on the
stump, but not on the flvor of the House.

Mr. Burchard asked Mr. Hewitt why he had
not gone back in his figures three or four years,
If he had done g0 he would have fonnd that
the Republicans had decreased expenditures
from what they were in 1867 or 1863,

the year 1871, in order to show with what excel-
lent intentions the Republi?ns had started in
economizing, but how soon they had forgotten
their good intentions and increased the nppro-
priations in succeeding years,

General di ion having closed, the com-
mittee proceeded to consider the bill for amend-
menta.

Mr. Phillips moved to strike ont the proviso
whicn prohibits the increase of postal car ser-
vice during the year beyond what it was on the
1at of December, 1878,

The motion to strike out was advocated by
Mr. Mitchell, and opposed by Mr. Atkins, chair-
man of the committee on appropriations. In
the course of his remarks, Mr. Atkins asserted,
replying to Mr. Foster, *“‘that balf of the defi-
ciencies for which the Demoeratic party had
madezppropriations, had come down from years
of Republican administration, and that the
Democruts had heen clearing up old scores.

Mr. Conger also advocated the motion, and
in bi3 remarks branched off into a discussion
of the cipher dispatches. How, he asked, did
the gentleman on the other side defend the mis-
statements about the cipher dispatches, by ery-
ing “*frani?”’ No, I beg pardon, by a silence
which i as omenous as the grave. No living
soul of the Democracy, not cven the distin-
gnished gentleman from Grammerey Parlk, the
head of the investizaling committee is per-
mitted to allude to the subject lest that gentle-
man should be called upon to investigate it as
the country calls npon him to do.

Mr. Sparks—Yon knew that the gentleman,
Mr. Potter, was not in his seat.

Mr. Conger—He was in his seat not & minute
agll-

Mr. Sparks—He ia not there now.

Mr. Oonger—Then he started out when he
saw mo rising.

Mr, Tueker rose to make a remark.

Mr. Conger, noticing the movement and turn-
ing towards Tucker: ‘“The gentieman from
Virginia is 1n his seat, being fearful of danger
when remote from the scene of danger,
(Laughter.) Why in heaven's name has he not
called up the cipher dispatchea? Is nobody on
that side bonest enongh, bold enough to rpeak
about this when speaking about the profligacy
of parties? Ob, Mr. Chairman, I cannot blame
any Democrat for never alluding to the eipher
dispatches. There ia no man bold enongh to

defend them. There is no committee
that dares to examine them. They
stand there arrzyed and  backing up

each other, one, two, three. Even my long
friend from Kentucky (alluding to Durham)
rises here before he retires from the arena of
his greatness to make an attack on the gentle-
man from Ohio, Foster, who accompanies him
in bis exile. Why could not they wait to dis-
cnss these questions amid the scenes of domes-
tic happiness to which they are abuut to retire
BOON,

The hammer fell and Mr. Durham rose to
reply. As Mr. Conger still tried to hold the
floor, Mr. Durham claimed that he had been
recognized by the chair,

Mr. Conger—I guess not. It was I who re-
cognized the gentleman, but if the gentleman
will speak on the subject to which I alluded, or
if nay gentleman on that side will, Iwill gladiy
yield.

Mr. Durham—Ever since T have heen a mem-
ber 1 have directed my attention to the matter
on hand, rarely ever going out of the subject
under consideration for the purpose of making
merriment. Corsequently I disregard every-
thing thai my triend has said of a jovial char-
ncter.  The cipher dispatches will take cale of
themeelves. I suppose that the whoele country
understands that the administration now in
power wus foisted there through fraud, and it
makea no difference whether the cipher dis-
putches or not show that fact.

Mr. Conger—Is that an explanation of the
cipher dispatches?

Mr. Durham—No; I leave them to work out
themselves, I was nmused at my friend from
Blichigan, who has scarcely got u respectable
town in his country, aud where & railroad train
is rarely scen, talling about postal cars. Why,
if one of them were to run in that country it
would scare his people. Let him be content,
a8 Lam, with-eaving the star eervice. We are
glad to get it twice a week. Why is he talking
about poatal cars; only for the suke of making
fun? (In an admonitory tone to Copger)—
Confine yonrself to your own section of coun-
try, and don’t bs putting on airs.

Mr. Conger—I have been told that in the pen-
tleman'a, Durham's, distriet, there is not a
manufacturing estublishment of any kind, not
even shoe pey making, unless it be either in
the public or private manufacture of aleoholic
liquors. I have been told that there is one
newspaper published in his district, and that
there are three public school houses remote,
very remote from the residence of the gentle-
mau. [ have been told that that gentleman,
when once traveling in Michigan snd seeing
the eplendid school hounses there, turned to
sume Southern colleague and said: *“It is no
wonder that the United States treasury is de-
pleted, when every village that we pasa through
has o grand gevernment building!” Oh, that
the gentleman had but aad a schuol house when
he was young, where he could have studied
geography. 1 do not wonder that the star sor-
vice is all the service that they have in his dis-
trict. Ido not know whether the mammoth
cave is in his district, but if it ia not, then I
should say that the gentleman’'s district is abuve
ground—the dark mummoth cave of the
United States.

Mr. Purbam to Conger—Honor bright, did
the people of your country ever sec a postal
car? None of your munchaussenism,

Mr. Conger—\We have them on every one of
five railroads that center in the little town
where Llive, I myself have the appointment
of seven or eicht route agents. (Langhter.)
The little car houses for the accommodation of
drivers are supposed in the gentleman’'s districe
to be pustal cars. If the gentleman will come
up to Michigan, if he will sojourn in tic State
that aleeps among the lakes, and that is thread-
ed by railways in every direction, there he will
sce postal cars.

Mr. Durham—contemptuously—Listen to the
muoszie of the bull frogs.

Mr. Blount—I move that the commitlce rise
for the purpose of closing the debate.

Mr. Conger—1 hope the debate will not be
closed ull we hear about the cipher dispatclfes.

The motion was not paseed, bat the com-
mittee proceceded to vote on Mr. Phillips’ mo-
tion which was defeated. Other amendments
were offered and rejected and then the com-
mittce a ose, the house passed the bill and
adjourned.

Silver Coin.
COLNAGE AND USE.

Wasamvarow, Dee. 17.—The secretary of the
treasury sent to the Benate to-day a communi-
cation i response to the resolution of Senutor
Beck, adopted the 3d inst., regarding silver
coin. The secretary transmits a report made to
him on the subject by the treasurer, and adds:
‘‘Under the eXisting law either gold coin or
standard silver dollurs may be used in the pay-
ment of the interest of the public debt. The
law doues not direct which shall be paid, but
leaves this to the discretion of the department,
to be cxercised upon considerations of public
policy. The practice of allowing a publio
creditor the option of the form and denomina-
tion of money in which he shall be paid has
been observed. The manifest object of the act
to authorize the coinage of the siiver dollar and
restore its legal tender churacter, when con-
strued in connection with the resuamption act,
is that gold coin and the standard silver dol-
lars shall be mainiained at par with each other,
and this object can best be obtained by paying
out such coin a8 may subserve the convenience
of the person to ba paid, and not to force upon
Lim either form of money. Any other course
will discriminate against the standard silve-~
dollar and tend to its depreciation,” Treasurer
Gilfillan, in his report, says: “No distinction

has ever been made between gold
and silver money in the treasury gen-
eral coin  account. The total re-

ceipta of standard silver dollurs, the lst of
July last to November 30th were £5,17,345,
one million and & half being on acconnt of
customs. These fizures do mot cover silver
certificates, The treasurer has exchanged
standard silver dollars with the public for gold
coin to the amount of $1,634,785. The coin in-
terest paid the current fiscal year amounts to
$30,445,224. The silver coin receipts the cur-
rent fiscal year hate not been specifically ap-
pliad to the payment of inverest on bondsand
notes ol the United SBtates except so far as the
fractional silver received has been used in dis-
bursements for coin interest in making pay-
ments of fractional parts of dollars.”

of the secretary of the treasury. The commit-
tee will also dispose of the resolution of Hep-
resentative Phillips, relative to the postal sav-
ings institution.

TOBACCO TAX.

This bill was une
which has been agreed upon between the com-
mittee of publishers and Mr. Bissell, repre-
sentative of the poatoffice department.

Bureau of Engraving and Printing.
SWINDLING CHARGES,

WasriNGTON, Dee. 17.—Mr. Glover, chairman
of the committee on expenditures in the treas-
ury department, kas sent Mr. Atkins, chairman
of the committee on appropriations, a state-
ment that national bank notes have heen
printed in the burean of engraving and print-
ing instead of under the direction of the comp-
troller of the currency as the law requires, and

that the bureau obtained the work on the back
of the notes by offering to do it for £8.92 per
L,UOU impressions, which was less thau the bid
of any of seven bidders, but from
the 1st of Januory to the 1st of
July last only about one-sixth of the
work was done at this price, the remainder he-
ing charged secretly at $14 a thousand for the
second printing or green tint, and 2208 thou-
sand for the third printing on the faces. Mr.
Glover says Congress and the public have been
deceived; that the burean figures are wholly
unreliable; that the bureau reports do noc make
a proper showing of the cost; that the bank
note printing indicates a losa in expenditures
and extravagance within the lnst fiscal year to
the extent of over $130,000. The expenditures
of the bureau hefore 1874 are not even known,
being mixed with the so-called expense of the
national loan, and it woula tske a corps of
clerks six months to ascertain the actusl state
of the account.

SERIOUS OONFLAGRATION,
