It will be recollected that the Grosz in
the issue of the 7th of October last, oon-
tained an interview with Mr. Billson, United
States distriot attorney for the district of
Minnesota, for the purpose of obtaining in-
formation why the numerous cascs of pine
land trespasses that bad been reported by
the agents of the government in 1877 had
not beea prosecuted, and the timber thieves
brought into court and required to disgorge
@ portion of ths valae of the pine tiraber cat
and stolen from the public lands.  We were
at that time given by Mr. Billson what ap.
peared to be a satisfactory reason for the de-
lay in ihe prosecation of said suits. “That
the statute of limitation had been set up as
intervening, ete.” At that interview Mr.
Billson stated as follows, ‘n substance:

“Wo have however, recently received in-
structions to go ahead with certain cases, not
coming under the bur, and already partislly
worked up, and the partics interested will soon
be ealled upon to come forward and settle or
take the consequences of legal proceedings,”

From the above statement. the only le-
gitimate conclusion was that snits were al
least to be brought against all parvies who
had been guilty of {respass for the years
1872 and 1873, and that the same should be
vormmenced daring the present term of the
United States cirenit court—or at all events,
before the expiration of 1878—that «/{ of the
cases that had beon reporied, and the evi-

donga in full ready, or only partially ready,
could be saved to the government
till  such time ag n. decision
upon the questions raised befores Juslices
Miller and Dillon were finally disposed of
by the sapreme court of the United States.
The year 1878 is very near its close. 'T'he
question thet presents itself to our readers
is: Has the law brauch of the government,
through Mr. Billson, taken tue necessuary
steps to protect the rights of the United
States? Bring «!l theso plunderers, high
and low, rich and poor, and more especially

those who do and have ocenpied prominent
places in the Stute, and who have been the

leading nud principal operators in these
timber thefts for years long past, and duor-
ing the years 1272 and 1873, T'nese identi-
cal meu, whose names are well known, who
bave grown rich from this notorious theiv-
ing of pine, amounting to many wmillions of
feet. 'This fact tho people wish to know,
and will not be  satisfled  till

it ia known, nor will they be content with
any attempt to cover up the corrapt work-

ings of this notorious ring; as a whole or of
individually, has this been done?

1t is true that there was published in our
columus on the 20th of the present month
a list of the names of persons comprising
individuals and {irms to the numbar of
twenty-eight or more, amounting to some
$38,000,

We are in possession of information that
we know to  be relinble—that the snits last
referred to do not by any mesns cover the
amounts of trespass for the years 1872 and
1873, and that there are many persons and
firms sgainst whom suils onght to be brought
at once. [t is8 a further fact that
the names of these parties and the amonnt
of trespasg; and years in which the pluuder-
ing was done—embrazcing 1872 and 1873_—-
bas long since been given tothe commis.
gioner ol the general Jand office, and we are
autborilively nformed that the same has
been referred back to the proper officer, or
offiers of the United States for action in
Minnesota. This being the cass, why this
delay? or i3 it an attempt to cover up this
outrageons villainy, and screen and proteet
these parties from exposure, influenced from
personal considerations, or for political influ-
ence or favors?

We call to mind an article which appeared

shortly after the nomination of W. D.
Washburn for Congress, a few montihs
since, which was published as an

editorial in the BMinneapolis Lumberinan,
edited and pablished by Col. P. B, Walker
—endorsing the nomination of Mr. Wash-
buarn for Congress. Col. Walker said:

The nomination of W. D. Washburn for
Congress is a master over which every luml}cr-
man can afford so rejoice, Their immediate
and direct intercatas involved in the proposed
legislation for the next two years, make it a
matter of first class importance to them to se-

cure un able and zealons advocate in the na-
tional halls. # #* % 1f the departments at
Washington are to be occupied by such fellows as
Schurz  there is  needed 1in Congress n
mun who will denoance his «ntrages,

The important matter of inter-SBtate commerce
is to be carcfuliy and thoroughly adjusted
and a thonsand wrongs mude right which do
now most greviously oppress the lnmbermen in
the distrlbntion of their products. In these
particnlars, and & hundred other ways, bave
the lumbermen a direet interest, and for t_lm
discharge of all and singular of these duties
there is no ma in the district more fully
qualified than Gen. W. D. Wushburl}, who is
thoroughly identilied with the bnﬁmess: :}nd
perfectly ncquainted with all its necessities.
His nomination is largely due to the influence
of the lumbermen of the district, who rallied
to his support with hardly a dissenting voice.

Upon a more careful reading, it v.‘:Il be
seen, that there was more intended in its
meaning and scope than would eppear at
first glance. The faet is well known, that
Mr. Washburn feared that this highly favor-
able indoisement hy Col. Walker might
operate unfavorably, for the reason that the
fact might be believed by the voters in this
district. That one of the principal reasons
whyv Mr. Washburn so greatly desired to go
to “Cungr('ss. and his principal tool and
henchman, Fletcher and many others, were

HO earneat in their el_Turts to
secare  Washburn's nomination and
election, was that Washburn

would be a willing tool to aid hipmulf and
others out of any corrupt matters in connee-
tion with pine land trespass or dishonorable
practices to which the pine land ring may
have or now belong.

TIME CALLED ON COL, WALKER,

It may be well also to inquire what inter-
est Mr. . B. Walker“is subserving or 1denti-
fied with? There are many branches and
ramifieations of this ring, but all have one
purpose in view—to plunder all they can
from the government and Indian reservation

lands. It would be a very interesling revela-
tion if Mr. . B. Walker wounld state what

he knows ss the agent of the parties who
now claim to own all the Mille Liacs Iudian
reservation, amounting to 65,000 acres, and
having upcen the same 300,000,000 feet,
worth at least $750,000.

Heo probably could state the mauy weary
miles he journeyed in Missouri, , and

to the people of this State and the country
atlarge. Prohably it is not generally known
that in a remote part of the State there isa
very large tract of public pine land, esti-
mated not less than 900,000 acres, upon
which there is not less than 100,000,000
feet of euperior pine timber, besides the
Leech Lake reservation of 600,000 acres
more and having upon it 300,000,000 feet of
pine. For some unknown reason the extent
and value of this pine tract is only known
to a selsct few—the pine land ring—and
any and all efforts to have the same open
and in the market, as other lands are and
have been, meets with no favor with the
proper aud legitimate cfficers of the land
department either at Washington or in

Minnesota, For the information of
our readers, wo would state
that this section of country

is north of township numbr 140, and the
12th standard parallel, and west of the 3d
guide meridan, which is the dividing line
Lelween the surveys of the east and west
sides of the Mississippi river. It no doubt
would be plessant reading and very valuable
information if Mr. P, B. Walker would also
furnish through the columns of the Grose or
the Lumberman a few facts in relation to that
portion of the county referred to, embracing
the extent of pine lands, quality. and who
the parties are that control and manage this
close pine land riog corporation—as th ey
have o ably other portions of the pine
land distriet. <

The name of Mr. Walker has been sug-
gested from the fact that he has had great
experience iu land surveys, explorations and
piue land affairs generally, and for another
reason, he never fails to come forward to the
front, either 1n person or through the Lum-

berman, in defense of the ring. He con-
doemns and severely ealls in question the

motive and faithfulness of Carl Schurz, gec-
retary of the interior, the commissioner of
the general land oflice, and the agents of the
general government, in their efforts to en-
force the law to proteet the public domain
from being totally stripped of its valuable
forests.

‘T'he whole subject matter should be thor-
oughly investigated by the standing commit-
tee of public lands, or some utber special
committee of the House of Representatives,
at the earliest moment, covering the matter
of trespass, frasdalent pre-emption and

homesteads, of every character; unlawfnl
sarveys of public and Indian rezservation

lands, location of fraudulent addition-
al  soldier homestead serip and other
sorip, and especially by what legal right par-
ties claim to own and control the entire tract
of pine on the “Mille Laes Indian Reserva-
tion,” in this State, Also to ascertain if any
officer in the government, in the land or law
departments, have performed their duties,

when the knowledge ot this villainy and vio-
lation of law has been brought to their

attention. There is undoubted and ample
proof at hand, which can be furrished. Let
it be done without delay and thoroughly.

The above is the order of the committee in
joint sessions, and experts will confine them-
selves to it a8 nearly as possible.

AWFUL ACKLIN.

4 GUILTY OR MOST MALIGNED CON-
GRESSMAN.

Another Chapter of the Dirty Scandal Con-
neoted with the Name of Congressman
Acklin—--The Btory ef the Democratic
Gommittes Investizati Oontradictory
Affidavits From the Alleged Vietim---
Other BSBuspiclous Clrcumstances Con-
nected with the Transaction.

New OBLEArS, Dec. 26.—To the Editors of
the Demoerat; I hand you herewith for publi-
cation a synopsis of the evidence taken before
the Acklin committee, of which I was a mem-
ber. This synupsis was written at the time for
publication, but for reasons I have heretofore
stated, and which I then acquiesced in, it was
withheld. I have no desire to pursue Mr. Ack-
lin, but his action in sceking a vindication at
the hands of others, has raised an issue of fact
which can only be determined by submitting
the evidence to the public, If the decision of
our committee is not based upon sufficient tes-
timony, then Mr. Acklin is entitled to the bene-
fit of it. 1If, on the other hand, it is justified,
let the imputation rest where it belonga.

Here follows a statement made by the com-
mittee showing that their decision was adverse
to Acklin’s innocence. They notified Acklin
that their decision would be made pnblie.
Acklin entreated us not to make this decision
public until after 12 ». Bunday, the 13th inst.,
1n order to determine, he said, after more calm
reflection, whether he would withdraw from
the canvass or not. To this delay we consent-
ed for the purpose that he had indicated.
Pending this delay Mr. Acklin asked a favora-
ble opinion from a second committee composed
of prominent Representatives, hended by ex-
Gov. Hahn, and late on SBaturday night sent this
second and favorable opinion to the city press
for publication in the Bunday papers. This
extraordinary conduet, with the fact that the
second decision was directly the opposite of
the one we had rendered, though professedly
based on the same evidence, compels us to give
a brief synopsis of the evidence on which we
gave our verdict, to show, as we think it will,
thut onr decision was not dictated by prejudice
or ill-will,

The history of thisa very shameful affair as
developed by the evidence adduced during our
irvestigation is as follows: A column of a
synopsis of the testimony follows reciting that
Acklin engaged the girl's father to manage his
plantation. Bom: time after an intimacy
sprang up between Acklin and the girl. In
August, 1877, he accompanied the girl and her
mother to New Orleans, and was nctive in per-
feeting a marriage between the girl and & man
named Wright, who had been a hostler on his
plantation. From others we learned that
Wright deserted his wife and went to Texas a
tew days after his marriage. The girl was de-
livered of an infunt in Febrnary, 1878, and
after that sank lower and lower in social life,
She died of yellow fever in September, 1878,

We will now call attention to two affidavits
professedly made by the unfortunate young
woman, One of these allidavita was
presented to us by Mr. Acklin. We will eall

_that ome affidavit No.1. The uther affidavit

was found among the effecta of Mr. H. N,
Smith after his death. We eall this one affida-
vit No. 2. Affidavit No. 1 is very important and
very favorable to Mr, Acklin, as the girl
testifies in it to his entire innocence of any
criminal intercourse at any time with her.

This affidavit, No. 1, was signed. ‘‘Mattie P.
Wright,”" the girl's name in full. The signa-

ture was evidently that of a person accustomed
to writing. The name was written in & run-
ning hand and no hesitation manifested in the
formation of letters. The name was not writ-
ten in the handwriting of a beginner, or of a
person unaccustomed to writing their name.
This affidavit was aworn to before Mr. Alfred
Ingraham, notary public, in Angust, 1878, who
attested the signature and it was in the form and
nature of questions and answers, and
when Mr.Acklin presented itjto us he called our
attention to the fact. We were told that the
questions were propounded by the notary and
the answers written down by the notary as
spoken by the girl, and that she sipned it in
the notary's presence. We requested Mr. Ingra-
ham to give his testimony on this matter. He
met our committee and testified that one
morning Mr. Acklin came into his office accom-

panied by o young woman, and presented him
the aflidavit, questions nnd answers all written

out and already signed, and that he
only 1rend the caption to learn if
affiant was the person mentioned in the affida-
vit. Mr. Ingrabam asked the young woman if
that was her signature, and that was all Mr,
Ingrabam did in the matter. He was asked
specially if he had propounded any of the
questions set forth in the affidavit, and had
taken any of the answers down? He said he
had not, and that he knew nothing of the con-
tents of the affidavit.

We have very grave reasons to doubt the
genuineness of affidavit No. 1. We have most
]‘,msitive proof that the girl could mnot write.

We have evidence that a pencil was placed in
her hand and she was requested to write her
name and she conld not make the first stroke
of the letter M. Moreover, Mr. Acklin admits
and states in his card published on Sunday,
October 13th, that the girl could neither read
nor write. Bhe certainly did not sign the
affidavit bearing the signature of Mattie P.
Wright, because she could not write.

Now this question presented itself to the
consideration of our committee, Who did sign
this aflidavit? fVe could only conjecture, but
had no evidence to determine the questionsat-
isfactorily to ourselves, Mr. Acklin based his
claim to innocence in a great measure on this
affidavit No, 1. i

Affidavit No. 2, made by the girl, is azs dam-
aging to Mr. Acklin as afidavit No. 1 waa fa-
vorable to him. His story of affidavit No. 2 is
this: The girl made the naintance
of Mr. H. N. Smith apd told her tale
He rendered the statement to writing
induced her to come to his house, where she
appeared before Judge O'Rourke, a justice of
the peace, stated she knew the contents, which
were not read to her, awore to the truth of the
contents, and made her mark, which was at-
tested by the justice in August, 1878,

This affidavit, No. 2, gives a full and detailed
statement of the whole matter between Mr.
Acklin and herself, alleges the seduction, the
manner of the seduction, the pregnaney, which
she attributes to Mr. Acklin, her visit to the
New Orleans physician, what took place there,
the attempt on her part to prodnce an abortion
by taking medicines and by the useof instra-
ments, her marriage with Wright, his subse-
quent desertion, the part Mr. Acklin took in
arranging the marriage, and his meeting her
subsequently.

A MAN MADE OF CAST IRON.

The Stranqe Disease That Befel John Col-
lins, Pugilist and Professor of Spar-
ring.

|New York World.]
John Charles Collins, the **Cast-Iron Man,””
lies in St. Luke’s hospital with some alloy in
his composition, While he was acting last

fall as teacher of sparring in Col. Monstery’s

Academy in Bixth avenue he was suddenly
attacked with a sense of suffocation. He
was removed to Bellevne hospital and after-
wards to St. Luke's, where he was found to
be suffering from paralysis of the vocal
cords—the little organs whose vibrations
cause sound and which, when paralyzed,
fall together and prevent the enirance of
air into the lungs. The only immediate
relief of Collins was an operation that would
aliow him to breathe from a point below the

voeal cords, and so a hole wus cut in his
throat, or, as the doctor would put it, the

operation of laryngo-tracheotomy was per-
formed, and a double silver tube, open at
both ends, was introduced into the windpipe.
Collins was immediately able to breathe
without the use or his nose or mouth and
in spite of the paralysis of the vocal cords,
and his life was saved. Bince the operation
he hag been doing well, and the doctors are
now treating him with a view to cure the
paralysis. 'I'he case is a peculiar oge, as
there are few instances on record of a
paralysis of the vocal e¢xds, and Colling’
disease is farther complicated by the fact
that the cause of his affection is unknown,
Before he was attacked he had suffered from
a slight cold, but was otherwise, as he had
always been, in the best of health.

A reporter of the World found the “Cast
Iron Man” sitting up ‘n bed attentively
reading a newspaper, and wheezing through
the silver tube. It may be imagined that
under these cirenmstances conversation was
diflienlt, but the *“Cast Iron Man" endeav-
ored to make himself equal to the emergen-
cy, for taking a long breath through the
tube he stopped up the orifice with his finger
and then began to talk with the air he had
introduced in this way into his lungs. His
voice, however, was anly a hoarse, loud
whisper, and bis speech was like that of a
vemriloguist. “I don’t know what gave me
this,” said he *for it came on all of a sud-
den. 1 nearly died. Buat last night I was
worse off. I got a cold and the tube was
stoppad up. 1 wied to pull it out, but I
couldn’t, and I ran to a nurse, but he
couldun’t do anything with it either. While
they were gone fora doctor I keeled over;
and when the doctor came he squeezed my
ribs, Bat it was & long time before I came

around.”
Collina took another long breath through

his vicarious larynx, and throwing opsn his
shirt, revealed a chest that looked as if it
were clothed with the pelt of some grizzled
animal. He poinfed to an enormous swell-
ing on his left collar-bone and asked, “Do
you know what this is?"

The reporter arose to examine it.

“ft's whera the gentlemen ‘tap’ me in
sparring.’’ And the “Cast-iron Man,” by
way of 1illustration, “tapped’’ the reporter on
his left collar-bone. 'Tue reporter suddenly
resumed his seat, “1've been tapped there
80 often,’” continued Collins, takiug another
breath, that that swelling came there. The
doctors say it’s a curious thing, and they’re
going to make a cast of it.”’

For a few moments the “Cast-Iron Man’
gave himself up to breathing. As he sat in

his bed he losked like a giant. His frame is
immense in  breadtii and his great muscles

seem to have been turned into stone. But
his hands are small and very dextrous and
flexible.

“Collins came herea good many years
ago,’” gaid Colonel Monstery. *He was
originally a sailor in the British navy, where
he became known as the ‘Cast-Iron Man’ on
account of his great endurance and his pow-
er to stand a great deal of physical panish-
ment in the rough and {umble fights in
which he was frequently engaged. He was
brought into prominence here by his fight
with George Rooke. 2 middle-weight cham-
pion, at Figher’s Island in 1867. Rooke was
a very heavy middle-weight and he stood
about six fedt two, while Colling is only
about five feet seven. Rooke whipped him,
but Collins stood up so under the punishment
that he fairly earned then, if not before, his
title of the ‘Cast-Iron Man.” Afterwards he
went into the United States navy, and afier
leaving the serviee became a teacher of
sparring in the Washington gymnasinm. He
did well there. Sartoris, Grant’s ron-in-law,
was in Washington at the time, and he with
his friends nsed to spar with Collins. Sar-
toris was delighted every time he could sue-
ceed in knocking the ‘Cast-Iron ‘Man’ down,
and every knock-down was as good as a
twenty-dollar note to Collins. The Marquis
de Potestad, of the Spanish legation, was
also a great friend of Collins, and offered to

ive him $1,000 any ¢ime he wanted to go

to business for himself. The marquis is
now in Paris. He will probably be here
goon, and I have sent him a letter abont
‘Collins. When Sartoris and his friends left
Washington business became bad with Col-
lins, and he went on the United BStates
school-ship as master-at-arms. When his
time was out he came here as teacher rf
sparring.”

HOW WEALTH IS MADE,

Result of Edward Atkinson’s Researches
into the Statistics of Industry.

| Boston Herald. |

The statement made by Mr. Edward Atkin-
son of this city, before the Congressional com-
mitlee on labor. at its scasion of Thuraday
last, at the national capital, is of great interest,
bearing 84 it does upon much-discnssed
economic gquestions.  Mr. Atkinson’s statistics
were taken from the reports of the Massa-
chusetts bureau of statistics of labor, and
from the returos of the 8 tate financial officers,
These statistics furnish the basis for a pretty
close approximation to the trath in regard to
the annual product of laborand the value of
accuomulated praperty. 1In 1875 the amount of
property returned was as follows, values being
exprested in currency, gold at the time being
worth 21,10 to 81.12,

On account of property sobjected to donble
assesment, as in tne case of mortgages, Mr.
Atkinson deducted $650,000,000 from the re-
turned value of real estate, and on account of
mortzages, notes and other puper meiely rep-
resenting titles to property, he deducted 544, -
000,000 from the aggregate amount of per-
fonul property assessed for taxes, Tuis left
#1,000,000.000 us the net aceumnulation of the
aciual product of labor during the two ovn-
uries which have elapsed since the Massa-
chusetts colony was founded.

-Mr. Atkinson set down the product of Massa-
chusetts indnstry for 1875 as follows:

In this amount, however, there were num-
erous duplications. Thus to rome extent the
rame cloth is reported once ns in pogsossion of
the manufactarers, and again as clothing on
After all dedsctions
on account of duplications, Mr. Atkirson set
down the net annuval product of the indurtry
of Massachusetts at & maximom of £500,-
000,000, ora maximum of 2300,000,000 and
point ont that the aggregate accumulation
out of the labor of two centuries is equal to

the annual product of two, or, at most, a little
over three vears.

As un illustration of the slowness with which
capital is acquired, Mr. Atkinson cited a cotton
mill which in 1838 produced a given amount
with the labor of 226 men working thirteen
hours a days, and in 1878 produces the same
smounnt with the labor ol 90 men working ten
hours a day. It belongs to the same
corporation, is represented by the sameshares of
stock, and, to all appearances, is the sameo mill
as in 1838, but within the forty years from that
date it has been twice rebuilt, from the founda-
tion, while its machinery has heen again and
again replaced by improved devices, devices
which have increased the productiveness uf
lahor in the degree indicated by the fizures

just given, This destruction of capital to
muake way for new inventioos, said Mr. Atkin-

son, is the law of progress, and it is to the in-
crease of production thus bronght about that
the working classes must look for the im prove-
ment of their condition,

Mr. Atkinson holds that in a normal condi-
tion of trade manufacturing r apital may yield
10 per cent., and cannot yield more, because
any industry in which it yiclds that percentage
draws so much capital into it that the profits
are kept down by competition. For some
years past it bas yielded much leas, and apeak-
ing for the cotton manufacture, 1t would not
now be yielding anything at all except for the
utilization of materisl formerly wasted, and
only saved now in consequence of services to
which the wits of the manufagturers have been
stimulated. The 10 per cent. annual yield of
capital has to be employed in the repairing
and replacing of machinery, in the parchase
of new inventions, besides regular expenses in
the way of insurance, ete. OF the annual yield
of 10 per ceat. probably four per cent. is used
as indicated. This leaves the capitalist six per
cent., out of which he must pay five for living
expenses, domestic® service, etc., There then
remaing but one per cent. to be devoted to the
increase of capital or luxurious indulgences.

To sum up, Mr. Atkinson declared, ns the re-
sults of his researches into the statistics of in-
dustry, that, out of the entire annual product
of industry in Massachusetts, from 95
to 93 per cent. is distributed tn labor,
and all the remainder except one per cent. LOes
to the maintenance and replacing of capital,
It is out of his one per cent. alone that capital
can find anything to add to the percentage re-
ceived by labor, und the only way in whioh the
earnings of labor can be increased appreciably
is thro.ish the increase in the efficiency of
production which new mechanical inventions
are continually producing.

A BRAZIL'AN NABOB,

The Big Scheme Which Is To Beguile the
Denizens of the Blue Grass Region.
| Lexington Press. |

Mr, Chan Reticker, with whose name the
people of Lexington are familiar, retarned
to the city yesterday. He is direct from
Brazil, via New York, Mr. Brticker went
on a visit to his possessions in Brazil in the
province of Panama, where he has a clear
title to a piece of lund, a small sized farm
of over 3,000,000 of acres, in two sections,
the smaller  containiug a little
less Lhan 500,000 acres—a rich eoffee
growing conntry. He has laid claim and is
perfecting his title to another section ad-
jomning the main body of 1,500,000 acres.
So soon as the gurvey is completed he will
have the title clear to that. His territory
extends 150 miles along the river of Guess,
fo the navigation of which stream, for that
distancea, ha has the_e.xclusivo pr_ivilege for
fifty years, DMr. Reticker’s plan is to stock
this rich country, the land of which is very

like that of Kentocky, with fine
horses and cattle. He has on
one little place already over 5,000

head. He will cut his land up iato thou-

sand acre sections for the parpose of caltiva-

tion and caitls raising. He will purchase
stock here in Kentucky—horses, cattle and
sheep—and ship them by sea to Rio de Janei-
ro. His g'ips will sail from New York every
sixty days. He will encourage immigration
into Brazil, and offer large inducements to
Americans to accompany hiin to his terri-
tory, where he intends to establish towns.
He points npon the map ths lucations for
these hives of industry and marts of com-
merce. As an extra inducement the govern-
ment of Brazil has by letters pat-
ent given him the right to import goods of
American manufacture for himself and
the people of his territory duty free. Mr.
Reticker is quite enthusiastic over the new
undertaking in which he is now engaged,
and is sanguine of brilliant success. A
Brazilian gentleman will be here shortly
who will assist Mr. Reticker in his business,
and the selection of stock for shipment will
be begun immediately. Itis expected that
the first exportation will be made in April.
Mr. Reticker feels that he has been treated
kindly by Kentuckians, and he wants Ken-
tucky, and especially this section of it. to get
the benefit of the Brazilian stock trade.
