TERRITORIAL GOVERNORS. 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 31.—A letter of the sec­
retary of the interior regarding an increase 
of sahr ies of Governors of Territories was 
referred to the committee on appropriations. 

CREDENTIALS. 

The Vice President laid before the Senate 
the credentials of Gaorge G. Vest, elected 
United States Senator from Missouri. Placed 
on file. 

PENSION CLERKS. 

Senator Yoorhees, from the committee o n 
pensions , reported a resolution instructing 
the secretary of the interior to report the ad­
ditional clerical force necessary in the pen­
sion office p.nd pension branch of the surgeon 
general's offios to give to applicants prompt 
examination of thair claims, and speedy and 
efficient transaction of the business of pen­
sioners. Agreed to . 

MESSAGE. 

Mr. Prndsu, assistant private secretary to 
the President, appeared in the Senate cham­
ber with a message from the President. H e 
was accompanied Ky a messenger bearing a 
huge bundle of documents , supposed to be 
from Secretary Sherman regarding the Naw 
York customs appointments, but the bundle 
was not disturbed in open session. 

SHIELDS. 

Senator Shields was appointed a member 
of the committee on railroads and enrolled 
bi lk , in place of his predecessor, Armstrong. 

EXPOSITION PARIS. 

Senator Hamlin, from the committee on 
foreign relations, reported adversely on the 
House joint resolution in relation to the ex­
penditures on the industrial exposition in 
Paris, and it was indefinitely postponed. I n 
explanation, Senator Hamlin said the reso­
lution only repeated what i3 not law. It is 
the duty of the secretary of state to make 
that report of expanditures, and he would uo 
so as soon as he could ascertain the amount. 

INDIAN TRANSFER. 

Senator Saunders, from the joint commit­
tee to inquire into the expediency of trans­
ferring the Indian bureau from the interior 
to the war department, reported that the 
oommittee had been unable to agree, and 
eubmitted a report accompanied by a bill to 
authorize the President temporarily to trans­
fer the custody, control and management of 
certain Indian tribes from the interior to the 
tvar department, and for other purposes. 
L'-ti-.l o a the table, and Mr. Saunders gave 
notice ho would call it up for consideration 
at an early day. 

The Senate, on motion of Senator Conk-
ling, went into executive session, and when 
the doors reopene.l adjourned.

NEW YORK NOMINATIONS. 

MESSAGE OF THE PBESIDENT. 

Yf ASHINOTON, Jan. 31 .—The fol lowing i s 
the President's message sent to the Senate 
to-day, relative to the nominat ions of Col­
lector Arthur and Naval Officer Cornell: 

T o the Senate: I transmit herewith a let­
ter of the seoretary of the treasury in regard 
to the suspension of the late collector and 
naval officer of the port of New York, with 
accompanying deouments. I n addition 
thereto I respectfully submit the following 
observations: The custom house in New 
York collects more than two-thirds of all tho 
customs revenues of the government. Its 
administration is a matter, not of local in­
terest merely, but is of great importance to 
the people of the whole country. For a 
long period of t ime it has been used to 
manage and control political affairs. The 
officers suspected by me are and for 
several years have been engaged in the ac­
tive, personal management of the party poli­
tics of the city and State of New York. T h e 
duties of the office held by them have been 
regarded as of subordinate importance to 
their partisan work. Their offices have been 
conducted as a part of the political machi­
nery under their control. They have made 
the custom house the oentre of partisan po­
litical maoagemeut. The custom house 
should be a business office. I t should b e 
conducted on business principles. Col. 
James, postmaster of New York 

city, writing o n the subject, says: 
^'The postoffice i s a business 
institution, and should be run as such. It 
is my deliberate judgment that I and m y 
subordinates can do m o i e for the party of 
our choioe by giving the people of this" city 
a good and efficient postal service than by 
controilit-g the primaries or dictating nomi­
nat ions ." 

The New York custom house should be 
placed on the same footing with the New 
York postoffice, but uuder the suspended 
officers the custom house would be one of 
the principal political agencies m the State 
of New York. To change this they profes3 
to believe would be, iu the language of Cor­
nell in h i s response, "to surrender their 
personal and political r ights ." 

Convinced that the people of New York, 
and of the country generally, wish the New 
York custom house to be administered solely 
with a view to public-interest, it is my pur­
pose to do all in my power to introduce into 
this great offioe the reforms which the coun­
try desires. With my information of facts 
in the case, and with a sense of tho respon­
sible obligation imposed upon m e by the 
constitution to "take care that the laws be 
faithfully executed," I regarded i t as my 
plain duty to suspend the officers in ques­
tion and to make the nominations 
now before the Senate in order that this im­
portant omce may.be honestly and efficiently 
administered.

Secretary Sherman's letter to the Pres i ­
dent, in reply to Arthur, is very long. H e 
repeats that all the allegations stated in the 
department letter oc the 15th inst . are sus­
ceptible of the clearest proof, and says the 
department is prepared to verify them, if it 
is the pleasure of the Senate to give the op­
portunity. 

AN EXECUTIVE SESSION. 

In executive session, after reading the 
President's message and Seoretary Sherman's 
letter regarding the New York custom ho use 
nominations, Senator Conkling made a 
speech, closing with the expression of opin­
ion that the Senate should proceed to con­
sider and act upon the pending nominat ions 
without further postponement. Senator 
Matthews offered a resolution providing: 
First—That the message and accompanying 
documents should be printed and laid 
on the table, and that further 
consideration of the nominations should be 
postponed until next Monday. The first 
branch of this resolution was agreed to 
without division, but the proposition for 
postponement gave rise to extended discus­
sion. Finally a vote by yeas and nays was 
taken on Matthews' resolution to postpone, 
and resulted in its adoption; yeas 35, nays 
26. The affirmative votes were cast mostly 
by Democrats, and the negative votes by 
^Republicans. Matthews, Hoar, Dawes, 
Burnside, Windom, Wadleigh, Mitchell 
and Ferry, however, voted in favor of 
postponement, and Eaton, Barnum, 
Voorhees, Davis of Ill inois, and McPherson 
were recorded iu the negative. T h i s vote 
does not absolutely foreshadow favorable ac­
tion on the nominations, for several Senators 
who voted for postponement are definitely 
known to be opposed to them, but the advo­
cates of confirmation have been greatly en­
couraged by it, and to-ni^ht they confidently 
expect success in the final vote Monday.

PLEURA-PNEUMONIA. 

A Disease that Threatens to Cheek the 
Export of A m e r i c a n Cattle — E n g l i s h 
Dealers Tak ing Steps to Defend The ir 
Interests . 

N E W YOBK, Jan. 81.—News that the British 
government had prohibited the importation 
of live cattle from America has created con­
siderable excitement among shippers of live 
stock, and also among ship owners, several 
l ines of steamers running from this and 
other Amerioan ports having made large 
contracts ahead for 1879. The Eoening Post 
says: "During the summer months last 
year many of the large steamers of the 
National line were especially fitted up and 
wholly devoted to this business, the num­
ber of cattle shipped by a single vessel often 
numbering more than 400. The alleged 
decision of the Engl i sh government was en­
tirely unexpected. The present is the dull­
est t ime in the trade, but even now there are 
probably more than 1,500 head of cattle on 
the way to England. Two cargoes consigned 
by Goldsmith & Taffee arrived at Liverpool 
yesterday, and Phi l l ips said he had reoeived 
no word from their agent there of any at­
tempt to prevent their landing. The British 
vic8 consul says he had no official notifica­
tion of any attempt on the part of the 
British government to prevent the importa-" 
tion of American cattle. 

THE BBITISH MINISTEB. 

WASHINGTON, Jan. 31 .—The British min­
ister has informed the department of state 
that pleura-pneumonia having been detected 
in a cargo of cattle on the ship Ontario, 
from Portland, her majesty's government i s 
considering whether they can retain the 
United States under exemption of part 4 of 
the 50th schedule of the act of 1878. 

EXAGGERATED. 

LIVEBPOOL, Jan. 31 .—The privy counoil de­
partment has under consideration the sub­
ject of future arrivals of cattle from America. 
Those engaged in the trade contend that un­
necessary alarm has been created out of the 
Ontario's case and dispute the statement 
that the animals suffered from pleura-pneu­
monia. They have retained veterinary sur­
geons of high repute to act as a check upon 
the privy council inspectors.

The Invest igat ion of J u d g e Blodget t . 
CHICAGO, Jan. 31 .—The sub-congres sional 

committee to inquire into the charges 
against Judge Blodgett heard the evidence 
of Durley, S i e e p and other members of t h e 
late federal grand jury. Their t e s t imony 
was in effect that an indictment had been 
found by that jury against the register in 
bankruptcy, Hibbard, for perjury and mak­
ing a false report, but that an indictment 
was not found, District Attorney Bangs in­
forming the jury that with the concurrence 
of Judge Blodgett he should refuse to frame 
it, and that Blodgett had said to h im that he, 
Blodgett, was responsible for th9 interpre­
tation of the law under which Hibbard 
made his returns and affidavits. Several 
witnesses testified to remarks by J u d g e 
Blodgett or from him, to the effeot that the 
jury were grangers, loafing here at the gov­
ernment expense, and should be dismissed .

- TEE AMEEB IN BUSSIA. 

S T . PETEBSBTTHG, Jan. 31 .—The ameer of 
Afghanistan has arrived o n the Russian 
frontier. H i s followers were disarmed. The 
ameer alone was allowed to retain his arms. 
T h e Russian authorities endeavored to per­
suade h im that it would be useless to go to 
St . Petersbnrg, but the ameer insists and 
unless prevailed upon to abandon his inten­
t ion may be expected to reach the Russian 
capital by the end of February, though every 
effort will be made to deter h im. The 
ameer appears to be astonished at h is treat­
ment . 

PLAGUE PRECAUTIONS. 

B E B L I N , Jan. 31 .—The German govern­
ment , to prevent the introduction of the 
plague, has prohibited the importation of all 
articles prohibited by the Austrian c o m m i t ­
tee and also manufacture of felt. The i m ­
perial chancellor will draw u p regulat ions 
relative to travelers' baggage.

SCHOOL GUARDIANS. 
A R e g u l a r Meet ing o f t h e Inspectors Last 

Night—Trouble A b o u t t h e "Wood Con­
tract and Several Other Things—No L e g ­
is lat ion io B e A s k e d For . 
The board of education held a regular 

session last night , President Murphy in the 
chair. 

COMMUNICATIONS, ETC. 

Inspector Donnel ly called attention to the 
Bosemount district school, saying that tho 
city was paying enough to run the sohool. 
The matter was referred to the secretary to 
make investigation and report thereon. 

A communication was read from the trus­
tees of the MaoAUister college, by Mr. H. K. 
Taylor, setting forth that interest was due, 
at 10 per cent. , o n $5,000 bonds, s ince last 
May. 

Several of the board were anxious to learn 
how the 10 per cent, interest came about, 
when the bonds only called for 7 per cent. 

M'ALLISTEB COLLEGE BONDS. 

Mr. Taylor explained that the bonds were 
due in September, 1877. Since that t ime the 
trustees had been taking 10 per cent., be ing 
will ing to allow the board to retain the money 
at that rate. This interest had been 
paid by t h e late Mr. Manson, 
and he (Mr. Taylor) thought ho 
was dealing with a regular officer of the 
board. Messrs. Scheffer, McCardy end 
others said they never knew a n y t h i n g of the 
arrangement, but agreed that the evidence 
was all in favor of Mr. Taylor, and some 
means ought to be devised s o that the college 
would not lose, though the board was not 
legally bound to pay the difference in the 
interest. Bo th saw no way out of it, but ex­
pressed their sympathy for Mr. Taylor. 

President Murphy saw n o way out of it. 
Mr. Donnel ly 'couldn't understand why 

there wasn't some instrument of writ iog 
between the late Mr. Manson and Mr. 
Taylor. H e always thought 7 per cent, 
was paid, and couldn't understand how 10 
per cent was paid o n 7 per cent paper. H e 
moved the reference of the matter to .Messrs. 
Scheffer, McCardy and Mr. Otis , attorney of 
the board, to investigate and report. Carried. 

OUTSIDE OF TOWN. 

A communication was read from David 
Bamaley asking that money paid to admit 
his ohildren to the city schools be refunded, 
and stating as a reason that his business v a3 
in town, and he only lived just without the 
saered l imits . 

Mr. Soheff ar didn't see how the help could 
be extended. 

Mr. Donnel ly believed the relief could b e 
given. 

Mr. Withey gave a similar instance in t h e 
Sixth ward. The:o was a farmer over there 
whose house was in Dakota county, but 
whose farm was largely in the Sixth ward. 
H e wanted his children to attend the Sixth 
ward school without paying.. How could it 
be done? 

The president put a quietus to the 
matter, by saying they escaped the city 
personal tax, didn't vote in the city, etc., 
and couldn't, in consequence, have the prvi-
lege. 

FUEL FOR THE SCHOOLS. 

Mr. Corning, of Smith & Lewis , wood con­
tractors, stated that racks had been put up 
at the schools to be filled.

Subsequently the racks were measured 
and the contractors had found them to 
measure e ight feet and a half h igh and forty 
feet and eleven inches in length, when the 
measurement should have been eight feet by 
forty for the twenty cords required.

ALMS BOUSE BURNED. 

LOUISVILLE, Jan. S I . — T h e Louisvil le 
a lms house, situated five miles south of the 
city, was entirely destroyed by fire, the origin 
of which is unknown, at 10 o'clock this 
morning. Three hundred and forty persons 
were in the place at the t ime, nearly all of 
w h o m escaped. James Ridley, imbecile, was 
burned fatally. Fred Meyer i n i scaping 
broke bis neck. Henry Eehler perished in 
the flames. Thomas Dixon was'- killed by a 
fall. Nathan Caldwell wae severely hurt, and 
Mrs. Johnson was severely burned and will 
probably die. The exit scene is described as 
horrible in the extreme, but the mos i mar­
velous feature is the small loss of life attend­
ing it. Nearly all the inmates were aged in­
valids, imbeciles and cripples. There were 
more colored persons than any other class, 
yet, strange to say, none were seriously in­
jured. Their ages ranged from 108 years to 
50. The building was erected by the city of 
Louisvi l le in 1874, at a cost of $75,000, and 
was insured as follows: Continental, of New 
York, $5 ,000; Commercial Union, of Lou­
don, $5 ,000; Hartford, of Hartford, $6 ,000; 
Royal, of Liverpool, $5,000; Franklin, of 
Louisvil le, $5 ,000; Farmers and Drovers, of 
Louisville, $5,000; German Security, of 
Louisville, $5 ,000: Union, of Louisuille, 
$5,000; Louisvil le German, $5,000; Western, 
Louisvil le, $5 ,000; Qneen, of Liverpool, 
$5,000; Underwriters, of N e w York, $5,000; 
Western Assurance, of Toronto, $5 ,000. 
Total, $70,000. The paupers were assigned 
other quarters at once. 

DISHONEST CLERKS. 

CINCINNATI, Jan. 31.—Cit izens of Urbana, 
Ohio, are considerably exercised at the dis­
covery of crookedness i n the cosnty treas­
urer's office. T h e treasurer, James Blaser# 

has left the business of his office mostly to 
his two clerks, one be ing a brother to Blssy .

Bishop thought he could draw 
Mrs. Cobb to a confession of guilt by snoh 
interview. Mrs. Cobb refused to recognize 
h im when be entered the room. After 
prayer by Bev. Mr. Montgomery, Bishop 
said to Mrs. C o b b : "Katie, you know that 
the statement of mine is true." Mrs. Cobb 
replied indignant ly: "I don't know any 
such t i . ing. I know it is not true." Bishop 
repeated his appeal in various f n m s and was 
met with a similar denial each t ime.

LOSS OP OXSTER BOAT AND CHEW.
