'• Perils and P-itrposes of Professional T.ife." 
At tuo First Methodist church last evening the 

pastor, Rev. Mr. Hulbmd, delivered his sixth of tho 
Bertes of Sunday evening aorinons oa "We and Our 
Neighbors," entitled "Perils and Purposes of Pro­
fessional Life." His text was taken from Luke, 
IV :23: 

"Physician, heal thyself." 
And from Luke I I :45 : 
"l'heu answered one of the lawyers saying, Master, 

th is sajiug thou reproachest us also." 
He pretaced his discourse by remarking that it 

was Baid that when Peter the Great visited .England 
he saw a great number of meu begowued anu b8-
Wigged, and a*>ked who they were, and that his •• aj-
tstj aubwored: "They aro lawjers.'' "Whatl bo 

many ot them,'' said he, " I ha\e only 
two in my kingdom, nne when I get home 
I am going to tut their heads off!" And it was sa d 
(hat the Chinese had a regulation by which they 
paid their doctors for keeping them well, and charged 
t'lera when they weie sick. Those barbaric miscon­
ceptions, of these ancieut and honorable professions 
are not confined to baibirous or even semi-barbar­
ous nations. It is very papular with a certain class 
to l ing at a proiesaion and especially at these two. 
H • was there to speak for, and ot, these professions 
that aro so connecte I with our civilization and 
lriigiois interests, that to separate or ehnv-
mato e.tlier class would bo to afftct ir-
reparalletinjury; he] was th<-re also to maintain 
that these professions are everything to Christianity, 
at least to tho religion of the bible; that they have 
iheir inception in and have been fostered by the re­
ligion ot tho bible. Realizing this on their part they 
ought not ouly to acknowledge, but to lend then-
hand m the support of religion. 

Tor the oldest law-book v\e must recur to the pub­
lished wdl of God from Mount Sinai, and beyond 
tlut simple ccte of laws all the statutes of subsequent 
hmeh.no never gone. While we are engaged m 
btate and national legislation constantly, and while 
the ablest jumts of .ill time have been bringing their 
uiuds to baar upon this subject, yet confessedly at 
no point and in no case have the simple principles of 
law beea outgrown that are set ioith in the ten 
commandments issued four thousand years ago and 
mote from a man the representative of la race o 
«.la%es. f 

He was there especially to speak upon certain per-
ih tnat aitend these two professions and the claims 
^hich they have upon popular sympathy and sup-
noit. He first spoke of the par Js of the profession 
of inedu.no; ho remarked that an old Latin proverb 
declaied that where thero were three doctors there 
nere two atheists, and presented some of the reasons 
J or that view. In the first place the physician, above 
nil rn-<u, was the sla\e of the public; he falls into a 
neglect ot the meins of grace, and necessarily into 
a msiegard of the things of religion. Dr. Gray be­
lieved that the skepticism of the men of his profes­
sion arose largely from ignorance; they judged the 
cause of religion without giving it a hearing. 
Many persons also had a pecuhanty of being sicker 
on Sunday than at any other time. The physician 
was apt to lose sight ot tbe designer in the design; 
looked at the human form as a mere machine, re-
bolved the whole into assimilation and concietion, 
and talked and mystified others about the operations 
of it, but did not follow these until he had discovered 
the supreme designer in the adjustment of these re­
lations. He maintained that the medical profession 
*usthe most illy-requited profession in the land; 
that it was the last one paid usually, even after the 
printer and minister; that people were delighted 
wnh the doctor when he wrote prescriptions, but 
frowned on him when ha wrote bills. This, however, 
was not his greatest embarrassment and trouble; 
thore were a great many gratuitous services rendered 
of which the public know Utile or nothing. Many 
who wero full of promises while s.ck, forgot the 
promises as soon as on their feet and about again. 

So tar as personal penlb were concered, growing 
legitimately out of their profession, they were per­
haps less than those of the legal profession. 

Lawyers by their profession were gregarious; were 
found ia Urge towns and considerable cities, drawn 
together by common tastes, studies and duties. Part-
Jj as a result of this association was the fact that so 
many of the mo4 bull ant lawyers of the land go 
('own into uutiuely graves the victims of) intemper­
ance If he thou d characterize intemperance as the 
fctoi.rge of the profession, every lawyer who might 
l o oousu ted would admit it. The social feeling and 
the imagined necessity for a stimulus together con­
stituted the great tempt <tions to intemperance. To 
the enmiual lawyer another beaetment was present­
ed iu the nature of his profession and particular 
practice, and un enforced association at times with 
the very worst of men tended to make criminal law-
5 ers lose all faith in humanity, and to lose faith in hu­
manity was naxt to losing faith in God. Beyond 
this, the influence of argmng often against his own 
touMctlou was of all things the most terribly de­
moralizing mentally. 

He afttrmed that to the physician everything do-
ptniledupon the community's estimate ot his moral 
cuaractet as well as his skill, and that the doctor 
having lo«t his moral character could only find his 
piactice among people vrho.-ie moral oharacter was 
like hii own. 

Mr. Hnlburd concluded his discourse with a few 
obser.atious and a word ot exortatton to the repre­
sentatives of these two professions. The sermon 
•was amplified by narrative and illustration, and was 
listened to by a large and appreciative audience. 

Installation of Elders. 
An interesting service took place at the House of 

Hope, Presbyterian church, yesterday forenoon, the 
oooision being the ordination and installation of two 
eiders. The elders elected for installation were Mr. 
B. c . Ba'dwln and Br. C. H. Board man, the latter 
trentleman being also ordained. 

During a strain from the organ, the presiding 
elders came forward and arranged themselves in 
front of the altar, the 3enior elders taking positions 
to the right of the members elect, the junior elders 
being assigned the positions on the left. The names 
of the elders are as follows: Henry M. Knox, H. K. 
Taylor, H. J . Horn, Thomas Cochran, Jr., H. L. 
Williams aud W. B Dean. 

I> . Breed briefly addressed the congregation, say­
ing that the ceremony about to take place was the 
rwisummation ot the will of the congregation as ex­
pressed bv the election of the members elect, at 
their meotiog a few weeks since. After concluding 
*hts portion of his address, Mr. Breed briefly outlined 
the duties and relations that should exist between 
fhe members and elders, closing with a fervent ex­
hortation for harmony of spirit, good fellowship and 
unity of action The Kev. D. C. Lyon then charged 
the elders-elect as follows: 

D?ar brethren, I do not know why I was designated 
to perform the special eervice of charging your new­
ly elected elders, except it was that yotir pastor, a 
young man, wished to put honor upon an old man. 
I accept it. however, with pleasure, and proceed to 
the task. Dear brethren, let me say, first, you have 
loceved a distinguished werk ot confidence from 
your brethren, in being selected by them to bear the 
imnortant office with which you now have been in­
vested. There are many in this large body of com­
municants in our synod equally competent and 
v\orthy, bat the lot has fallen upon you yourselves. 
You will not, therefore, tail to recognize in this the 
voice of the head of the church, not only calling you 
to a ve'y responsible duty, but confiding also to your 
Keeping the most sacred trust. The office yon have 
accepted, the nature and warrant of which having 
'*eeM stated, 1B that of rulers in the house of God"! 
known In our Presbyterian constitution by the title of 
ruling elders. You with your associate elders and 
minister constitute a court of the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Tu this court, and in all courts of our church, to each 
of which this ordination makes you eligible, you are 
co-equal with your minister and pastor, differing 
from htm only iu that he is to labor in word and doc-
trne, while you are to be to him as a body of cabinet 
ivunsellors in all matters that pertain to the interests 
of Christ's church. You will see, then, brethren, 
from the very nature of your office, that great grace 
arid divine wisdom alone will be adeqmte to the 
proper discharge of its high responsibilities. 

You will suffer me, therefore, dear brethren, in the 
•nords of Paid to the elders of the church atEphesus, 
to charge you in the first place "to take heed to your­
selves" your usefulness in the office you are now 
i ailed to, as well as your comfort in the performance 
of its duties, will depend much, very much, upon 
jour walk in life. Your characters shoidd be a copy 
of the Lord Jesus; your conduct, irreproachable. 

Your daily walk and conversation should chahVnge 
the criticism of the world. In all your relations in 
hfo— business, social, domestic—it will become you 
tr> bhow yonr brethren, as distinguished from the 
world, that more excellent way in which the good 
Jesus would have them walk Be not high minded, 
but humbie, lowly. In meekness, instructing those 
Ttho would oppose themselves to the truth. And so 
be your unblamable IU 63, in these and other duties, 
wh-ch need not at present be detailed to you, that 
others may appire to the high plane on which vou 
w l k . 

To give strength, steadiuess, and permanence in 
such a work, I only need say, be often and much 
vwth your greit exemplar—the meek aud lowly 
Jesus. From Him draw your instruction— from this 
fountain fill your mind and heart. 

But second, you are to take heed to all the flock 
over which the holy ghost has made you overseers. 
The dmne order i s : first, yourselves; second, the 
flock. Notice, it is the holy ghost who has called 
you to yonr responsible position, and since he has 
confined this honor upon you, it is to him that you 
are responsible for the manner in which you perform 
) he work. Do not forget this. But the flock is 
to be the object of your solicitude. I t was 
for the flock that yonr office was created. 
I t would have no meaning but for the flock. You 
understand the figure. It is that of a shepherd and 
his sheep, with the under shepherds he has ap­
pointed, the he'p he gathers around him. You 
dear brethern, are his helps. You are charged with 
looking after this fold of his sheep. They wdl de-
maud of you much careful attention, and much anx­
ious, prayerful thought. 

I t would be to count them more than human to in­
fer that none of this flook would stray from the fold. 
I t would be strange if none sought forbidden pas­
tures. If there were no tender lambs that needed 
the shepherd's cares. 

If there were none that -were spiritually lame, 
blind or halting on their way to find the green pas­
tures a-dstul waters, or that were not content with 
them -wnm found 

It wero strange if there were not found in this 
flook some silly sheep, to whom the restraints of the 
told had become irksome, and from which they had 
determined to break away. In all these cases the 
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Chief Shepherd will furnish you with the remedy, 
and you will know how to seek and apply it. But I 
need not dwell upon your varied duties in this your 
new position in Christ's house. You, differing from 
some others, were born and trained up in the Pres­
byterian church; you have had peculiar opportuni­
ties for learning its doctrines and discipline, and no 
doubt, as jou have already declared, in aocepting this 
office understand our church polity. 

And it now remains for me to commend you to 
God, or to the word of his grace, which is able to 
build you up, or to give you an inheritance among 
all them which are sanctified, and among them the 
members of his flock over whioh you are now placed 
as overseers. 

Sunday School Work. 
Yesterday afternoon, a very interesting and in­

structive meeting of all the Sunday schools was held, 
at the First Baptist church. The exercises were con­
ducted by Mr. B. F . Jacobs, the Chicago evangelist. 
The church was well filled with a large number of 
little oneB, who earnestly took pait and with a seem­
ing understanding in the exercises. The services 
consisted of gospel songs, rendered with cheerful 
chorus by the hundreds of young voices, prayer and 

«an address by Mr. Jacobs. 

His remarks were directed to prove the great love 
of God for his children. There were four great 
things as principles of God's law he wished to im­
press upon the ohildren. His great love. By it was 
purchased his great salvation, and from its 
acceptance he gained greit joy. Then the fourth 
great thing was "the great sorrow." This last could 
be avoided by a belief in God's love, and acceptance 
olFhis great salvation in a spirit of great joy. 

The speaker diversified his address with stories, 
winch engaged the attention of his little hearers, and 
then made the application both apt and to the com­
plete understanding of his audience. Mr. Jacobs is 
a pleasing and entertaing speaker, and his remarks 
were both interesting to the adults present as well as 
his large audience of ohildren. The services were 
clo8edwtth calling upon those present to acknowl­
edge Christ. Many responded. The Rev. L. O. 
Barnes closed with prayer. 

Temperance Jfeetiiia at the .Tacftson Street 
M.E. Church. 

Last night, at the Jackson street M. E . church, 
the usual eervices were omitted, and the time devot­
ed to temperance work. The pastor, Bev. J . F . 
Chaffee, addressed his congregation upon the sub­
ject of "Temperance," or "The prohibition of liquor 
traffic—the need of the State aud nation." The 
reverend speaker claimed to bring no new thoughts 
to the discussion, but mainly aimed to address him­
self to a consideration of his subject from a practi­
cal standpoint. 

He contended that it was a work which claimed 
the active attention of the whole church. But luke-
vvannness in the cause in the church too generally 
prevailed, because temperance work was not "nice 
work." There were too many church members who 
shunned hard work, engaged only in nice work. In 
fact many joined the church for social position 
alone. But after all, the speaker saw 
much to encourage him. Within 
his own recollection the cause of temperance had 
advanced and made notable progress. Formerly 
every harvest fleld,»every log-raising or "bee" was 
supplied with a jug. I t was taken to keep out the 
cold, or to protect from the heat. Ministers drank, 
aud the sentiment of the day tolerated it. To-day 
all this has been altered. Thirty years ago, the 
speaker was one of three who voted the abolition 
ticket m a country village of Illinois. He had no ex­
pectation theu of seeing the stain of slavery removed 
from our nation, but had lived to see it, and he had 
full faith that some of his hearers would live to see 
the traffic of liquor prohibited throughout the con­
fines of our country. The reverend gentleman then 
invited attention to the wonderful magnitude of the 
evil of intemperance. He presented an array of as­
tounding figures and made an application by con­
trast. In Boston, he said, there were eight miles of 
saloons. Think of it, crowded with men going 
and coming, drinking and spending money. 
Eight miles of saloons in one city alone 1 
In New York city it is calctdated that $60,000,000 are 
spent annually for drink. Bar money! In the 
United States every year from seven hundred to eight 
hundred millions of dollars are expended for liquor— 
the church property in the United States is estimated 
at $34 »,000,000. In other words, double the amount 
of church property is spent every year for liquor. 
The speaker thought comment unnecessary. He said, 
allotting St. Paul her share, that each year $400,000 was 
passed over the bars for liquor. If that money were 
passed over to him, he'd pay to erect all the schools 
—high school includf-d—in the city, take care of the 
teachers, provide for the city poor, and have money 
to lend. 

Alluding again to the hold that temperance had 
taken upon all right-minded people, he stated that 
the Northwestern railroad company required the 
total abstinence pledge of all its employes. Thus a 
great corporation had become an important factor in 
the temperance problem. Resuming tho discus­
sion of the evils of intemperance, Mr. Chaffee 
claimed that 60,000 lives were sacrificed every year. 
He then drew an appalling picture of this 60,000, 
backed by another 60,000 for the next year's graves, 
yet another rank, and stdl further for the harvest of 
approaching yeaTS were the young raen and boys just 
taking their first drink across the bar. 

The speaker then addressed himself to the remedy. 
The individual drinker could be reached by moral 
suasion. But he declined to believe the possibility 
of reaching the evil in this way. I t was the traffic m 
liquor, which must be stopped. To this end ho 
favored a general State and national prohibitory law. 
He argued at length for its necessity, claimed it was 
constitutional and- beneficial. I t 's necessity was 
certain, for the traffic was murderous.- It was con­
stitutional, because already prohibition existed to 
seme extent. If saloons were closed on Sundays or 
election days, they could be on any other day, for all 
tame. The sale of liquor was prohibited to minors; 
if legal in this case, it coidd be extended 
to adults. He denied that temperance people favored 
sumptuaiylaws, but they did maintain that what in­
jured the people should not be sold, as the sale of 
decayed meat or unhealthy vegetables was pro­
hibited. 

In closing, Mr. Chaffee paid a high tribute to the 
Catholic churchfor their influence in behalf of temper­
ance. He particularly alluded to Bishop Ireland, 
mentioned the temperance colonies the bishop had 
established, and accorded him and his church the 
highest praise for their noble zeal and persistent 
efforts. 

At the conclusion, the Woman's Christian Tem­
perance union's petition to Congress to prohibit the 
importation, manufacture or sale of liquor was cir­
culated and numerously signed. The congregation 
was dismissed with the benediction.
