ARREAES OF PENSION BILL—APPROVED JANUARY

An Act to provide that all pensions on account
of death, or wounds, reccived or disease con-
traced in the service of the United States
during the late war of the rebellion, which
have been granted, or which shball hereafter
be granted, shall commence from the date of
death or discharge from the service of the
United States; for the payment of arrears of
pensions, and other purposes,

Lle it Enacted by the Senate and House of Rup-
resentalives of the  United of Awmerica in Con-
gress assembled.  That all pensions which have
been granted nnder the general laws regoluting
pensions, or may hereafter he granted, in con-
sequence of death from cause which originated
in the United Btates service during the continn-
ance of the late war of the rebellion, or in
consequence of wounds, injaries, or disense
received or contracted in said service during
naid War of the rebe llion, shall commence from
the date of death or discharge from said ser
vice of the person on whose acconnt the glajm
hus or shall bereafter be granted, or from the

title to such pension; provided, The rate of
pension for the intervening time for which ar-
rears of pensions are- hereby granted shall be
the same per month for which pension was orig-
inally granted.

Bec. 2. That the commissioner of pensions
is hereby authorized and directed to adopt
such rules and regulations for the payment
of the arrcars of pensions  hereby granted as
will be necessary to cause to be pad such pen-
sioners, or if the pensioners shall have died, to
the person or persons entitled to the same, all
such arrears of pensions as the pensioner may
l:mé or woun!d have been, entitled to under this
act.

Sec. 3. That #ction forty-seven hundred and
seventeen of the revised statutes of the United
States, which provides that *‘no claim for pen-
sion not prosecuted to a successful issue within
five years from the date of filing, the same
shall be admitted without record evidence from
the war or navy department of the injury or
the discase which resulted in the disability or
death of the person on whoee acconnt the claim
is made; provided, that in any case in which
the limitation prescribed by this section bars
the further prosecntion of the elaim, the claim-
ant may present, through the pension office, to
the adjutant general of the army, or the sur-
geon general of the navy, evideace that the dis-
ease or injury which resulted in the disatility
or death of the person on whose acconnt the
claim is made originated in the service and in
the line of duty; and if such evidence is
deemed satisfactory by the officer to whom it
may be submitted, he shall cause a record of
the facts so proven to be made, and acopy of,
the same to be transmitted to the commissioner
of pensions, and the bar to the prosecution of
the claim thereby be removed,” be, and:the
same is hereby repealed,

Bec. 4. No elaim agens or other person shall
be entitled to receive any compensatidn for
services in making applicatios for arrears of
peneions,

Hee. 5. That all acts or parts of acts so far
as they may conflict with the provisions of this
act be, and the rame are hereby repealed.

Approved Jan. 25, 1879,

No claim for arrears under the provisions of
the above act, due to a pensioner upon the
rolls, will be adjusted until Congress shull have
appropriated the money for the payment of
such claim.

Applications for such arrears may, however,
be filed, but will receive no answer until the
claim is adjusted.

He is *“Wanted” a Great Deal But Becomes
an Ohio Man,
Corvnpus, 0., Feb, 18.—Among a number of
prisoners committed to the penitentiary, to-
day, were two characters who have already
gained & notorious reputation, beiug Robert
MeKimie, the road agent  of the
Far Wesk, and burglar in Ohio,
the other being the celebrated *New York
Charlie,” Charles Howard. McKimie was sen-
tenced at Hillshorough on two indictments for
burglary, four years each. “New York Charlie,”
on two indictments, got two years for cach.
While en route to the peniteutiary to-day hoth
prisoners were taken from the cars at Chilli-
cothe, Ross county, and pleaded guilty of
burglaty, McKimie being sentenced to two
years more amd “*New York Charlie” one year,
making ten years for McKimie and five for
Charlie. After these terms have been served,
the latter will be claimed by the State of Penn-
sylvania, he having escaped from prison, hav-
ing twelve years yet to serve. McKimie wili be
taken to Pike county on the 24th inst., and re-
ceive ten years additional sentence, being the
same that his accomplicereceived. After these
twenty years is served heiswanted in Salt Lake
City to serve fifteen years, having escaped from
prison there; also in Nebraska, to serve out
an unexpired term of fifteen years, having
escaped {from prison there. His next call
is from Culifornia for ten years, having also
escaped the authorities there, making a grand
total of sixty years for serving as road-agent
and burglar. Had not McKimie pleaded guilty
to all the charges, his sentences would have
been doubled. His life has been fuil of ro-
mance and adventures.

THE INDIANS,

Dr. Stewart's Speech in Opposition to the
Transfer to the War Department.

Dr. J. H. Btewart, Representative from this
district, made a speech in the House on the 8th
inst., strongly protesting against the transfer
of the Indian burean to the war department.
We make the following brief extracts:

The so-called “Indian ring” came as a legacy
from the war department; and if the influence
of that mysterious and yet wonderfully poten-
tial body bas been exerted to keep the Indian
sorvice under the control of the department of
That it has
received and is receiving less favor than ever
before, I am confident. That ita power is bro-
ken, I hardly dare to hope, for its history is
that while it disappears in one form it reappears
in another. I am opposed to all violent expe-
riments in national affairs, Even in the direc-
tion that we know to be right, it is safest and
best to proceed with moderation and caution,
for the progress of nations is marked by long
periods only, and I appeal to the understa:d-
ing of all whether at the very best the change
of the Indian control to the war department, in
view of what I have shown, can be truthfully
raised to the dignity of a hopefal experiment.
On the contrary, do we not generally fecl that
the proposed transfer is a question of more
than doubtful expediency? 1 am sorry to be-
lieve that there are those who look to this re-
sult as the quickest way of disposing of the
Indian question and the Indians at the same
time. And there are very many who appear to
thionk that no possible condition of the lindinu
service can be any worse than it is at present.

I am no apologist for the frands, the crimes,
the outrages that may have been perpetrated by
some of the ngeng and officers of the depart-
ment of the interior in times past. They are
known, as are those who did the wrong, and the
infamy attached tothem is no pleasing induce-
ment for others to pattern after. They must
stand as a black record against them that can-
not be wiped out.

I would for the good name of bumanity, for
a pleasing compliment to my countrymen, as a
tribute to that brauch of the government con-
taining great numbers of gallant and honest
men, 1 would gladly” declare, were it true, that
the Indians were better treated while they were
under the war departinent. Butalas! the record
will not permit it. It is not true, but on the
contrary the record shows that the greatest,
most. destructive and costly wars have been
ceused not by the civil agents but by the mili-
tary ngents of the government, and the great-
est frauds ever perpetrated against the Indians

have been carried through while they wera nn-
the war ment, -
I have sta

/they wish, Nor can they be indaced to 'sta
their wishes as being different from what they
really desire. In the examination of this ques-
tion of transfer, while nearly 90,000 Indians
opposed the transfer to the ‘war departmeat,
less than 8,000 favored it. Do yuu think it
wise or prudent to act upon the idea that it is
indeed altogether a safe policy to totally disre-
gard the wishes and desires of the Indians?
Yon can hardly make a greater mistake. An
Indian was president of Mexico, and his wife
and daughters were for a long time distin-
guished residents of this capital. An Indjan
was once chief of the office of Indian affairs.
There are thousands of Indians who are now
citizens and voters in this republic, and many
other thousands who are anxiously desiring to
become citizens at an early day. And now, be-
cause there area few thousand turbulent In-
dians, and because there have been thieving
agents who have stolen their money and their
gouds, and because the Indian ring desires it,
will you place the hundreds of thousands of
peaceable Indians who bave a natural hatred of
the soldier, who has been made the instrument
of their subjugation, under the military con-
trol exclusively, in utter and total disregard
of the almost unanimous protest of these In-
dians? I cannot and will not believe that
this Congress will add this outrage to the al-
ready extended catalogne of crimes against
this defenseless people. In their name acd in
the name of outraged humanity I proteat
against it. Their blood is a!renﬁy opon our
bands and upon the hands of our children. In
God’s name let us consider what we are doing
and add no more to onr nation's guilt either
by careless or ignorant legislation.
