Taose who think Minnesota is too cold a
Btaete to inhabit during the winter months
may be interested in knowing that the mean
temperature in Bt. Paul during the month of
February—the coldest in the winter—was
15.29 degrees above zero. The coldest
point reached was on February 13, when the
average temperature was 5.7 below zero.
Only on three days of the month did the
mean temperature range below zero.

Bora the Chicago,Milwaukee & St.Paul,and
the Ohicago & Northwesiern Railroad compa-
nies have received authority from the legisla-
tureto build a branch line to Minneapolis. We
presume both will take advantage of the aun-
thority before the close of the present year,
and sincerely trust that the inhabitants of
the village op the river may have the oppor-
tunity of reaching the metropolis of the State
in the shortest possible time.

WE can hardly see the philosophy of the
argument of the Chieago T'ribune, which
asserts as a reason that the arrears of pen-
sions should not be paid that there are now
on the pension roles from ten to thirty per
cent. of fraudulent pensioners. Suppose
there were thirty-five per cent. of frandulent
pensioners on the roll, is that any reason
why persons who are entitled to the benefits
of the pension laws should be deprived of
these benefits? The proper thing to do
would be to cat off the frandulent pension-
ers, and see that those legally and morally
entitled to the benefits of the act received
their just dues.

Tas report of the majority of the com-
mittee of the Houre, composing the so-
called Potter committes, was presented Sat-
urday.

The conclusions reached are simply
what have long been known, that the vote of
Florida was legally cast for Mr. Tilden. As
to Louisiana there is abundance of evidence
to show that the charges of intimidation
were not sustained, but that, on the con-
trary, there was abundant proof that returns
had been purchased by the Republiean party.
The sum and substance of the report is that
Tilden and not Hayes was elected to the Pres-
idential office.

IT LOOKS TILDENISH.

Ever since the election in November there
has been a growing sentiment in faver of
making Tilden the Democratic candidate
for the Presidency in 1880. This sentiment
has been greatly increased since Tilden’s
testimony relative to the cipher telegrams
before the Potter committee. Following the
1nauguration of the man who was not elect-
ed President, a reaction set in against Mr.
Tilden. The Democrats felt that they had
elected their President and been swindled in
securing the prize, and no small amount of
blame was attached to Tilden. It was claim-
ed that he shonld have come ont
boldly and advised his friends
against the electoral J8 to 7 commission,
and that his silence and his apparent lack of
resolution had lost the viclory. Strangely
enough, leading Democrats who had publicly
advocated and endorsed the appointing of
the commission were commended, while
Tilden, who had given no publie utterance,
but had privately advised against the scheme,
was censured for having led his party into
the fataltrap. The heated controversy be-
tween Wattorson and Hewitt did a good deal
towards setting Tilden right on the record,
and since then there has been less heard of
censure in that matter,

'I'here are two reasons which have doubt-
less turned the Democratic tide,or a
considerable portion of it,in Mr. Tilden’s
favor. The first and chief one is the inces-
sant war which has been kept up on him by
the Republicans ever since he was robbed of

accounted for on the ground that men are
apt to hate those they have wronged and
seek to, apparently, justify their wrong, by
continual abuse, and also on the ground of
fear that Tilden may be the Democratio
standard bearer—hence the importance of
killing him off. There is no doubt this in-
cessant and nunprecedented w arfare has
reacted in Tilden’s favor, and many who
were utterly opposed to his making a sec-
ond campaign have come to regard him as
the man of sll others, at whose hands the
Republicans fear defeat.

The second reason why there has been a
ehange in the tide was the resnlt of the New
York election last November. Tilden ap-
pears to have maintained a neutral ground
and allowed the John Kelly-Tammany crowd
to have their own way. As the result they
went to an overwhelming defeat, and it is
now freely admitted that no faction of the
Democratio party can carry the State of New
York which does not bave Tilden's cordial
and active snpport. To secure that, it is
argued that Tilden should bo the nominee.
The importance of the State of New York
as a factor for success does not need any
lengthy elaboration.

Add to these considerations the fact that
there wounld be decided retributive justice in
placing in the Presidential chair the man
‘who was robbed of that great office, and the
old tioket of “Tilden and Hendricks” be-
comes formidable. Mr. lilden has shown a
remarkable degree of forbearance in main-
taining silence against the continued on-
slanghts of enemies both in the Republican
and Demoecratic parties, but his gilence is
proving golden. He might have provoked

early to forecast the next Presidential eam-
paign, Mr. Tilden appears to have more
chance for the nomination in 1880 than he
did for the nomination sixty days before the
St. Louis convention in 1876.

CONGRESS.

To-morrow at noon the Forty-fifth Con-
gress will pass from the scenes of the present
to the domain of the past, and whatever of
good or of evil it shall have done will have’
passed into history. We fear that when the
books are balanced it will be found that too
little good and too much of that which is
evil hag been accomplished.

During the session thef is. just closing
there has been more that the nsual amount
of partisan legislation and debate. The
Republican party, desperate in the conscious-
ness that their tenure of power was about to
come to an end, have sought by every means
in their power to recover their lost advantage
and to cast odium upon the party that is
about to take its place. Early in the session
it was charged on the floor of the Senate
that the Democrats, more especially at the
South, had been guilty of the greatest
violence, intimidation and fraund at the Con-
gressional elections last fall, and an
investigation was set on foot with
the determination to prove the chargeés at
any cost. The results of that inquiry are
far from satisfactory to them. It has been
shown by the most indisputable evidence
that the elections were exceptionally free
from ondue influences, and that where dis-
turbances occurred at the polls they were of

but simply such eructions of partisan power
a8 ocenr among Republicans and Democrats
alike at almost every polling place in the
country. : 4

The Democrats have attempted a good
deal of partisan legislation.
sisted that those relics of monarchism that
were the product of the war—the iron-clad
test oath for jurors, the law giving federal
supervisors control of elections, and one or
two like statutes, shounld be repealed, and to
that end have made a determined stand. In
their position they are sustained by a ma-
jority of the people of the whole country,
who regard these acts as an infringment of
the rights reserved to the States by the con-
stitution, and a menace to the individual
liberty of the citizen. Thus far they have
only partially succeeded in their purpose,
butthe prospect is that before the session
oloses complete success will be attained.

As to results accomplished: It has been
distinctly shown that the Democratic party
will not consent to the abrogation or viola-
tion of any of the comstitutional amend-
ments, nor approve of the war olaims of
those who were in rebellion against the gov-
ernment. These principles have been assert-
ed in language and by acts that cannot be
misunderstood. The charge, therefore, that
when the Democratic party comes into
power it would pay.these claims out of the
publio treasury, is effectually disposed of.
Another thing has been accomplished—
the practical settlement of the claims for
arrearages of pensions due the soldiers of
the "union. - Despite the opposition of the
Republican party press and the practical
opposition of the whole party, that bill has
passed and become a law. True, it
involves a large expenditure, but it
is  an  expenditure for a law-
fal and praiseworthy purpose, and we pre-
sume that no truly patriotie man will object
to the payment of his share of this just
debt—a debt inourred for the preservation
of the federal union and rendered obligatory
by the sufferings of so many men in camp
and battle field.

The appropriations for river and harbor
improvements have been somewhat more
lavish than heretofore, yet they have been
necessary. Their apportionment has been
far more equitable than formerly, and if ju-
diciously expended will result in an extra-
ordinary development of the resources of
the country. Minnesota has received a-
larger share than usual, but every ocitizen
knows that every dollar of the amount is
needed.

The attempt of the House to reduce the
cost of the diplomatic service has partially
failed through the opposition of the Senats,
yet & slight saving has been effected, for
which the country is grateful. Somp use-
less cousulates have been abolished and some
needed reforms in the service inangurated.
A measure of doubtful propriety—the bill
restrioting Ohinese immigration—has passed
both houses, but has been veloed by Mr.
Hayes. There is much to be said on both
gides of this question, but the fact remains
that the bill is in contravention of the Amer-
ican idea that this country should be the
asylum for the oppressed of all nations.
We harbor no particular good will for the
Chinese, for we esteem them to be a very
undesirable class of citizens; yet the bill
establishes a dangerons precedent, and may
involve us in serions complications. If
Congress has the power to prohibit the im-
migration of one class of people, it has the
power to prohibit the immigration of all
classes. The mistake made was in not de-

THE PRESIDENCY THEFT.

RFPORT OF OHAIRMAN POTTER
ADOPTED BY THE MAJORITY.

A Slogularly Impartial and Judioial Sum-
ming Up of the  Evidence—The Lying
Stat ‘of And o, Jenks, Webber,
et al. Dismissed, and the Declsion Reach-
ed Based on the Laws and the Facts—All
of Which Shows Mr. Tilden to Have
been Honestly Elected .and the Present
Occupant of the OMoe Placed there by
Most Outrageons Frauds.

WasHINgTON, March 2.—On BSaturday Mr.
Potter, chairman of the investigating commit-
tee, !!lbl:}i.“ﬂd a report which he had prepared
to the committee, and it was adopted by a vote
of six Demoorats to three Republicans—Gen.
Butler being absent, The three Republicans,
Hiscock, Cox and Beed, will prepare a
minerity ' report. Mr. Btenger, Democrat,
member of the committes, who was obairman
of the sub-committes in Louisiana, has also
prepared a repart.: Mr, Potter's report is neces-
sarily long, as it deals with all the pointa that
have been before . the committee except the
cipher dispatches, whisk will be made the sub-
ject of a special reporl, and will be presented
to the committee to-morrow:: Mr. Potter's re-
port is regarded by those who have ’Ipermd it
singularly impartial and judicial. They say it
is ontirely devoid of rhetorio, ornamentation
and vituperative denunciation, and derives its
force solely from the close, logical deduction of
facts presented to the committee. Bome Dem-
ocrats regard it as wanting in color or not as
strongly expreased ha'the facts warrant, and it
is not nnlikely that some miembers of the com-
mittee belonging to the’ will present an
additional expression of their views.

Loxpox, March 2.—A dispateh from Rome
mays Cardinal Nero is about to send a fresh

whole mass of negroes came in and became

Eighteen hundred registered
votes were cast, and four hundred and fifty-one
which Andersou had prevented frown being reg-
istered, made about twenty-three hundred votes
cast, all Democratie, but not one Republican
would vote, though urged to do so. The whole
vote of the parish at the previous elections, on
both sides, had not exceeded twenty-five hun-
dred. The Republicans, who purposely wigh-
beld casting any vote at all, subsequently
made a claim that they had been intimidated
and could not vote, and the returning board, on
this pretext, purposely prearranged, excluded
the vote of fhe parish.

And it Looks Very Mueh Like Tilden and
Grant.
t [New York Special to Chicago Times. |
There are many evidences that in this
Btate Tilden’s star as the next Demooratic
candidate for the Presidency is in the as-
cendant. His friends are talking a good
deal, and briefly stated, their argument is as
follows: The Presidential eleetion is likely
to turn on the State of New York.
