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The so-called Buck bankrupt bill has re­
ceived a pocket veto. The claim that it 
gave the foreign creditor advantages over 
those at home was potent, and hence Min­
nesota, after all the fuss, has only her old 
collection law. 

H O D STBAIT received a reception on the 
occasion of his departure from Washington 
never again to return in an official capacity. 
It will be odd for him to stay at home in 
Minnesota after so many seasons m the bril­
liant society of Washington. 

B I L L T CHANDLEK, aftei growling at Haves 
tor two years on account of his want of 
baokbone, has come out in a letter stating 
that ho has hopes that he will yet brace up 
and be a man after his own heart.

is sure to occur, wi l l ' enable the log owners 
to run their property down to the St. Paul 
boom, where* they oan be manufactured into 
lumber or distributed in convenient lots to 
down-river points. As yet the mills that are 
about to be constructed here have made lit­
tle progress, but as soon as spring fairly 
opens they will be ereoted without unneces­
sary delay. Other manufactories will follow 
them speedily, and before winter shall have 
set in we confidently expect to hear the hum 
of machinery on every hand. 

Our wholesale trade shows many indica­
tions of a revival. Our merohants have laid 
in heavy stocks of goods, and are prepared 
to supply every demand at the shortest no­
tice. Their lines embrace all grades of goods 
that can be obtained in any market in the 
West, and as the terms are as low as can be 
obtained in Chicago, St. Louis or Milwau-
kee, there is no occasion for merohants within 
reach of this city going to those markets for 
supplies at an extra cost for freight. Our 
dealers have not been idle during the past 
winter. They have taken advantage of the 
extension of our railroad system to present 
their claims to the trade of the vast region 
north, west and southwest of us, and have 
succeeded even beyond their expectations in 
capturing that trade. 

If the same liberal policy that has charac­
terized our merchants in the past is made 
the rule for the future, we have no fear but 
the trade of St. Paul for 1879 will show a 
marked increase over last year. Oar facili­
ties are greatly increased, both by an extension 
of the lines of communication between this 
city and "the country tributary to it and in 
the enlargement of the lines of goods de­
signed to supply the country. What, then, 
is to hinder progress? Certainly there is 
nothing, and unless some grave mistake is 
made or some commercial convulsion over­
takes the country, we shall expect to chroni­
cle at the close of the year not only a season 
of unexpected commercial and manufactur­
ing prosperity, but a large increase of popu­
lation and wealth. I t behooves our citizens, 
however, to work hand in hand to accomplish 
this end, and to let no opportunity slip by 
which an advantage may ba gained. 

As the GLOBE predicted, tho Governor has 
signed the so-called Stacy wheat grading bill 
nrd vetoed the Campbell bill. The Camp­
bell bill absolutely foibid the use of the 
brass kettle and made the half bushel the 
standaid. The Stacy bill makes the half 
bushel the standard, but allows tho use of the 
brass kettle, provided it has Mr. Stacy's de­
vice for filling and is selected by the seller 
a<? the standard which he prefers. The prac­
tical workings ot the bill will be a question 
for the future to determine. 

T H E death of Rev. John Weiss, the dis­
tinguished essayist, will leave a void in the 
world of letters that it will be hard to fill. 
For many years he has been a regular con­
tributor to the periodical literatuie of the 
day, his essays being marked by a rare pu­
rity of style and language. Although fre­
quently treating of abstruse subjeots he was 
always entertaining. Personally he was 
highly esteemed in the brilliant coterie of 
litteiateurs who fo im a distinctive set of 
Boston society. 

T H E evidence of the existence of a con­
spiracy to overthrow the republic of France, 
in which the De Broglie ministry took an ac­
tive part, accumulates, and it may yet turn 
out that MaeMahon will be seriously com­
promised, and may haye to stand his trial by 
impeachment with the rest of them. The 
army was to be called in to assist in the coup 
d'etat, and it was probably the discovery of 
this plot that led to the dismissal of the gen-
eial officers, about which there was so much 
stir, and which brought about the resignation 
of MacMahon. 

BISMVROK'S arrogance in the Prussian 
diet is beginning to provoke even the most 
conservative members to letaliation. One 
member on Monday openly declared that 
the first necessity for a gag law was to con-
t iol the utterances of the government, a 
thrust that provoked an angry retort from 
the chancellor and a stormy scene in the 
chamber. It is thought that this scene will 
lead to an early dissolution of the diet, 
when the premier will endeavor to procure 
the election of members more willing to be 
gagged than are those who compose the 
present body. 

T H E citizens of the town of Honolulu, 
Stevens county, paid a deserved compliment 
to Hon. L. B. Hodges during the legislative 
session. That was the point where the 
brass kettle war was inaugurated, and dur­
ing the winter the citizens held a meeting 
there and unanimously voted to change the 
name of the town to Hodges, in honor of 
the man who had championed their cause. 
A bill was accordingly introduced in the 
Legislature changing the name of the town 
of Honolulu to Hodges, and It was promptly 
passed and approved by the Governor. This 
is a deserved compliment. Mr. Hodges has 
been foremost in battling for the farmers, 
and their recognition of his services is no 
more than justice. 

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK. 
The business outlook for the spring trade 

was seldom more encouraging than at the 
present time. Wholesale dealers in many of 
the loading Western cities agree that collec­
tions aie unusually good, and orders quite 
as encouraging as at any time since the panic 
of 1873. The crops have been good, taking 
the couatry as a whole, and as a result there 
is more money in the country than for 
years past. The price of agricultural pro­
ducts, too, is better than for some time, and 
as a consequence there have been large sales 
which have compelled the release of much 
of the capital that has been hoarded in the 
banks during the winter. This being placed 
in circulation, has been utilized in the pay­
ment of long standing obligations, and the 
retail dealer as well as the jobber has begun 
to find himself once more in easy financial 
circumstances. 

The prospect of the present season for St. 
Paul is not discouraging. While lack of 
snow in the pineries has to a considerable 
extent interfered with the lumbering busi­
ness , there is no indication that there will 
be a lack of logs for manufacturing pur­
poses. A very slight rise in the river, which 

THE EXPENSES OF TWO STATES. 

The legislature of Minnesota, which has 
but recently adjourned, appropriated for the 
expenses of the current fiscal year the very 
considerable sum of seven hundred 
and ten thousand dollars. The legis­
lature of Wisconsin has appropriated 
a trifle less than three hundred 
thousand dollars for the same time. People 
will be at something of a loss to account for 
this great difference in the expenses of the 
two adjoining States, both with apparently 
the same needs. The disparity is account­
able only from the difference in the govern­
ment of the States. 

Wisconsin has* two large insane asylums, 
each containing a greater number of pa­
tients than the entire number in both of onr 
asylums, and yet they cost that S ta te far less 
than the cost of the maintenance of the St. 
Peter asylum alone. She has an asylum for 
the blind, and a separate one for the deaf 
and dumb, each under a different control, 
and although the number of inmates in 
these institutions is more than double that 
in the Minnesota asylum, their care costs 
much less. Wisconsin has a State prison 
larger and more numerously populated than 
the one at Stillwater, yet it is almost self-
sustaining, while our institution has cost the 
State eighty thousand dollars for the cur­
rent year. The salary list of Minnesota 
alone is almost equal to the entire cost of 
running the government of Wisconsin, yet 
we do not hear that Minnesota is governed 
better than Wisconsin. 

One thing is very evident: It costs alto­
gether too much to govern this State. We 
have too many officers for so young a State 
—too many, in fact, for any State. There are 
many of them that are absolutely useless. 
While the duties of some of them are sup­
posed to be important to the welfare of the 
State, those duties could be just as well dis­
charged by local officers, or could be given 
to other officers who are regarded as indis­
pensable to the administration of public 
affairs, but are not overburdened with work. 
Then, too, there is a reform needed in the 
management of our State institutions. They 
cost altogether too nmoh for the amount of 
benefit they confer upon the people. There 
is no occasion for the expendi­
ture of over a hundred thousand 
dollars a year for one insane 
asylum, or for the expenditure of a similar 
amount on a penal institution that ought to 
be self-sustaining. Our normal schools, 
that furnish only about twelve per cent, of 
the teachers needed in the State, are an ex­
pensive luxury, and it is matter of doubt if 
it is the dutyo f tke State to tax the whole 
public to furnish any class of people a means 
of livelihood. 'The State might just as well 
pay the cost of teaching all citizens a trade 
as to give a part of them an education suffi­
cient to enable them to earn a living. Our 
charitable institutions are also too costly, and 
by a little economy j i decided saving can be 
effected. It is too late now to effect a re 
form in these directions immediately. The 
legislature that has just closed made no at­
tempt, save in the way of protestations in 
favor of economy, to reduce expenses. When 
it came to a vote a majority was always 
found in favor of retaining all the officers 
and keeping up the expenses to the full 
limit. Perhaps, when the people feel the 
burdens of taxation next fall they may 
awaken to the necessity of doing something 
more than talk about retrenchment. 

POSTAGE ON MEWSPAPER8. 
Bill King's paper publishes with great gusto 

the amount of postage it pays as evidence of 
its circulation, and claims to be ahead of the 
Chicago Tribune, Cincinnati Commercial, &c. 
In the lager cities the bulk of the circulation 
of the leading papers is by news companies. 
In Chicago for instance the Western News Com­
pany takes 20.000 copies daily of the Tribune and 
a still larger number of the Times. These are 
sent o ut by mail and express by the News 
Comp any but do not appear in the postage 
account of the papers named. The brag of 
Bill King is so characteristic of the man that 
it needs no further puncturing. It overdoes 
the thing and proves its own falsity. 

The Aquatic Bovnton at Cincinnati. 

CINCINNATI, March 11.—Capt. Paul Boyn-
ton left Maysville last midnight on his way 
down the Ohio and reached this city about 4 
this afternoon. H e narrowly escaped being 
run nown in the darkness by the steamer 
Telegraph, and traveled the greater portion 
of the night in a pelting rain and against 
strong head winds. He was met above the 
city by a boat-load of people and escorted to 
the mail line wharf-boat, below the suspen­
sion bridge, where he emerged from the 
water.

time being agreed on for the payment of such 
remainder. 

Held, that this amount be regarded as an 
agreement to extend the time for redemption; 
also, a wife joining in a mortgage of her hus­
band's real estate has a right to redeem from a 
foreclosure; also, if the wife of W., because of 
and relying upon the agreement with S., re­
frained from exei cising her right of redemption 
until it expired, that was a sufficient part per­
formance to take the agreement out of the ope­
ration of the statate of frauds. 

Courts of equity will net enforce contracts 
any material terms of which do not clearly ap­
pear, as where in an agreement for the convey­
ance of realjestate credit is to be given for part 
of the price, but the time of such credit does 
not appear. Judgment reversed.

Cheap Self-Adulation. 
[Minneapolis Tribune. | 

The Pioneer-Press takes the trouble to have 
this remarkable assertion telegraphed all the 
way from Washington: "The surest way to 
determine the circulation of a newspaper is by 
the amount it pays to the government on the 
copies that are sent through the mails." Now 
every newspaper man of any intelligence 
knows that this is the least reliable way to de­
termine circulation. In the first place, postage 
is paid by the pound, and not by the 
number of copies sent, so that a small-
sized Bheet, sending the same number of 
copies, will pay only half the postage of a sheet 
twice its size. Again, the dailies of largest cir­
culation send the bulk of their outside circula­
tion by express to news dealers, and so pay no 
postage on it. For instance, everybody knows 
that the Chicago Times has the largest 
daily circulation of any paper in Chi­
cago ; yet the records of the post-
office department show that it pays far less 
postage than the Chicago Inter Ocean. The list 
of the amount of postage paid also gives the 
New York Tribune a larger circulation than the 
Herald, which every well-posted newspaper 
man knows to be false. The Herald's circula­
tion is nearly double that of the Tribune. 

When the P . P., therefore, assumes that be 
cause it pays more postage than the Chicago 
Tribune it exceeds that paper in circulation, it 
makes itself a laughing stock in the eyes of 
those who are posted. Its claim to stand four­
teenth on the list, in circulation, among the 
dailies of the country because it stands four­
teenth on the list in amount of postage paid, 
is equally preposterous. The P. P. must be 
hard up for cause for self-gratulation when it 
resorts to such a cheap and long since exploded 
device to deceive the uninitiated. 

Timber Fires in Dakota.

XffJB BANKRUPT BILL. 

Gov. Pi l l sbury Pet i t ioned to Veto i t and H e 
D o e s So. * 

Gov. Pillsbury decided yesterday to veto 
the bankrupt bill passed by the late legisla­
ture, the reasons therefor, we understand, to 
be substantially what the following petition, 
which was presented to him, sets forth: 
To His Excellency, John S. Pillsbury, Gov­

ernor: 
The undersigned residents and merchants of 

the State of Minnesota, would respectfully 
represent to your excellency, that in connec­
tion with their respective legal advisers, they 
have had under consideration Senate bill 404, 
being an act to prevent debtors to give prefer­
ences, e t c 

That your petitioners believe the provisions 
of said act to be pernicious, and that they will 
prove injurious in practice to the interests of 
both the wholesale and retail trade of the 
State. That said act gives a manifest and un­
just preference to the foreign creditor, who 
can institute his proceedings or obtain his 
judgment by plea of confession in the United 
States court, while the resident creditor 
must have reiourse to the courts 
°* * n e State where the provisions 
of this act alone-apply. That aside from the 
objections in point of practwe, and the grave 
constitutional questions that must inevitably 
arise in consequence of tne many crade and 
loosely drawn sections of the act; the provis­
ions of sections 2 and 10 are alone sufficient to 
condemn the act in the judgment, as we think, 
of every honest man. Said sections offer a 
premium for fraud and establish a principle in 
eommercial law repugnant to all honest deal­
ers. 

Your petitioners therefore ask your excel­
lency to withhold your approval from the said 
act.

ALASKIAN WATERS. 

Inquiry Started in the Domin ion Parl ia­
ment as to the B ight s of Canada Therein. 
OTTAWA, March 11.—In the house of com­

mons De Cosmos moved an address be pre­
pared to the governor general asking for 
copies of the memorandum of causes leading 
thereto and of the convention between Great 
Britain and Russia of 1825 in relation to the 
boundary between Alaska and British Colum­
bia, with all reliable maps and charts since 
made of Alaska. He claimed that by the 
convention of 1825 we had the right of navi­
gation of all rivers in Alaska, but said that 
by some accident when the treaty of Wash­
ington was under consideration in 1871 only 
the Yucon, Porcupine and Stikeen rivers 
were included in our rights in that way. 

Mills stated that the treaty of 1825 gave to 
Russia a narrow strip of territory on the 
coast south of Mount Elias, and extending 
as far south as Portland channel, on the ex­
press condition that al l the rivers flowing 
through this Russian territory should be open 
to navigation on the part of subjects of Great 
Britain for all purposes whatsoever. 

De Cosmos said the Russian government 
in 18671>y selling Alaska to the United States 
abrogated the convention of 1825. 

Sir John- A. Macdonald said there were 
two opinions on this point. Mon­
tague Bernard, member of the com­
mission, and who was perhaps the best inter-
nationl lawyer in England, and Lord Ten-
derden, now nnder secretary of foreign af­
fairs, who perhaps knew more about the 
treaties that England ever entered into than 
any other man on earth, united in the opin­
ion that by this transfer of Alaska to the 
United States these rights were destroyed. 
This was the opinion of the Gladstone gov­
ernment, and the British ambassador at 
Washington was so instructed. He did not 
know whether the papers and maps in the 
question could be conveniently "brought 
down within a reasonable time and with 
reasonable expense, but he would look into 
the matter. Motion carried.

T H E DEMOCRATIC POIilCY. 

Justification for Standing Firm and Main­
taining Principle. a 

To the'Editor of the Globe. 
Since the final adjournment of Congress 

the Republican press has been howling as if 
some terrible calamity had befallen the conn-
try. The responsibility of failing to pass 
the appropriation bills, and thus creating a 
necessity for an extra session, is thrown 
Upon the Democrats. The charge is too 
barefaced to deceive any man of ordinary 
intelligence, even if he gets the proceedings 
of Congress through a Republican source. 
It is true that the Republicans claim to have 
made some concessions and that the oppo­
sition stood firm and made none whatever;,; 
but the points conceded were, according to 
their own evidence, of no importance to 
them. Therefore, they were no concessions 
at all, for the matter which caused the disa­
greement was the only one for which they 
cared, and that point was simply th i s : A 
law stands upon the statute books providing 
for the appointment by federal authority 
of supervisors of election. Their work has 
been done, not in the interests of the public, 
but in the interests of the Republican party. 
They have swarmed in those northern States 
considered as doubtful. Hundreds of inno­
cent voters have been prevented from cast­
ing their ballots by these creatures of a cor­
rupt and declining party. Illegal detention, 
trumped up charges and kindred frauds have 
been practiced whenever it was necessary to 
carry a doubtful precinct. Thousands of 
dollars have been used as a corruption fund 
and distributed through the instrumentality 
of these officials. Henoe, instead of preserv­
ing the liberty and privileges of voters, this 
law became an aid to the worst kind of po­
litical corruption. The Democrats demanded 
the repeal of this law—a law highly charac­
teristic of its authors, for there is nothing 
in which your average Republican statesman 
is more enthusiastic than in preaching polit­
ical morality to others. It is in the eternal 
fitness of things that we should sit at the feet 
of these immaculate apostles of the visiting 
statesmen and returning board class and 
learn of them how to preserve the purity of 
the ballot-box. It was to them a "towering 

. .assurance," as I read in one of their papers, 
that the Democrats insisted that several hun­
dred thousand dollars of the people's money 
should not be paid to a gang of rascals ap­
pointed by a fraudulent President for the 
purpose of destroying the freedom of elec­
tions under the pretence of upholding it. 

"Towering assurance," forsooth! Why, it 
is the very apex of assurance, the sublimity 
of cheek on their own part, to maintain such 
a law and charge the defeat of the appropri­
ation on the opposition. 

N o less impudent is the claim that the 
repeal of the law was tacked on the appro­
priation bills for partisan purposes. The 
passage of it would in truth be a defeat of a 
partisan scheme—a destruction of an impor­
tant cog-wheel in the rickety machine of an 
unpopular party. 

For one, I am glad that the majority in the 
lower house of Congress has shown the back­
bone which they have always seemed to lack. 
It is about time for them to emerge from 
their condition of imbecile feebleness and 
maintain justice and the rights of the 
people. 

As for the onslaught made noon the prin­
ciple of tacking such measures on the appro­
priation bills, we may rest easy. The Re­
publicans have given us a sufficient number 
of precedents for it, and we merely remind 
them of the old adage, "It is a poor rule that 
will not work Loth ways.
