Electric Phenomena. 
[ L o n d o n T i m e s . 1 

M. Senlecq, of Ardres, recently invented 
a plan of an apparatus intended to reproduce 
telegraphically at a distance the images ob 
tained in the camera obscura. This appa­
ratus will be based on the property possessed 
by selenium of offering a variable and very 
sensitive electiical resistance accorliug to the 
different gradations of light. The apparatus 
will consist of an ordinary camera obscura 
containing at the focus an unp hshed glass, 
and any system of autographic telegraphic 
transmission. The tracing point of the trans­
mitter intended to traverse the surface of 
the unpolished glass will be formed of a 
small piece of selenium held by two springs 
a c t i n g a s p i n c e r s , i n s u l a t e d a i a d c o n n e c t e d , 

one with a pile, the other with the line. 
The point of selenium will form the cir 

cuit. In gliding over the surface, more or 
leas lightened up, of the unpolished glass, 
this point will communicate, in different de­
grees and with great sensitiveness, the vibra­
tions of the light. The receiver will also be 
a tracing point of black lead or pencil for 
drawing very ficeJy, connected with a verv 
thin plate of soft iron, held almost as in the 
Bell telephone, and* vibrating before an 
electro-magnet, governed by the irregular 
current omitted in the line. This pencil, 
supporting a sheet of paper arrauged so as 
to receive the impression of the image pro­
duced in the camera obscura, will translate 
the vibrations of a metallic plate by a more 
or less pronounced pressure on that 
sheet of paper. Should the selen­
ium tracing point run over a 
light surface, the current will increase in in­
tensity, the electro-magnet of the receiver 
will attract to it with greater force the vi­
brating plate, and the pencil will exert less 
pressure on the paper. 

The line thus formed will be scarcely, if at 
all, visible. The contrary will be the case if 
the surface be obscured ; for, the resistance 
of the current increasing, the attraction of 
the magnet will diminish, and the pencil, 
pressing more on tue paper, will leave upon 
it a dark line. M. Senlecq thinks he will 
succeed in simplifying this apparatus by 
suppressing the electro-magnet, and collect­
ing directly on the paper, by means of a par­
ticular composition, the different gradations 
of tints proportional to the intensity of the 
electric current.

Stack's wife had received a letter from him 
the first of the week, stating that he had 
injured his back, but not seriously, a limb 
of a tree striking him with considerable 
force in the back. It is probable that if 
Mr. St ck was in the condition rumored, 
that he would not be able to write a letter. 

An incipient conflagration, which threat-
tened to consume the photograph gallery of 
F. E. Loomis, was happily discovered in 
time, Thnrsday afternoon, to prevent serious 
damage. The fire originated in a small 
wood shed back of the gallery, about 4 
o'clock in the afternoon, when it was discov­
ered by Barron Prockter, who was passing. 
Mr. Loomis burned his hand while extin­
guishing the flames, and escaped with the 
loss of a barrel of "print clippings," worth 
about $40. The cause of the fire is un­
known, but it is supposed that some one 
was in an outhouse attached to the shed, and 
probably dropped a lighted match which ig­
nited some combustible material in the shed.

A Good Place to Stay Away From—Sin and 
Starvation 

[Indianapolis News, j 
A News reporter met Mahlon B. Draper, 

an old Indianapolis boy, who has been re­
siding at Whiteland, this State, for several 
months, and who, a short time ago, was 
seized with the gold fever and went to Lead-
ville, Ool. 

"Back already?" inquired the reporter. 
"Well, yes; I know when I've got enough. 

I was only in L adville for one week, arriv­
ing there on the lGth of February, and leav­
ing on the 23d." 

Mr. Draper is a man about 32 years of 
age, full ot plack and determination, and 
on9 would think not easily discouraged. 

"Why did you come back so soon from 
that place of surprising prosperity, where 
pay-dirt is so rich, even in the streets, that a 
moderate-sized mule is reported to exalt $10 
worth of gold and silver every time he raises 
a hoof?"' 

"I'll tell you. I went there with a view of 
locating, but soon saw there was no show. 
Merchandising was what I intended, grocer­
ies, and everything of that sort,—general 
stock; but soon saw that nothing of that kind 
would pay,—already overdone. Dry goods 
business in the some fix,—in fact, there seems 
to be nothing in anything but the vices. In 
the first place, rents, even if you are lucky 
enough to get a room, are too high. There 
are 12,000 people in Leadville to-day, nearly 
all men,—the few women there are, as a mat­
ter of course, for the most part prostitutes,— 
and of these 12,000 people at least one-sixth 
—that is, 2,000—are without work and with­
out a dollar in their pockets. I never saw so 
many beggars in my lif e,miserable devils, beg­
ging for a quarter to buy a loaf of bread. 
You can get a little loaf, about a mouthful, 
tor 19 cents, but a decent sized loaf sells for a 
quarter." 

"But the other 10,000—are they making 
money?" 

"Socue of them are. But there's no room 
for new men, and yet they are constantly 
coming. The mines, smelters, and saw­
mills are running all the men now that they 
can handle. And just thmk! This little 
city, the liveliest, wickedest city in the 
world, has nearly all gown within the past 
year. A lot in the business part of the town 
that twelve months ago sold for $100, to­
day sells for $4,000. Rents are viciously 
high. A business room eighteen feet wide 
by forty feet deep rents at $300 a month. 
The Theatre Comique building, a rough 
frame box, seating and standing about 700 
people, though they crowd in 1,000 a night 
seven nights in the week at $ I a head—well, 
sardines in a box are comparatively com­
fortable compared with them—rents at 
$1,400 a month. Well, the iniquity can 
afford to pay it, for the wine-room 
alone—the attraction being a lot of beefy 
women, with a few clothes and very aggress­
ive legs—takes in $300 a night for liquors. 
It is the loosest show, wita no merit but its 
outrageous indecency. There are two other 
theatres, not quite so far removed from de­
cency, paying the same heavy rents as the 
Comique, but not makr.g the money it 
does. Gambling houses and saloons? I 
don't know; there's over a hundred of them, 
I should think. Every saloon is a gambling 
house. There are numerous dance halls 
which pay an average rental of $600 per 
month. These furnish women to dance 
with the customers, the patrons paying fifty 
cents for a drink and the privilege of danc­
ing once. If the drink doesn't kill im­
mediately, buy another and dance again. 

"The first mines are not over a quarter of 
a mile from the main street, and they extend 
over several miles of territory, though the 
paying mines are, I am told, all near Lead­
ville. The big run of metal is silver, though 
there's some gold. Most of the mineral is 
low grade ore. There's no room there for 
men unacquainted with mining. The fore­
man of the Little Pittsburgh mine exclaimed 
to me the other day : 

" 'What the devil do people mean by com­
ing here- green men—to work in these 
mines. D—n 'em, we don't want 'em. It 
takes the best bridging to keep these mines 
from tumbling in now when worked with ex­
perienced bands—old miners—as the mine­
ral is chiefly in the form of carbonate, and 
crumbles like rotten cheese.' 

"The paying mining interests are monop­
olized by capital. It takes capital to run 
these mines, and a great deal of it to get any 
profit out of them. They are already filled 
with old miners who have poured in from 
Deadwood, Georgetown, and a hundred other 
points, so you see there is no show whatever 
for amateur talent." 

"Any lawyers in Leadville?" 
"Lawyers? Yes, there's forty of them, 

poor devils; nothing to do unless they can 
play keno or faro. There's been so much 
building that carpenters who brought their 
kits of tools with them have had work right 
along at $4 per day, but there's a surplus 
ot merchants, laborers, and mechanics of all 
kinds." 

"Do merchants make any money?" 
" I don't think they do; they're eaten up 

by rents and freights. Railroad freights are 
outrageous; while from Webster, the ter­
minus of the rail, to Leadville, a distance of 

seventy miles, they are simply damnable, 
slow freights coming by wagon being $1.40 
per hundred, and express being seven cents 
a pound. Yon go from Webster to Lead­
ville by stage, seventy miles, for which you 
pay $100, being allowed forty pounds of 
baggage, paying for all above that amount 
seven cents a pound. 

"The saloons, lodging-houses, restaurants, 
dance-houses, and theatres are making 
money; merchants certainly are not. The 
Leadville excitement was got up by railroad 
companies, aisisted by newspapers at Den­
ver and Leadville, who wanted to get peo­
ple there for the purpose of making money 
out of them. Denver folks are beginning 
to be alarmed, thinking they've overdone 
the business, and are now looking forward 
to the pleasant prospect of a thousand or 
two starving and desperate men taking out 
commissions as road-agents, and making 
travel somewhat more exhilerating than even 
the glorious air of Colorado has hitherto 
rendered i t " 

"How is board in Leadville?" 
"Well, prices are not so high. Yon can 

get day-board by the week for $7; a single 
meal for 5(j cents." 

"Did yon see any Indianapolis people at 
Leadville?" 

"No; though I guess some are there. I 
saw Valentine Butsch and William Dickson 
at Malta, three miles this side of Leadville. 
They are stoelters, assaying and buying the 
mioeral, then smelting it as their own. They 
know just vhat they make every day. They 
are running 100 men, who are cutting tim­
ber and burning charcoal for smelting, and 
putting up two new furnaces and a saw-mill 
for sawing their own lumber. Mr. Butsch 
is not making less than $100 every day of 
his life. His settlement furnished the 
brightest picture of enterprise I saw during 
my journey. As for Leadville, my advice is, 
stay away. It may not be as easy to starve 
to death elsewhere, but it can be accomplish­
ed in time at other places with a saving of 
railroad fare and many miles of rough riding 
in a stage-coach." 

A M I S C E G E N A T I O N R O M A N C E 

How a Murderer's Widow Procured a Li 
cense to Marry a Neoro—Iter Daughter's 
SgfZ J^ove Stortf.

The publication of the hanging reminis­

cences yesterday, led to the revival of stories 
current in this city many long years ago. 

There was quite a romance connected with 
the life of John Damon's widow. Ostra­
cised by society she became to some extent 
the associate of the free negroes, as they 
were then called, living around the falls. 
Among these people there was a family 
named Wilson, who had acquired consider­
able wealth. One of them owned the large 
farm and erected the building now known as 
the Stoy place, two apd a' half miles down 
the river road. At that time it was said to 
be the finest house in the county. The 
widow Damon married the king bee Wilson, 
and lived with him for a number of years. 
The manner in which they obtained license 
to marry was peculiar. In those days the 
laws for the prevention of amalgamation 
were very strict, and they were rigidly en­
forced in most cases. Wilson and the 
widow Damon went to Clark county to pro­
cure the license, and in order to come within 
the statute, she opened a vein in her pro­
posed husband's arm, drank some of his 
blood, and then swore she had negro blood 
in her veins. Of course this was a violation 
of the spirit of the law, but as it fulfilled the 
letter, it was suffered to pass unnoticed, m 
the same manner that the fact of boys put­
ting the figures 21 in their boots and then 
swearing, for certain purposes, that they 
were "over 21," was passed over by the 
officers of the law. 

Wilson and his wife afterward lived in 
New Albany in the same house where the 
remains of her former husband had been dis­
sected. They had children, and in time one 
of them, a beautiful girl, was sent to college 
at Oberlin, O., then, as now, the retreat of 
the oppressed race who desired to educate 
themselves. The white blood BO pre­
dominated in her that it was not 
known she was of the then despised race to 
any, save the principal of the institution. She 
became not only a proficient scholar, but 
developed those traits belonging to a few 
women, which caused her to become a so­
ciety belle. Beautiful, accomplished and 
possessed of considerable wealth for those 
days, the stories of which are of course 
magnified, she soon had suitors in abundance. 

Finally her heart and the promise of her 
hand were given to a wealthy young gentle­
man, a leader of society in Ohio. He was, 
of course, ignorant of her past history, and 
the stigma attaching both to the blood and 
the history of her parenets. Then it was, 
like a true woman, loving her affianced hus­
band, fearing to lose that idol of her affec­
tions, and yet dreading to marry him with 
the dreadful secret hanging over her, that 
she knew not what to do. In this dilemma 
she wrote to her mother for advice, who 
looked at the matter from a practical stand­
point, and thought it would be much better 
for him to know the truth before mar­
riage, even if it broke off the match, than 
for him to be deceived into a union which 
he might abhor, with the almost certainty 
that sooner or later he would learn the truth, 
and so advised her daughter. Taking the 
advice of her mother, the daughter told her 
story to her lover. He could not brave pub­
lic opinion, and so withdrew from the en­
gagement, offering, however, to make ample 
pecuniary provision for her support through 
life. This she refused, and returned to her 
mother, where she shortly afterwaid died. 

The Kniqhts of Honor. 

T o t h e E d i t o r o f t h e Globe . 

O W A T O N N A , M i n n . , M a r c h 1 3 , 1 8 7 9 . — 

In a special telegram to your paper from 
Rochester, reporting the proceedings of the 
grand lodge of the Knights of Honor, your 
correspondent says: 

"Your correspondent learns from good au 
thority that the old maxim, 'What costs us 
most we prize the highest,' is verified in this 
order, as the assessments on deaths, like leaden 
hail in battle, fell thick and fast upon the boys, 
coming since November at the rate of three per 
month, making it by far the most expensive 
society insurance of all the many orders of the 
State." 

Permit me, please, through your columns, 
to correct a wrong impression, which persons 
outside the order might receive, namely, 
that insurance in the Knights of Honor was 
becoming a heavy burden. In May, 1877, a 
lodge of this order was organized in this 
city. In the tweuty-two months since oar 
lodge here was instituted, each member has 
paid assessments amounting to $24. From 
May, 1877, to May, 1878, the assessments 
were $9 each. From May, 1878, to March 1, 
1879, they have been $15. The amount of 
insurance on each member is $2,000, making 
an average of $15 a year, or $7.50 per 
$1,000. It must be borne in mind that this 
assessment includes- the extraordinary mor­
tality caused by 191 deaths from yellow fever 
in the South this year. During the preced­
ing year the average cost per $1,000 was 
only $4.50. We have now paid all the yel­
low fever deaths. When the cost per $1,000 
in this order is compared with that of the 
old style insurance companies, where the 
cost is aboutj$30 per $1,000, it will be seen 
at a glance jhow comparatively small is the 
cost in the Knights of Honor. 

Those of us who are members of the or 
der, who at one time paid the exhorbitant 
rates demanded by the old style insurance 
companies, feel thankful that we have such 
an order as the Knights of Honor, in which 
we obtain an insurance that is perfectly safe, 
and at a mere nominal co^t. 

The rapid growth of the order throughout 
the United States, the membership now 
numbering fifty thousand, shows the great 
favor in which this order is growing. 

Trusting that this explanation will serve to 
correct the wrong impression which your
