THE DEMOCRATIC PROGRAMME,

It Was Decided Upon by o Jolnt Cancas
Last Evenlug—A Moditicd Election Law
to be Oered--The Question of Miscel-
laneous Legislation Reserved for Future
Consideration.
Wasnixuroxn, March 22, —(Committees of

the House and Senate Democratio cancus to

make recommendations concerning the or-

der of business for tho extra session, held a

joint meeting to-day lasting five and a half

honrs. Senater 'l'hurman presided. 'The
first question discussed was whether the po-
litical legislation desired by the dominant
party in Congress should be  eflected by the
passage of a separate measure or by the in-
corporation of  the repealing clanses in the
appropriation bills, It was deteriived af-
ter discussion, thirteen against five negative,
being two Senators and three Representa-
tives, that the latter course would be the
most expedient, and especially for the rea-
son that it seemed likely to save time, there
being a general desire to finish the necessavy
business of the session at as carly a day as
possible.  The mnext question consid-
ered was whether the political portions
of the appropriation bills should now be
passed in the same terms in wlich they were
passed at the last session, or whether tho re-
pealing clauses in regard to  federal election
laws should be modified so as to repeal only
those sections which authorize the appoint-
ment of chief snpervisors and deputy mar-
shals for elections, conferring police powers
on the sapervisors, this continuing the au-
thorization for the appointment of two
snparvisors of different polities, to serve in a
testimonial eapneity at each poll as witnesses
of the count of votes. After an exhaustive
disenssion it was deeided to recommend the
adoption of the modified propusition. The
vote was 14 against 4 —two Senators and two

Liepresentatives favoring the total repeal.

The juint meoting then authorized Senators

Thurinan, Saunlsbury, Bailey and Kernan,

and Representatives Chalmers, Springer,
Carlisle and Atkins  to formu-
lato provisions in  aeccordance  with

this decision in regard to the election laws,
and also provisions for the totul repeal of
the jorors’ test oath and the authorization
of the presence of tronps for incorporation
in the legislative, executive and judieial and
army appropriation bills, togather with such
additional provisions as they may deem
necessary to secnre free and fair elections
fur representatives and delegntes to Con-
gress.  They were also especially anthorized
to consider the propriety ¢f framing a sab-
stitute for section 532, rovised statutes,
which preseribes penalties for violations of
the election laws. Springer’s proposition to
provide, in addition to tho repeal of
the law concerning the presence of troops
at the polls,for the ennciment of the existing
