THE SENATE DEBATES.

The army appropriation bill was sent to
the Henate promptly. and referred to a
special committee for consideration. That
committee has reported in favor of its pas-
sage, but the Republicana propose lo object
to it, and to consume as much {ime as pos-
gible in its discussion. It seems to have
become the policy of the party to obstruct
the matlion of ded legislation,
simply becaunse it is not to the advantage of
their party. In the diseussion of the bill in
the Houso overy opportunity was given to
each member to express his views. The ma-
jority did not take advantage of the privi-
lege of applying the gag rule to debate.
They courted the fullest discussion of all
the issues involved, and the Republicans
put forward their ablest men to advoeate
their canse. It was not expected thatthe de-
bate would change the resnlt of the final
vote, for that was predetermined. It was,
bowever, the intention of the Democrats to
give to the country an opportunity to judge
of their motives in taking the course that
they did. The Republicans presented
their arguments against the passage of the
political “riders;” the Democrats presented
their argunments in favor of them. The
sentiments of both parties are therefore be-
fore the public, and on both sides those sen-
timents have been well and exhaustively
expressed. Where, therefore, is the neces-
gity of going over this ground again? Can
any of the Senators add to the force of the
arguments used on either side in the Houss?
‘We think not. They can eonsume time that
might be more profitably employed. The
people generally have had a surfeit of this
political debate. They want no more of it.
They recognize the fact that the legislation
in dispute has been fully determined npon
by the majority of both houses, and that,
therafore, further discasaion ia useless.

There may be, however, some method in
the madness of the Republicans in this mat-
ter. They may be laboring under the sup-
position that Mr. Hayes’ b.ckbone needs
farther stiffening, and that a few stalwart
sentiments uttered in the Senate chamber
may have the desired effect. If so they may
a8 well disabuse their minds of the impres-
gion. Mr. Hayes will not dare to veto the
bills in whatever shape they may come to
him. Heundrstands too well the temper of
the people and of the majority in Congress
to atlempt to thwart their wishes. He knows
that all conservative men in the country de-
gire the repeal of the obnoxious laws in con-
troversy, and he knows that if he shall at-
tempt to cross that purpose he may precipi-
tate the issue involvad in the title to his own
office. There is no fear that Mr, Hayes will
veto the bills now under discussion, and how-
ever much the stalwarts may seek to brace
him up, their efforts will be fruitless,

GIUSEPPE GARIBALDL.

Not in Italy alone, but :il.l'_pyé:"","t'he___','ciﬁ-
lized world there will be singere garrow..at:
the intelligence that comea from Reome of

many years past he has been in tmhng
health, frequently on the verge of the grava.'
He left his home on the island of Caprera
several days ago to visit his son at Rome,
but arrived in such a state of exhaustion
that he had to be carried from the train
upon a litter.

Few men have had a more eventfual career
than Garibaldi. Born of an adventurous
family, he seemed to crave daring pursmts
from his infancy. He was a mariner for
years, but when 28 years of age he visited
Rome, when the entire carrent of his life
was changed, and he was seized with the de-
gire to follow a military life. He found
there so many evidences of the oppressions
of the rulers of Italy that he determined to
do what he could to liberate the country
from its thralldom. He sought to incite a
revolution among the people, but met with
il success, and as a result was
exiled from Italy,. For a time
thereafter he was content with pursning his
ragular occapation, but eventually he drifted
to South America, where he essayed mercan-
tile parsuits. He did not long continue,
however, in that line, but was attracted by
the rumors of troubles between the republies
at the sonth of the continent. Uruguay was
fighting for her independence, and Garibaldi
enlisted himself in her behalf, fitted out a
small vessel, and with twenty men to bear
him company succeeded in dispersing the
enemy’s “‘navy,” consisting of three or four
launches. He afterwards found it convenient
to land on neutral soil, where, however, he
was kept under close surveillance as a dan-
gerous revolutionist, but this galling him he
attempted to escape, but was recaptured and

subjected to  the torture  unmtil
his life was almost sacrificed. A
subsequent  attempt to escape was

more succeesful, and he reached Montevideo,
where he enlisted again in the cause of
Uruguay, and commanded a land force, and
achieved great distinction. Here he mar-
ried his wife, a beautiful woman of good
family, whose devotion to him and his ad-
ventures has become proverbial. Ever af-
ter their marriage they shared the hardships
of the camp and the sea together. She
never left his side until he, a hunted rebel
in Italy, with a price placed upon his head,
closed her eyes in death, and boried her with

his own hands in a spot since made sacred
as a shrine of Italian liberty and unity.
