Tilden at the Bedside of a Gallant Bylnq 
Soldier. 

| New York Dispatch to Washington Post.] 
S. L. M. Barlow, in speaking of the death 

of General Biohard Taylor last; evening, 
said that General Taylor realized- the faot 
that his death was inevitable, and, with his 
usual calmness, expressed a desire that his 
funeral ceremonies should be of the most 
simple character. "If I die," he said, 
"bury me like a soldier on the tented field; 
I desire no pomp, no floral offerings; lay 
me to rest quietly, and I shall sleep all 
the sweeter." During the day the residence 
of Mr. Barlow was besieged by visitors, 
among whom were many military men and 
a number of Southerners who fougbt under 
him. About a week ago Mr. Samuel J. 
Tilden called at Mr. Barlow's residence to 
inquiro after the health of the General, 
whom he had known intimately for the past 
ten or twelve years. On hearing that the ex-
Governor was below, Gen. Taylor asked to 
have him shown up at once. His attend­
ants tried to dissuade him, on the ground 
that in his critical condition the excitement 
of an interview would prove dangerous. 
The general insisted on seeing and convers­
ing with the visitor, however, and Mr. Tilden 
was summoned to his bedside. T h e inter­
view which followed was an affecting one 
Mr. Tilden took the hand of the dying man, 
and expressed bis deep regret at seeing him 
in such a condition. Gen. Taylor pressed 
the Governor's hand in return and thanked 
him for his sympathy. Mr. Tilden gazed for 
a moment at the dying face, and then, bend­
ing over, kissed him upon the forehead. 
"No man," he said to Gen. Tay­
lor, "has ever bad a wiser, truer or 
more unselfish friend than you have been to 
me." Mr. Tilden first met General Taylor 
at the Philadelphia convention in 1866. He 
was struck with his wit, candor and other 
engaging qualities, and the two speedily be­
came warm friends. Daring his subsequent 
visits to the North the General called fre­
quently upon Mr. Tilden, and the friend­
ship, begun in 1866, ripened into a close 
intimacy. In the campaign of 1876 the 
general took a very active interest in Mr. 
Tilden's canvass, and was one of the most 
effioient workers in the contest that ended 
in his friend's eleotion. Mr. Tilden enter­
tained the highest opinion of General Tay­
lor's sagacity, and particularly esteemed him 
for his moderate and statesmanlike views 
upon questions growing out of the late war.

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COLORED IMMIGRATION. 
The Colored Men of St. Louis Organize an 

Association to Aid or Rob Their Southern 
Brothers. 

S T . LOUIS, April 18.—A nnmber of promi­
nent colored men of this city have organ­
ized a society called the "Immigration Aid 
Association," and elected J. Milton Turner 
president and Albert Burgess secretary. The 
association has been incorporated and it is 
designed to make it permanent. Its object, 
as stated in its constitution, is to raise funds 
for the establishment of colored colonies 
and aid the emigration of colored men from 
the Southern States to other sections of the 
Fnion. Its board of directors is not com­
pleted yet, but it will embrace some of- the 
most active and responsible men in the city. 
It will have advisory white men. Several 
prominent gentlemen have promised to act 
in that capacity. Between 800 and 400 more 
refugees arrived here this week and the com-
•nittee is doing all in its power to relieve all 
their wants and forward them to their desti­
nation.

cent United States bonds. These large subecrip-
tions caused a buoyant feeling on stock exchange 
and a general advance in securities. The coal shares 
were prominent in the upward mo\ ement and ad­
vanced 54@1J4 per cent , purchasers being induced 
by statements which are generally accepted, that the 
coal companies have arrived at an agreement both as 
to proportion and allotment of tonnage, and that an 
advance will be made m the price of coal. Granger 
shares were fairly steady and closed at a f raotiunal 
improvement on yesterday's prices. Southwestern 
shares'were irregular; Kansas Pacific advanced 2£ 
per cent, and Missouri, Kansas & Texas 1% per 
cent.
