LONDON, A p r i l 2 3 — P a r o l e at E p s o m to-day 
won the great Metropolitan stakes . Castleragh 
was the ouly other entry that faced the starter. 
In consequence of the victory of Parole yester­
day he carried to-day ten pounds extra. J u s t 
previous to the race yesterday El f k ing was very 
m u c h fancied, and the d i s l ike to Parole was so 
general that he dec l ined 4 t o 1 against h im, 
b u t w inn ing so handsomely he became a great 
favorite at 6 to 4 for the great Metropolitan 
stake. Loril lard had backed h is horse for the 
c i ty and suburban handipap, prior to h i s New­
market victory, and as a result w o n someth ing 
over £20,000. The general sat i s fact ion of the 
p lucky American yesterday was f u l l y proved 
by the vo l l ey ing rounds of cheers which ac­
companied Parole's return t o the enclosuie . 
Parole, i t i> conceded, w o n on his merits , wi th­
out g e t t i n g anyth ing approaching an advantage 
at the start or turns in the course. I t had been 
freely rumored at E p s o m th i s morning that 
Parole wou ld not run to-day. Castleragh car­
ried 110 pounds and Parole 124.
