Second Day of Pentecost. 
Yesterday Dr . Pentecost and Mr. Stebbins 

repaired to tho 'Westminster church at the 
noont ide hour , to hold a season of prayer 
with those who felt weary in the spirit and 
heavy ladon. There were no t more than 
fifty persons who took advantage of the op­
portuni ty to ha\ e their cases presented to the 
mercy seat of the revivalists. Mr. Stebbins 
opened the meeting by singing "My faith 
looks up to T h e e , " after which the following 
requests tor prayer were read : For a young 
lady who was not yet ready, but intends to 
be a Christian at some t ime; for a promi­
nent man whose conversion would influence 
many associates, and whose wife is agoniz­
ing for his salvation: for one who wants to 
make sure of a good income before he de-
\o tes himself to God; for two business men, 
one of whom has been twentv years a church 
member , but does no t live in the enjoyment 
of religion: for six children, by a father, 
that they may be converted; for the conver­
sion of a son; for a harrassed 
business man . And Dr . Pentecost 
prayed for each case presented. The con­
gregation then sang ' ' O ' holy spirit c o m e , " 
and Dr. Pentecost read a port ion of the 
n in th chapter of Matthow, and offered some 
earnest and encouraging words to seekers— 
lessons which he endeavored to draw from 
the miracles narrated in the portion read. 
To cure a blind man, he said, appeared im­
possible humanely speaking, and quite as 
impossible was it to open the eyes of the 
soul grovelling in the darkness of .sin, but 
he who could restore the natural sight could 
convert the heart to God. Tho speaker said 
tha t it was not impossible nor would it be a 
great wonder for Chiist to come m the body 
and place his hand on the head of any one 
in the congregation, for Christ can do all 
things. He , the speaker, expected great 
th ings of Christ at this revival and all 
tha t is needed to make it a blessed t ime is 
faith. H e spoke of tho nearness of Christ 
to those who have faith. H e concluding by 
exhort ing his hearers to open their hear ts to 
each other and to God. 

Several members of the congregation then 
offered short prayers, and dur ing this session 
of prayer a most pitiful sight was presented 
in B . F . Borden, a young man well known 
ia the city, r ising and under extreme excite­
men t talking in a demented way for a few 
minutes unintelligably. His excitement 
however did not last long, and when he took 
his seat Kev. W. Hood rose and told of 
eleven ladies, members of his church, who 
had unconverted husband, and they 
seemed to be indifferent to the 
awful position that their husbands were in— 
he asked tho prayers of the meet ing for those 
wives. The congregation then sang " J u s t as 
I am," and prayer was offered, l tev. Mr. 
Hood again arose and said one man to whom 
he spoke of his soul, and who at tended his 
church on the Eas t Side, said tha t the Lo rd 
and the devil started out even, but the devil 
had got ahead; he did no t see bu t tha t the 
devil was the best man. There 3eemed to be 
gre i t surprise tha t such de ravity should ex­
ist in the Baintly half of the c ty. Another 
member of his jhurch kept his store open all 
day on Sanday. 

Mr. Stebbins next sang a solo, and after 
announcement of future meetings the bene­
diction was pronounced and the meet ing dis­
persed. 

At Plymouth Church. 

T h e evening service a t P lymou th church 
was not so well a t tended as on Sunday, but 
the large and handsome edifice was fairly 
filled by well-dressed people—people who 
seemed well a t home in a church. There 
was no difference in the services from those 
of the first day, prayer and singing prepar­
ing the way for the doctor 's discourso, the 
subject of which was " F o o l s , " and the speak­
er was no t long in showing who came under 
tha t category according to the scr ipture 
estimation of humani ty . Of course all 
careless of their soul ' s welfare—all unre-
generated persons—were fools, and the 
speaker in s t i r r ing earnestness pleaded 
with those who had not considered the all-
impor tant duty of saving their own souls. 
Announcements for to-day. s inging and 
prayer brought the meet ing to a close. 
Doubtless the weather had something to do 
with the compaaative smallness of the at-
tenda?e.

St. Michael 's congregation are making ex­
tensive preparat ions for a grand fair, com­
mencing J u n e 26.

On 
account of this fact Mr. McKusick will not 
raise over half the amount of vegetables he 
raised last year. 

Sudden and Sad Heath—Mrs. Star;/ Ann 
Wdlard. 

The Hudden and unexpected death of Mary 
Ann Willard, aged 67 years, wife of M. S. 
Willard, the veteran furniture dealer, oc 
curred Sunday morn ing at about half-past 
ten o'clock, of apoplexy. Mrs. Willard was 
in her usual Btate of health £and was prepar­
ing to at tend church. Suddenly she placed 
both hands to her head, complaining of a 
great j a i n there and then dropped into a 
chair . She never spoke nor moved after­
wards. Mrs . Willard had a large circle of 
warm friends, who deeply admired her many 
vir tues, and sincerely regret her loss. I n 
life she was a woman who always made 
friends and never lost any, and many are the 
praises of her ut tered by those who t iuly 
knew her good and noble at t r ibutes. Mr . 
and Mrs . Willard came to Stillwater in 1851, 
and have lived here since. She leaves no 
children of her o.vn, only an adopted daugh­
ter. The funeral will take at 3 o'clock this 
afternoon, aod the remains interred in Fair-
view cemetery.

The Man II ith the Gold Tooth. 

"Tho man with the gold t o o t h " is at pres­
ent the terror of tho frontier. His name is 
Middleton, and he is 35 years old. H e be­
gan his career as an outlaw in 1877 in Sid­
ney, Neb., where he killed a man , and was 
convicted of murder . "He escaped from 
Sidney, organized a band of robbers, p lun­
dered, burn t , and murdered unti l the fall of 
1877, when he was lodged in jail, only to 
tunnel himself out with a coal scuttle. Re­
organizing with fifty men, he stole 3,000 
head of cattle from the Ponca Indians . The 
robbery of a German sett lement on the 
Elkhorn led to hot pursuit by a squad of 
horsemen. T h e trail was followed for 
three days. On the morning of the fourth 
the Germans awoke to find their pickets 
murders and every horse stolen. Middle-
ton gets bia sobriquet from a front upper 
tooth made entirely of gold. H e is six 
feet tall, and wears a fierce black mustache, 
under which the tooth shines like a grain of 
corn. Two needle-guns, four revolvers, and 
two dirks make up his a rmamen t .

Bishop Ames, of the Methodist Episcopal 

church , who died in Balt imore last Friday, 

a n d was buried on Sunday, was in his 73d 

year. His last official act was to preside over 

the Eas t German conference about a month 

ago. On the 10th of April he took to his bed 

from a complication of diabetes and Br igh t ' s 

disease. F r o m the first he seemed to recog 

nize that his work was ended, and persistent­

ly i efused to take any medicino or st imulants. 

H e was conscious almost to the last and 

passed away peacefully. H e was born in 

Athens county, Ohio, and 

CAME 1KOM AN OLD PURITAN STOCK, 

his grandfather having been a chaplain with 
George "Washington at Valley Forge , where 
he died when 30 years of age. Young Ames 
entered the Ohio university a t Athens, where 
he remained for several years. I n 1828 he 
met Bishop Roberts a t Chillicothe, pnd went 
with h im to the Illinois conference at Madi­
son. Alter reaching there, a t the solicitation 
of several prominent Methodists, he opened 
a school a t Lebanon, 111., which was the 
germ of McKendree college. I n 1837 he 
was licensed to preach, bis first field of labor 
being in School Creek circuit. I n 1840 he 
was elected a delegate to the general confer­
ence, held in Baltimore, and by tha t body 
was appointed corresponding secretary of the 
Missionary society, a position which he held 
for four years, 

TRAVKLKD UPWARD OF 2 5 , 0 0 0 MILES, 

enduring many privations, and often in dan­
ger of his life from hostile Indians . H e 
drew up tho school bill for the Choctaw Na 
tion, and established schools among the In­
dian t r ibes west of tho Arkansas river. I n 
1852 he was made a bishop of the church, 
and brought to the performance of his duties 
rare executive ability and a thorough knowl­
edge of men and measures. When the war 
broke out he traveled extensively through 
the South. Wherever the Union army en­
tered a city, and the people were left without 
religious ministrations, he placed a pastor in 
charge for the t ime being, bu t strictly ab­
stained in any way from tak ing possession 
of the church property, 

WIIKN THAT r E O P B B T S WAS CONFISCATED 

he was sent South by Pres ident Lincoln, 
and at once began to organize societies, and 
to place black and whit 9 preachers in charge. 
Under the administrat io ns of Grant and 
Johnson his aid was often sought in the 
efforts at reconstruction, but he steadily re­
fused to accept any position which would 
interfere with his church duties. H e never 
took an active par t in the a t tempt after the 
war to unite the church North and South, 
but always fraternized with the ministers of 
the Southern church when he entered their 
fields of labor. 

HE WAS NOT AN OBATOB, 

but had about h im a charm of manner and 

a wealth of illustration which attracted his 

hearers. H e has resided in Balt imore since 

1864, and was the first Methodist bishop 

who visited the Pacific coast. H e leaves a 

wife and three children.
