tending an all night session were enacted last 
night. At one o'clock the sergeant-at-arms

RYAN'S AMENDMENT. 
Mr. Ryan's amendment, in the nature of a 

substitute upon which the Republicans desire 
a vote, provides for the coinage of a silver dol­
lar of 412>£ grains, which coin § shall be a legal 
tender for all dues and debts, public and pri­
vate, except where otherwise expressly stipu­
lated in the contract. The secretary of the 
treasury is authorized to purchase from time 
to timo silver bullion at tho market pi ice 
thereof sufficient to carry out the provisions 
of this act, but the amount of money at one 
time invested in such bullion exclusive of coin 
shall not exceed ten million dollars. The sec­
retary is also authorized to coin such silver bul­
lion into dollars a-* rapidly as the same 
can be done, not, however, to interfere 
with the coinage of gold under existing law ; 
provided nothing in this act shall be construed 
to authorize the payment in silver of certifi­
cates of deposit issued under the provisions of 
section two hundred and fifty-four, revised 
statutes. Section two provides that when the 
price of standard silver bullion shall equal the 
nominal value of standard, tho owners of 
bullion may deposit the same, to be formed 
into bars or dollars without charge for his 
benefit. Section three provides that a holder 
of coin authorized by this act may deposit the 
same in sums of not less than $10, receive 
therefor a certificate of not less than $10 each. 
Coin deposited for each representing certificate 
shall be retained in the treasury for the 
payment vt the same on demand. Said certifi­
cates shall be receivable for customs, taxes, and 
all public dues, and when so received may be 
re-issued. 

SATURDAY'S SESSION. 
The session of Saturday opened at noon with 

a very light attendance of members. The 
legislative bill as enrolled was presented, 
signed by the Speaker, and sent to the Senate 
fox the signature of the presiding officers of 
that body. 

Mr. Baihman introduced constitutional 
amendments relative to the election of Presi­
dent and Vice-PreBident. Referred. 

The House then took up the business of the 
morning hour—the bill relating to the transfer 
of cases from State to federal courts, the ques­
tion being on seconding the main question. 
On that vote there was no quorum, only 43 for, 
none against, and a call of the House was or­
dered. The call of the Honse showed present 
185 members. This call, a subsequent vote by 
yeas and nays on a motion to dispense with 
farther proceeding under the call, and another 
abortive attempt to get a vote on seconding the 
previous question, occupied the entire morning 
hour. 

Then Mr. Chittenden obtained the floor and 
explained that the recent use of the word 
"damned" was in a strictly orthodox sense. 
(Laughter) 

Mr. McCooko followed with an apology for 
remarks made by him this morning, and asked 
that the whole colloquy be omitted from the 
Record. 

The Speaker stated he would give instruc­
tions accordingly. 

Mr. Warner withdrew the demand for the 
previous question, and a vote was taken on Mr. 
Ryan's substitute, which was rejected—yeas 69, 
na} s 137. A vote was then taken on the passage 
of the bill, and was passed—yeas 114, nays 97. 
The result was greeted with hand clapping on 
the Democratic side. The Republicans and 
Greenbackers who voted aye were Belford, 
Cannon, Daggett, De La Matyr, Ford, Fort, 
Gillette, Ladd, Marsh, Martin, N. C , Murcb, 
Russell, N. C , Stevenson, Weaver, Yokum.

TUB BROOKLYN F I B E . ; ^J" ! 

NEW YORK, May 24.—From midnight to noon 
to-day property being destroyed by the Brook­
lyn fire was floating over the wharves into the 
river until half or three-quarters of a million 
of dollars have vanished. The firo in Fowler, 
Crampton & Co.'s linseed oil miUs, extending 
from 55 to 63 Furman street, burned all night* 
and tho owners estimate their loss at front 
$250,000 to $300,000. The store house of D. J. 
Alatson's stores, the lessees being Bartlett & 
Green, burned fiercely. It was filled from the 
ground floor to the roof with sugar, jute, 
hemp, cotton and other material, and as the fire 
continued a mixture of water and sugar 
came from the windows and doors 
in a large flow. At ten o'clock this morning, 
with all streams upon it, it was feared the 
flames wonld communicate to other stores, but 
by the persistent work of the firemen appre­
hensions were allayed. Bartlett & Green stat­
ed the loss would probably reach half a million 
dollars, but didn't know who the owners of the 
property were, of whom there might be fifty or 
more. At noon laborers were set to work re­
moving goods in store house "P" adjoining, as 
they were being damaged by water. Danger 
was also anticipated from the wails bursting 
through,. The engines still play upon the pile 
and the firemen are nearly exhausted by con­
tinuous hard work. 

DETROIT, Mich., May 24.—A fire at Rich­
mond, near Ridgeway station, about noon, de­
stroyed Carper & Knight's stave and heading 
mill, several sheds fall of staves, one thousand 
cords of staves and bolts, and all the staves 
made by the firm this season. Also two cooper 
shops and two dwellings owned by R. Flowers 
and Wmi Botched. The entire loss is estimat­
ed at $14,000; insurance unknown. - The fire 
originated in the engine room. 

MILWAUKEE, May 24.—An Appleton special of 
the Sentinel says: Way land's grocery store and 
Nicholas' boarding house with contents were 
destroyed by fire this morning. Loss not 
stated, insurance $7,GO0.

What the St. Paul & Sioux City Road la 
Doing and Contemplates Doing. 

From Gen. J. W. Bishop, general manager 
of the St. Paul & Sioux City railroad, who 
returned from the ''front" yesterday, we 
learn a number of facts m connection with 
the several important extensions of lines be­
ing made by the company this season, which 
will be of interest to GLOBE readers, especial­
ly of St. Paul and Minneapolis, at this time. 

The most advanced of the several projects 
already commenced by the company, is that 
of the branch from Lake Crystal, Bine 
Earth county, to Bine Earth City via Win­
nebago City, Faribault county, a distance of 
thirty-four miles. The grading on this line 
will be completed by June 1st. and track lay­
ing last night had reached Watonwan river, 4 
miles from Lake Crystal. Here a Howe deck 
truss bridge, 133 feet long with 1,300 feet of 
trestlework approaches, has been put in. 
The timbers for the bridge and trestlework 
are all ready to be put together, and quick 
work will be made of spauning this obstruc­
tion, when track laying toward Blue Earth 
city will be resumed and the line completed 
in time to give the people tributary a fourth 
of July excursion to St. Paul. 

Another important ieeder to the present 
operated road of the company is a branch 
leaving the Worthington & Sioux Falls 
branch at Luverne, Rock county, and run­
ning South down the Bock valley to Lyon 
county, Iowa, thirty miles, a country than 
which there is none richer in the 
Northwest, and already thickly settled, 
and which by the construction of this line 
will lie brought into close and indissoluble 
business relations with St. Paul. This line 
was located April last, and Thursday last 
tho contract for the grading and bridging 
of the entire distance was awarded to 
Messrs. Euiss & Brown, Luverne, who will 
commence upon their work Monday. Track 
laying will follow immediately after the 
grading and the line will be completed and 
in operation in time to move this season's 
crop. 

A still more important* project, and 
upon which the work of grading is to com 
mence at once, is a branch striking off from 
the parent stem at Heron Lake, Jackson 
county, and running west through the rich 
counties of Murray and Pipestone to the 
State line, with the Missouri river and 
beyond as its ultimate destina­
tion. With this object in view 
the company, last year, constructed a line 
from Worthington, on the main line west, 
and through the next tier of counties south 
of the Heron Lake line to Sioux Falls, in­
tending to extend that line westward in the 
direction of and probably to the Missouri 
river, this season. 

This change is made because the Mil­
waukee & St. Paul road are constructing a 
line over the same route. The St. Paul & 
Sioux City folk claim that it was unfair to 
build as the Milwaukee & St. Paul is doing, 
as the route was pre empted In order to 
head off their competitors the 
St. Paul & Sioux City are at work locating a 
line from Heron Lake west through the coun­
ties of Murray and Pipestone to the State 
line, a distance of about sixty miles, and the 
contract for grading this distance has* al­
ready been awarded, the contractor is getting 
his men and material on the ground, and on 
to-morrow morning the work of grading 
will commence in good earnest. 

The company have all the iron purchased 
for this, as well as the other branches men­
tioned, and track laying will follow imme­
diately after the grading, and the road com­
pleted this fall. 

In all it will be seen the St. Paul & Sioux 
City company have nearly 120 miles of new 
road under contract, upon which work has 
been commenced or will be commenced to­
morrow morning. Each of the three lines 
opens up to St. Paul a new country from 
which to draw supplies, and furnish with 
goods from our stores and manufactures 
from our shops. In the enterprise displayed 
in this matter the St. Paul & Sioux City 
company have again gained the confidence 
and warm sympathy of the business men of 
St. Paul. _'
