WASHINGTON, Juno 11.—Consideration was 
resumed of McDonald's bill to authorize the 
use of troops in certain cases, and to repeal 
certain election laws. 

Senator Hill began a speech on the bill by 
saying he intended to reply to private allusions 
but not to retaliate nor to make a personal at­
tack on any Senator. He said his vote in : the 
Georgia convention was against. seoession, bat 
the secession resolution was adapted by the 
convention, and after that i t was only a ques­
tion of whether citizens of the State should op-
hold its solemn-action in convention. He 
therefore signed the ordinance of secession af­
ter its passage, as did all of his colleagues, 
though one-third of the members voted with 
him against it . He read from the records ar­
ticles from Blaine's late speech, in which the 
latter assumed thai Hill, lather than have a 
minority in the Georgia secession convention, 
had consented to the death of the old Union 
by voting with the majority to secede. -

Senator Hill said Blaine had misrepresented 
the facts contained in the very book he had' 
quoted from in that speech containing th«pro­
ceedings of the Georgia convention. I f that 
Senator intended, by the manner in which he 
represented tho33 facts, to show that in that 
convention, on the test question as to whether 
Georgia should or should not secede, he (Hill) 
voted for secession or intended to approve it, 
he stated that which the document he pro­
fessed to have in his hand taught him was not 
true. 

As Senator Blaine had chosen to introduce 
ths subject he thought it proper to give the 
tacts in the premises in the form of a histori­
cal statement. While there was a great diversity 
of opinion throughout the South on the main 
question as to whether secession should take 
place or not, it was universally conceded that 
if a State should decline to secede, when that 
declared will should be ascertained, i t was the 
duty of all her citizens to papport her acts, 
and two reasons were given for that: First, 
that to oppose the will of the State, after that 
will had been officially ascertained and de­
clared, could only result in civil war among 
the States, which was determined at all haz­
ards to be avoided. Second, because is was 
believed if the Northern people saw there was 
unanimity in the Southern States it would 
have the happy moral effect of avoiding the 
catastrophe of sectional war, as it was. widely 
charged that the. movement for secession was 
merely factious. 

There were many Southern men who sedu-. 
lously opposed seoession, and who believed 
that if war could only be avoided for a few 
months the actual difference could be adjusted 
and war averted. If the Senator from Maine 
had seen fit to Bay that my vote on secession was 
inconsistent with my expressed principles I 
should have cared nothing for the statement of 
his opinion, but for SO:TG purpose of his own 
he chose to profess facts which did not exist, 
and apon this double misrepresentation of facta 
he displayed his wit and smartness, and all 
when he knew I was seven hundred miles away. 
I make this simple statement, Senators, to the 
iudtjment of hontst men and honorable de­
bater^ without comment. 

Seuator Hill then spoke of the clamor raised 
by his assertion that the Democrats were large­
ly instrumental in saving the Union. He de­
nied that what he said could be construed as 
meaning that Republicans did not also help in 
such preservation, bat he added, "strike from 
the rolls of Union troops the names of the 
Democrats, and will any man say the war 
against recession would have succeeded." This 
was what he had meant, but before continuing 
he Baid there had been a persistent effort on 
the part of the Republican press and other 
ways to hold him up to execration as a brutal 
and cruel man. He had been charged years 
ago with introducing retaliatory war measures 
in the confederate Senate. So far from this 
being trne he showed from the records that he 
was unalterably opposed to any war measures 
not in the line of the lights ar.d ac­
cording to the law of the nations. When 
there seemed a danger that such 
measures might in the excitement of the time 
be adopted he, while opposing all legislation 
on the subject, drafted and held in reprieve in 
case of need, an act declaring persons o i 
parties raiding, marauding and committing 
outrages under pretense of being federal 
troops to be criminals. Real soldiers were not 
touched by the provision, bat i t was framed in 
view of the wide spread apprehension of ser­
vile insurrection following the emancipation 
proclamation. No legislation on the subject 
was had, however, not even this moderate 
measure drafted by himself. 

Senator Hill, after farther vindicating him­
self from similar charges and denouncing the 
unfair attacks upon him, said he had under­
stood his political opponents had sent agents 
through the South to hunt up his "record." 
He had never made it a practice to preserve 
his speeches or letters, but he was sure no word 
of his would ever be found justifying a charge 
that at any time during, before or after the 
war he had ever spoken in the slightest degree 
disrespectfully of the Union of States under 
the cons itution. He had spoken burning 
words against the Republican party, against 
the war, against reconstruction, bnt for a 
Union of States, partly national, parfly fed1-
eral, as framed by Madison and expounded by 
Webster, he had felt a constant admiration 
from the time when he first understood to this 
hour. . Upon this subject he defied criticism 
and challenge malice. 

'Senator Hill in further remarks showed that 
he had never been an extremist in politics and 
consequently had been denounced by seces­
sionists as a nationalist', and was now blamed 
by the consolidation element as a secessionist. 
He believed that the true theory of the Union 
was that neither the State nor national gov­
ernment was master of the other and quoted 
from Webster's utterances to confirm his view. 

Senator Hill closed with an eloquent appeal 
to the American people to abandon sectional­
ism, whether tending towards secession or des­
potism, and return to the constitutional gov­
ernment as inaugurated by Madison and ex­
pounded by Webster, and as it stands unalter­
ed by the issues growing ont of the war. His 
remarks were frequently interrupted by ap­
plause in the galleries. i 

Senator Blaine gave notico he would, at an­
other time, reply to Senator Hill's remarks. 

Senator Morrill then read a speech princi­
pally devoted to a defense of the Republican 
party and support its financial policy as op­
posed to the inflation plans of the Democratic 
party. He eulogized .the resumption policy, 
dwelt upon the redaction of the public debt 
and, while not charging the Democrats with 
advocating repudiation, said all repndiationists 
found a congenial-resting place among them.

ARMY APPBOPBIATION BILL. 
Mr. Knott, from the judiciary committee, 

submitted the report of that committee on the 
veto message of the President. Printed and 
recommittea. The House then proceeded to 
the consideration of the army appropriation 
bill, and Mr. Clymer, member of committee on 
appropriations, who has charge of the bill, 
made a brief explanation of it . 

Mr. Whitthome moved to reduce the maxi­
mum of the army from|25,000 to 15,000, which, 
after debate, was rejected. 

Mr. Weaver moved to strike out the section 
providing that each member of the graduating 
classes of 1879 and 1880, of the military acade­
my, may after graduation elect to receive $750, 
a<id the acceptance of that sum shall render 
him ineligible to appointment in the army un­
til two years after his graduation, except in 
case of war. The motion to strike out was de­
feated and an amendment incorporating in the 
section the words "with consent of the secre­
tary of war" was adopted. 

On motion of Mr. Johnson, Va., sectiqn nine 
in regard to promotions in the army was-
stricken out. 

Consideration of the money portion of the 
bill having been concluded, the committee pro­
ceeded to consideration of seotion 6, providing 
"no money herein appropriated shall be paid 
for the subsistence, equipment, transportation 
or compensation of the army to be used as a 
police force at the polls." General debate npon 
that section was opened by Mr. Baker, who 
viewed the section as a inere encumbrance, as a 
mere political tub thrown to the whale, inas­
much as the President was not now, clothed 
with the power of placing troops of the United 
States around the polls as a police force. View­
ing the section in that light, he would move to 
strike i t out, but should such motion be de­
feated he would still vote for the bill. He 
would not be deterred from discharging his 
duty to the constitution by reason of the fact 
that political necessity had constrained any 
party to put on the bill a provision which was 
mere idle thunder. 

Mr. Hawley said the Republicans looking at 
the section had naturally begun to wonder 
whether there was not a covert meaning in it, 
because as it stood it was merely an encum­
brance. What was a police force? It was a 
sworn constabulary, duly organized. That the 
Republican party had never claimed that the 
army should be used as police was a mistake. 
The section might command the assent of a 
Republican of the deepest dye who believed in 
having the federal Jaws respected everywhere 
and at all times. 

Mr. Garfield reviewed the attempts of the 
majority to obtain the repeal of what it termed 
"grievances." The minority had said at the 
last session, and it still said that i t had never 
insisted on the use of the army to run elec­
tions; that there had never been.such a 
law; that it had never desired to 
have such a law or snch practice as 
that, and that if anything vital was necessary 
to prevent the running of elections by bayo­
nets, i t was ready to help prevent i t . When 
the present session opened the majority had 
brought in an army bill which had in i t not the 
repeal of an offensive law, but a proposition so 
to modify the law of 1865 as to enlarge its 
restrictions, and which carried with it absolute 
criminal statute against any civil officer who 
should keep peace at the polls by calling in the 
armed force to help him. That bill had been 
wrecked on the rock of the constitution and 
had gone down, and no longer lived on the face 
of the waters of the political sea. (Applause 
on the Republican side:) Tnen came the 
second chapter. A short bill had been intro­
duced declaring, in effect, that the army should 
not be used to enforce any of the laws of the 
union, anywhere in the union, if there happened 
to be an election being held. The Republicans 
had pointed out the monstrous paralysis that 
would be visited on the executive department 
if there should be days on which the laws could 
not be enforced. That bill had also run against 
the rock of a constitutional veto and had gone 
down, and not a bubble remained above the 
place where it had gone down. (Applause on 
the Republican side). Now the present bill 
had been brought on and he particularly com­
plimented the gentleman, Mr. Johnston, npon 
whose motion the 9th section had.been stricken 
out. The army would not forget him for that 
act. Section 6 did not profess to repeal, and 
did not repeal, any law of the United States, and 
therefore i t was not obnoxious in that respect. 

Mr. Clymer took the floor but yielded live 
minutes to ~ Mr. Cox, who commenced his re­
marks in the midst of impatient shouts of 
"vote, vote," from the Democratic side. Mr. 
Cox taunted the Republican side of the II ouse 
with not retreating in good order, but that 
there was a rout in their camp. 

' Mr. Price—I think we have advanced con­
siderably. 

Cox to Price;—I did not ask you my reverend 
brother, to speak. (Laughter.) I would like 
to hear you on temperance or on the Moline 
water power. 

Mr. Price—I presume that on the subject of 
temperance I could benefit my friend consid­
erably. (Laughter.) 

Mr. Cox—If I could only infuse a little of 
this old Bourbon element into my friend from 
Iowa he would be a wiser and better man. 
(Laughter.) I am not myself in favor of this 
bill. As to the 25,000 men, I do not think we 
need BO large an army either for the red man, 
black man* or white man. The gentleman from 
Ohio (Garfield) covers his retreat very hand­
somely, in large rhetoric, with some thunder 
from on high to help him, a mere brutum ful-
men without the lightning, for he did not 
strike anybody except the gentleman from 
Wisconsin (Williams.) I understand the mo­
tives of my friend from Ohio. The other side 
of the House knows that the army cannot be 
used in the. solid South. They are willing 
to give up all that they 
have said and retreat inglorionsly 
under the shield of the gallant soldier from 
Ohio. But they want to supplement the ragged 
rascals of*supervisors at the North, with-the 
army. This is their motive. They mean, if 
possible, to carry the election in 1880, and for 
that they want troops * t one point and super­
visors at another; They mean to strike down 

• either by force or fraud the right of the citizen 
to vote. I would not give them either the army 
orsnperyisors. All this talk of the gentleman 
from Ohio .(Garfield) i s just as insincere as the 
laugh of a madman. All this brag of our great 
heritage and of our free institutions is l ike the 
flight of a bat compared with the eagle. I t 
has no more reference to personal liberty or 
electoral liberty, than whiteness has to the 
queen of the Hottentots. (Laughter.) This' 
extra session : was called for a purpose. We 
undertook to brush from the statute books cer­
tain obnoxious provisions. 

A voice on the Republican .side—You have 
not done i t yet. 

Mr. Cox—Rise up and speak if yon are a 
man. Let us look at you. 
' 'Mr. Baker, rising—I merely observetWtbat 

you had not brushed away very much. 
Mr. Cox—The gentleman (Baker) spoke the 

other day of my sonorous .voice. I wish he 

We cannot brush'oS these obnoxious provisions 
BO long as yon have frand in the White House. 
(Sneezes o n . the Repuhlian s ide ) We cannot 
override the veto under the constitution. Now 
at last the gentleman from Ohio makes merit 
of bis recreancy to the eanae of the other aide, 
and the gentleman from Wisconsin (Williams) 
puts the knife into him, and turns i t around, 
and blood spurts out all over the Beoublican 
aide o f the House nntil i t is red and gory. 
(Langhter.) 

Mr. Clymer said when the Democratic aide 
of the house proposed in March last to remove 
the laws, that were a abrading menace and 
threat to the ballot and its • purity, and when 
it voted the repeal of the only law that au­
thorized the military to be used to keep peace 
at the polls, the gentleman from Ohio (Gar­
field) proclaimed in thunder tones that the 
Democratic side of the house was guilty of at­
tempted revolution. That gentlemen had at­
tempted to excite the feelings and. passions and 
prejudices of all kinds of men against the 
Democratic party as being hostile to the army 
and wanting to destroy it. I t was a matter of 
profound gratification to him (Clymer) 
that in these closing hours of 
the special session that gentleman's 
reason had come back to him. That gentleman 
now Baid he never claimed that the President 
had the power to use troops for Bnoh pur­
poses. If BO, why had he (Garfield) and his 
whole party in Congress resisted the repeal of 
the act df 1865, which allowed the military to 
keep peace at the polls, and why had they 
finally extorted a veto from the executive? 
Was there more force in i t in April than in 
June, or was it that in the prolonged discus­
sion the gentleman had at last discovered that 
on him and his party associates abonld be the 
blame if the army should bo without support. 
There never had been ai hour when the Demo­
cratic side of the House was not willing and 
ready to vote appropriations for the govern­
ment. In April they had been called 
revolutionists. Yesterday they were denounced 
as nnllifiers, and to-day the gentleman, Gar­
field, declared in bland terms, that the sixth 
section of the pending bill, which in effect was 
precisely the same as the sixth seotion of the 
vetoed army bill, was meaningless and of no 
force and effect. If the President of the 
United States was law abiding and did his duty, 
never hereafter would there be an armed soldier 
seen-at the polls. He, Clymer, was willing to 
go before the country on the issue 
of the "ballot against the ballet," of 
freedom from interference with elections by 
federal soldiers of supremacy of the civil over 
the military power, of the right of men to ex­
press their will at the polls freely, and when 
this and the bill passed yestery became a law, 
the Democratic party in Congress would have 
earned the gratitude of the entiro country. 
(Applause on Democratic side.) 

Mr. Cobb made a statement which was con-
tradictea by Mr. Browne, as to a Massachusetts 
regiment having in 1864 interfered with an 
.election in Indianapolis and prevented the 
Democrat-- from voting. Finally the debate 
was closed apd both sides of the House re­
newed the impatient call for a vote. 

Mr. Baker moved to strike out the sixth 
section. 

The amendment was rejected, The commit­
tee then rose and reported the bill and the 
amendments adopted in committee of the 
whole were agreed to, and the bill passed,' 
yeas 172, nays 81.

WASHINGTON, June 11.—William L. Randall 
was before the committee on privileges and 
elections this morning.

Upper 
and Messrs. i laney and Pease, of the Canadian 
Pacific railway, and H. A. Towne, superintend, 
ent Northern Pacific railroad, together with 
their respective subordinates who accompanied 
us, for making our trip in every respect so 
thoroughly enjoyable.

Nominat ions and Platform Made and 

\ . " Adopted Yesterday.Ji..,^;;% 
Dxs MOINES, June 11.—The BepnbUcan State con­

vention met at 1 o'clock, 782 delegates in attendance. 
John M. Irwin was made temporary chairman. Mr. 
Irwin, in taking the chair, made a speech, which 
produced merited enthusiasm and applause, the 
most radical utterances being those most loudly 
cheered. In making up prospective Republican can­
didates in 1880 and naming Gonkting, Sherman, 
Biaine and Grant, the last names were met with par­
ticularly enthusiastic applause, that for Grant being 
Beveral times repeated, ending in cheers. The con­
vention, after appointing the customary committees, 
adjourned till 2 o'clock. 

The convention reassembled, with ex-Senator Har­
lan in the chair and CoL John Scott, secretary. The 
announcement of Senator Harlan's name as chair­
man was veiywannly applauded. He made a fifteen 
minute speech, reviewing the issues of the day and 
was very radical In all nis expressions. Thecomi-lttea 
on platform not being ready to report, nominations 
were proceeded with. Gov. Gear and Ueut>Gov. 
Campbell were renominated by acclamation. Both 
gentlemen were notified and were brought before the 
convention to address it, which they did in short and 
earnest speeches. 

On the third ballot for supreme judge Mien Beck's 
vote had reached 410 and Buddie. 279, the nomina­
tion of Beck was made unanimous. Mr. Von Col-
lenwas nominated for superintendent of public in­
struction. The committee on platform, Hon.James 
F. Wilson, chairman, submitted the report, which 
was adopted without amendment. 

It declares this country is a nation, not a confeder­
ation of States. The Democratic parry denies this 
doctrine, which was settled by the war, and therefore 
that party is an unsafe one to trust withnatianallife. 

Second—The doctrine carried out protects citi­
zens, and its denial by the Democratic party has re­
sulted in barbarous outrages in the Sooth.

The 
public debt has been reduced, so that from the 
highest amount to the amocnt it will be on the 1st 
day of August, when the refunding opecations will 
be oompletod there will have been a saving of annual 
interest of $67,903,919, and a reduction or the prin­
cipal ot $58\886l59«. Thedehtandinteresttballbe 
paid in honest money. To this end circulation should 
be kept at its largest practicable volume of paper 
currency and be maintained at par.

Seventh—The profit of coinage should inure to the 
government and not to bullion owners.

just redaction and equalization of official salaries as' 
shaO place pnhBo* omoers on equality with .similar 
persons in private employment. — 

Tenth—Renews gratitude to the soldiers and sailors 
of the late war, and denounces their removal by the 
Democrats in Congress and the appointment intheir 
steedof confederate soldiers. 

Eleventh—Reaffirms the position of the Republi­
can party on prohibition and temperance, hail the 
good work done by the reform clubs and favor the 
oonatitnttohal amendment prohibiting the manufac­
ture and sale of aD mtovirtting liquors aaabevexage 
within the State.

The Al l eged Burglars o f Gov. Davis* Best* 
deno« B^ond Over to t h e Grand Jury— 
T h e Pre l iminary Examinat ion Yesterday. 

The examination of Nicholas Francis and 
Franoee Keegan, charged with burglarizing 
ex-Gov. Davis* residence on the night of the 
1st inst, came np In t_e municipal court 
Yesterday morning, oocupying over three 
hours in the hearing. The ei^osure front­
ing the clerk's desk was occupied by L V. 
D. Heard, counsel for the defense, and Gov. 
Davis, who conducted the prosecution. 

In addition to the above, H_nna_ Boetzer, 
housekeeper to Gov. Davis, and the young 
girls, Hiss Keogh arid Ida M. Manke, 
whose adventure with the young men on the 
evening of the robbery brought them into 
court as witnesses, were present. Gov. 
Davis, being first sworn, testified to' the cir­
cumstances connected with the discovery of 
the robbery, and to meeting young Francis 
near the house on the morning on whioh it 
was perpetrated, giving a lucid exposition of 
the interior arrangements of the house, 
showing thereby that no person unfamiliar 
with the house could have planned the rob-
l»ry so systematically. 

Mrs. Hannah Boetzer, the housekeeper, 
testified to the conversation between herself 
and Francis on the evening preceding the 
robbery, during which the latter had re­
quested her not to look the back door on the 
inside, as he had securely fasteneS it from 
the outside. 

Detective. Bresett being sworn, testified to 
the circumstances attending the arrest, a 
full account of which has appeared in a pre­
vious issue of the G-ons. 

Thomas Keegan, one of the defendants, 
was next sworn, and testified to meeting the 
young women at the park oh the evening be­
fore the robbery, where they' had me', 
Francis, after which the quartette had re­
paired to .Francis' room in the bam, where 
they had remained until between -. three and 
four o'clock in the morning. Tho prisoner 
testified to having rose once during the 
night for a glass of water, and to having 
slept there oh previous occasions by invita­
tion of Francis. 

- The defendant explained his visit to Miss 
Eeogh the day following the robbery* on the 
ground that he bad heard of Francis' arrest, 
and wanted to tell the girls, in case they were 
questioned, to tell the truth co-cerning-tbe 
manner in whioh the night m passed* Con­
cerning a rnygtexious conversation between, 
bixoself and Francis, overheard, by one of 
the .girls, in winch' the phrase "did you do 
that?" occuredj; __edefe____r said that he 
had no recolleciioh of ^having indulged in 
any snch conversation^ -) -; ie-rras 

Miss Ida W. Manke, being sworn, testified 
to having met the ^oung men in the park, 
and subsequently passing the night m their 
company at the barn. Witness related their 
'departure from the tarn at daybreak,! stat­
ing that Francis had accoinpanied,them 
half way home, and that they- had encoun-
jtered a man, • whose name was afterwards 
given as Haskell. " Witness testified to Kee­
gan having risen during the night for a 
glass of water, and to having observed a 
light in Gov. Davis' room on leaving the 
premises, about 3:30 o'clock in the morn-
ins- - '.,.. ' •*"' ' ." 

Miss Delia Eeogh was next called and tes­
tified to the same facts as the former wit­
ness, the only additional evidence adduced 
being with regard to the conversation be­
tween Francis and Keegan, during which she 
had heard Keegan ask his companion if he 
bad "got that." 

Detective Bresette being recalled,'testified 
to'finding a partly consumed- candle the day 
after the robberry. 

Nicholas Francis was then sworn, detail­
ing the meeting with the girls and the cir­
cumstances attending their visit to the barn. 
Witness testified to having-observed the 
light in <3ov. Davis' mom and to having 
seen a man near the house immediately, 
after arising the next morning. }-̂ '*_4 
: The departure of the party from the'Tjarn1 

was then detailed together with the meeting 
of Gov.Davison returning to the boose, 
and the events that transpired after .the dis­
covery of the robbery. The testimony of. 
witness was exceedingly minute and circum­
stantial, the above being merely an outline, 
as the public have hitherto' been made ac­
quainted with the circumstances following 
the robbery. < -;\,-.-.-.; 

Mr. F. L. Haskell, a compositor, testified 
to having met a party consisting of two girls 
and a gentleman near the intersec­
tion x>t Western avenue and Bremer 
street, on the morning of. the robbery. 
Witness had met the party about 3:30 in 
the-morning, and . thought,̂ .the gentleman 
resembled the defendant Keegan. Before 
submitting the case Mr. Heard briefly "lad-
dressed the court, stating that the defendants 
should bedisobarged for the reason ftiat t ' 
testimony, adduced was not sufficient, to hold 
the prisoners to the grand jary^ The testi­
mony of all the parties went to s_ow that 
they had not separated'during the entire 
night, and the idea of the girls fabricating a 
story exactly alike in -every particular,.̂ to­
gether with the. theory of a man with §in-
genuity enough to plan such a robbery, ad­
vertising it in advance to the housekeeper, 
was an utter impossibility. In adverting to 
the testimony the court called attention to 
the good character of Francis, after which 
the Buspioious taroumatance of the finding 
of the stolen property in his possession was 
alluded to. In conclusion the court said no­
sh old hold the prisoners, to the next grand 
jury in bonds of $500 each, in default of

Her bands and feet were 
tied; she was blindfolded and a gag was in her 
mouth. A trunk at the aide of her bed was 
opened and rifled of its contents. An exami­
nation of the promises showed that an entrance 
had been effected through the fr mtdoor, which 
was open; all other parts were secure. Her 
fingers were badly torn, and one large diamond 
and one' emerald had been taken therefrom. 
The neighborhood is in a state of excitement. 

The colored servant girl who discovered the 
body said about 7 this-morningishe went to her 
mistress' room to receive- her instructions for 
the day. She found £he door open, which waa 
something unusual, and on entering the apart­
ment she saw the body of Mrs. Hall firmly 
bound to the bed by strips of sheeting, another 
piece was tied across her eyes and the gag was 
firmly held in her mouth. A piece of shawl 
was strapped aronnd her neck. It was evi­
dent the lady's death had resulted from 
•trangnlatj-an, for a shawl was tightly drawn 
around her neck. On the body were found 
several ' contusions and slight wounds, which 
had been receivea in the souffle with the assas­
sins. The lock on the door leading to her bed­
room was found tampered with. The front 
door leading to the house had been found open 
a short time before. The murder of Mrs. Hull 
was brought to light by, the servant girl. There 
were no marks found oh the massive door and 
on that account the police suppose an entrance 
was effected bx meansjdLfaJse keys and the 
murder and robbery were done, it is thought, 
some time daring the night, for when the body 
was found i t was quite cold. One of the cham­
bermaids, who passed the night in the room 
near the one*in which Mrs. Hull was murdered, 
says she was awakened during :the night by 
screams, b u t , was unable to say at What hour.
