THE ARMY BILL.

WasHINGTON, June'l4.—The army appropri-
ation bill was reported back from the commit-
tee on appropriations with sundry amend-
ments and placed on the calendar.

The committee struck out the fifth section,
which provides that each member of the grad-
uating classes of the military academies of
1879-530 muy elect to receive $750 and mileage
to his place of residence, and thereby become
ineligible to an appointment in the army, ex-
cept in the event of war, until two years aft:cr
gradaation; and a clanse is inserted in ghe bill
hy the committee to repeal the existing law
w{nich prohibits any promotion of the corps of
engineers to fill ahy vacancy above the rank of
colonel. '

Senator Chandler, from the committee on
commeree, reported favorably on the Houre
bill authorizing the secretary of war.to use
certain moneys appropriated by act of Murch
3, 1579, for the protection of high sand banks
on the Chippewa river in the completion and
protection of improvements on and near the
month of eaid river. Passed.

Senator McDonald, from the committee on
public lands, reported favorably on the Benate

bill to grant additional rights to homcestead
settlers on public lands within railroad limits
in Wlissouri and Arkansas. Passed. It pro-
vides that in certain cases where railroad com-
panies have taken even numbered sections of
land settlers may take odd sections.

Benator Morgan offered the following resolu-
tion:

Resolved, That the committee on education
and labor iz instructed to inquire whether it
is practicable and beneficial to aid in the es-
tablishment and enduvwment of schools of
science and techniques in several Btates and
territories, and in the District of Columbia for
the education of females in appropriate
branches vf science and usefunl acts upon a 1lan
similar in its prineiples to that upon which the
agrienltarel and mechanical eolleges have been
aided by the United Btates ; that said commit-

* tee have leave to report by will or otherwise.

Senator Cockrell presented -joint and
coneurrent  resolutions of the  Missouri
legislature, urzing the passage of an act to
allow certain Missvari regiments of volunteers
their bonnty.

IMISSISSIPPI RIVER IMPROVEMENTS.

The morning hour baving expired, the Mis-
sissippi improvement commission bill went
over and the Senate considered in committee
of the whole the supplemental judieial appro-
priation bill.

sSenator Wallace explained the bill,

Benator Conkling having said theres would
certainly be a difficulty, Sanator Beck replied
the government record would show a genuine
reduction in expenses under the Democratic
rule. Deficiences were generally caused by
such misnse of money as that just mentioned.
He didn't propose to give the department a
alush fund to run a political machine. In
reply to questions by Blaine, Wallace said the
intbnts of the bill is to prevent the use of any
money appropriated tor expenses of deputy
marshals, and to prohibit the appointment of
such marshals.

spoken of as one who 1nvamably chose upon
jury commissioners under his rule of court.
Other side argument was that any abuse of
the discretion visited in them exposed the
judges to impeachment. Adjourned.

His mission to the East as
far a8 Boston is well known jin this eom-
munity to have been in connection with the
colonization of Minnesota. Among the first
to welcome the prelate back to his flock was
the.Grope. And fast upon this the wish
was expressed to know what success had at-

tended his trip and representations .in the
East, Bishop Ireland was not at leisure
just then to relate the results of his mission,

view at a later hour.

At Tjo’clock a GLoBE reporter was ush-
ered into his présence, and from a long and
pleasant conversation the following can be
summarized: .

COLONIZING THE WEST.
The Bishop introduced the- subject 'of
colonization by declaring he wished to re-
move any misapprehension by saying he had
not been East especially to represent Minne-
sota or in furtherance of the colonies already
established in this State, but aa a represen-
tative of the Irish Catholic Colonization as-
sociation—a national affair.
The explanation was further given that
this society was the one formed in Chicago
on St. Patrick’sday, and had for its object
the inducement of Irish Catholic emigration
to the whole West, not particularly
to Minnesota, but to Kansas, Nebraska and
other Western States as well.

Lyon county.

The last named colony is one started this
year.

All the
colonies are prosperous and the reports from
