it was his plain duty to have submitted grace-
fully. The law officers of the government
have decided that the United Btates cannot
arraign for trial an officer for offenses com-
mitted more than two years befcre the order
for assémbling of & court. For this reason the
charges against Col. H nnot be inquired
into by a general court ,martial so that this
trial and judgment must stand as a final de-
cision of all matters raised in the controversy.

The gentleman was blinded by
his own partisanship and passion, and was like
s mad bull when a red flag was flaunted in his
face, When that genileman raill that he saw
nothing on the Democratic side but corruption
and secession (a voice on the Republican side,
"that is all there is"), he did his people great
injustice. When the gehtleman supposed his
constituents would wallow in the fraud and
corrnption that he was willing. to wallow in, he
was very much mistaken., No man in Michigan
in his senses wounld indorse the gentiment that
officé holders should be made to contribudte for
political parposes.

He then branched off from the consideration

ple, That was Louis Napoleon. Need he
write ““horse’ under that picture when applied
o American politicsa? Did not everybudy
recognize the American President who had
been and who, if the honorable gentlemen on
the other gide could have their way would be
again? (Cries of “‘He will be,” and applause
on the Republican side.)

For shame, then, to
you, if he is, and not only shame to youa, but
te» this country.

He in-
sisted that nc one man ought to be allowed to
obstruct the will of an overwhelming majori

of his party in Congress. The silver ba
should be reported for prompt action of the
Benate, and if te obtain an opportunity for
action upon it a change in the membership of
the committee be necessary. that change abonld
he made at once, fur sooner or later it wonld
have to be made. -
Gen. Gurdou replied to Benator Coke in a
apeech, which is described on all bands as one
of great fervor and eloquence, He said the
guestion before the caucus had both a personal
and a political sapect. . The acceptance of
Senator Bayard's resignation would be in effect
a cenaure upon that gentleman and the adup-
tion of Ooke's resolution wounld be similarly
construed. He was therefore oppused tueither
proposition, Although as loyal to the silver .
cause as any other man living, he would not
consent to doanything tostrikedown a man like
Bayard. He knew he could speak for every maa
