ADJOURNMENT.

Wasmixaroy, July 1.—Senator Eaton ealled
up bis adjournment resolution and wmoved to
amend it by fixing 5 r. 3. to-day ns the time.

Senator Windom then spoke in explanation
of his course yesterday. He raid bis side had
now exhausted all the legitimate powers con-
ferred upon them by the rules in order to in-
duce the majority to make tho appropriation
for marshals.

It simply probibited
its use to pay special deputy marshals for at-
tending elections. 1 the State should provide
money for all ordiaary expenses of sheriffs in
enforcing laws,would it be extraordinary if the
legislatare saw fit to eay, ‘‘We won't permit
yout to use this money to have deputy marshals
to arrest men without process on one particular
aubject?”

ngiltur Windom—That will not dv. Whatever
the original bill may have said on that subject,
L uffered one yesterday that said nothing abont
deputy marshals; but only marshals and their
general deputies, and every Democratic Bena-
tor voted for its indefinite pustponement.

Senator Kernan—Yes, after we bhad added
simply a provision that the money should not
be psed for other purposes which the President
tlovs not specify.

Senator Windom continued by showing that
for four years the Democratic House had passed
appropriation bills containing the special
clanse that the provisions of bill 26, revised
~tatutes, shonld be enforced. He thought this
a curious fact in view of the present attitude
of the party. He referred to the assertion of
prowinent Democratic Senators, that under . o
circumstaned would necessary apropriations be
allowed to fail. Those Senators sit about while
the party carried out a threat, made at the
opeoing of the session, to coerce the executive
into endorsing certnin political measures as a
condition of allowing the government to go
on. The RKepublicans had done all in their
power and would not now further oppose the
adjonrnment resvlution. 1f the Democratic
party conld afford to goto the people with such
a rec rd the Republicans could rest on theira,

Senator Hereford made » few remarks,
throwing the blame for the failure of the ap-
propriation for marsbals upon the President.

Senator Windom said a part of the court ex-
peuees had been provided for, but it waa as if
shot and shell bad been furnished and powder
denied. The arm was paralyzed.

Henator Eaton thought Windom had vot been
visited by kind nature's sweet restorer laat
night. He must have bad a nightmare, He
resented Windom's assertion that the Demo-
erats wonld be responsible for the non-execu-
tion of the decrees of courts and said the Re-
publicans were open to such a charge.

Senator Carpenter asked Eaton if he thought
the army appropriation bill authorized the use
of troops at the polls in any form whatever.

Honator Eator did not think so, 1f hedid he
made a great mistake in voting for it.

denator Carp nter entirely agreed with
Eaton.

Senator Eaton was gratified. He entertained
a high opinion of Carpenter’s legal ability and
oped his opinion would govern the man at the
other end of thé avenue.

The adjournment resolution was passed as
amended—yeas 27, nays 16.  Party vote, the
Democrats voting yea ané the Republicans
nay.

The ardu-
ous and glorious task of continuing the werk
of the first Napoleon will depend, in the event
of my death, upon the eldest son of Prince
Jerome Napoleon, who, by the laws of sncoes-
sion of our house, is my heir. I trust that my
heloved mother, by seennding him in the dis-
charge of the resg ibilitien and duties which,
in the event of my death, will devolve upon
him, will give to me, when I am no longer
npon this earth, this last and supreme proof of
her affection for me and her leve of France.

MEMORIAL MONUMENT.
The Duke of Cambridge, commander-in-chief
of the British army, heads the commttee of
army officers to superintend the raising of a
memorial to the late prince imperial. Field
marshals Lord Btrothnarn and Bir Charles
York, Lieut. Gen. Pricce Edward, of Saxe-

PRINCE JEROME.
