HAYES AT HOME,

Discovered and Sounded by the Inevitable
Interviewer, [ ]

President Hayes was interviewed at Fre-

mont the other day with the following re-
sult:

“President Hayes, have you not been dis-
appointed with the slowness of the settle-
ment of things in the South?”

“I think the signs of sensibility and the

desire for a higher public opinion are on the
increase. Gen. Fry and several other radical
Republican gentlemen of Kentucky told me
that in those counties of Kentucky where the
.negro vote decided elections it was as freely
allowed to be east and counted as the white.
Now, that is the extreme test of the freedom
of elections—to allow the black color to de-
cide the issue of their party. I see even in
Mississippi. awakening public sentiment
among her distinguished Congressmen sgud
in her press. There are two influnential
newspapers in the South—the Vicksburg
Appeal and the Memphis Avalanche—
which are throwing themselves into this
movercent for a higher public sentiment
there with energy. These are better signs
than any we have yet had, No,I am not
yet discouraged,’” ended the President.

I called Mr. Hayes’ attention to.a supreme
effort of the people of Memphis to sewer the
city this winter.

“I am glad of that,” hereplied. *I feared
that Memphis had received an almost fatal
blow. It was one of the finest points in the
South to disseminate tigat moral influence of
which I have spoken, and I admire the busi-
ness men engaged in that work. It was the
business men of New Orleans, too,”” added
the President, “who kept very many obnox-
ions features from getting into the new con-
stitntion.”

I also referred to the fact that all the re-
spectable people I saw in Nashviile, includ-
ing the family of ex-President Polk, wanted
to see the State uphold its eredit.

“Tha{’s another good sign,” said the Pres-
ident. “If they will take that kind of ad-
vice they will feel reformation all through
their system.”

“President Hayes, tell me what we can do
in the North to keep the Sonth.”

The President replied: “Take every man
by the hand who sets a good example there,
Encourage those who strive to lead their
people into a more wholesome conduct, and
to raise the public and private standard.”
“Mr. President, which party do you think
will elect the next President?”

“I'think the Republicans have decidedly
the best chance,” answered President Hayes.

“Well, sir, New York will be scene of a
closs struggle.”

“If the Democrats continue to be divided,”
responded the President, “I think the Re-
publicans will have no great trouble in elect-
ing Cornell; but I am expecting that they
will unite.” ;

I told the President that a certain class of
Republicans, in his name, were trying to
have Cornell scratched. The President an-
swered promptly :

“I would not have a moment’s hesitation
about it. I would vote for Mr. Cornell. It
is true that he differs from me on the pro-
priety of federal office-holders managing
cauncuses; but 1 can understand that. A
politician brought up 1n New York, under
the custem which has always prevailed there
of working up the nominations, might so
differ. ‘I'he New York school of politicians
generally take an inherited view of that; but
in soch an election my allegiance and
patriotism as a Republican would be the
first thing to be considered. I should cer-
tainly vote for Mr. "Cornell. I think there
will be very few Republican ballots found
entered against him by the time election
day arrives.”

This being & roatter of interest, I brought
it forward again. Mr. Hayes repeated that
differences on such a question in the Repub-
lican party were not warrant for bolting a
State ticket at an election. He said on such
an issue, the Republican ticket might be
scratched 1n Obio.

“Plenty of our friends here,”” he gaid,
“have no patience with me on that subject.
Bo far as our politicians are considered, I am
beaten upon it; but I feel that I have the ma-
'cn'itj’:F of the people with me upon that ques-
01l

I congratulated the President on the sue-
cess of the essential features of his adminis-
tration.

“I can but think,” he answered, ‘“thatI
bave presevered, with my connselors, in a
policy which will end begt for all. Certain-
ly, nobody is poorer,”

I told the President that Hon. George
Pendleton recently said to me that he did
not propose to revive the old subjecis of
bonded interest, ete., if the people were sat-
isfied to accept the present settlement.
“That is what I would have expected of
Pendleton,” said the President.  “He has
always been conservative when a political

.| issme had been settled.”

“Mr. President, have you any idea whom
the Democrats will nominate for President
in 18802”

“*Not much,’” said Mr. Hayes. “I don’t
follow up their political competitions, and I
have supposed Tilden would get the nomina-
tion. They seem bent that way. But I
think either Hancock or Pendleton would
prove a stronger candidate for them.”

BUFFETED BY THE BEARS.

The Small Operatnrs on Wall Strect Puton
the Gridiron by the Larger--The Union
Pacifie Presidency--High Price Offered
for a Membership in the Stock Exchange,

|New York Bpecial, Oct, 15.|
There was an exciting scene in the stock
market this afternoon, caunsed by a bear raid
upon leading . shares, which was pushed so
vigorously as to catch “the stop” orders, and
the whole list came down with a panicky
rush for a few moments. The tone recover-

ed by 1:30 o’clock, but some of the stocks
were feverish later in the call. The first in-
dications of a drop were shown in a fali in
Hannibal and St. Joseph. Then
came a dash, at Erie, and
after this the coal shares, Lake Shore, and
the grangers were successfully attacked. As
the raid progressed the ‘light artillery” feel
off rapidly, and Iron Mounntain, Missounri,
Kansas and Texas, and the Gould specialties
declined sharply. The substantial invest-
ment shares stood np well, and when the
tone of the market improved these stocks re-
covered promptly, which made the market
irregular. It was clear that an effort was
made to-day to depress prices, but it is.not at
all certain that a bear campaign has been
begun. If afew large speculators are anx-
ious to buy back stocks which they have re-
cently sold at lower prices, perhaps-
their tactics to-day were as good as
could be desired, but if they are only be-
ginning their sales they could get better
prices by using less machinery, and would
at least not damage their prospects of profit.
One cause of the panicky feeling was the
stringency of the loan market, and this was
8o severe a8 to compel borrowers on inferior
collateral to pay as high as 14 of 1 per cent.
per day commission, in addition to 7 per
cent. per annum. Good borrowers, however,
did not pay over 7 per cent. The stock
speculation early in the day was rampant,
having been led by Western Union ‘Lele-
graph, which advanced to 100; Union Pacific,
which #dvanced to 945{; Northern Pacific,
which advanced to 30lg, and to 5734, and
Atlantic and Pacific Telegraph, which
rose to 43. But the improvement in the
older speculative stocks did not last long,
though there was a strong demand at rising
figures for the Northern Pacifics, By noon
the selling movement had pretty fully de-
clared itself, and before 1 p. M. Erie had
fallen from 4034 to 383, with a general de-
cline from first prices of 14 to 114 per cent.
in the active list. After 2 p. M. money was
easy again, and the market became firmer es
-money relaxed, and closed generally firm,
though at lower prices than on Tuesda¥,
Kvidenos i8 accumulating daily that thefe

The .'!'ra:m;udom Exercise of Faith Neces-
sary to Endure This,

Notwithstanding the result of the election
in Ohio, on Tuesday, we firmly believe that
the late civil war in America will one day
end. Itmaynot be inthis day and genera-
tion, but that war will some time cloge. We
bave faith iike a quart of mustard seed—a
faith surpassing that of sacred history. We
say this, not unmindful of the faith of Ged-

eon, and of Barak, and of Bampson, and of
Jephthae, and of David, and of S8amuel, and
of the prophets, who through faith subdued

kingdoms, wrought righteousness,
obtained  promises,  stopped  the
mouths’ of lioms, quenched violence

of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of
weakness were made strong, waxed valiant in
fight, and turned to flight the armies of the
aliens. Apostles reminded us thit ‘““through
faith, also, Sarah herself received strength to
conceive seed, and was delivered of a child
when she was past age, because she pledged
bim faithful who had promised,” and that,
“therefore, sprung there even of one, and
bhim as good as dead, so many as the
stars of the sky in multitude, and as the
sand which is by the sea-shore innumer-
able.” We have no wish to underrate the
instances of faith that float down to ug from
the days of Abraham. We only desire to
emphagize our own. We are inoclined to take
a cheerful view of things. Almost hslf a
generation of men have come and gone
since the war closed, and still the war is
not ended. This would disconrage people
without faith, but it does not discourage us.
There are little boys and girls prattling
in play yards, riding in baby car-
riages, nursed beneath the pine or swinging
in hammocks, who can not read the news-
pepers of to-day, or of the day before the
last election, who will grow up and become
voters, or wives of voters, who will look
upon the war of 1861 as ended. As these
babies get older they may sing tegether, be-
neath the same apple trees, “My country,
’tis of thee,” etc., and “Away down Bouth in
the land of cotton.” ete., and the childish
voices may ohime together just as
thongh there bhad beem no civil war.
And as liftle boys and girls grow
older they may mingle together in the
same schools, and attend the same
church, and look at the same pictures, and
read the same books side by side, without
knowing that some are Montagues and some
are Capulets.
eyed, tropical girl may be woeed and won by
the manly Northerner, and through nomer-
ous romances the opposite banks of the Ohio
may be more closely wedded, and the war
may become a tradition. Even if this is too
severe a strain upon the imagination, our
faith still stretches oat and sees children yet
unborn and unbegotten who will surely grow
up, and in the processions of seed time
and harvest, as life and love. and
death run on, as m and business and
society draw closer together, the people of
the oringe and the palm and the people of
the hills and bemlock will certainly discover
that the war of 1861 is ended. Or, even if
these unborn &nd unconceived children do
not consent to regard the late civil war as
closed, their children or their children’s
children surely will. That war is bound to
end. Oar faith tires not. We are the more
encouraged about this because the beauties
of this social, and commercial, and political
Union have already attracted the attention
of the politicians. The administration saw
them more than two years ago.

We have faith, also, that the time will
come when valor and heroism for the union
may relieve a Democrat from the charge of
treason, and when the loss of two legs and
an arm in the fight for the nnion will be con-
sidered prima facis evidence of devotion to
it on the part of a Democrat. It is already
demonstrated that the loss of one leg is in-
sufficient. We bave faith, farthermore, that
the day will come when men will not be
afraid to vote for the Declaration of Inde-
pendence because it happens to bear a Dem-
ocratic label. We also believe that the time
will come when the people of this country
will not be anxious to hire and subsidize cor-
porations to loan their debts.
