tering epirits, We shall never know till the
hereafler how they have upheld and helped us.
But the chief interest of heaven to us is that it
in the place where Christ has gone. If he was
not an  imposter, this must be
accepted as true. All that
we know of heaven we know through Him. The
prophecies all stated that He would come down
from and would return to heaven. If He did
not return what became of Him—what became
of His body? The Jews would have given any-
thing to find it and exhibit it and prove Him a
deceiver. Or could the disciples, five hundred,
knowing that his body was concealed, have
gone out and spent their lives in preaching
what they knew to be a lie. If He did not go
to heaven where did he go? What a reality
heaven becomes when we think of Christ as
there.

All of Christ’s agoniea wero endured in pre-
paring that place for you, that you may be
made holy; and he looks down upon you in
compasion and tenderness, and asks you to ac-
cept what he offers you to-night. I do not be-
lieve in unduly magnifying dying testimonies,
but you mever knew a Christian die in pos-
session of his senses who did not testify to the
reality of this belief; men at such times will
not deceive. God has given us ample evi-
dences of the peace enjoyed by dying Chris-
tians. Many of you bave witnessed scenes at
such times which can leave no doubt in your
minds tbat these things are trne. Bince I
Iast stood here my dear friend Bliss, who sang
so sweetly, “I know not the hour when my
lord may come,” has gone to that home
of which he sung. And our loved
friends, Drs. Alley and Mattocks, and many
others are gone, and the ranks there are fast
filling up. Oh, friends, better lose any earth-
ly intercats than your interest in this great
salvation, your opportunity for a place in this
heaven. If there be memorles of pleadings
from loved ones with any of you to-night, Oh,
may God subdue all pride and unwillingness
and indifference, and make you willlng to heed
these memoriea and come to Christ and be
saved.
