LOUJISVFILLE SHAKEN UP BY A4
LIVELY WIND STORM.

A Large Portlon of the City Struck by a
Tornado—Houses Unroofed, Walls Shat.
tered and Prostrated, Fences Flattened
and Havoe Generally—The Whole Ac-
commpanied by a Lurid Light, Giving the
Piople n Salphurous Taste of the Here-
afier—Mliscellaneous Cisualty Record.

TEMPEST TOSSED.

LOUISVILLE SHAKEN UP.

Louvwsvinie, Ky, Nov. 28.—A fearful tor-
nado played bavoc in the southern portion of
the city this inerning. Those who saw it say
that one immense hlack cloud came up from
the southwest at four minutes to 6 o'clock. It
waa a black and gloomy spectacle as it neared
the city. It waa seen to revolve at a fearful
rate. Directly a deluge of rain began to fall,
lit up by a red eleotric light. Itseemed to eay
to those who witnessed it, that the world was
ecoming to an end, and donbtless people in the
track pursued by the whirlwind really thought
so. It strock the city at the farther end of
Fouarth street, Rov. Stuart Robinson's house
being one uf the Erst to suffer; thence it
continued in a northeasterly direction, leaving

tbe city at Cave Eill. The south fence
of Central park is all blown down.
The old Lonisville base ball park is completely
riddled, not the least portion of the eubstan-
tial fence atanding except one-half of the east
side, The roof of the grand stand is smashed
into kindling wood and blown away. The
grounds and street are strewn with broken
boards aod timber. Dr. Stuart Bobinson's
honse is slightly damaged, about oue third of
tha tin roof beiog blown off. . B. Fishbaok's
carpet beating es'ablishment on Third street
was completely demolished, The building waa
frame and pothing is now atanding but the
foundation. Loss, 3700, The euburb known
as Brownsloa was

DADLY DAMAGED.

Roofs, windows, fences and trees suffered
generally. Alfred Lewis Buck's honse on Third
atrect had tke roof blown off. The side of Phil.
Belmer's house was shivered. Tompkin's ice
house, between Becond and Third streets, had
the roof turn off and was geperally smashed.
The next place to suffer was the Lavel Crystal
Soring distillery, at the end of First street.
Here the wind from acrusa the commons had
full sweep, and great damags was done. Thao
new Lrick warehounse was completely blown
down, not a brick heing left standing of the
e#outh and west walla, The warehoure con-
taived 300 barrels of whisky, only three of
which were estroyed. The tin reoof of the
warehonsa was blown and torn into fragments

LIRE S0 MUCH PAPER.

Portions of it were carried into a field a
quarter of o mile away. The main distillery
building, which is a frame, was also damaged
slightly, ohimneys blown down and rvof in-
jored. The total loss to the distillery will
reach £500. F. Morat, florist, on Firat and
Ormsby avenues, suffered badly, the roof be-
ing torn from his house and one of his con-
servatories being greatly damaged. From hbere
the tornado seemad to take a leap to Mechanic
atreet, between Preston and 8helby, nnd hers
it wns in ite

PIEROEST FURY.

There is hardly a houss on the atreet named,
that is pot more gr less damaged. The street
ia oovercd with ehingles] and broken boards.
Adam Shuaster's two story brick had the roof
oarried off and several windows blown in on the
west side badly damaged. G. Bart’'s hounse
aoross the stroet was unroofed, as was also
Bechultz' two story brick. A little farther
down, the windows of Q'Olhelp's cottage on
Mechanic street, near SBhelby, were blown in.
The roof of Schalda’s grocery on Shelby street,
was torn off. Conrad Eathamer's house was
mnch damaged. tho windows blown in, and
plastering knocked down. Kalthamar had a
house blown down over hia head before, reveral
yeara ago. The brick cot-
tage occupied by Fred. Akers was very

CURIOUSLY DEMOLISHED.
The soath wall front was blown in and two-

thirds of th2 east wall blown oat, leaving the |

bhouse with two walls and a roof. The furni-
ture in the two front rooma was carried out by
the wind. The family were fortunately in the
hack room at the time and escaped. The
frame oottage, corner of Bhelby and Mechanio
rtreets, oocapied by Mra. Rebecca Huget and
John Holtz, bad the entire north of the roof
earried off clear while the soath half is un-
hurt. The Baptist church, near Brooks and
Broadway, came in for a share of the damages.
The wind, thuugh coming from the sonthwest,
atruck the eastern slope of the roof, tore up a
lot of slate on the lower edge, sent it up
tosards the top and driving it under the slate.
ABOUT CAVE HILL
thers was much damege doce to the monu-
ments, scrnbbery and the houses in this viein-
ity. The threz-story grocery of John Hofiman
bad the roof lifted, walls cracked, and the
water was driven into the building. Loss
abont £150. The residence of Mr. W. B.
Flemmiog, vn East Broadway, which was
about half finished, was badly shattered, in-
volving a loss of several handred dollars, At
Burthel Garden the fences were prostrated and
treea were blown down, At A. Lauer's nurs-
ery the fences were blown down and all ghe
green hoases more or less damaged. A large
new greenhonse on Broadway suffered severely,
the wind striking the glasa and crushing near-
ly all of it.  Cave Hill cemetery suffered se-
verely, the tornado at this point appearing to
have been
EXCEEDINGLY VICIOUS.
The immense solid stone gateway was tossed
down and torn to pieces. Two-thirds of it is &
complete wreck, the stones being so badly
broken that they cannot be used again. It will
coat about #1100 to restore the entrance. In-
side the cemetery it looks as thoagh it had
been cannonaded. A large number of trees
and shrabs were blown down and many monu-
ments were razed to the ground. In the soath-
eastern suburb, Germauntown, there was great
barm dooe.  The tin sheeting of the groeery
store of Blassford & Co., at the north corner of
Preston and Broadway, was torn off, s portion
of it beinz ocarried acrosa the atreet., The
building on the ecorner of Second and Guathrie
stree s was ecrved in the same mannper. Oa
the Third street road, about five miles from the
city. the storm was very severe, At Beroni
Figg's place all the stables and outhonses were
blown down. Also over 700 panels of fence,
portions of fencing being carried 300 yards by
the wind. The fencing on the places of John
Charchmen and Den McGeers, in the same
neighborhood, were blown away.
VELOCITY OF THE WIND.

The sigual service officer says that from bto
6 o’clock the wind blew at the rate of twenty-
four miles an hour, bat about 6 o'clock it snd-
denly increased to 36 miles per hour, blowing
in quick, violent gusts. In five minutes' time
it rubsided as anddenly as it had risen. Dar-
ing the night 1.6) inches of rain have fallen.
Persons who saw the storm say it was accom
panied by a singular rumbling or roaring noise
caused by wind. The harricane seemed to con-
centrate its force within a strip of territory
two aquares wide,

GOULD'S RAILROAD INTEBESTS IN EANSAS,

Arcaisoy, Kansas, Nov. 28.—Jay Gould and
party arrived in this eity last evening and this
worning started west over the Central branch
road. This road is now completed to Kerwin,
242 miles west of this city, The Gould party
will go to tke end of the line, and may
also inspect some of its branches. There
in a fgreat deal of ioterest throaghout
this atate as to Gonld's purposes. He now
controls nearly fifteen bundred miles of rail-
way within the limits of Kansas, or fully one
half of the total mileage of the Btate. The
roads that have passed under his coutrol are
only lines traversing a large section of the
Btate, and competition is thus practically de-
stroyed, hence this combination has
it in its power to do great injury
to Eansas interests, or great good, as it may
elect. The iournals of the State are generally
reticent in expressing opinions upon the auh-
ject bav all manifest the wuneasiness almuat
universally prevalent among the people con-
cerning this gigantio contraction of the
railway interests 1n the hands of a combina-
tion.

A BORRBACE EXPLODED.
PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 28.—A majority of the
commisasioners of the Philadelpbia sinking
fund have been interviewed to-nightin rogard
to the rumor pablished in New York that the
New York syndicate, which bought the New
York Central stock from Vanderbilt, have
made a bid for all the Pennsylvania railroad
atock owned Ly the city of Philadelphia, about
60,000 sharea of the par wvaloe of £3,000,000.
They ray that no meeting of commissioners has
been held since the 11th inat. At that meeting
no offer was made and no bid received. The
commissioners know nothing of the story and
would in any rase oppose the sale of the oity’s
stock to New Yourk parties on any terms.

NATIONAL NOTES.

ITEMS OF INTEREST FRUM THE NA-
TIONAL CAPITAL.

Anoual Repert of the Superintendent of
the Life Saviog Bervice—What the Eatab-
lishment Embraces and Nature of Service
Performed—Important Recommend «tlon
by the Government Auditor of Ralirsad
Aocounts—Necessary Lezislation for Pre-
serving the Government's Rights--Pre-
mature Pablication of Secre:ary Shers
man’s Report---The Secretary Playing
Double as Usual on the Greenback Ques-
tion---Additlonal Polats in the Presl-
dent's Mesaage---Mlscellanecus.

- LIFE SAVINGS SERVIOE.

Wasmivaros, Nov, 58.—The general soper-
intendent of the Life Saviogs service has com-
pleted his sonual report. It shows that at the
close of the fiscal year the establishment em-
braced 172 stations, of which 136 were on the
Atlantic, 30 on the lakes and 6 on the Pacifie.
Within the limits of the operations of the ser-
vice there were 219 disaaters to vessels. The
number of persons on hoard these vessels was
2.107, of whom 2,049 were saved and 58 lost.
There were succored at stations 871 ship-
wrecked persons, 1,074 days relief being
afforded them in the aggregate. The num-
ber of persons brought ashore from wrecked
veasels by life saving appliances at stations
was 412, In addition life saving orews assisted
off when stranded, got out of daogerous posi-
tions and piloted to places of safety eighty-
nine veasels.

The estimated value of the whole number of
saved vessels involved was 21922276, and of
their cargoes $905,610, miking a total valas of
property in peril $2,837,886. Of this amount
1,445,086 was saved and $1.442.800 lost. The
namber of disasters iovolving total loss of
vessels was fifty-four. The number of disas-
tera to vessels 217, is greater than that of aay
previous year, the bighest former nomber hav.
ing been 171.

The report closed with exhibits of efficacy of
the life saving stations, a special instance
given, having reference to the lakes. It is
shown that oa these waters Lhe loss of life in
1576, when there ware no life saving stations.
waa one out of fifty-foar personson board of
vessels suffering disasters, or one out of every
five casnalties. In 1877 eleven stations were in
operation, & portion of the year, to which
sixteen were added in the latter part. As aresnlt
only one out of every sixty peraons imperilled
was loat, or one out of every six casnalities. In
1878 the number uf stativas was farther in-
creased, and the losa of life was red woed to one
out of every 102 persons imperilled, or one oat

of every eleven casaalties, Al
this  time the stations were
erippled by insufficiency uf arrangementa

for the proper masintenance of crews, this
being remedied by the act of June 18th, 1878
In 15879 the losa of life sank to ome out uf
every 416 persons imperilled, or one out of
every twenty-ono casualties.

It is further shown thas since the commence-
meat of the present tiscal year up to the date
uf the report, including an nonsusally calami-
tous aniumn in that region, sixty-ooe disasters
have occurred within the fleld of life-saving
operations on the lakes. there being on board
the vesrels involved 4,686 persoas, of whom
only one was lost,

AUDITOR OF BAILROAD ACCOUNTS.
The annual report of the governmeat auditor
©E railroad accounts shows that the amount
due by the government on December S1st, 1579,
aud withheld from the Union and Kansas
Pacific railroad companies on accoant of
transportation, will more than offet the $2,737 -
576 payable by them on account of the five per
cent. of their net caroings. The aanditor rec-
ommends that the Pacific railroad accounts be

amended B0 thit any of these
companies which may abandon
any portion of the snbaidized

railways, or which may divert their business
from asuosidized or uusnbsidized railruad, be
required to transfer the lien and conditions at-
tached to the subsidized road, to the new and
ursnbsidized line in order that the interesta
and rightas of the United Btates may be pro-
tected, or if that is mot done that all throngh
traffic be required to bs done only on sabsi-
dized lines. 'I'he question involved i3 a new
oce and seriously affects the rights of the
United States.

He aiso recommends settlements and pay-

ments for the sinking fuad be required to

made  semi-annually  instead  of
annually. He farther recommends that the
investment cf the sinking fund be authorized
to be made in the first mortgage bonds of the
respective companies or in such Uaited States
bonds as the secretary of the treasury may
nelect. Sinking funds are also recommended
by him to be established for the Eaneas Pacific,
Central branch of the Union Pacific and the
Bioux City & Pacific railruad companies.

As to railroad constraction it is stated that
for ten months ending Ooctober 81, 1879, there
were built in the United States 2,900 miles of
new railroads, of which over 2,000 miles ware
west of the Mississippi, while the average new
construction for fire years previons, taking of
course only the first ten moaths of each,
amounted to enmly 1,600 miles. It
is .remarkable, however, that notwith-
standiog the large increase of population in
the West, the facilitics offered fur travel.reduo-
tion in rates and general increase in rallway
business, the passenger traffic has decreascd,
indicat'ng, as the anditor believes, either tbat
people cuuldn’t afford to travel or that railruad
compacies have not yet solved the problem of
passenger transpurtation.

SHERMAN'S REFORT.

The National Republican to-morrow will pub-
lish what parports to oatline some of the fea-
tarea contained in Eecretary Sherman’s forth-
coming report. The report was offered for sale
on the street to-night and it will be printed to-
morrow in New York, Cincinnati and Chicago.
The fact was brought to the secretary’s atten-
tion, but he declined to give ont the document

for general publication, eaying that he would
not be a party ;to any i:regulmty by which
the report was pablished prior to its presenta-
tion to Qongress. Taw Republican will say:
Theferthcoming annual report of the secretary
of the treasury was made pablie, in arestricted
and surreptitions manner, yeaterday. It is
said the recommendations contained therein,
while they are acknowledged to be of great im-
portanc -, ere 50 comnservative as to avoid any
direct shock in financial centers or distarbance
in commercial affairs. It is understood the
secretary does oot go so farin his recommenda-
tions regarding national carrency as tha Presi-
dent does in his message, for he does not sag-
gest the antual retirement of greenbacks.
He maintains that the national bsukiog
system sball be retained and encouraged
as a legitimate aid to the government in sup-
plying currency for the general paublioand aso
&8 a legitimate line of personal or private basi-
ne-s euterprise, but he recognizes th: necessity
and advisabiliLy of an interchangeable curren-
cy, such as the greenback system furnishes, and
does not advise any interrnption in the issae
of government notes.

The repeal of the legal tender aoct is dis-
cussed at length and suggested or recom-
mended. The effect of the adoptiom of this
soggestion as cxplained to the National Re-
publican by a prominent banker who read the
report yesterday, wounld be to counsel in the
fature an explicit understsnding in regard to
commercial contracts whether they should be
paid in paper or cvin. The argument is ad-
vanced that a3y greenbacks are now at
par and will remain sov for an indefinite peniod,
this compulsery nnderstanding would not in-
convenience anyone, for the reason that the in-
terchangeability of several kinda of carrency
will naturally be strictly preserved.

Much of the report is aevoted to details and
recitals of vperationa of the treasury and ita
several divisions and bureaus, all of which has
been printed from time to time as 2 matter of
rontine oceurrencs,

PRESIDENTIAL BECOMMENDATIONS.

The same paper in to-morrow's issme, re-
curring to its alleged synopsis of the Presi-
{ dent’s message, which was published yester-

B

day morning, will say: ‘“‘Asto the omissions
in our synopais there are the best of reasons
for believing that they are immaterial. They
refer to the international exhibitivn progress-
ing at Melbourne in Anstralia this yvear, and
to be held at Bidney next year. Referring to
the exhibit of the United States at BMelbourne
be annonnces that the appropriation therefor
was inadequate and snggests that arn additional
appropriation shall be made as soon as con-
venient, to defray the necesaary expenszes inci-
dent to the increased exhibit at Sidney.
Referring to the condition of affaira in Alas-
ka, the President alluded to the appearance
and interference of the British vessel Oaprey
at Sitks daring the troubles in that viclnity
last apring, and then recommends the imme-
diate establishment of a territorial judiciary
in Alaska. Practically this rescmmendation
amounts to a suggestion for the execution of a

regular territorial form of government.
The reasons advanced to support
this suggestion are in effect that

the interests of economy will be served by
prompt trials of offendera against the laws of
the United Btates in the Territury where the
orimes may be committed. Under the present
system pri and wi are transported
at great expense to Oregon and Oalifornis,
whero anch trials are now beld. This ocea-
sions great delay as well as expense, both of
which won!d be avoided by the organization of
the local judiciary sasuggested.

THE R. R. CROSSINGS.

Pians for Bridgss or Tunonels—An Import-
ant Meeting of Councll Committee and
Railroad Men—Automatic Gates Ordered
Pending the Permanent Improvements,
The subject of bridging the railroad street

crossings came up, yesterday, at the City

Hall for a protracted discussion. The ques-

tion came up bsfore the special council com-

mittee, composed of the commit-
tee on streets and the oity attor-
ney and engineer. These invited

to the conference representatives from all
the railroads, and response was made in per-
son by Mesars. J. J. Hill and K. P. Angus, of
the St. Paul & Manitoba railroad. Besides
the two named, at 8;30 o'clock the following
assembled to give the important matter
oonsideration:

Mayor Dawson, City Attorney Mur-
ray, Oity Engineer Bawall, Ald. Dowlan,
Smith, Rhodes, Brennan. O’Connor and
Mioea.

The discuasion was begun informally and
took a wide range. The ocity authorities
were of the opinion that some safegnards
should be put at the railroad ecrossings
at oace to prevent loss of
life by passing trains, and that at once.

The railroad representatives were agree-
able to such a proposition, and wounld do
their part.

‘The next question was where the safe-
guards should be placed.

City Attorney Marray advocated the bridg-
ging of Fifth street, as the property owners
there could be asseased
for the approaches, whereas it
Third street were bridged, the railroads
owning one-half or ons side of tho street,
the asscesment would fall on the property
owners on the north sids of the street.

At this juncture, it was asked if the rail-
roads wouldn’t build the approaches.
Speaking for his company, Mr. Hill said that
the bridges would be bailt, if it
was decided to bridge the crossings, but the
city would have to pay for the approaches.
Sapplemental to the foregoing remarks, Mr,
Hill suggested the advisability of tunneling
the Third street crossing. In other words,

he submitted plans for making
a cat along Third street, beginning
at a point mnear Commercial street

and coming to street grade agamn at Neill
street. The declivity of such a cut to be on
a grade giving twelve feet below the tracks
at the Third street crossing.

This produced a long disoussion, during
which Uity Eogineer Sewall opposed the
schems, favoring the project of bridging.

In conmection with bridging Lafayette
avenue crossing, Mr. Hill explained that
some difficalty would attend that, in case
the railroad was made to lower its grade.

Ald. Rhodes suggested that pending a de-
cision or an adoption of some plan either to
bridge or tunmel the crossings, soms
temporary safegnard, gates for instance,
should be used.

Mr. Hill stated that antomatic gates had
been ordered for the St. Paul & Manitoba
Third street and Lafayette avenume street
croasings, and woald be put up within two
weeks, )

In this connection Ald. Brennan explained
that the gates would be placed at either
side of the Manitoba track, and
thet the Dalath road did not require them,
ag the freight cars didn't pass beyond this
crossing, and, moreover, all transfers were
confined to oneswitch engine.

Ald. Rhodes proposed, as there was such a
difference of opinion, and as some of the
railroads were unrepresented, that the rail-
road companies hold & meeting and adopt
some definite plan to submit to the counecil.
Meanwhile the engineer was requested to
give his attention and make & report as to
the feacibility of tunneling at the Third
street crossing. With this understanding,
that he would report to the next meeting,
the conferenca, adjoarned.

ASA MAGOON BWUNG OFF.

Wixpsor, Vt., Nov. 28.—Asas Magoon, who
murdered Rufus Btreeter at Barre, Vt., in Oote-
ber, 1875, was hapged in the Btate prisen tc-
day on the same gallows used for hanging
seven other murderers. Magoon, this morning,
being azked for a confession, said he had none
to make and that he hoped to meet his family
in heaven. He leaves seven children. Magonn
declared that he wounld not ascend the scaffold,
but would have to be carried up by the sheriff.
He made a long explanation of the orime and
said Mrs. Perrine was the guilty one.

Magoon, when carried to the seaffol{ and
placed in the chair, listened to the reading of
the death warrant. He then predicted that
within three years they would know who killed
Strerter. He complained of th« injustice done
him in not being reprieved for a year, that the
case might be presented tc the .egislatare, and
a new trial granted. While speaking he trem-
bled violently and shed tears. After seating
himself he was bonnd and aasisted to the drop

28.—The News Saredo spe-
oial says: Cresencio Uvalte, Mexican, was
hanged to-day in the jail yard. He fell nine
feet, breaking his neck. Ha died in seven
minates, He was a aheap herder and suspected
the infidelity of his wife. Oue day while
washing clothes in a po L his wite came for
water, when Uvalte struck her with a stick,
knocking her into the water, held her antil
she drowned, then dragzed her body ont and
mutilated it with a knife in a fearfal manner.
He acknowledged his gnilt on the scaffold and
exhibited little emotion.

A TIRED VARIETY ACTERESS.

former ones. Mackenzie persists in declaring
his innocence.
