The Senate. 
WASHINGTON, Deo. 8.—The vice president 

laid before the Senate a communication from 
tho secretary of war transmitting information 
as to the circumstances which led to the arrest 
and removal of the Cherokee Indians from tho 
Cherokee nation. Referred. Also a commu­
nication from the secretary of war transmit­
ting a copy of the report of the board of en­
gineer ofiioers, relating to the bridge across the 
Detroit river, at or near Detroit. Referred. 

Senator McDonald presented the memorial 
of John H. McLtne and another, relative to tak­
ing illegal fees in the United States clerk's 
office in the circuit court for the Southern dis­
trict of Ohio. Referred. 

NEW BILLS. 
The following bills and ref lat ions were in­

troduced 
By Senator Paddock—A bill to authorize 

certain improvements in tho channel of the 
Missouri river, and appropriating $155,000 
therefor. Keferred. 

By Senator Hill—A joint resolution author­
izing the payment of Indians for the 
relinquishment of their reservation 
in Col >rado and their removal and 
settlement elsewhere. Referred. Also, a bill 
to enible tho Stato of Ojlorado to take the 
lands in lieu of tho 16th and 36th sections, 
found to be mineral lands. 

By Senator Teller—A bill providing for the 
removal of the Ute Indians from Colorado. 
Referred. 

By Senator Bailey—A bill to encourage and 
aid the education of the colored raoe in the 
several States and territories. Referred. 

By Senator Walker—A bill to adjust the 
claim of Arkansas agi inst the United States. 
Referred. 

By Senator Hereford—A bill to provide fof 
the building of the postofnee and other gov­
ernment offices at Charleston, W. Va. Re­
ferred. 

By Mr. Teller—A resolution directing the 
secretary of the interior to transmit to the 
Benate copies of all correspondence between 
himself or the commissioner of Indian affairs 
aud N. 0 . Meeker, late agent at the White 
River Indian agency, since January 1, 1879, 
and also copies of correspondence between 
those officers and Hatch, Adams, Pollock, and 
the governor of Colorado, regarding the said 
Indiias. Adopted. Also, a resclutlon that 

WHEREAS, The commissioner of Indian af­
fairs in his report to the secretary of the in­
terior for 1879, states that for their intrusion 
on white settlement the Indians could easily 
find justification by pointing to the mining 
camps which have been looated on their reser­
vation in direct violation of treaty agreements. 
Therefore 

Ittsolvcd, That the secretary of the interior 
be directed to inform the Senate what 
number of mining camps have been 
located on the Ute reservation-in Colorado, when 
and where they have been located, what efforts, 
if any, have been made to remove such, or 
whether thev are now m existence or were, 
8ept. 1st, 1S79, and that ha transmit all corre­
spondence concerning the subject. Adopted. 

AaUiiaNMENl OF THE ADMINISTBATION. 

By 8eaator Voorhees of Indiana, a resolution 
that 

WHSBEAS, The restoration of silver money to 
be the lawful currency of the country by the 
aot of Congress of February 28,1878, was de-
man Jed with singular unanimity by the Amer­
ican people, and is now sustained by public 
interests and by the full force of intelligent 
public opinion; and 

WHEREAS, By the act of May 3tst, 1878, the 
circulation of United States legal tender notes 
commonly known as greenbacks, was fixed at 
the amount then in existence, to-wit: thirty-six 
millions, and the secretary of the treasury was 
prohibited from reducing it below that amount 
by any process or upon any pretext whatever; 
and 

WHEREAS, Tho aforesaid United States legal 
tender note, or greenback circulation, have 
been accepted by the government for custom 
duties, became at once and is now equal in 
value to gold, and in certain transactions at a 
premium over both Ihe precious metals, and 

WHEIIEAS, These financial measures forced 
upon the present administration, and adopted 
by Congress over its most strenuous opposi­
tion, have restored the confidence of the 
business world in the character, amount and 
stability of the money of this country; [there­
fore be it 

Rewloul, That the Senate has heard with 
t rofound astonishment and deep regret the 
proposition of the President in his recent an­
nual message, and of the secretary ef the 
treasury, to inaugurate a new and uncalled for 
financial agitation, with a view to the destruc­
tion of the most neccessary currencies now in 
the hands of the people, 

Resolved, As the sense of the Senate that 
such agitation is detrimental to the public in­
terests, calculated to unsettle all values, oon-
f use and disturb business, shake public and 
private confidence, and that it calls for imme­
diate and unqualified condemnation. 

Resolved, That tho true interests of the coun­
try rcq lire free and unlimited coinage of both 
gold and silver on tho conditions of exact 
equality, and that it is a part of this financial 
policy to maintain United States legal tender 
circulation, commonly known as greenbacks, 
in volumo not less than now exists, and to 
preserve its tender qualities unrestricted as to 
amount and unimpaired in legal effect. 

Ordeied printed and laid on the table to be 
eillcd up by Senator Voorhees. 

THE PONOA INDIANS. 

By Senator Hoar—"A resolution instructing 
the committee on judiciary to inquire whether 
legislation is necessary to enable the Ponoa In­
dians to prosecute in the courts of the United 
States their claims for land under treaties and 
statutes, and that a special committee on the 
removal of the Northern Cheyennes be in-
strn. t^d to ascertain and report the circum­
stances of the removal of the Pouca Indians 
from their Ienervation, and whether they are 
entitled to bo restored thereto. Adopted. 

A resolution was adopted reappointing tho 
regents of the Smithsonian institute. 

A messago .vas received from the House an­
nouncing the adjournment of that body on ac­
count of the death of A. M. Lay, of Missouri, 
and that it had passed concurrent resolutions 
and appointing a committee of Representatives 
and Senators to anange for the fnneral and to 
accompany tho remains to his lato home. 

Tho Senate ooncurred in tho resi-lution, and 
Senators Vest, Kirkwood and Walker were ap­
pointed members of the committee. On 
motion of Senator Vest, as a farther mark of 
rpspect the Senate adjourned till to-morrow. 

The House.

B R I D G E OR TUNNEL. 

BE?„>BT OF THE DETBOrr BrVEB COMMISSION. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—In their report to Gen­
eral Sherman the board appointed to report as 
to the aavisability of a bridge or tunnel at De­
troit, Mich., to accommodate the commerce at 
t bat point, mention the fact that they were di­
rected by Gen. Sherman to inquire into and 
report whether for railroad pui poses tho Detroit 
river can be bridged or tunnelled at Detroit, or 

whether one mile abovo or below srsid oity in 
snch a manner as to accommodate the large 
trade and commerce crossing the river at that 
point, and without material injury to the nav­
igation of said river, good and sufficient tugs 
being always kept by bridge-owners to assist 
any craft when required. They convened at De­
troit the first Thursday of Oct. 1879, and were 
required by Gen. Sherman to oomplete and 
submit their report and recommendations to 
the chief of engineers before December 1. The 
first five days of the sessiou were ooenpied in 
hearing statements and arguments of persons 
favoring or opposing the construction of a 
bridge or tunnel, and then, at the urgent re­
quest of all parties interested, the board ad­
journed to enable them to collect statistics 
bearing uponthe subject. On the 18th of No­
vember they reassembled and proceeded to 
consider the matters referred to them. The 
difficulties that they met with at the start is 
thus briefly stated. At Detroit two immense 
streams of commerce came into 
direct interference, namely, one 
by water and the other by railroad. 
The problem before the board was to so ar­
range by either a bridge or tunnel that these 
might cross each other with the least injury to 
both and in such a manner as to accommodate 
railroad traffio and at the same time do no ma­
terial or undue injury to tho interests of navi­
gation. The magnitude of these conflicting 
interests at this point may be realized from 
the official statements marked in the report, 
which show that the number of vessels of va­
rious kinds passing Fort Gratiot light house 
during the fiscal year ending June 30, 1877, was 
22,159, and that the business of the railroads 
crossing the river at Detroit during the year 
was as follows: 128,113 passengers, 12,758 pas­
senger cars, 3,873 baggage cars, and 104,359 
freight cars. 

The report of the board of engineers ap­
pointed in 1873 to investigate this same sub­
ject, is alladed to: This former board stated, 
among other things, that no bridge with draws 
should be tolerated. The board, in their con­
clusions en this point, say: There is proba­
bly no difference of opinion abont these con­
clusions except as to one, referring to a bridge 
with draws. The form of the bridge consider­
ed inadmissable by the former board had open­
ings of 166 feet on each side, the remainder 
to be built upon piers of masonry 200 feet 
apart, and it was believed that draw openings of 
166 feet were the greatest then considered 
practicable. Draws of more than 200 feet 
have been since constructed and it is now pro­
posed by bridge builders of high reputation to 
constrnet them with openings of 300 feet on 
each side of a pier, or of 400 feet between the 
two piers. The board, though unanimously of 
the opinion that a tunnel offers the most oom­
plete solution of the problem, presented no ar­
gument in favor of it . 

LABOR A N D CAPITAL 

WASHINOTON, Dec. 8.—Senator Hoar intro­
duced a bill in the Senate, 
to-day, to establish a labor 

ooramitteo. It providss that J h e President, 
with the consent of the Senate, shall appoint 
a committee of five persons to inquire and re­
port as to the extent to which machinery and 
labor saving processes have entered into the 
production and distribution of products in 
general and consumption among the people, to 
the displacement of manual labor. Also, 
whether any causes are in operation to bring 
about the ownership and cultivation of lands 
in large tracts instead of small 
farms and homesteads. Also, as to tho con­
dition of persons employed in agricultural, 
mechanical, manufacturing and mining labor 
in this country, and especially whether any 
causes are at work to change for the better or 
worse the condition of snoh persons, their 
hours ot labor, the eduoation of their children 
and the proportion received by them of the 
profits of the occupations in which they are 
engaged. The commissioners are to hold office 
for two years, receive an annual salary of 
$4,000 each and be allowed expensss of travel, 
have authority to employ a secretary and three 
clerks, and report to Congress annually through 
the secretary of the interior. 

YELLOW F E V E B . 

WASHINGTON, Deo. 8.—The commission ap­
pointed by the President to proceed to Cuba 
for the purpose of collecting information in re­
lation to yellow fever, has submitted a prelim­
inary report to the national board of health. 
The report says the most general result is that 
yellow fever prevails in every place in Cuba 
from which reports were received; provided 
these places are of any size or commercial im­
portance, and oontain any considerable number 
of nn acclimated persons, who fur­
nish food for widespread poison. 
In this particular the medical authorities 
as well as intelligent residents of Cuba, have 
for moBt the part misled the profession. Be­
fore leaving the United States most absolute 
assurances were given by natives or ex-residents 
of Cuba, and even in Cuba itself these assur­
ances were confidently repeated, that yellow 
fever never occurred in this, that or the other 
place. Diligent inquiry was made for all such 
places and diligent investigation invariably 
proved that these assurances were 
false, and that they were found­
ed upon comparatively slight prevalence 
of disease due in largo measure to a small 
number of unacclimated visitors or residents 
in such places, detailed reports of these facts 
are possessed in abundance, it is very certain 
that prevalence of yellow fever is not equally 
marked in all places, this varies greatly in dif­
ferent places and in different years at some 
places and this variation is at time3 indepen­
dent apparently of amount of unacclimated 
material. 

INTERNAL COMMERCE. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—Joseph Kimmo, Jr., 
chief of the bureau of statistics, has just sent 
to the President a report on the international 
commerce of the United States, in the prepara­
tion of which he has been engaged for more 
than a year. This report embodies the results 
of extensive investigations of commeicial and 
transportation affairs in various parts of the 
country. The following is a synopsis of the 
report: The growth of traffic on railroads is 
indicated by the fact that the total freight 
movements of three of the most important 
trunk lines connecting the West with the sea­
board increased from 10.S98.989 tons in 1868 to 
25,272,755 tons in 1878. The average cost of 
transportation on ten of the principal lines of 
the country fell from 2 3-10 cents per 
ton per mile in 1868, to 95-103 cent per mile in 
1878. Seven-eighths of the surplus produc­
tions of the trans-Mississippi, north of the 
State of Arkansas, now cross the Mississippi 
on railroads at and between St. Louis and St. 
Paul, and are transported directly east to the 
markets in the country and in foreign conn-
tries. During the year 1878 the eastward 
shipments from St. Louis by rail exceeded the 
Southern shipments from that city by the 
Mississippi river. The cities 

of St. Louis and New Orleans were formerly 
closely identified in all their trade interests, 
but they are now sharply at rivalry with re­
spect to the trade of southern Mississippi, Ar­
kansas, northern Louisiana and a large portion 
of the trade of Texas. 

The four principal East and West trunk lines 
leading from the Atlantic .seaboard, with their 
western connections to Chicago, St. Louis, 
Louisville and Cincinnati now constitute the 
most important avenues of commerce in this 
country, and the trade current which pass over 
them largely influences the course of onr for­
eign trade with respect to the ports at which 
foreign goods are imported and domestic pro­
ducts are exported. 

This great east and west current of trade has 
led to a radical change in the course of trade 
of States situated south of the Ohio river and 
south of the State'of Missouri. T he cities of 
St. Louis, Louisville and Cincinnati now con­
trol at least two-thirds of the trade of these 
States in general merchandise, and have there­
fore become their chief commercial entreport 
for this trade. These cities compete actively 
with Mobile, New Orleans and Galveston. 
In the aggregate, St. Louis, Louisville, 
and Cincinnati greatly surpass Mobile, New 
Orleans and Galveston in population, in the 
magnitude of their commerce and in other ele­
ments of commercial power. In competition 
for the trade of the States referred t», the 
three interior cities possess an important ad­
vantage in their rapidly developing manufac­
turing industries, the value of the 
prodnctr of which during the 

year 1878 is estimated at four hundred and 
eighteen millions, or nearly as much as the 
total value of imports into the United States 
from foreign countries. With respect to such 
manufactures, these cities naturally exercise 
a muoh larger degree of control over the 
Southern trade, than with respect to their 
merely distributive commerce. The cities of 
St. Louis, Louisville and Cincinnati now draw 
their supplies of domestic merchandise 
principally from gthe Atlantio seaports 
of Boston, New York, Philadelphia and Balti 
more, and from manufactories in the New 
England States and in the Middle and Western 
States. Imported goods sold at these three 
cities of the west are^hiefly reoeived from or 
through Atlantio seaports where they are trans­
ported by rail. The city of Cincinnati will 
probably greatly enlarge her southern trade as 
a result of the recent completion of the Cin, 
cmnati Southern railway to Chattanoga, Tenn. 
at whioh point it connects with the railroad of 
the Atlantic and Gulf States. 

There has been a rapid growth in the ship­
ment of cotton from the cotton growing 
Btates, through St. Lonis, Louisville and Cin­
cinnati and thence over east and west trunk 
lines at Atlantic seaports and t o manufactur­
ers in the New England States and other States 
of the Atlantio seaboard. These facts indi­
cate an important diversion in the course of 
trade of the southern States. 

SUPREME COURT. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—The following decis­
ions were filed to-day: 

No. 68—County of Cass, plaintiff in error. 
Solomons Gillet in error to the cirouit court of 
the United States for the Western distriot of 
Missouri. This was a suit brought to recover 
interest on coupons of certain bonds of Cass 
county, Missouri, issued in payment of a sub­
scription to the capital stook of the Clinton & 
Kansas Oity branch of the Jebo & Neosho rail­
road. This case is almost precisely similar to 
that of the oounty of Henry vs. Nicolas, report­
ed in 75 United States. 619, and all the impor­
tant a l ignments of error tall within the decis­
ion in that case or that in the case of Sohuyler 
vs. Thomas, 178 United States 1697. The 
judgement of the lower court is affirmed with 
costs and interest. Justice Bradley delivered 
the opinion. Justice Harlan desented.

FAVOBABLE BEFOBT. 
The Senato judiciary committee has reported 

on the nomination of Secretary Gen. W. McCro-
ry to be United States Circuit Judge, recom­
mending its confirmation. 

POSTAL MATTEBS. 
The House committee on postoffice and post-

roads this morning instructed the chairman to 
report the resolution introduced by Repre­
sentative Valentine, calling on the postmaster 
general for information why mails are not car­
ried on new railroad lines constructed in the 
West during the summer, and why service on 
rou tes now established is not increased in ac­
cordance with the necessities of the people. 

A communication was received from the law 
clerk of the postoffice department, accompanied 
by tho rough draft of a bill embodying the 
views of the department upon the lottery ques­
tion. 

The bill introduced at the last session by 
Representative Morey, which provides that, in 
order to facilitate the delivery of letters and a 
speedy return to the writers thereof of such as 
are refused or cannot be delivered, the post­
master general is hereby authorized and em­
powered to establish such poatoffijos or return 
letter offices as he may deem necessary, was 
ordered reported with an amendment making 
it mandatory on the postmaster general to es­
tablish certain return offices. 

DEPARTMENT OF AGBICULTUBE. 
The sub-committee of the House committee 

on agriculture this forenoon took up the bill 
relating to the agricultural department. A some­
what animated discussion developed a wide 
difference upon some features. Jhe ways and 
means committee favored some legislation to 
enlarge the ssope of the department. A prop­
osition to make the commissioner a cabinet of­
ficer is not likely to be determined on the bill 
reported till after the holidays. 

TRADE MARKS. 

The snb-committee of the House committee 
on manufactures discussed without action the 
joint resolution introduced last Tuesday by 
Representative McCord, which proposes an 
amendment to the constitution of the United 
States, giving Congress power to grant, protect 
and regulate the exclusive* right to adopt and 
use trade marks. 

The secretary of war transmitted to the Sen­
ate to-day the report of the board of engineer 
officers relating to a bridge across the Detroit 
river at Detroit. The board are unanimously 
of the opinion that the most complete solution 
of the problem is the construction of a tunnel 
under the Detroit river. They, however, en­
dorse the bridge plan conditionally, conclud­
ing there will be no material difficulty in ves­
sels passing through draws of 300 or 400 feet in 
width at any time when it would be safe to 
navigate the river, and that if the right of way 
is clearly and emphatically given to naviga­
tion, there could be no material or undue in­
jury to that interest. 

MUSTERED OUT. 
C ngressman Lay, of Missouri, Answers the 

Last Roll Call. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 8.—Congressman Lay, of 

Missouri, died in this oity this morning. He 
has been in feeble health for some time. The 
immediate cause of his death was paralysis. 

Alfred Morrison Lay, of Jefferson City, was 
born in Lewis county, Missouri, May 20, 1836. 
In 1842 he moved with his parents to Benton 
connty, Missouri. He was educated at private 
schools in Missouri and at Bethany college, 
Virginia, from whence he graduated in 1856. 
He studied law in the office of the attorney 
general of the State at Jefferson City, 
and was admitted to the bar in 
1857. He was appointed United 
States attorney for the western distriot of Mis­
souri by President Buchanan; resigned in 
1861: enlisted as a private in Gen. John B. 
Clark's division of the JUissonri State Guard, 
and was promoted to the rank of major. After 
this command disbanded he returned to Mis­
souri; was made a prisoner and confined in 
prison at Alton, 111.; being exchanged in 1862, 
he entered the Confederate army and served to 
the close of the war, when he resumed the 
practice of law at Jefferson City, and was 
elected to the Forty-sixth Congress as a Demo­
crat, defeating A- Underwood, Republican, and 
James Boyd, Greenbacker. 

JOHN s. GrmNas.

this morning, aged 82, and worth several mil­
lions.

WORLD NEWS.

A HISTOBIO CHAPEL CREMATED. 
LONDON-, Dec. S.—The main chapel of Wes-

leyan Chapel was muoh injured by fire yester-
dap, and the pastor's building, Wesley's 
morning chapel, was gutted. Wesley's pulpit 
was saved. The beautiful frescoed ceiling is 
irreparably injured, and great doubts are en­
tertained whether the roof can be restored. 

PBOVOOATION TO AUSTBIA. 

VIENNA, Deo. 8.—News of the appointment 
of Gen. Ignatierf, Russian ambassador to 
Rome, has created quite a scare in government 
circles here. Semi-official newspapers qualify 
it as a provocation to Austria. 

CASUALTIES ON LAND AND WATEB. 
LONDON, Dec. 8.—The British admiralty has 

a telegram announcing a boiler accident aboard 
the warship Pelican, by whioh three persons 
were killed and a number injured. 

The fast train on the Great Eastern railroad 
ran of the track at Manningtree, Essey. The 
driver and stoker were killed and several pas­
sengers injured. 

DECOBATIONS CONFESSED. 
LONDON, Dec. 8.—Queen Victoria to-day, at 

Windsor castle, received the officers and men 
who distinguished themselves in the Zulu war, 
and conferred the Victoria cross and other dec­
orations on one corporal and three privates— 
Rorkes, Drift and Garrison. Gens. Newdigate, 
Crealook and Pierson and other South African 
commanders attended the ceremony. 

BABBABOTJSLY BEHEADED. 

SINGAPOBE, Deo. 8.—Intelligence has been re­
ceived that Pra Pecha, son-in-law of Thomas 
G. Knox, late British political agent and con­
sul general at Baugkok, has been barbarously 
beheaded at Peckim, Siam, and that Pra Pecha's 
father and brother have been imprisoned. 

CUBAN BEFOBM. 

LOND»N, Deo. 8.—A correspondent at Madrid 
writes he learns from the Cuban members of 
the cortes that the course pursued by Premier 
Martinez Campos, in submitting to amendment 
of the Cuban reform bill, may lead to serious 
development of tho Antonoing movement in 
Cuba when the Creoles become convinced that 
nothing can induce Spanish statesmen to de­
part from the fatal colonial policy whieh 
caused the first uprising in Cuba and loss of 
the Americau main. 

KING JOHN'S MABCH. 

CATBO, Dee. 8—Information from Maraowah 
represents that Kiug John is marching forward 
with the main body of the Abyssinian army 
and forty guns. It is said he is determined to 
occupy the districts of Sennar and Gallabet, in 
the blue tide territory. He declares that inter­
vention will not prevent him from enforcing 
his just claims, including idemnily 
for pastEgyptian incursions. 

MOMENTOUS COUNCIL. 

LONDON, Dec. 8.—A Vienna correspondent 
states advices have been received from St. 
Petersburg that a full meeting of tbe imperial 
oonncil will be held to-day to examine into the 
internal situation of Russia and determine 
upon the policy to be adopted. It is believed 
the decision will be of momentous importance 
for Russia and the whole of Europe. 

MISCELLANEOUS. 

SOFIA, Dec. 8.—The dissolution of the Bul­
garian assembly by Prince Alexander has pro­
duced the utmost astonishment among opposi­
tion members, who, being in the majority, ex­
pected to come into power. 

ST. HAZAIBE, Dec. 8.—De Lessepci, the pro­
moter of the Panama ship canal scheme, has 
sailed for Aspinwall. He is accompanied by 
his wife, three children, and fifteen other per­
sons. 

LONDON, Deo. 8.—A Berlin dispatch says it 
is reported in Russian circles here the condition 
of the czarena has greatly improved. 

A dispatch from Larnica reports the cattle 
plague has broken out on the island of Cyprus. 

PESTH, Dec. 8.—Grosswarden, Hungary, in­
undated by the overflow of the Koros river, is 
now out of danger. Since Sunday other floods 
have been reported in Transylvania. 

Moscow, Dec. 8.—There is a well-founded 
suspicion that one of the principals concerned 
in the plot against the czar's lifo by the explo­
sion last week is a returned convict from Si­
beria. 

MADBID, Dec. 8.—At a meeting of the cab­
inet council, yesterday, the minister of finance 
pointed out that the proposed financial re­
forms in Cuba would diminish the revenue 
receipts several millions, and that the burden 
of the decrease would fall on the peninsula. 
He therefore begged Premier Martinez Campos 
to put some other person in his place. Three 
other ministers made analogous declarations. 
The king kad a long conference with the vari­
ous ministers yesterday and consulted the 
leaders of the monarchial prrty to-day. The 
result was that King Alfonso has entrusted 
Possda Herrera, president of the oongress, with 
the formation of a new cabinet. Herrera is 
now conferring with the various paity lead­
ers. 

Monster Meeting- of Sympathizers W i t h 
Ireland's Wrongs . 

ST. Lours, Dec. 8.—The mass meeting to 
consider the condition of Ireland and devise 
means to extend aid to the suffering peasantry 
of that country was an immerse affair, attend­
ed by citizens of all nationalities. The Irish 
turned out in great numbers, and sev­
eral of their civic societies were present In 
regalia, and with musio and banners. Peter 
L. Foy presided, assisted by abont 300 vice-
presidents, selected from among the most 
prominent and influential citizens of tho city, 
without respect to creed or nationalitv. The 
speakers were President Foy, Col. Don Mor­
rison, ex-Lie ntenant-G J vernor Charles P. 
Johnson, Father O'Reilley, James Pnlitezer, 
Col. A. O. Dryback. William L. Darcy, J . H. 
Macadam and Samuel Erskme. 

A n Agreeable Judge . 

FBEVEBBUBG, Me., Dec. 8—Judge Virgin, 
upon agreement of parties has consented to 
conduct the hearing in the mandamus case 
against the secretary of state and governor at 
the capitel, Wednesday, the 10th inst. The 
court will not finally adjourn here until this 
case is disposed of. 

AUGUSTA, Me. Dec. 8.—Petitions from various 
cities and towns in the State were presented to 
the governor and council to-day urging the 
necessity of investigating the charges made by 
Chas. B. Rounds. The petitions are signed by 
numerous^ prominent Republicans, and are 
emphatic in their appeal for examination of 
the charges alleging corruption and official 
malfeasance, and all declare that the investiga­
tion prayed for shonld be accomplished before 
the certificates are issued to Senators and Rep­
resentatives elect.

RICHMOND, Dec. 8.—The readjusters of the 
general assembly were in caucus to-night until 
midnight making nominations for State of­
ficers, with the following result: Secretary of 
the commonwealth, T. T. Faunt Lerog; first 
auditor, J. E. Massie; second auditor, H. H.

BUFOBD'fl CASE. 

LOUISVILLE, Deo. 8.—A Frankfort special to 
the Courier Journal: The speoial court of ap­
peals for the trial of the case of Thomas Bo*. 
Buford vs. the commonwealth this afternoon 
rendered an opinion reversing the decision of 
tbe lower court. JohnFel land presented the 
decision of the court, whioh reverses upon 
these grounds: Firat, the lower court erred 
materially in overruling the motion for con­
tinuance by appellant on account of tbe ab­
sence of a large number of witnesses at 
the July term of the criminal court. 
Second, the testimony of Dr. B . H. 
Gale and Dr. J. G. Keller as experts was im­
properly exoluded. Third, the giving of cer­
tain instructions, especially those requiring the 
jury to be satisfied from the evidence of the in­
sanity of the deceased before they conld acquit, 
and that requiring defendant to prove to the 
jury his insanity to their satisfaction. The text 
of the opinion occupies fifty pages of man­
uscript, and the dissenting opinion is also quite 
lengthy. 

DEATH WABBANT STONED. 
NBWYOBK, Deo. 8.—The death warrant is 

signed for the execution of Nathan Greenfield, 
convicted after a third trial in Syracuse, for the 
murder of his wife. He is sentenced to be 
hanged Friday next.

OSWEGO, Deo. 8.—Daniel Searls, colored, for 

the murder of Elbridge G. Bervey, while at 
Newark valley, June 25 last, has been sen­
tenced to be hanged Jan. 21. 

DBOWNED. 

HALIFAX, Deo. 8.—Michael Wraylon, of Em­
erald Isle, his daughter Cassie, his son Lovell 
and a man named Jacob Sears, of Wood's Har­
bor, left Shag Harbor in a small shallop for 
Pubnico, to attend churoh. The vessel foun­
dered on entering Argyle sound and all were 
drowned. 

FLOUR MILL BUBNED. 

ST. Louis, Deo. 8.—Tho flouring mill of 
Samuel Hill & Bro., New Athens, 111., burned 
to-day. Loss on mill and machinery, $25,000, 
Insured: Home, New York, $5,000, Fire & 
Marine, St. Paul, $2,500. The mill contained 
between 20,000 and 30,000 bushels of wheat 
and some flour, valued about $25,000, on whioh 
there is no insurance. 

RENO'S TRIAL. 

Plea of the Accused—Adjournment of the 
Court. 

DEADWOOD, Dec. 8.—In the Reno court man. 
tial. to-day, Major Reno delivered a lengthy 
argument in his defense, in which he claims 
that he did not go beyond the bounds of be­
coming conduct; that in striking Lieut. Nichol­
son he did so after being driven beyond the 

limits of patience by repeated taunts of Nich 
olson; that in looking through the 
window of Gen. Srurgis' house 
he was actuated by the purest motives, and 
his note of apology should be a sufficient re­
paration for an unintentional offense. He 
says that all witnesses agree that he was in the 
possession of h u mental f aoulaties in all oc 
casions brought into question; that if 
under the influence of liquor at all 
He was regarded as good humoredly drunk, 
and his knocking money on the floor and 
breaking window lights was done in a frolic. 
He claims that it has been his misfortune to 
have obtained a widespread notoriety 
through the press of the country, 
and that a greater degree of attention is called 
to his acts than those of other officers, and that 
a conviction upon the charges against him 
would be a sacrifice of his commission, which 
is the reward for over twenty-two years of hard 
and faithful labor to his country. He quotes 
the eighty-third article of war, and says 
the intent is to preserve the character and 
honor of the army by excluding disreputable 
characters, and not to inflict punishment for 
youthful follies or trivial deviation from recti­
tude. The court then adjourned sine die. 

Senator Bayard's Views of the Legal Ten­
der Quality of Greenbacks. 

NEW YOBE, Dec.8 .—In connection with the 
memorial of the business men of New York 
in favor of withdrawing the legal tender qual­
ity from the greenback, the World publishes 
the following extract from a letter recently 
received from Senator Bayard: 

"It is not hostility to the South that makes 
the North solid. It is apprehension lest an 
unwise and ridiculous administration of 
finance should injure Northern property and 
investments. No instrument is so dangerous 
as legal tender paper currency, the rcdeema-
ability of which may be endangered. I do 
not care half so much for party success in this 
connection (although I value it most highly) 
as I do for the great service it would be to our 
whole country and the generations to suc­
ceed us."

MUCH HEAP TALK. 

Interesting; and Exc i t ing Confab Between 
the Commissioners and t h e Noble Red 
Hen—Glaring- at E a c h Other VFJth Weap­
ons Keady for Use— Chief Ouray Says 
the Guilty Warriors Must be Tried at 
Washington. 

LAKE C m , Dec. 8.—The answer to the de­
mand of the commissioners is Just delivered by 
Ouray. "We will deliver for treaty, Douglas 
and those Indiana engaged in the massacre of 
Meeker and employes provided they are tried 
in Washington. The people of Colorado are 
not friendly, and a fair trial here or in New 
Mexico is not to be expected. Runners have 
just started, by order of Ouray, to bring in 
the Indians called for by the commission." 

THE FINAL SUBBENDEB. 

DENVEB, Col. Deo. 8.—Specials to the Denver 
Tribune from Los Pinos, dated tbe 6th, rep­
resent that Saturday witnessed some decidedly 
animated occurrences at the commissioners' 
meeting. After Jock had declined to inform 
the commissioners what I n d i a n had been con­
cerned in the White Biver massacre tbe Indians 
retired to Ouray's house to debate what course 
to pursue. No Indian appeared at the agency 
until Saturday, but seem to have been engaged 
at Ouray's in conducting the wildest dances 
and in making fiery speeches. A man was 
sent from the agency to Ouray's with feed for 
the Bhorses of the indians, and discovered 
from the noise on the inside that tbe Indians 
were greatly esoited. What he saw of them 
were bedecked in feathers and war point, and 
he was so frightened that he turned back and 
didn' c deliver the hay. Saturday at 12 the DteB 
came into the agency and took seats inside the 
agency building, Jaok, Oolorow and twelve 
other White Biver Utes, and of course Ouray, 
being among the Indians present. When the 
Indians and commissioners had taken their 
seats General Hatch addressed the Indians, set­
ting forth the full demands of the commission­
ers. It is right to make the demand. To-day, 
he said, is your hut chance. We will wait 
no longer. We want your final 
answer, and we wont no evasive list of the 
Utes charged by the agency women with taking 
part in the massacre. Will you surrender the 
men whose names are on this paper to be tried, 
and, if guilty, punished; if innocent, acquit­
ted? 

The question was put twice, and, after con­
sultation, evasive answers were returned both 
times, when the question was put the third 
time. 

Ouray replied without consulting the other 
Ute»: "How do we know that these Indians, 
you name, were at Whito Biver at the time of 
the massacre, or even if they were concerned 
in it, these women mentioned names which 
came first to their lips, whether they knew 
them to be there or not; we oan'c depend apon 
what they say." 

"That is what we depend upon," said Gen. 
Hatoh. 

Mr. Adams then addressed the Indians, 
making a speech of over an hour's duration, 
saying among other things that the commis­
sioners did not want to punish Colorow, Jack 
and J)he others that took part in the Thorn-
burgh fight, but the cowardly dogs who par­
ticipated in the massacre of the unarmed men 
at the agency, closing by saying we want 
those Utes and we will have them. 

The Indians held a consultation in a low 
tone of voice among themselves, but did not 
seem inclined to reply at all, 
when Gen. Hatch again rose 
and asked if the guilty Indians were 
to be surrendered, saying he had made a last 
appeal. No one moved or spoke for a few 
moments, when Oolorow lighted a big pipe, 
"the pipe of peace." Each Indian present 
drew his knife and laid it on his knees. The 
question of peace or war being the one pend­
ing, Oolorow passed the pipe to the next man, 
without smoking, and it went around. When 
the circle was finished he jumped to his feet, 
straightened up to his full height, pulled his 
belt around until the knife sheath was 
in front, pulled his knife out, threw 
it with force on the floor, quivering 
and ringing. Instantly every Indian present 
dropped his hand to bis belt and laid his hand 
on his knife or pistol. The whites did the 
same, and the two parties stood fronting and 
defying each for some moments, each waiting 
for the other to make the forward move. There 
were but six white men, while there were 
twenty-five Indians in the room, and fifteen 
soldiers in the adjoining: room. 

Finally Oaray spoke: We can't deliver up 
to you those Indians unless they are 
tried in Washington. They must 
not be tried in Colorado. 
Colorado people are all our enemies, and to 
give them up to be tried in this State would 
be to surrender them to be hanged. We will 
bring those twelve men here for you to see, 
and them whom you decide guilty shall be 
taken to Washington and the President shall 
determine their guilt or innocence. Douglass 
will have to go. Wo know he was in the White 
River troubles, and you shall decide who else. 
Upon this condition, and not otherwise, will we 
surrender tbe guilty Indians. 

This was said with ereat arrogance and bold­
ness. Ouray said: Take about a week to 
bring the men in. Mr. Hatch told him we ac­
cept the proposition so far as bringing the par­
ticipants in the maisacre in, but so far as 
taking them to Washington he had to telegraph 
for permission to Secretary Schurz. 

Colorow and Jack were immediately dis­
patched to bring in the twelve named, includ­
ing Douglass and Persune, saying they would 
be back in five days after they had taken their 
departure. 

Ouray again spoke, repeating his statement 
that the Utes couldn't get justice in Colorado-
could only get i t in Washington. You, then 
(meaning Hatch, Adams, and their legal ad­
visers), are all my enemies. I am one against 
three. You hate me. Yon are all Colerado or 
New Mexico men, and a French devil. I have 
not one friend among you. You will not give 
me justice, and that is why 1 want to go to 
Washington, where I can have at least one 
friend. ^ 

Chamber of Commerce. 
At the meeting of the chamber of com­

merce yesterday W. L . Wilson, from the 
committee appointed to confer with tbe city 
council relative to railroad crossings, sub­
mitted a report, the essential points of which 
were as follows: 

Assurances were given that the roads would 
erect gates at the principal crossings as a tem­
porary expedient; that such gates were on 
the way here and would very soon be put in 
position. 

It is obvious enough to any one who gives 
this matter even slight attention, that it will 
require considerable time to prepare approaches 
and erect the bridges, for which no doubt the 
public will patiently wait if due diligence is 
exercised, and if in the meantime all safe­
guards which can be provided by watchmen 
and gates are assiduously employed. 

Mr. McClung moved that the special 
committee on funding the city debt at a low 
rate of interest report whether, in view of 
the recent sale of onr 5 per cent, bonds, it is 
not practicable to change other portions of 
onr debt to this low rate. The motion pre­
vailed, and the matter goes to the committee 
composed of Wm. Dawson, H . Thompson, 
J. W. McClung, D . E . Noyes, Jr. 

Oen. Sibley announced the following as 
the committee to present to the oity council 
the resolutions adopted at the last meeting, 
relating to the levee: J. W. McClung, J. 
B. Sanborn, K. W. Johnson, D . D . Merrill, 
F . Willins. 

A n Accommodat lne J u d g e for Rascals. 
HABBISBUBG, Dec. 8.—Judge Pearson de­

livered his opinion to-day in the riot bribery 
cases, in which he decided that the evidence 
offered under the motion to quash the indict­
ment against Alex. W. Leinzering, one of the 
riot bribers, was proper, and that the plea in 
abatement was not necessary. Counsel will 
meet Monday to determine the dav on which 
evidence will be heard. If the evidence be tbe 
same as offered in the cose of Salter, in which 
the indictment was quashed, all indictments 
will be quashed, and new bills probably be 
sent to the grand jury.

HISTORICAL SOCIETY. 4 

Address of J u d g e Flandrau o n tho Mas­
sacre o f 1857 . 

A regular meeting of the historical society 
was held at the capitol last night, Oen. Sibley 
presiding, a large number of prominent citi­
zens b( ing in attendance. 

Before proceeding with the regular business 
the president intr-dueed Judge C. E . Flandran, 
who in response to a cordial invitation from 
all present, read an exceedingly able and inter­
esting paper on the Ink-pa-du-ta, or Spirit 
Lake Indian massacre of 1857, the subsequent 
circumstances of which formed a thrilling 
chapter in his early career as a frontiersman 
and United States Indian agent* 

In commencing his succinct and scholarly 
address, tbe speaker adverted to the treaty of 
1842, by which the Sao and Fox tribes of Indi­
ans ceded certain land west of the Mississippi 
riyer. 

After a passing reference to a remnant of 
the Wak-pe-ku-ti tribe, which took no part in 
a subsequent treaty of 1851, by which lands 
owned by them in Minnesota were ceded to the 
government, the speaker referred to a remnant 
of Wam-di-8apa's band of fifteen lodges, under 
the chief tainship of Ink-pa-du-ta, who had 
settled in the neighborhood of Spirit lake, and 
were considered a bad lot of vagabonds. 

Attention was then directed to a settlement 
at Spirit lake in the spring of 1857, projected 
by the Hon. William Freeborn, and consisting 
of six or seven families, also to a settlement, 
fifteen miles from Spirit lake, at the head of 
the Des Moines river, called Springfield. Judge 
Flandrau here spoke of his appointment as la* 
dian agent for the Sionx, which took place in 
1856, tbe agencies of whioh were on the Min­
nesota and Yellow Medicine rivers. 

The early troubles caused by Ink-pa-dn-ta's 
bond and the incident which led to the massacre, 
was described as originating from the killing 
of a dog by one of the tribe, which provoked 
the settlers to such an extent that they re­
taliated by going in a body to tbe camp and 
disarming the tribe. Immediately after this 
indignity, whioh took place while hunting on 
the Bock river, the tribe proceeded northwest 
to Spirit lake, arriving at which on the 6th or 
7th of March, they at once proceeded to mas­
sacre the settlers. 

All the men, forty-two in number, were 
killed, fonr women being carried away as cap­
tives, their names being: Mrs. Nobles, Mrs. 
Thatcher, Mrs. Marble and Miss Gardner, The 
savages then proceeded to Springfield, where 
they killed all the members of the post, includ­
ing Mr. Wm. Wood, its founder. The discov­
ery of the massacre was graphically described, 
as made by Mr. Morris Markham, a member of 
Mr. Gardner's family who had fortunately been 
absent at the time of tbe savage onslaught. 

The excitement following the news of the 
massacre were here adverted to, together with 
the prompt measures that were set on foot to 
rescue the captives and punish the perpetra­
tors. The speaker then outlined the difficul­
ties encountered by an impromptu expedition, 
organized by himself, with the assistance of 
CoL Alexander and staff, of the Seventh in­
fantry, who received orders to follow and pun­
ish the enemy, the eonduct of both officers and' 
men, in fighting against the most insuperable 
obstacles, being alluded to In the warmest lan­
guage. 

The terrible obstacles enoountered and tbe 
hardships endured by the brave little band in 
their march through the wilderness was delin­
eated in the most graphic word-painting, Capt. 
Bee's resolution to execute bis orders at all 
hazards being cited as the most remarkable 
test of a soldier's courage. The sad rites at­
tending the burial of the dead, upon reaching 
the Bcene of the tragedy, and the return to the 
fort of Capt. Bee and men. leaving Lieut. Mur­
ray and twenty-four men to stand guard at 
Spirit Lake, was touchingly ailuded to. 

The purchase of Mrs. Marble by two broth­
ers, Mo-kpe-ya-ka-lo-ton and Se-ha-ho-ta. was 
here given and her safe return to the Yellow 
Medicine agency graphically alluded to, a very 
entertaining description being given of her 
picturesque appearance on returning to civili­
zation. A copy of the letter sent by the two 
braves describing the manner of her purchase 
was given, the letter concluding with demand­
ing 8500 each for the brave and noble service. 
It was learned from Mrs. Marble that the other 
women were still olive, and so great did tbe in­
terest in their welfare become that tbe legisla­
ture passed an act appropriating $10,000 to 
apply to the rescue of the captives. 

Reference was here made to a territorial 
bond issued by Mr. Biggs, and the speaker, 
previous to hearing of the appropriation. The 
agency found it necessary to raise f 1,000 to 
keep good faith with the friendly Indians, 
and forward another expedition, and as there 
was no money in the treasury they resorted to 
this mode of raising money, the bond to be 
drawn on hope and charity, payable in 'three 
months after date. The bond is a unique 
specimen of financiering and reads as follows: 
I, Stephen B. Biggs, missionary among the 
Sioux Indians, and I, Charles E . Flandran, 
United States Indian agent for tho Sionx, 
being satisfied that Mak-pi-ya-ka-ho-ton and 
Si-ha-ho-ta, two Sioux Indians, have performed 
a valuable service to the Territory of Minneso­
ta and humanity by securing from captivity 
Mrs. Margaret Ann Marble and delivering her 
to the Sioux agent, and being further satisfied 
that the rescue of the' two remaining white 
women who are now in captivity among Ink-
pa-du-ta'B band of Indians depends much upon 
the liberality shown towards the said Indiana 
who have recovered Mrs. Marble, and having 
full confidence in the humanity and liberality 
of the Territory of Minnesota, through its 
government and citizens, have this day paid to 
said two above named Indians the sum of 
$500 in money and do hereby pledge to 
said two Indians that the further sum of $500 
will be paid to them by the Territory of Min­
nesota or its citizens* within three months 
from date hereof. It is unnecessary to say 
that the money was raised and that the Indian 
braves were paid their ransom, an expedition 
was then gotten up at Yellow Medicine, leaving 
that place on the 23d of May, taking with them 
a quantity of goods with which to ransom the 
remaining captives. Arriving at the camp of 
friendly Yanktons they learned of the killing 
of Mrs. Noble and Mrs. Thatcher, and that Miss 
Garnner bad been sold to a Yankton warrior 
named Wam-a-dus-ka-i-han-ki, or tbe "End of 
the Snake," that lady being afterwards pur­
chased for two horses, two blankets and several 
small articles. 

An account was here given of a subsequent 
expedition to the Yellow Medicine river and of 
the killing of a savage belonging to the Ink-pa-
du-ta's, who was visiting a lodge of friendly 
Indians, and who was the only one of the 
butchers who was ever put to death for the 
massacre. 

The reading of the able and interesting paper 
was listened to with profound attention, and 
at its close, a vote of thanks was returned for 
the same, and it was referred to the commit­
tee on publication. 

OTHEB BUSINESS.
