Wasmixarow, Dec. 14.—The Colorado dele-
gation will hold & conference to-morrow to de-
cide what they ought to do relative to the Ute
question if the resolution disposed of by the
committee on Ingdian affairs yesterday in its
present form, passed both Houses, 1t will
give the peace policy men a great advantage,
and will leave the Indians practically masters
of the rituation. The Colorado delegation will
probably allow the bill to pass the House in
its amended shape, and then trust to a confer-
ence committee for an opportunity to make
terms. Scnator Teller says even by the terms
of the resolution the Indians are ent off from
restriction by tbe treaty, as more than four-
fifths of adnlt male Utea were engaced in re-
cent hostilities. He believes that by that very
act they have forfeited all their rights under
the treaty. The difficulty will be to ascertain
who were and who were not guilty of making
war on the United States. The question prom-

ises to be one of considerable interest.

VIEWS OF SECRETARY SCHURZ.

Secretary Scharz believes that the only sat-
iafactory srolulion of the Indian problem is to
be found in inducing the Indians to settle
upon farms and renonnce tribal relations. The

. A NOVEL SUIT.

A Tenunesseean Indicted for Holding Slaves
—Discharged by Judge Hammond on the
Ground That There Was No Such Thing
as Slavery in This Country. E

Menrms, Dec. 14, —In the United States cir-
cuit court yesterday foremoon, Judge Ham-
mond quashed an indictment charging J. O.
Burmingham, of Landerdale county, with un-
lawfully holding two colored girls in slavery.
The casc is probably without parallel in the
judicial history of the past fifteen years and
Tennesseo is entitled to possession of the only
man either stupid enongh ~r mean enough to
bold human beings in slavery eince the war
ended. Itappears that Birmingham has stub-
bornly refused to recognize the abolition of
slavery. *‘This emancipation proclamation be
damned,” exclaimed thia noble relic of the
Bilurian ages, whencver informed of the action
which freed slaves in the Bouth. *“I never
agreed to it; I'm agin it, and 1'd like to seo
the Yanka that can make me give up them thar
girls.”” He didn't seem to understand the con-
stitutional amendments. In fact, he made no
effort to carry his understanding, Keeping
two slaves, and so treating them and they
meéanwhile being too stopid to assert their
rights under the law. He has ever since the
war claimed to own them, he says he owned
three othere. The conduct of Birmingham ex-
cited the indignation of his mneighbors, and
the United States grand jury found indiet-
ments against him.

Mexpsis, Dec. 14.—Judge E. Hammond. of
the United Btates circuit court, yesterday had
& novel case before him. J. O, Birmingham,
of Lauderdale county, Tennessee, had been
indicted for unlawfully holding two colored
girls in slavery. It appears that Birmingham
refused to recognize the abolition of slavery,
and ever since the war has claimed to own the
girls, because he owned their mother. The
conduct of Birmingham excited the indigna-
tion of bis neighbors, aud at their instigation
the United Btates grand jury recently found an

indictment against him., Judge Ham-
mond  quashed the indictment, holding
that the act of Congress which

says that every person who kidnaps or carries
away any other person with intent that such
other person be sold to inveluntary servitude,

voted to the benefit of the Indians, The secre-
tary says that the Indians generally are com-
ing to this conclusion themselves, and that the
great Sioux reservations in the North were al-
ready in process of being disposed of in this
way.

NEGOTIATIONS FOI REMOVAL AUTHORIZED,

bo and is hereby authorized and empowered
through a committee of five persons to bo ap-
pointed by the President, or by direct negotia-
tion, as he may deem best, to enter into agree-
ment with such of the Ute Indiaus in Colorado
a8 have not by ncls of hostility against the
United S:ates or otherwise, forfeited their
rights under existing treaties for extinguish-
ment of their title to so much of their reserva-
tion in aaid State, ss may be deemed necceseary
in the judgment of said éommission, or of the
Becretary of the Interior, for their removal and
settlement in some other sutiable place
in the State of  Colorado, pro-
vided that the said commigsion
or the secretary of the interior in any agree-
ment made withsaid tribe of Ute Indians for
cession of any part of their reservation in Col.
orado, sliallpbtain before said concession shall
be valid the consent of said Ute tribes of Indi-
ans a8 provided in section 16, of the treaty
made at Washington the second of Dblarch,
1805, between the government of the United
Htates and said Ute tribe of Indians; and pro-
vided no agreement made with said tribe of
Iondians shall be valid uless agreed to by three-
fourths of all adult male Indians who have
not forfeited their treaty rights as aforesaid,
oceupyivg or interested in the_same; and pro-
vided Conjgress shall confirm said ces:ivn and
the secretary of the interior shall report his
proceedings under thia resolution to Congress
for its consideration and approval,the expenacs
of such negotiation to be paid by the United
States, for which purpose 10,000, or as much
thereof as may be necessary, is hereby appro-
priated.

The ¢ mmittee instructed the chairman to
report favorably the resolutions of Represen-
Iatives Honles and Dedford.

tention. At the meeting Friday ex-Governor
Rameey, the new secretary of war, was cor-
dially welcomed by the President and shown
his seat, which is the third in order of prece-
decce. Thesecretary of state sits at the Pres-

ident's right hand, and the secretary of the
treasury at his left hand. Next to the secretary
of state sits the secretary of war, and then the

postmaster general. Next to the
secretary of the treasury sita tho secre-
tary of the navy, and then the

attorney general. The secretary of the in-
terior, whose office was the last created, sits at
the foot of the table. After an informal chat,
occasionally spiced with anecdote, the Presi-
dent says: ‘‘Geentlemen, let us proceed to busi-
ness.”’ The secretary of siate then invitesjatten-
tion to any important matter or trouble,—some
appointment, which is discussed in a conversa-
tional way and settled. When he has had all
of the cases in his portfolio disposed of, the
gecretary of the treasury opens his budget, and
each official is beard in turn until all have read
their say.

GRAVITY OF THE BITUATION.

LoxpoN, Dee. 14.—The attempt te
assassinate Lord Lytton is
officially described as a drunken freak, and as
on insignificant incident, but the Anglo-In-
dians consider that this, coming with the Af-
ghan Island news, may indicate much more
disaffection than the authoritiea confess, The
gravity of the Cabul news is acknowledged and
causes military and politi apprek i
that, owing to the rigid censorship, the whole
truth is unknown. Nobody believes the of-
ficial accounts are complete, The ministerial
organs admit a mishap, and that the hold on
Cabul is jeopardized, and that the previous of-
ficial assurances respecting pacification were
acceptive. They warn the government against
further progress toward annexation. The lib-
eral journals frankly say that Gen. Roberts is
fighting for life. His whole force of five
thousand is pitted against the entire Afghan
army, the strength of which is unknown, but
it is admitted to be ten thousand strong.
Tribes are rising on every side.

OEN. BAKER'S ENGAGEMENT.

CArcurTA, Dec. 14.—Gen. Roberts telegraphs
confirmation of the report of General McPher-
son’s partial failure in his attempt on Friday
to captore the ridge above Bola pass or at
Cabul.

The Grounds Upon Which Donnelly Claims
the Seat—Corruption Mart—Infamous,

The remainder of the 4,000 work-
ingmen nearly all sympathize with the associa-
tion. I bad every reason to be-
lieve thav I would carry the city of
Minneapolis by a large majority; but the
workingmen were so bull-dozed by their em-
ployers that I received only 1,200 votes in that
entire lecality. The workingmen were taken
to the polls by their employers, tickets placed
in their hands, and outsiders were prevented
from approaching them until they had been
seen to vote the tickets given them. 'T'o make
this coercion of workingmen possible, a law
bad been passed the previons winter, under
which all the ballots cast in the towns of Bt.
Paul and Minneapolis were to be numbered
with numbers corresponding with those of
voters on the poll-lists. The law was declared
nnconstitutional, as interfering with the

BUICIDE OF A DISGRACED LIEUTENANT,
|Bpecial Telegram to the Globe.|

BaxTA FE, New Megion, Dec. 14.—Oharles W,
Merritt, late a lieutenant in the Ninth United
Btates cavalry. and dismlissed from the army
about twenty days ago, by sentence of a gene-
ral court martial, itted suicide by shoot
ing himself through the head, last night, in his
room at the Exchange hotel in this city, Mer-
ritt was appointed to the army from Illinois,
and was a near relative of General Wesley
Merritt, of tho Fifth cavalry.

FIRE FATALITY.

Larrie Rock, Ark., Dec. 14.—About 3 A. M.
to-day, the two-story brick livery stable occu-
pied by J. Gillis, cn the corner of Boott and
Elm streets, was discovered in flames, and, in
a few hours, despite the efforts of the fire de-
partment, owing to the inflammable character
of the contents, was wholly destroyed. The
flames communicated to the cotton .compress
adjoining, and it wes also destroyed.

Coming Minnesota rlyer—ﬁhluw Jock-
ey and Trotting Programme for 1880—
Miscellaneous Notes.

AN ENTERPRISING BREEDER.

Mr. L. 8, Follett, cashier of the First Na-
tional bank of Hastings, has lately purchased
of Messrs. Bmith & Powell, proprietors of the
Lake Bide stock farm, Byracuse, New
York, two valoable additions to his
breeding farm.  They are: Bouter John-
nie, & four-year-old Olyde stallion. Bouter
Johnnie's sire is Tam O'Shanter, he by Bantin
Robin and he by Bergamie, dam Jess, a pure
Olgde. Bouter Johnnie weighs 1,900 pounds
in ordinary flesh, stands 16.3, and is withont
doubt one of the bestClydes ever brought to the
Btate, having won soveral first prizes in Eng-
land, beating such renowned sires as Bam| 5
and Mr. Orouther's B?ll and]Paria prize horse
Qarlton  Tom. 'he other purchase
m Mr, Follett, made of
the eame parties, is the three-year-old
mare Maggie, sire Bampson. etc., dam by Gen-
eral Williams, etc. The horses will reach Has-
timgs in a day or two, if not already arrived.

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WAS TL MURDER?

THE MYSTERIOUS DISAPPEARANCE
OF A4 CHILD.

A Newly Married Couple Temporarily Re-
side in  S§t. Paul—A Child Crowns the
Unlon, But Proves an Unwelcome Visitor
—They Leave 5t. Paul With no Xofant
Visible—A Clalm That They Gave It Away
on the Cars—A Very Peculiar Story.

Four weeks ago to-night the Groms be-
cawe apprised of an ugly and gickening
rumor. In its province of a faithfnl collec-
tor and disseminatorof the happenings which
sum up and constitute the life and activity
of society, it became necessary to trace the
rumor fo its origin. Unfortunately, the sus-
picion of foul play, which involves the fate
of = tender infant, has grown oonstantly
stronger, until the finger of destiny has
pointed t> the apparent committal of the
greatest crime that can outrage or shock the
decency of society.

The report started from Bellfour’s beard-
ing house, No. 20 Weat Fifth street, s visit
to whioh on the evening named resultcd in
the following informlﬁn s

About the first of July there applied

by for board at the house above indicated, s

young married couple named Mr. and Mrs.
Olayton Engles. They were given apart-
ments and nothing of more than common-
place note happened until the 20th of Bep-
tember, when the bride rejoiced in
the bappy ocondition of & mother.

The mother was attended by Dr. Hatoh-
ingson, and the ohild was born
sound and healthy. The young mother was
apparently rejoiced over the possession of
her treasute, but strange to say the offering
was mnot recorded a warm reception by the
father, who gseemed annoyed at the advent
of the apparently unwelcome stranger. -

The motive for the father’s
is still a debatable question, certain it is,
however, that his dialike to the child did not
arrive from lack of means for its support, as
he was employed at fair wages at Lemon’s
printing office in this city, The services of
a nurse were procured, and the mother and
child prospered well under the kind and oon-
siderate treatment everywhere extended.

On the night of the 8th of October, about
11 o’clock, the baby wes seized with illness
and its pitious wails, heard by a Ilady
boarder in the adjoining room, led to the
belief that it was suffering from great and
poignant pain. At9 o'clock the same
evening, Mre, Margaret Lane, the nurse,
said that the child was in ordinary good and
sound health.

Towards midnight on the evening of the
8th of Oetober, Mrs. Engles is said to have
ran into the room occupied by a lady board-
er, bearing the child in her arms, with the
exclamation, “My child is dying.” The
lady in question is said to bave replied, “If
your child is dying,"you are to blame for
ite death, ss it was born with perfect
health.”

The next morning, on the 9th of October,
tho couple left Bt. Paul fer Iowa. They left
early in the morning, before the inmates of
the house had arisen, and a gentleman friand
of Engles named Babcock. employed in
Lemon's printing office, and an old friend of
the family, who saw them take the train,says
that they left 8t. Paul withont the baby.

It has also been stated thet they did mot
have the child on leaving the honse, This
statement, however, is given cantiously by a
lady who left her bed on hearing the door
open snd shut, and saw the parties go in
different directions on Fifth street, the
morning” being too dark to discern tkeir
movements with certainty.

Thus the story went, when taken up by a
Grozk reporter, with the additional suspi-
cion, however, that tho child had been
thrown into the sewer. A day or two after
the Sunday named a Grope representative
called on Mayor Damn;r%iving that official
a statement of his knowledge as above out-
lined.

The suspicion of foul play entered largely
towards a solution of the mystery, and
means were taken to confirm or abolish this
theory. :

Mayor Dawson turned the matter over to
Health Officer Patterson, with instroctions
to drag the sewer. Two days were consumed
in thig task before this theory was finally ex-
ploded. - A

With customary pertinacity and diligence
Officer Patterson proceeded to work out a
solution of the mystery in another direc-
tion. It was learned from Mr. Babeook that
the couple had gone to their former
home, at Clear Lake,  Iows, where that gen-
tleman’s wife was visiting relatives. It was
also learned that the couple had been mar-
ried at Clear Lake, in June, which gave a
slight and probable clue to the father’s dis-
like for the offspring, in addition to which
it was learned that Engles had left a situa-
tion in this city in June for the purposeof
consumating the marriage.

At the request of Mr. Patterson a letter
wes forwarded to Mrs. Babcock asking for
information concerning the child, in re-.
sponse to which it wasa stated that the couple
had srrived at Clear Lake without the
baby.

A few days after the receipt ef the inlelli-
nce, Officer Patterson directed a letter to
heriff H. H. BShell, of Mason City, Iowa,
giving that official a narrative of the case
anﬁ;equutinghimhmakaadmnd for the
child. >

In response to this, an anawer was receiv-
ed on yésterday, of which the followingis a

Dear Bir—I have seen the at Olear
