BAYARD AND TILDEN.

Conference Betweon the Twain—Will Til-
den Decline to be a Candidate?
[New York Special (Dec. 31) to Chicago Times. |
Senator Bayard left town to-night for
Wilmington. He has been here several
days, partly, it is said, to confer with Abram
8. Hewitt and other leading Democrats
touching the place for holding the next na-
tional convention. If his wishes are com-
plied with, the convention will be held in
Philadelphia or Baltimore. While hers he
paid his respects to Mr. T'ilden. His inter-
view with that eminent statesman lasted
over an hour. Itissaid that Mr. Tilden
told the Delaware Senator that he heartily
approved of his legal tender resolution, and
believed the financial interests of the coun-
try demanded its passage. Mr. Tilden’s pri-
vate opinions on this question are pretty well
known, but he has been careful not to make
any decided public utt , for political
reasons. Tilden’s friends will try to make
Bayard’s resolution a strong point against
him as a Presidential candidate. They are
already quoting as a capital argument an
oracular remark made here the other day by
Mr. Joseph Medill, to the effect that it would
be folly for the Democrats to nominate Bay-
ard, as, in view of his attitud® on the legal-
tender question, he could not get the elec-
toral vote of a single Western State. The
only voice Tilden has given to his aspira-
tions thus far was his original remark last
week that he was “in the hands of his
friends.”” It is mow well understood that
he will not permit his name to appear
before the convention unless he is perfectly
convinoed before it convenes that he will
be nominated. He will risk no doubtful
battle for the prize. It issaid that as soon
as the delegates are oboseii, Tilden’s trusty
agents all over the country will make a pains-
taking canvass of the men, and will make up
their minds just what can be done, and just
how Tilden’s utmost strength can be brought
out in convention.

This evening be
tween sixty and seventy are burning—in the
laboratory, in the street lamps, and in two
neighbors’ houses.

Edison is preparing to light 800 lamps.
Lamp-posts are being erected at every availa-
ble point, and the copper wires which are to
convey the electricity are being stretched
along the side-walks, and connected with the
houses. The lamp-posts are of hollow iroun,
painted white and surrounded by an oval of
glass, in which the carbon lamp is inclosed.
The wires pass up the hollow post and connect
with the lamp. Only three of these lamps are
yet burniog—two in front of Mr. Edison’s of-
fice and one in front of his house. These are
kept in a canceseent night and day, with a
view to testing the fusibility of the carbon
horse-shoes.

One generator only is in operation, and itis
hard pushed, for it should light, ordinarily,
only forty lamps. He requires nineteen more
before he can light the 500 lamps, and which
he estimates that his engine will supply.
As each generator is completed he will add
to the number of his lamps. and thus, in
time, Menlo Park will be thoroughly illumin-
ated. When this will be, the inventor bimself
is unable tosay. In the mean time, all vis-
itors are made heartily welcome at the labora-
tory, and every facility is offered for the inves-
tigation of the-new electric ight.

To one of his visitors Edison said tfo-day:
“'There you see the light as we have had it
burning for twenty-one days,” pointing to the
chandelier, in which were eight glass bulbs
about the size of an egg, one attached appa-
rently to each gas burner. Inside of each bulb
was an incandescent thread in the shape
a horse-shoe. The light given out was about
equal to that of a three-foot gas-burner.
“You gentlemen of the press usually come
here with a dozen or so of mewspaper
articles proving that the lamp can not burn,
and that if it does it can not last more than
twenty minutes, and that  if it
does last more than twenty minutes the idea
is stolen from some one else. There are lamps
that have been burning night and day, with
about five .uinutes’ stoppage, owing to an ac-
cident to the generati-g¢g wmachinery, for
twenty-one days. -As the average use ofa
gas burner, even in winter, is not more than
six hours a day, this represents a service of
about three months' ordinary usage. We
have invited our detractors and critics to come
and see what we have donc, but they will not
eome, contentmg themselves with letters to
8 rating the impossibility of
our success.
