WEAKENING

Noisy Demonstrations by the Republican
Hoodluwms Congregated at Augusta--The
Bolting Kads of the Houss Kuocking at
the Door for Admisslon—The Actiog
Governor, Doubtful as to His Aunthority,
Declines to Allow Them to Quallfy—An
Order Introduced in the Senato to Inves-

MAINE,
BRIBERY INVESTIGATION,
ArGrsTA, Me., Jan. 8.-—Both branches of

the legislature assembled quietly at 10 o'clock.
There was no comparison betwecen the crowd
and that of yesterday. Sentinels are stationed
at the doors, the police force continuing under
the control of the sheriffi and mayor. Imme-
diately on the opening of the Scnate, Senator
Hobson, of Lincoln, offered the following:

Opdered, That a joint sclect committee of
three on the part of the Senate, with such as
the House may join, be appointed by the chair
to investigate the charges of bribery and ib-
tim idation alleged to have been offered certain
mem bers since they received their certificaies,
with power to send for persons and papers, and
that the committee be instructed to commence
their investigation to-day, on the adjourament
of the session, and to report as soon as may be.

This order was opposea by Senators Locke,
Harris, Berry and other Republicans, on the
ground that there was not even a street rumor
for the charge of bribery on the part of the
Senate. Tf so they would gladly appoint it.
If the members of the House had been bribed
or intimidated, then the investigation should
begin there. The order passed.

IN THE LOUSE.

On the opening of the house, the Speaker in-
voked good order, and intimated that tlbe
scenes enacted yesterday would not be repeat-
ed. He had scarcely finished speakivg when
the doors opened and the windows were thrown
up, aud the impatient crowd rushed in. After
the people entered gquiet was again restored,
but at one time trouble seemed imminent. The
records of yesterday were read, and showed the
fact that not more than seventy-two votes were
thrown for any candidate voted for.

There was ancounced the presence of sixty
certificated members, beimg the Republicans
who withdrew yesterday, who were ready to be
qualified. They were conducted to the council
chamber, but acting-Governor Lawson declined
to g ualify them at present, as he did not ex-
actly know the extent of his powers in that
direction, but shoald inform himself.

The house then quietly adjourned.

Mr. Sproal of Veazie is among the number
who will act with the Republicans, giving the
Republicans a majority in the popular branch
should the members from the five cities be ad-
mitted.

APPOINTED.

PorTLAND, Jan. S.—Republican attorney
elect Coombes was yesterday appointed to that
position by Gov. Garcelon and confirmed by
the council. He will probably decline the ap-
pointment and demand his certificate.

WANTS A RETRACTION,

AvceusTa, Me., Jan. S.—A few days sicce
the Portland Argus stated that S. Soule, Jdep-
uty sheriff of Kennebec county, approached
J. 8. Mendall, representative from Hartford,
with an offer of money to influence his legis-
lative action. Scule has given the .Argus
forty-eight hours to retract or the proprietors
will ba called to answer in the courts.

A NEW COMPLICATION.

It is thought
this will complicate affairs somewhat in regard
to the qualification of the Republicin mem-
bers, as the constitution provides that the
oaths of office shall be administered before the
governor and council. The sixty Republicans
are ready to qualify, and it is claimed
they can do 50 to-morrow before a justice of the
peace for seats, but should the members fail
of qualifieation the Fusionists are withount a
«quorum and no business transacted will be
legal.

MARYLAND,
UNITED STATES SENATOR.

ANNAPOLIS, Jan. 8. —In the Democratic can-
cus to night for United States Senator, A. P.
Gorman received 54 votes, Wm. Pinkney Whyte
22 and 8. TeackleWallis 3. Forty-two votes were
necessary for a choice. Hon. A. . Gorman,
nominated for Senator, is now a n:2mber of the
State senate from Howard county, and presi-
dent of the Chesapeake & Ohio canal and chair-
man of the Democratic State committee. Be-
fore the war he was a page in the United States
senate; afterwards attached to the Senate post-
office, and subsequently collector of internal
revenue of this State. Since 1870 he has heen
a prominent Democrat in the State, and in 1572
was speaker of the house of delegates.

VICTORIA'S BAND.
Mexlcan and American Troops Acting To-

gether for His Capture or Extermina-

tion.

Tuscox, Arizona, Jan. 8.—To-day, Lieut.
Haskell turned over the brigade of Indians
which surrendered at Ruckers, to acting agent,
Major Chaffee, of 3an Carlos, who will place a
strong guard over them. An important mili-
tary movement is on foot to capture or crush
Victoriaand his band of warriors, about eighty-
fiye. They are now in Old Mexico. Gen. Tre-
vino, with Mexican troops, marchod against
them with a view of forcing them to fight or
flee to New Mexico. Most of the available
troops in Arizona are being concentrated at
Fort Bowie. Gen. Carr, commanding troops
in the field, arrived here to-day. He and Gen.
Morrow, of New Mexico, are co-operating with
Gen. Trevino. The Arizona troops will leave
at once for the line in New Mexico, to intercept
Victoria should they strike his trail. He will be
followed, irrespective of geographical lines,
into the interior of Mexico. Victoria and his
band are Mescaliero Apache Indians of New
Mexico. Their capture or defeat settles the
Iodian question in that Territory. They have
been on the war path since 1876.

FROZEN TO DEATH,

Some Terrible Reminders of the Recent

Blizzard in Dakota.

|Fargo Argus, Jan. 8.]
Mr. B. Lvon, a contractor on the westcrn
extension of the Northern Pacific, came to
town yesterday and was interviewed by an .r-
gus reporter.  Mr. Lyon his two camps oue in
the bleak country beyond Mandan, and was the
witness of a great deal of suffering and death
incidental to the recent storm that swept over
the western end of this territory. He started
out with supplies from Mandan and reached
Preston’s ranche on the third day
before Christmas, Here he found several
men who were tramping in for the end of
the track, seventeen miles distant, and who
put up at the rauche over might, Mr. Lyou
returned next morning to his camp, and on the
way he met a pumber of men who wanted to
ride with him, but he was unabie to take them
in, being heavily loaded with provisions for
his camp; however, he gave food to all who
asked 1t, and hastened on.
As soon as he could unload he started back to
pick up the pedestrians he had encountered in
the hope of saving them, and had not journey-
ed more than seven miles when he met Tom
Shandley, the printer formerly employed in a
Fargo printing office. Sbandley called Mr.
Lyon by name, reminding him that he had seen
him here, and the latter halted tg talk with
him. He had no sooner dome so than he
saw at once that Shandley was in
a desperate condition. His face and hands
were frozen solid, and the contraction produced
by the frost bad drawn the unhappy man’s fea-
tures int > a ghastly grin horrible to behold. The
poor fellow's feet were frozen stiff, and al-
though Lyon tried his best te get his bodts off,
he found it impossible. He laid the poor
creaturej; down and worked over him for an
bour, trying to thaw out his face, and beat
him with ashovel in the endeavor to get up a
circulation. Badly off as Shandley was he
insisted upon attempting to reach the end
of the track, and after trying to dissuade him,
Lyon was 1eluctantly obliged tolease him and
drive on westward ir the bope of succoring
others. Before leaving, however, he gave him
a Mackinaw blanket, which he tied around
Shandley, and hoped it might keep him from
entirely freezing. This was the last ever seen
of Tom Shandly.
Proceeding in a westerly direction, Mr.
Lyon found the bedies of two men he had met
at Preston’s ranche the day before, one of
whom was known by the name of Hall, but was
in reality named Hoss. This man is said to
have a brother in the black Hills, a practicing
lawyer, who has been communieated with.
Driving on to 2 point about three miles be-
yond the butte, Mr. Lyon discovered the body
of a man named Moyniban. When at
the ranche, on the previous day, they bad been
in conversation, and Moynihan said be had left
home in New York nineteea years ago, since
which time he had never heard from his fam-
ily. Hebad 2 sum of money on his body
which Mr. Lyon has sent to a sister of deceased
ascertained to be living in Ionia, Michigan.
Mr. Liyon expresses his opinion that there
are a number of bodies between the end of the
track and the bad lands, which will be found
when spring opens—he thinks perhaps fifty or
sixty, as at least that number of men who have
left the camps on the extreme end of the ex-
tension have never been heard of since they
started.

Justice to Gen. Hancoclk:,

No impression derived from cverts connect-
ed with the murder of President Lincoln has
struck more tenaciously than that holding Gen.
Hancock rezponsible for the execution of Mrs.
Surratt.
The injustice of it bas been shown over and
over again, and yet at intervals it is revived and
discussed as if its utier groundlessness had
never been ¢xposed.
‘T'o all, therefore, who arc interested in the
removal of such a blot from the reputation of
a gallant soldier, it will be pleasant tidings
that the daughter of the unfortunate woman
bas autborized the publication of a statement
to the effect that she entirely acquits Gen.
Hancock of responsibility for her motber's
death.
“Gen. Hancock,” she says, ‘‘had nothing to
do with it. Isuppose he only did bis duty as
a soldier by obeying orders.”
But she goes still further, and fearlessly in-
dicates the real authors of that judicial mur-
der : ‘‘Stantonand Gen. Holt were the only
men who conttolled the President and they are
the guilty ones.”
The conclusion which she reaclies has already
become the verdict of history. Had either of
these men earnestly interceded to vrevent the
execution of what they must have known was
a judgment unsupported by evidence, the
President would have had the only encouraze-
meut he needed for anexercise of the clemency
to which his own sense of mercy and injustice
inclined him.

WIINESSES IN CONTEMPT.

WasminaToyN, Jan. S.—The sergeant-at arms
brought to the bar of the Senate L. L. Bmith,
Levi Wilson and L. B. Purcell to answer the
charge of contempt in not obeying a summons
to testify in the Ingalls case. Smith madea
statement to the effect that he sent a telegram
to the committee saying he knew nothing of
the Ingalis case. M1, Saulsbury, chairman of
the committee, favored discharging the wit-
ness upol his appearance before the committee
and testifying. Senator MeMillan and others
objccted to keeping the witness in custody,
claiming no lawful summons had been served
on him. After considerable debate tbe three
witnesses at the bar were discharged from the
rule, having purged themselves of contempt.

TREASURY NOTES.

Scenator Wallace presented the petition of
Drexel & Co. and others, of Pennsylvania, for
withdrawal of the legal tender quality of treas-
ury notes.

MILITARY ACADEMY BILL APPROPRIATION.

The Senate committee cn appropriations,
to-day, agreed to report back to the Senate the
military academy bill, with amendments in-
creasing the amount voted by the House for
the erection of a new hospital from £10,000 to
$21,618, the total estimated cost, and also add-
ing #1,000 for repairing the roof of the cadets’
barracks, and 2315 for increased pay of Pre-
fessors Andrews and Michie.

GARFIELD CONGRATULATED,

Mr. Garfield appeared at his desk this morn-
ing and received the congratulations of his Re-
publican colleagues, as well as those of several
Democrats npon his successful contest for the
Ohio Senatorship.

I. Wood, chairman of the ways and means
committee, reported a resolution callng upon
the secretary of the treasury for information
showing the number of licensed deslers in leaf
tobacco and the amount of revenue collected
from such dealers during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1579. Adopted.
J THE GLOVER REPOET.
Mr. Wilson, from the committee on printing,
reported a resolution for printing the report of
the committee on expeaditnres in the treasury
department of the Furly-fifth Congress, known
as the Glover report, and the testimony accom-
panying the same.
Mr. Conger said tha' inasmuch as it was
stated the report was not in possession of the
House, or any comwittee, e would demand its
reading. Pending action the morning hour ex-
pired.

THE REVISED RULES.

The Hecuse considered in committee of the
whole the report of the committee on revision
of the rules. Mr. Reagan, chairman of the
committee on commerce, attacked the new rule
that proposes to deprive that committee of the
duty of preparing the river and harbor appro-
priation bill and to assign it to the committee
on appropriations. Mr. Reagan said when the
proper time came he wonld move to strike out
the clauses providing that the river and harbor
bills when reported by the committce on com-
merce should be referred to the committee on
appropriations, and insert instead a provision
giving to the committee on commerce the same
privileges in regard to the river and harbor bill,
as is accorded to the appropriation committee
in regard to other general appropriation bills.

Mr. Garfield, a member of the committee on
rules, said that he cared more about the certifi-
cation of tke rules as a whole than he did about
the adoption of any particular rules. He
thonght, Lowever, the proper course would be
to take such report and pass on the proposed
rules. He wonld not enter into the controversy
raised by the gentleman from Texas becanse
he, Garfield, occupied stand point so nearly like
that occupied by that gentlemsn on one fea-
ture of the case that he could speak in full
sympathy with him. He believed in the
river and harbor legislation of the country.
He believed in promoting these great internal
water courses, and was proud of the fa-t that
at the beginning of the late war the business
of opening up the great water courses of the
country had commenced, and that since 1861
almost $125,000.000 had been expended on that
work. That was a glory which Congress ought
to be proud of. That work ought to go until
it cuiminated in making perfect channels in
the watcrways wherever there were great
navigable rivers or harbors to be opened or
improved. Therefore he didn't spezk as hos-
tile to the river cr harbor bill. He spoke from
another and larger view. There were
two great comumittees that stood with
their backs, so to speak, to each other, facing
in vpposite directions. These were the com-
mittees on ways and means and appropriations.
It waa the business of one to decide where the
revenue should be procured to mest the expen-
ditures of the government, and it was the busi-
ness of the other to decide the aggregate
amount of those expenditures. The same rea-
son that would turn over the river and harbor
biil to the committee on commerce would turn
over the army bill to the committee on mili-
tary affairs, the navy hill to the committee on
naval affairs. and the Indian bill to the com-
mittee on Indian affairs, and =0 on.
During 2 period of four years, during
which he was chairman of the committee
on appropriations, the practice had been for
that committee, after looking over all the esti-
mates, to decide the aggregate amount of ap-
propriations and to notify the military, naval
and commerce committees of the amount that
could be assigned to each branch, so that when
the committee on commerce, thus notified,
prepared the river and harbor bill in accord-
ance with it, and when that bill was referred
to the commitiee on appropriations it was
afterwards referred beck to the House, and
the committee on commerce was requested
to take care of it. That he regarded as the
proper course, and Mr. McLain asked Garfield
whether if the committee on military affairs
reported an increase of the army by 10,00
men, and Congress had so legislated, the com-
mittee on sppropriations wouldn’'t be bound
1o repert an increased appropriation.

On Garfield assenting to that, he also asked
him whether the same rale should not apply to
areport of the committee on commerce for the
| improvement of rivers and harbors.

{  Mr. Garficld replied that the only legislation
; by which river and harbor improvements were
authorized was by the river and harbor bill
itself. He admitted, however, that it might
' be wise for the committee on commerce to re-
port and for Congress to decide what riversand

harbors should be regarded as in the line of
improvement, so that the committee on appro-
priations might recommend annual appropria-
tions for them.

Mr. Hooker was glad that the committee ¢m
rules had been so very nearly unanimousin the
views which it had entertained with regard to
the necessity of a change of rules. The rules
as they stood secmed to be designed as an im-
pediment in the way of legislation. The com-
mittee had, bowever, not adopted certain
suggestions which had been submitted last ses-
gion. He had proposed that the rules should
be so changed as to take away frem the com-
mittee on appropriations the duty of reporting
any general appropriation bill except the legis-
lative, sundry civil and deficiency bills, and
imposing that duty on the committee to which
it more properly belonged, instead of distrib-
uting the powers of the House. However, the
committee on rules had deprived the committee
on commerce of the right to report the river
and harbor bill for action. There was
no argunment offered in support ot that charge
except the graphic figure of the gentleman
from Ohio, Garfield, who said that the two
great committees of ways wnd means and ap-
propriations should stand back to back, the
one fronting the people and the other the
heads of the government departments. Bo far
from that being the fucnctions of those two
committies he had been Etere long enough to
see that the committee of ways and means had
beer dwarfed in its importance, as every other
committee had been d warfed by the committee
on appropriations. If the committee on appro-
priations was to stand behind the committee
on ways and means and dictate the mode in
which taxation should be imposed, the House
might as well dispense with the latter com-
mittee entirely.

Mr. Randall said that he felt it incumbent
upon him to affirm there had been on the part
of the commiitee on rules no intention to
abridge the powers of any committee of the
House cr to say a wordeven by inference der-
ogatory to any committee. He denied that the
committee on con:merce was degraded. On
the contrary, the committee on rules had af-
firmed the wish of the House, in giving the
committee on commerce the preparation of
river and harbor bills. The House was not de-
prived of the power of suspending that very
rule and passing the bill. Tho committee on
rules had confined itself to an admonition that
the time had come when appropriations for riv-
ers and harbors should have full consideration
and shouldn’t be 2s excessive as they some-
times were. He argued from figures prepared
by officials of the house to show that during
the ten years that the river and harbor bill had
been separated from other appropriation bills
it had been gradually growing in the extent of
its appropriations. These figures showed con-
stant increase from year to year until from
$2,000,000 they bad been run up to $8,000,C00.
He produced these figures in order to warn the
Heuse against the proposition looking toa
division of the dutles of the appropriation
committee.

Mr. Barber asked whether it wasn’t better to
have the committee on appropriations notify
the committee on commerce early in the ses-
sion of the amounnt that could be devoted to
the improvement of rivers and harbors.

Mr. Randall thought it might be well so to
amend the rule, but if all the great appropria-
tions were to be assigned to committees having
those special subjects in charge, and if there
were to be so many heads, where there should
be only one head, a path of extravagance
would be entered on that would end in the
bankruptcy of the treasury. He disclaimed on
the part of the committee on rules any inten-
tion of enlarging or abridging the jurisdiction
of any committee of the Honse. He admitted,
at the suggestion of Mr. Reagan, that one rea-
son for the increase of river and harbor appro-
priations had been the restoration of the South-
ern States, but he still maintained that the
amount of appropriations for such purpcse,
without discussion in the House, was greater
than it should be. He thougat that if the
amount was limited to 5,000,000 a year that
would be acceptable to the people.

The discussion was continued at some lcngth
by Randall, O'Neill, Cox, Stevenson and Cal-
kins, when the committee rose without action.

GENERAL CAPITAL NEWS,

CONTESTED CASES.

The sub-committee of the House committee
on elections have under consideration the con-
tested cases of Cartin vs. Yocum and Donnelly
vs. Washburn.

GEOLOGICAL SURVEY.

The Senate committee on appropriations to-
day took up the joint resolation passed by the
House at the extra session, which proposes to
autho:ize the director of the geological survey
to extend the operation of that branch of the
public service into the States. The dircussion
raised the question of States’ rights in connec-
tion with this subject, the Democratic mem-
bers being in favor of amending the joint res-
olution so as to provide that the extension of
the examination shall be with the consent of
the States, and the Republicans on the com-
mittee taking the ground that no such amend-
ment is necessary.

LEGAL TENDERS.

In the Senate to-day, Senator Ferry present-
ed a petition signed by 557 citizens of Dayton,
Ohio, praying for the issuance of $346,000,000

RING DOWN THE CURTAIN

The Huddleston Divorce Suit Ended--The
Divorce Granted--Mrs. Huddleston Has
the Children, a Home and $600.

The closing act or finnle in the Huddleston

divorce case transpired yesterday fore '
when a decree was signed by Judge Bimors,
granting a full and absolute diverce.

The custody of the children is given to the
plaintiff, together with the homestead property
situated on Franklin street, and the eum of
$600, this portion of the decree being exclu-
sively published in Wednesday’s issue of the
GroBe. The conditions of the decree are quite
interesting, and the document is herewith
given in fall:

This cause came on to be heard before the
court at general term, Jan. 6th, 1830, with con-
sent of parties, and upon due notice to the de-
fendant, and the plaintiff appeared st such
hearing in person and by her attorney, and the
defendant appeared at such hearing by Messrs.
Allis & Allis and W. P. Clough. Esq., his at-
torneys; and the court having heard the evi-
dence adduced by the plaintiff, no evidence
having heen adduced by the defendant, and
having fully advised itself in the premises;

Now, therefore, the court doth adjudge and
decree, and it is hereby adjudged and decreed,
that the defendant, Thomas R. Huddleston, and
the plaintiff, Helen M. Huddleston, were mar.
ried aa in the complaint alleged; that they have
since been husband and wife; that there is issue
of said marriage, to-wit, three children now
living, Harmon Huddleston, Mary Huddleston,
and Thomas Harry Huddleston, aged respec-
tively eight, five and two yearz; that the de-
fendant, Thomas R. Huddleston, has been guilty
of cruel and inhuman treatment of the plain-
tiff, Helen M. Huddleston, as in the complaint
alleged; that in consequence thereof the mar-
riage of the said plaintiff and the said defend-
ant be and the same hereby is dissolved. and
the parties are hereby restored to all the rights
of unmarried persons, as fully as if said mar-
riage had never taken place: that the defendant,
Thomas R. Huddleston, shall, within five days
after the signing of this decree, pay to the
plaintiff, Helen M. Huddleston, or to her law-
fully authorized agent or attorney for her, for
the expenses of this suit, and for the support
and maintenance of herself and of the said
children, the sum of six hundred dollars, in
cash; that, as a further provision for the sup-
port and maintenance of the plaintiff and of
her said children, the defendant and the plain-
tiff are directed to convey, by such instrument
or instruments as shall be approved by the
court, or by any of the judges thercof, to such
trustee or trustees as the court or one of the
judges thereof shall designate or approve, the
house and lot lately occupied by the plaintiff
and defendant as their homestead, situated in
the city of St. Paul, in said county, known
as 254 Exchange street, together with all the
furniture of the parties in said house. save that
in the bedroom thereof lately occuplied by the

A GENEROUS ACT.

P. H. Kelly Distributes Eleven Thousand
Dollars Among His Employes.

It has been the custom of Mr. P. H. Kelly
for several years to signalize the close of his
business for the year by a substantial remem-
brance of his employes.

tion, the sum given each one being quietly
passed up to his credit to be drawn at the re-
cipient’s pleasure. A GLOBE reporter acci-
dentally learned yestcrday that the ‘‘employes’
dividend” tor 1879 had been declared, and as
Mr. Kelly's establishment is one of the insti-
tutions of the State, he called to ascertain the
facts. The reporter found he had undertaken
no easy task, Mr. Kelly declaring that it was
a private matter and a reward be-
stowed for faithful service wnich ke
desired to acknowledzc in a more substantial
manner than by mere thanks. Beyond this he
declined to speak, but by dint of inquiry it
was learned that he had this year distributed
the munificent sum ranging from ten to eleven
thousand dollars. Upon what basis the dis-
tribution was made could not be ascertained,
but se 7eral received five or six hundred dollars
each, and possibly one or two higher amounts,
one at least approximating two thousand dol-
lars. Every employe of the honse was remem-
bered in some amount, and everyone was more
than eatisfied with his share.

The GLOBE has before remarked that the
relations between the head of a house and its
employes were more cordial in Mr. Kelly's
establishment then any other one ever seen,
and Lit is not surprising. If Mr. Kelly is
prospered he sbares his goed fortune with the
men who aid in the work, and_every man
feels that he has a direct interest in the estab-
lishment. The *‘dividend” just voted indicates
a prosperous year, and if any man deserves to
be successfal it is a gentleman like Mr. Kelly
who shares his gains with such princely liber-
ality.

In case the
plaintiff, after her marriage, or after her re-
fusal or neglect to maintain the said children,
shall choose to occupy the said property her-
self, in such case, in addition to payment of
taxes, assessments and insurance, she shall pay
over to said trustec or trustees a sum of money
from month to month, equal to one-balf the
fair rental value, after deducting taxes, assess-
ments and insurance. On plaintiff's death,
the said property shall pass, in fee simple, to
the said children, or to the survivor or survi-
vors of them, oF to their heirs, in equal shares,
the heirs of either of them who may have de-
ceased being entitled to the share of such de-
ceased child.

The plaintiff shall have the custody of the
children, subject to the right of the defendant
to visit the same, on all reasonable occasions,
up to the arrival of the eame at the age of nine
years respectively.  After that age, the plain-
tiff and defendant to have the joint right of
directing the education and treining of the
children, provided, that the sole custedy of
said children sball not be taken from the plain-
tiff after they reach nine years of age, by the
defendant, without the consent of the plain-
tiff, except the came shall be ordered by the
court, as hereinafter provided. In casetke
parties disagree in respect to the custody, eda-
cation or training of either of said children,
after he or she shall have arrived at the age of
nine years, then such disagreement in respect
to such child may be submitted to the court
upon the application of either party.

In case the parties shall hereafter mutually
desire to make any change in the disposition of
the hereinbefore described property, or to en-
tirely rescind the said disposition thereof they
may @ so by their joint deed.
