A MILITARY31 IS tUIt PRF.SIhEIfI.

Gen. Grant, accompanied by his family
and Gen. Sheridan, is now sojourning as the
guest of the President of what is called by
courtesy the Mexican republic. lie has re-
ceived every honor that could be extended to
him, and is reported to have been particu-
larly pleased with the review of the military
force had inhis honor. The display was a
large one, as a considerable foroe is needed
in that country to prevent the deposition of
the President by whatever adventurer may
arise to claim the office.
Itis not surprising, he being a military

man, that Gen. Grant should display suoh
extraordinary interest in the maneuvers of
military bodies. But itis at the same time
suggestive of wbat he would endeavor to
have inaugurated in this country

—
a mili-

tary autocracy. Wherever he has been dur-
ing the past two years, he has paid
especial heed to military affairs. InEng-
land, in Germany, in Russia and in Calcutta
he was conspicuous at the military 'reviews,
and manifested great interest in tbe organi-
zation, armament and management of the
armies. This was partly due to the natural
bent olhis mind, bat mainly, we believe, to
a desire on his part to introduce the Euro-
pean system into this country. While ab-
sent he was fully aware of the fact that his
party would endeavor to once more install
him in the Presidential office. Itwas there-
fore natural for him to turn his attention to
those branches of government which he in-
tended to make use of when again placed in
office of authority. Under these circum-
stances itid significant that he paid particu-
lar attention to the management of armies.
Can it be possible that if again
called to the highest offioo in the
giftof tbe people he will endeavor to en-
graft upon our system those most obnox-
ious features of European government that
are represented by their armies?

Grant long ago demonstrated that he wa3

a worshiper at the shrine of force. He at-
tained his eininenoe by the exercise of force.
He maintained the power of his party by the
employment of force, overriding both the
constitution and tte laws. By threatening
force be assisted in consummating the great

electoral fraud of 1876, by which aman not
ohosen was installed in the Presidential of-
fice. By the use of force he hopes to secure
his own election and inauguration
aa President, for C- third time,

of this republic. If he attains
his purpose itwillsignalize the overthrow of
free institutions in thiscountry. The pro-
curement of a large standing army willbe
the first object that willattraot his attention,
and that army will,of course, be under his
direct supervision and direction. Unfortu-
nately the Democratic Congress was unable
to repeal the laws whioh authorized the use
of troops for unlawful purposes, and he will
enter upon the office, if elected, unhampered
by suoh inconveniences as legal restrictions.
Itwilltherefore be easy for him to influence
elections by intimidation of armed forces,

and thus perpetuate his power. Ifhe goes
into the White House he willnever have it
tillhe is carried out to his last resting place.

A Declrtlon by the Supreme Court Affirm-

ing the Result In the Lower.

Itis well known that the estate of Gilbert
Dutohe- has been involved in litigation for
many yearn.

An appeal was taken from the decision of the

probate court and tbe case came before Judge
Simons, inJune, 1877. A decision] was render-
ed by tbe latter, in which he propounded sever-
alspecific questions of fact with instructions
to have the same considered by a jury. The
case came before a juryand tbe questions and
tbe veruict thereon were as follows :

First
—

Whether or not the furniture, fixtures,
apparatus, provisions, liquors and supplies sit-
uated in the Metropolitan hotel, in thiscounty,
at the time of the death of the late Gilbert
Dutchc-r, or any part of the same, ever came
into the possession of the said Eliza A.Dutch-
er, and, if so, where? And if part only, what
part?

Aqsw<t. No part came intoher possession.
Second— Whether or not Edwin R. George

ever ramo into tbe exclusive possession of said
furniture, fixtures, apparatus, provisions,
liquors and supplies? Ifyea, when didsuch
exclusive possession begin, and how lone did it
continue?

Answer. Edwin R. George came into full
exclusive possession Oct. lsf,1873, and con-
tinued until tbe 29th of May, 1875. (Day of
assignment to George Culver.)

Third
—

Whether or not said George waa in
such possession (incase the jury so find)of
said assets of said Metropolitan hotel, under a
claim made by him that he was surviving part-
ner in the said hotel business.

Answer. We so find Edwin K.George in full
possession under the claim that he was surviv-
ing partner.

Fourth
—

Whether or not the said Gilbert
Dutcher and the said Edwin It.George were,
at the time of thedeath of said Gilbert Dutcb-
er, partners in the business of carrying on the
business of said Metropolitan hotel, and in
said hotel assets?

Answer. Yes; they were.
Fifth—Whether or not the said Eliza A.

Dutcber ever converted the said assets of the
said Metropolitan hotel to her ownuse, and if
yea, when and what was then the value of such
assets so converted (ifat all)?

Answer. Mo; didnob
Sixth

—
What was the value of said assets of

the said Metropolitan hotel at tbe time of tbe
death of tho said Gilbert Dutcher?

Answer. Thirty-twothousand dollars.
H.K. Gibbs, Foreman,

Decision of the Supreme Court.
Yesterday the supreme court rendered the

followingdecision :
In the matter of the accounting of Eliza A.

Datcher, administratrix of tbe estate of Gil-
bert Dutcher, deceased.

I!.J. Marvin, administrator ile bonus rum,
and Cyrus H.McCormiok and Leander J. Mc-
Cnrmick, partners as C. H.McCormick &Bro.,
C. S. McCormick, guardians of the minor heir*
or Wm. S. McCormick. deceased, and Louisia
M. Tinkham, creditors, etc., appellants, vs.
Eliza A. Datcher, respondent.

First—Ina proceeding in probate court be-
tween certain creditors of the estate and an ad-
ministrator de bonus 7ion of the one part, and
an administratrix who has been removed of the
other, for a firm!settlement of her administra-
tive account, itbecame collaterally amaterial
question as affecting her liability to account
furcertain property, whether a certain partner-
ship existed in respect thereto between one
George and the decedent.

Held, That George was a competent witness
to prove that faot on behalf of the administra-
trix,and to give testimony touching conversa-
tion* and transactions between him and the
said decedent tending to show that fact, itap-
pearing that he was neither a party nor inpriv-
ity with cither of tbe parties to the proceeding,
and that he had no interest in the estate as
nextof kin,heir, creditor or otherwise.

Second
—

A judgment upon the accounting
insuch proceeding cannot be used as an instru-
ment of evidence fcr or against George in any
other action or proceeding to which he may be
a party upon tbe question of such partnership
for the purpose ofaffecting any alleged right
of his as such partner.

Third
—

The disqualifying interest intended
by section 8, title 1, chapter 73, Young's
statutes, to affect the competency of a witness
to testifiy touching matters therein stated, is
suoh an interest only in the event of the action
or proceeding that the witness having it will
either gain or lose by tbe direct legal operation
of the judgment therein, or may be prejudiced
insome right by the use of the jndgment as
evidence for or against himin some other ac-
tionor proceeding.

Fourth
—
Ina prior probate proceeding in-

stituted by the appellant creditors herein
against the respondent under section 12,*cha-
pter 51, general statutes, forher removal as ad-
ministratrix on the ground that she has be-
come an unsuitable person to discharge tbe
trust. A question as to the existence of a co-
partnership between the decedent and one G.
in respect to certain property was incidently
involved, contested and passed upon by the
court. Inthis proceeding, having for its ob-
ject an adjudication and settlement of her ad-
ministration accounts, the same question of
partnership is involved collaterally for trial
and determination.

Held, That the judgment in the former
proceeding removing the respondent as admin-
istratrix does not exclude her from contesting
anew inthis proceeding said question of pait-
nership.

Fifth
—

Where there are no circumstances
making itthe duty of aperson to speak as to
the existence ofan alleged fact, bis silence can
not be taken as an admission against him.

Sixth—G.,a witness for the respondent hav-
ing testified that he openly avowed his claim
as survivingpartner to tbe business of the ho-
tel, inwhich one V. was at the time aboarder,
soon after the death of his alleged copartner,
V. was called as a witness by appellant and
asked tbe question "when he first heard of any
claim on the part of G. that be was interested
in that house." This was excluded on the
ground of incompetency and immateriality.

Held. Not error.
Seventh

—
A declaration made by one party

to another, mad* ina merely casual conversa-
tion between them concerning no matter of
business then being done by either, one of a
friendly and social character only, forms no
part of the rextjest al of any transaction, and is
notadmissible in evidence on that ground to
prove the fact to which itrelates.

Eighth
—

A declaration in one's favor is not
competent evidence to rebut counter-state-
ment? made at other and different times con-
cerning the Fame matter against bis own in-
terent.

Ninth
—

The rale fordetermining the suffici-
ency of evidence to support the findings of a
juryapon controverted qne*tions of fact, ap-
plied to verdicts in civil Actions of & purely
legalnature, applies also to all verdict* npon
specific qnmtioas of faot tried bya juryunder
the directions of the court pursunnt to section
199, eh. 66, Gen. Huts., whether in actions of
equitable cognizance only, or in cases trans-
ferred to and tried ina district court on ap-
peal from a probate court.
