His eleventh hour change of heart, based on
Isanticounty, is thin.Itwould be muoh more
manly for Springer to admit that he has
allowed the bowlings of the Republican
papers to intimidate him. Itwould have
been still more manly if he had had the
back bone to stand by the fact that Wash-
burn bought both his nomination and elec-
tion and consequently that of the unbought
and unintimidated vote his opponent had
the majority.

Ths recall of Lord Lytton from India,
which is presaged by the result of elec-
tions inGreat Britain, would appear to be,
at this distance, an injudicious step for the
liberal party to take. Though all his life
he has been a literary man, he has shown,
during his incumbency of his present posi-
tion, all the qualities ofan astute statesman.

THE SUPREME COURT.
The reference »f Seorotary Sherman, in

his recent speech at Mansfield, to the ne-
cessity for maintaining the present partisan
character ef the supreme court has caused a
good deal of comment inall quarters. It is'
a confession on the part of one high in au-
thority, who is supposed to have had some
voioe in the selection of the judges who now
occupy the benoh, that they were not select-
ed for their legal learning and judioial fair-
ness, but for their partisan bias and the pli-
ability with which they could be manipulat-

ed by the Republicans so as to procure de-
cisions on political questions favorable to the
interests of that party. The recent decisions
of the court in which ithas overturned the
long-accepted and established relations of
the States to the federal government 'have
convinced the public at large that this was
the purpose of the appointment of a majority
of the members of the court, and no man
of intelligence in the country expects n de-
cision other than favorable to the Republi-
cans when any question of political signifi-
cance comes up for a bearing.

It is a disgraceful fact that honest polit-
ical ideas can have no support from the
highest tribunal in the country. The con-
fession must be made, however, that the
court has been debased by the appointment
ofunscrupulous partisans who do not hesi-
tate to set both the constitution and the laws
at defiance if thereby they can secure a par-
tisan advantage. It is also charged that
several of the judges are as much concerned
in the distribution of federal patronage as is
any Senator or Representative in Congress,
and wield a vastly greater power over Mr.
Hayes by reason of their position and their
ability to give decisions on disputed points.
These are supposed to be the immortal three

whovoted forHayes in the electoral commis-
sion, Judges Bradley, Millerand Strong, with
possibly, the addition of the chief jnstioe.

Itwillprobably be many years before the
supreme court will regain its lost prestige.
The majority ofthe partisan judges ere com-
paratively young men, end willnot be likoly
to resign for years to come. They can only
be removed by impeachment for high crimes
and misdemeanors, and this will not be at-
tempted except incase o

' flagrant violations
of law. We willtherefore be obliged to sub-
Mit to the outrageous misinterpretations of
law, to the premature divulgenoe of decisions
for stock jobbing purposes, and to other
flagrant violations of the rights of the peo-
ple. Itis much to be feared, too, that the
supreme court willbe utilized by the ad-
vocates of centralization and monarohism to

subvert the liberties of the people and over-
throw the republic.

We are very muoh obliged to Secretary
Sherman for throwing off the disguise that
has heretofore been maintained, and boldly
declaring that the Republican majority in
the supreme court must be maintained to
the end that partisan decisions may be pro-
cured on partisan legislation. No honest
party should require such extraordinary
powers, and no honest party possessing
them wouldcall them into requisition.

Hon. Wm. Dawson, Chairman Board of Com-
missioners Ramsey County:
Dear Bib: Allowme through you respect-

fully to call the attention of the board to a few
points, the better guarding of which will pro-
mote the public interests you have incharge.
I. The first is the manifestly unsafe condi-

tion of the books, records and other documents
in the financial offices of the county. As you
are aware those in the office of the Auditor are
so scattered as to be beyond his immediate and
constant suiveillance or that of his deputies,
and it is quite possible that documents or
records of great value may be abstracted and
taken away withouthis knowledge. The safes
in the Treasurer's office, and especially those in
the Auditor's office, can hold but a portion of
the current acconnt books, while the tax dupli-
cates of tbe current and all former years, the
tax judgment books, and other records of im-
mense value which can never be replaced, are
constantly subject to the imminent
risks of destruction by fire. The mat-
ter cannot ofcourse be a new one to you, but
Ifeelit to be myduty again to bring itto your
notice and to express the opinion that in the
absence of immediate arrangements for pro-
viding more commodious and convenient
places ofbusiness for these officers, which are
much needed. Fire proof vaults for the
protection of the property of the county are of
prime necessity, and delay in providing them
can only be indulged in from motives of false
economy.

11. Itis perhaps on account of thin want
that ithas come to be the custom ofyour board
to destroy all orders and warrants paid by the
Treasurer when brought before you for final
examination, thus three times a year destroy-
ing all original vouchers having the highest
authority as evidence. The attention of your
Board has been called to this, as itseems to me,
indefensible practice in my circular Mo. 3,
page 11, issued on May 1, 1879. It was there
recommended "that all evidences of the pay-
ment ofclaims be preserved for the term offive
years at least," bnt doubtless the period for the
outlawry of other claims would be better and
should be substituted.

111. Bonds of banks designated as depos-
itories under the act of 1873. Ihave looked over
with oare the advertisement of the Board of
Auditors, dated Jan. 6, 1876, the proposals of
the various banks, the approval of
the bonds by the Board of Commis-
sioners, as appearing upon your records
and the bonds themselves. Ifind that all your
minutes are signed by the auditor as clerk of
the board, alone, and without his seal, and
that all the ofheial bonds, with two exception?,
and all the depository bonds, are approved
aloue by the auditor, without seal. Itcertainly
seems to me that all these proceedings and doc-
uments should be signed by the chairman of
the board, and attested by the auditor, with
his seal, thus making them legal evidence
(sees. 105, 106, page 137, G. S.), without further
proceeding. Many changes have taken place
since these latter bonds were given, and it is
my duty to call your attention to them that
you may take proper steps to protect the in-
terests of the ooanty. The act (sec. 150, p.
146, G.S. ) requires that the bonds shall be
"signed by not le6s than five freeholders of said
county as sureties." The deaths of Messrs. Mc-
Qaillan and Thompson, sureties for the First
National bank, and of Messrs. Irvine and Culver,
sureties for the Farmers' & Mechanics' bank,
have reduced the sureties upon theise two bonds
below ths statutory number. Changes have
also occurred affecting the financial responsi-
bilityof some of the sureties, and Imake note
ofsome ofthess which ought tohave your careful
consideration, and in this consideration is also
to be regarded the fact aa to the propriety of
stockholders of banks being accepted as sureties
upon their bonds unless it is beyond all ques-
tion that their individual responsibility would
not bo affected by the failure of the bank.
With both these thoughts in mind, the respon-
sibility of the sureties on the following bo ads

The amount as-
sessed to that firmon the duplicate of 1875 as
abated by the tax committee was $30,000, and

ithas not for any subsequent year reached the
sum of $34,000.

IT. In regard to tbe official bonds,
that of the Clerk of the Court
is apprdved in pencil, which would hardly
seem to be tbe proper thing for a document of
that importance. The^ penal sum named in
the bond of the treasurer Inote bas been
raided from $6 >,000 for the past term to that
of $100,000 for the term about to commence.
Upon what principle your board has fixed this
amount of penalty it is impossible to deter-
mine. The bond being given as a protection to
the State and county, itwould seem to be ob-
vious that it should protect all the funda in
the treasury and not a part of them. Tbe at-
torney general of the State in an official opin-
iongiven this office on the subject of official
bonds under date of Jnne 26, 1878, says:
"Sureties cannot be held inan amount exceed-
ing the penalty expressed in the bond executed
by them. Care Bhould be taken, therefore,
and especially in the case ofcounty treasurers,
to fixthe penalty high enough to coyer the
highest amount likely to come into their hands
officiallyduring the term for which such bond
is given." The bonds given by;banks art de-
positories afford no protection for the funds ex-
cept in case oftheir failure, as every cent so de-
posited is subject to the check of the treasurer

at any moment. -Itis well krown that inRam-
sey county the highest amount likely to come
into the treasurer's hands officiallyduring each
year exceed* by three cr four times the amount

of penalty fixed by your board, even for the
term commencing on March Ist pr<>x.
It is not difficult for a man of high
standing and character to obtain sureties
for the highest amount, while the naming of
that sum would make it difficult, if not im-
possible for one of adifferrut character as a
possible incumbent toqoalify for such an im-
portant and reap*.-? sible office.

V. As to the matter ofabatement of taxes

the notion of the boards orcommittees charged
with that duty,is open to much criticism. Un-
der the act of 1874 many loose practices pre-

vailed to which Ineed not now refer. Even
under the act of 1576, which took effect Aug.

1of that year, the exceptions are numerous in
which the statements of applicants are Lot
sworn to according to law, some abatements
being made without formal petition, on scrap*

of paper and»n pencil memoranda, lne peti-

tions are almost invariably approved inpencil

and signed by individuals, not thus carrying

with them the sanction ofany authorized trib-
unal. Theininates of the City Tax Committee
do not always show that a quotum was present,
which alone has power to abate, and they are
signed alone by the County Auditor, who is
not. asIunderstand it, ex officio clerk of the
committee. As rhe law provides for a chairman
and clerk, it would seem that all proceedings
should be signed by these officers, and that all
refunding orders should also be signed by
them.

VI. A very large amount of personal taxes
remain upon the duplicates of former years
against which judgment has not been entered,

and which do not seem to have been abated or
purged from the rolls by any authoritativo ac- ,
tion. By general law the right remains with

'
your board torevise the lists ofpersonal taxes
returned rb uncolleotable by tbe county treas-
urer and toerase and cancel from the lists
such as cannot be collected, but Iwould re-
spectfully commend the question to your
judgment whether pencil memorandums op-
posite the names (which can at any time be
erased or changed by anyone having access to
the books) bear any evidence of care or super-
vision or cancellation by competent authority.
Such marks are as follows, for example, "dead,"
"v.f.," Mw," "left," "sold out," "no prop.,"
"busted," "left city," "left State," etc., etc.
But leaving as they stand the innumerable in-
stances of this kind which may be supposed to
be intended to be dropped as uncollectable, still
a very large amount in the aggregate remains
upon the rolls which does not appear to have
been subject to any action of any kind. For
instance, the personal duplicate of 1874 con-
tains over 300 names withan amount of some
$3,000, against which entries no evidence ap-
pears that any lawful steps have been taken to
enforce payment, or, in failnre of that, to can-
cel them by authority shown. The personal
duplicate for 1575 hat over 600 names of un-
collected taxes, amounting to $24,038.20. It
is true in this case that a large proportion of
this sum is marked either "J.," "C." or "W"
(whatever those marks may mean), but these
marks, without reference to any record of
competent authority, cannot seem to me to be
a proper final disposition of the sums repre-
sented by them.

The personal duplicate for 1876 still shows
over 700 names with an aggregate of over
$7,000 of taxes vet uucollected, and not mark-
ed in any way to show that collection has been
attempted, and the duplicate for 1877 shows a
like list of over 553 names, and nearly $5,000
in taxes in the same condition. A comparison
of these lists would seem to indicate that a
considerable portion of these taxes were good
and collectable, that the same names appear
upon each of the lists, aud that several of them
are those ofpersons inofficial position, and re-
ceiving either regular salaries from the county
or city, or payments from one or the other on
contracts. Itseems te me that the taxpayers
ofthe county have a just canse of complaint in
this regard as well as in some others not com-
ingso directly under your supervision officially.
That many of these taxes could, and should
have been collected is evidenced by the fact
that tbe same persons have promptly paid their
taxes for 1878 into the treasury. It is the
evident intention of the law that these personal
lists should not remain open indefinitely, but
that the taxes thereon should be promptly paid
voluntarily or by distraint, and the lists purg-
ed of the worthless and closed up as far as
these are concerned by some valid aotion made
a matter of record by your board.

VII. Several claims for services have been
allowed by the board and paid which
depend for their validity upon the
interpretation of the several special salary
acts controlling the proper allowances to offi-
cers'in the county. An authoritative opinion
upon these points of construction willsoon be
obtained from the Attorney General, wbich
willbe hereafter furnished you for your future
guidance. Respectfully yoars,

P. S.—ln regard to the sureties on some of

these bonds (of depositories) several of them
are knownnot to be pecuniarily responsible, or
only for very small amounts. Others (as those
of the German-American, Farmers' &Mechan-
ics' and Savings banks) are the principal own-
ers oC the banks themselves, and hence at a
possible time of failure (for protection against
which the bonds are only given) wouldormight
be financially crippled at the very time when
they would be looked to to make good a loss to
the county and State. Ithink that the whole
file of bonds should be gone over carefully and
new ones called for wherever the necessities of
the case ieem to demand it. H. M.X.,P. E.

The chair stated that that portionof the re-
port referring to the abatement of taxes as-
sessed to Dawson &Go. required some explana-
tion. Ifthe public examiner had taken the
trouble to investigate tbe matter be would
have discovered his egregious error. Mr.
Scheffer bad given a sworn statement which
had been arbitrarily raised by Mr. McClung,
the same having been afterwards corrected.

Inconclusion, the chair likened the report to
the works of an Irish author, who could em-
ploy truth to do the dirty work ot falsehood
better than any man he ever Baw.

Gen. MHoh' Last Indian Fight.

Yesterday, department headquarters received
a telegram from Gen. Nelson A. Miles in con-

firmation of the rumored raid ofhostile Indians
about Fort Eeogh and their defeat bya detach-
ment of the Second cavalry, under date of the
sth inst., from O'Fallon Creek station. Gen.
Miles Bays that the pursuit of a war party of
Indians by Capt. Huggins, of the Second caval-
ry, with sixty jaen, for nearly two hundred
miles has resulted in the capture, at the head
of O'Fallon creek, of five Indians, forty-five
pome?, and the flighton footof twelve or fif-
teen other Indians of the party. The general
gives much credit to the officers and men
for their zealous pursuit under unfavorable
circumstances, over a rough country and in
abominable weather. Mention is made of the
death of Sergt. Johnson, company C. Second
oavaliy, who was killed in the fight with the
Indians. The captured Indians report that
they were three or four days out from Sitting
Bull's camp, and that they had been advised to

come south to steal stock by the white chief
across tbe line.

Gen. MiJea is en route to the eaot inobedi-
ence to orders from the war department, but
the instinct of the soldier is bo warm within
him, that while there is an enemy in the field,
he feels reluctant todepart. Itis understood
he has requested a delay in the operation of
his order while the Indians remain in the vi-
cinityof his ctfmmand.

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BKACKETT'S BLOCK BURNED.

Minneapolis Visited by the Largest Fire

Seen Hire in More Than a Year-The

Loss toots up $172,600, and the Insur-

ance $82,350.

At about 4 o'clock yesterday morning Officers

West and Burnt of the police force discovered
that Brackett's block, corner of Second Btreet

and First avenue sontb, was on fire, and the

alarm was immediately sounded. Shortly

thereafter the fire department reached the

scene, but the flames had secured such head-
way that all efforts to save the doomed struc-
ture were futile. They fought aobly, but be-
fore day fairly dawned the proud structure of

the night before was a smouldering inaft of
ruins. Everything inside from top to bottom
burned rapidly, and nothing was saved except

a safe belonging to the Grain Binder company.
The walls alone, which were of stone, remain
standing.

The building was one used for manufactur-
ing purposes quite largely, and not leBS than
250 people found employment there. The
building was four storie* high above ground

witha basement below.
HOW OCCUPIED.

The entire upper story was occupied by N.

B. Harwood &Co. for a manufacturing estab-

lishment.
The basement under the entire building was

utilized by Messrs. Peet & McWalters, brass
founders; by M. C. Burr, wood worker; the
Journal printing company for a press room;
and N. B.Harwood for the storage of surplus

stock and heavy goods. Messrs. Wilcox &,

Dimond, job printers, occupied the corner
store; the Minneapolis Grain Binder company
the store onSecond street; A. L. Billings &
Co., commission merchants, one of the two ©n
First avenue; and H. E. Newton, publisher of
the Minnesota Farmer, a room at the left of
the mam stairway. One store was vacant.
The 6econd floor was occupied with the print-
ingestablishments of Bell's Daily Times, and
the Evening Journal, the Mirror, the book
bindery of F.F. Henning, and bag factory of
F. W. Bullard.

The origin of the fire is unknown, although

it is believed to have been in the press
room of the Journal office, on First avenue
south.

The ouly person inthe building at the time

the falarm was sounded was John B.Bell,
who states that he was startled by an explo-
sion. Rushing to the window he discovered
flameß issuing from the windows. Hastily
dressing, he soon reached the scene, only to
see the flames burst out inevery direction and
the building rapidly fall to pieces, only to be
greedily devoured by the fire fiend.

So rapidly did the structure burn that it was
impossible to get anything out, especially as
the flames origidated in the basement and the
first floor was nearly consumed before the dis-
covery and the firemen could be informed.

THOSE WHO LOSE BYTHE FIBE.

The building was owned by Mr. Geo. A.
Brackett, who valued the building at $40,000,

on which there was an insurance of $25,000.

Mr. Brackett, with characteristic enterprise,
had architects at work bright and early and the
structure willbe rebuilt at once.

The establishment of N.B. Harwood & Co.
suffer most, as their manufacturing depart-
ment was located here and everything was lost.
They had a large stock of ducking, shirting,
etc., besides a large quantity of goods inpro-
eeG3 of manufacture. Their loss is about $80,-
-000. Mr.Harwood being inNew York, exact
figures could not be obtained. His insurance
amounts to $42,250. Only a few weeks since
he cancelled $20,000 in companies represented
by Ames & Co. This big establishment has
been employing a large number of people to
keep their 125 sewing machines and other
machinery in operation. Association Hallhas
been secured and to-day the firm willcom-
mence operations in that structure.

Wilcox, Dimond & Co. lose next heaviest.
Their extensive printing house, with new
presses, type, etc., was completely destroyed,
together with all the cuts of the Tourist and
Sportsman. All the plates of the Buckeye
Cook Book were also destroyed. They lose
$12 006 and were insured for $6,550.

The Evening Journal company lose $3,500
and were insured for$2,100. They immediate-
ly opened an office withDavison & Hall, job
printers, on Second street, and issued the
Journu as usual last evening, but in smaller
form.

The other ocou pants of the building lose less
heavily, but enough to run the sum total up to
$172,600.
